STATEMENT OF WORK

FOR

ANDERSEN AFB

TOWER ELEVATOR REPAIR

Section I – GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

1.1 GENERAL SCOPE OF WORK:  The contractor shall provide all the parts, labor, material, transportation and equipment for the purpose of providing repairs for the Tower Elevator located on Andersen AFB, Guam.  All materials provided shall be manufactured and installed in accordance with the ASME A17.1 Safety Code for Elevators and Escalators and any supplements. The contractor shall abide by the provisions in this Statement of Work (SOW).

1.2 GENERAL REQUIREMENTS :

The work to be performed includes, but, is not limited to the following:

A. Upgrade all the components of the existing control and motor drive systems for a (1) car 1200 pound capacity elevator with a travel distance of 13 floors (total rise of 130 Feet) and a power supply of 208 volts.
B. Install new Applied (Integral) Car Operating Panel, Phone, “In-Car” Direction Lanterns, Emergency Car Lighting, Hall Buttons for 13 floors, Car Guides, (4) Traction Steel  ½ inch 8 x 19 Ropes and Operating Doors with Safety Device.
C. Provide new cab interior panels, handrail and ceiling.
D. Replacement and adjustment of existing hositway equipment. Reinforcement of the dry pit.

E. All new wiring and electrical interconnections shall comply with governing codes.  Insulated wiring shall have flame-retardant and moisture-proof outer covering and shall be run in conduit, flexible tubing or electrical wireways. Traveling cables shall be flexible and suitably suspended to relieve strain on individual conductors. 
F. Provide regular examinations and any necessary adjustments and lubricating of the equipment by competent employees.  All required supplies and parts will be furnished except such as parts may be needed because of negligence, misuse or accidents caused by the government.

1.3 STANDARD MATERIAL AND WORKMANSHIP:  All materials and supplies shall be new and standard products regularly used in similar commercial requirements.  Workmanship shall be comparable to similar commercial services and comply with other standards contained in this document.
1.4 SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS:  The contractor will be qualified to enter the base and have proper work badges for all technicians and labor personnel as required by military installation.

1.5 SCHEDULE:  Allowable work hours will be 0730 to 1630 Monday to Friday excluding Federal Holidays.  No work performed outside normal duty hours unless authorized in writing by the Contracting Officer.  Work outside normal working hours must be requested at least 3 duty days in advance.

1.6 CONTRACTOR FURNISHED ITEMS AND SERVICES: The contractor shall furnish all transportation, equipment, tolls and any other items incidental and all services to execute and perform all requirements in this scope of work.

1.7 GOVERNMENT FURNSIHED PROPERTY: None

1.8 ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:  

A. The contractor shall ensure the work area is cleaned and back to original condition upon completion for the project.

B. The contractor shall obtain an AF Form 103, Work Clearance Request Form, prior to the start of work and any other additional permits required for the work to be accomplished.  All work shall be performed in accordance with OSHA, COE, National Electrical Code and any other pertinent regulations.
C. Contractor will repair or replace items damage during the performance of the contract to the satisfaction of the Contracting Officer at no additional cost to the Government.

D. Contractor is responsible for verifying all measurements.
