STATEMENT OF WORK

360 DEGREE FEEDBACK INSTRUMENT

OFFICE OF HUMAN RESOURCE MANAGEMENT

BACKGROUND

The Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) is committed to strengthening agency leadership and promoting a performance culture that fully embraces employee and customer perspectives.  To help achieve these objectives, the FHWA has used the multi-directional (360) degree assessment to provide the participants with feedback related to the 28 leadership competencies that comprise the Executive Core Qualifications (ECQs) for the Senior Executive Service.  In light of the positive results attained from the agency’s previous use of the 360 degree feedback, the FHWA is expanding its use of this valuable tool to further enhance employee and leadership development and support the agency’s “organizational excellence” strategic goal.  

OBJECTIVE

The objective is to assist the FHWA to continue its advancement as a High Performing Organization (HPO) by utilizing a 360 degree feedback tool to identify leadership competency strengths and areas for improvement.  This effort will improve the performance of the FHWA by correlating each manager’s performance with their individual and organizational goals.  In particular, the feedback will:

· Provide individuals in leadership positions with specific feedback related to the 28 leadership competencies noted above as well as goals related to the individual manager’s position.  

· Assist managers in their employee development, particularly with regard to leadership development and organizational goals.

SCOPE OF WORK

Work completed shall assist the FHWA in its commitment to develop leaders that continually strive to make the organization an (HPO). The work shall cover: planning, implementation, analysis, and reporting the assessment data results to participants. During the process participants will assess themselves, be assessed by their supervisors and identify three or more peers and three or more subordinates who are knowledgeable about the participant’s work. Those chosen must be willing to complete the assessment.  The results shall help participants identify their own strengths and areas for improvement.  The contractor chosen will be responsible for providing all material, equipment, labor, and any other items necessary to carry out the 360 degree assessment defined in this document.  

CONTRACTOR PRICING

There are approximately 250 GS-14, GS-15, and senior executive service (SES) employees in the FHWA.  We plan to use this 360 degree assessment for approximately 100 participants per year. The term for this statement of work is initially for one year and may be extended up to four optional years afterward.

DELINEATION OF CONTRACTOR TASKS

In order to meet the requirements of this statement of work, the contractor shall complete the following tasks:

A. Detailed Project Plan – Task 1

The contractor shall submit a detailed project management plan to the FHWA within two weeks of the contract being awarded.  That plan will outline how it intends to develop, implement and report feedback evaluations.  The project management plan shall include a level of detail outlining specific tasks required, entity responsible for each task, task accomplishment dates, and any other pertinent information. The target for the implementation of the first phase is September 12, 2008. The FHWA will review the project plan and provide comments to the contractor.

B. Provide 360 Degree Survey Instrument – Task 2

The contractor shall provide a 360 degree survey instrument; working with the Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative (COTR) and designated representatives of the agency to customize the instrument prior to piloting its use.  The FHWA will provide the contractor with the FHWA leadership competency model to aid in the selection and customization of the instrument for the groups to be assessed.  Feedback will predominantly be given using objective scales (e.g. Basic, Foundational, Intermediate, Advanced, and Expert) with clear definitions for each level; however, the following two open ended questions will be included:

1. I value the contributions of the person who is the subject of this assessment because: (state reasons)

2. I believe that the person who is the subject of this assessment could be even more effective if: (state suggestions)

The assessment shall be programmed so that Question 2 may be answered only if Question 1 is first answered.

The assessment shall consist of no more than 50 questions.

C. Orientation Materals– Task 3

The contractor shall work in accordance with the FHWA to develop suitable orientation materials for marketing the assessment and instructing participants in the selection of raters.  Participants will assess themselves, be assessed by their supervisors, and identify three or more peers and three or more subordinates who are knowledgeable about the participant’s work and willing to complete the assessment.

D. Collect, Analyze, and provide reports on the data – Task 4

Through the contractor’s secured web site, which must meet FHWA’s standards for a secured web site, data shall be collected and analyzed.  The contractor sets up the system, assigns passwords, creates user names, gives instructions and e-mails each participating staff and his or her designated assessors the appropriate user name and temporary password.  To prevent security issues, the password must later be reassigned by the respondent.  At any time during the data collection phase, the COTR shall be able to access on-line reports showing the status (but not the results) of each person’s surveys.  Contractor consulting services will be available throughout the evaluation cycle.

E. Results – Task 5 

After collecting and analyzing data, the results are reported.  The results shall be presented in an easy to understand format.  The on-line graphical presentation of the results shall include (1) individual employee, and (2) overall organizational results.  Only individual employees will have access to their individual results.  Designated senior managers shall have access to overall organizational results.  Password protection is required to assure confidentiality of results according to criteria set by the FHWA.  The system should allow for ad hoc reporting at the organizational level.

When requested by the COTR, the contractor may be called upon to provide written interpretation of the overall organizational results and provide an oral consultation to participants as a group and/or as individuals.  The purpose of these meetings would be to interpret results with the end goal being the creation of meaningful workforce development plans to address those results.

Organizations Qualification and Experience –

The contractor must outline the organizations qualifications and experience it has implementing similar 360 degree feedback surveys.  In addition to the organizations past experience, a summary of experience for individual staff members is also required that outlines their competency in the areas pertaining to this statement of work  Qualifications must include a minimum of five (5) years experience conducting 360 degree feedback assessments.
PROGRESS REPORTING REQUIREMENTS – 
The contractor is required to provide the (COTR) with monthly progress reports on Mondays.  Progress reports will cover all work completed and will present the work scheduled to be accomplished in the coming two week period.  Reports shall identify any problems/risks that arise and include either a statement explaining how the problem/risk was resolved or if not resolved, the action being taken to resolve the problem/risk and a projected remedy date.

Information System Security

(d) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall tender for acceptance only those items that conform to the requirements of this contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or re-performance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. The Government must exercise its post acceptance rights - 

(1) Within a reasonable period of time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and

(2) Before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item.

(e) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence, such as acts of God or the public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers. (f) Termination for the Government's convenience. The Government reserves the right to terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for its sole convenience.
