Health and maintenance of wild-caught and cultured white abalone (Haliotis sorenseni) at the Bodega Marine Laboratory

Prinicipal Investigator: Dr. James Moore, Associate Clinical Professor (voluntary), Department of Medicine and Epidemiology, School of Veterinary Medicine, University of California, One Shields Avenue, Davis

Consultant: Mr. Thomas McCormick, Senior Scientist, Channel Islands Marine Resource Institute, P. O. Box 1528, Ojai, CA 93024-1528

INTRODUCTION:	Under ESA Permit No. 1346-01, Thomas B. McCormick Principal Investigator - PI) of the Channel Islands Marine Resource Institute (CIMRI) is authorized to take white abalone for scientific research.  As stated in the permit, take activities include collection from the wild, captive maintenance, breeding, research and field planting.  Under section A.1., the permit states that the PI and Co-PI’s may conduct research at other locations, such as the UC Bodega Marine Laboratory. The contract applicant, Dr. James Moore, is the primary Co-PI at the Bodega Marine Laboratory.

Due to water quality concerns at the CIMRI hatchery, all wild (n=4) and hatchery-raised (n=30) white abalone at CIMRI were transferred to a temporary holding facility at BML on May 28, 2008. BML is believed to be currently outside the endemic zone for the agent of abalone withering syndrome and has optimal seawater temperatures for holding this deepwater species.  In addition, BML has a Pathogen Containment Facility system, with chlorination and dechlorination of effluent, in which the abalone can be held to ensure that no gametes, agent of withering syndrome, or other disease agents are released from the white abalone into local waters.     

The current white abalone holding system at BML has several limitations for secure maintenance of these important animals. A more protected and monitored environment needs to be designed and an existing structure re-configured and populated with tanks and various support (reliable seawater flow, UV treatment, aeration, oxygen backup) and alarm (flow, temperature) systems. We propose to reconfigure a small greenhouse into a white abalone maintenance facility at BML that is secure with respect to i) water quality; ii) biosecurity; iii) access restriction; iv) automated alarms and emergency response. 

OBJECTIVES:  There are three primary objectives of this work:

1. Maintain white abalone under current conditions until renovated facility is complete.

2. Prepare renovated facility at BML for the holding of white abalone.

3. Move wild and hatchery-raised white abalone to the new facility and maintain and monitor the abalone during the performance period. 

DELIVERABLES: 

1. Maintain abalone in existing holding facilities. Abalone will be maintained and monitored under the current conditions until the new facility is renovated.   

2. Renovate greenhouse structure. A currently existing but dilapidated greenhouse structure will be renovated for secure maintenance of white abalone.

3. Install plumbing, tanks, alarms and related equipment.  The system will include temperature and water flow alarms, UV sterilization of incoming water, chlorine treatment of effluent, high-pressure ambient seawater, aeration and a backup oxygenation system. Note that the tanks, UV sterilization units, and some plumbing will be purchased off a current grant from NOAA to CIMRI and are not included in the attached budget.

4. Transfer and maintain abalone at the new facility. Abalone will be transferred from the current holding facility to the new facility at BML.  Staff will be trained in systems operation and maintenance.

The COR will inform the Contractor of any other available DOC training resources. Annually thereafter the Contractor shall certify in writing to the COR that its employees, in performance of the contract, have completed annual refresher training as required by section 15.4 of the DOC IT Security Program Policy.
  (g) Within 5 days of contract award, the Contractor shall provide the COR with signed acknowledgement of the provisions as contained in Commerce Acquisition Regulation (CAR), 1352.209-72, Restrictions Against Disclosures.
  (h) The Contractor shall afford DOC, including the Office of Inspector General, access to the Contractor's and subcontractor's facilities, installations, operations, documentation, databases, and personnel used in performance of the contract. Access shall be provided to the extent required to carry out a program of IT inspection, investigation, and audit to safeguard against threats and hazards to the integrity, availability, and confidentiality of DOC data or to the function of computer systems operated on behalf of DOC, and to preserve evidence of computer crime.
