Questions and Answers #1
Question 1:  At the site visit there was a conflicting statement about the blast floor recovery system by Mr. Howard.  He first indicated that size and location of the floor recovery system was to be along one side of the wall of the booth.  This requires that that operators do some sweeping of the media to this location for where it can fall into the recovery system area along the side wall. Then later during the site visit he indicated that he doesn't want to do any sweeping of the media.  This would infer that the booth is to have a full area recovery system.  Which type to do want.  With your load requirements for the vehicles of 60,000lbs this would require heavy duty grating.  
Answer:  In short, my concern regarding the media recovery pit is to minimize the amount of labor required to remove spent media remaining on the floor ‘outside the automatic capacity of the recovery system.’ It would be acceptable if an engineered system design required techs to perform minor sweeping of the spent media into the pit during recovery action. That said, the media recovery pit could be configured for installation in the center of the booth or along the side...again, vendor design dictates.
