The Specification of Computer-to-Plate System

SECTION C - DESCRIPTION

C.1 
The contractor shall provide one Computer-to-Plate System as specified. The new CTP System shall consist of Plate Setter, Windows XP Pro x64 computer(s) that shall be used as Raster Image Processor with RIP software and Workflow/Processing Platform, and Plate Processor. The CTP System will receive PostScript or PDF files from GPO Imposition Workstations, and shall be completely compatible with the existing workflow. Any problems resulting from adding the new CTP System shall be corrected by the contractor without any charge to the Government Printing Office.
C.2
Equipment

1)   The new CTP System shall be semi-automatic; that is, the operator will place the metal plate on the Plate Setter, and the Plate Setter shall receive the data from RIP, recognize appropriate plate size for exposing and processing, expose the digital information on the plate without involvement of the operator. The Plate Setter will then load the plate to the in-line processor. Then the Plate Processor shall develop the plate and deliver the completed plate, ready for mounting on a press, onto the delivery table. The whole process shall be done without any involvement of the operator except the manual loading and unloading of the plate on the PlateSetter and activating the proper file to be imaged.

C.3 
Workflow Description



Before submitting a bid, the contractor shall visit the GPO and check the existing workflow in our Pre-Press Division to supply the CTP System that will be compatible with the existing software and hardware. Any incompatibly issue resulting from adding the new system to the existing system shall be corrected by the contractor without additional charge to the Government Printing Office.



The Postscript files and PDF files are prepared with Desktop Publishing Software such as InDesign, QuarkXpress, or GPO’s composition software and are moved over the network onto the Windows Server. The PostScript and PDF file imposition is performed on the four Windows Workstations using Preps Pro 5.2 software. Postscript or PDF files are then sent to the RIP for plate processing.

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

The contractor shall test new CTP system and demonstrate the compatibility of new CTP System with the existing system. 


After installation has been completed, the contractor will be required to conduct a test consisting of the three phases described below. These tests will be conducted using GPO personnel under the supervision of the contractor.

PHASE 1. The contractor will be required to demonstrate that the CTP system can produce a quality plate. A quality plate is described as, but not limited to, a plate that is free from defects, can produce a 2-98% dot with 1% increments, has a repeatable accuracy of +/-0.8 mil, a registration accuracy of +/-0.6 mil, shows no directional bias or banding, and meets the resolution requirements. Targets such as the GATF Digital test target or an equivalent target, approved by the Government will be required for testing the system.

PHASE 2. After successful completion of phase 1 the contractor will be required to demonstrate that the device can make an image from the government supplied files and that the plate will produce an acceptable product suitable for at least 35,000 impressions on press with no signs of defects or wear attributable to the plate. Control targets such as the GATF print test form or an equivalent target approved by the Government will be required. Characteristics such as image quality, ink transfer, water balance, dot gain, slur, and doubling will be monitored.

The final phase will mirror a typical day with a 3 hour window in which the duration of the test period shall be three continuous hours without any interruptions. GPO will supply the files and will require the system to utilize a11 three of the plate sizes described in Section C.2. item 2. GPO will make the selection of plates required to meet the criteria as described in phase 2.

After testing, a "Punch List" of defects or problems shall be developed by GPO and presented to the contractor for correction.

WARRANTY PARTS



The contractor shall be responsible for handling any and a11 returned warranty parts that need replacement during     the installation and testing period. 

SECTION F - DELIVERIES AND PERFORMANCE

Failure during this final demonstration may be cause for the Government to declare the vendor in default.

SECTION - I - CONTRACT CLAUSES    (Continued)
DISPUTES (VARIATION)
Disputes (July 2002) 

(a) This contract is subject to the Contract Disputes Act of 1978, as modified by Section 1501 of Title I of Division H of the Consolidated Appropriations Act, 2008, Pub.L.No. 110-161,_Stat._(2008).

(b) Except as provided in the Act, all disputes arising under or relating to this contract shall be resolved under this clause. 

(c) “Claim,” as used in this clause, means a written demand or written assertion by one of the contracting parties seeking, as a matter of right, the payment of money in a sum certain, the adjustment or interpretation of contract terms, or other relief arising under or relating to this contract. However, a written demand or written assertion by the Contractor seeking the payment of money exceeding $50,000 is not a claim under the Act until certified. A voucher, invoice, or other routine request for payment that is not in dispute when submitted is not a claim under the Act. The submission may be converted to a claim under the Act, by complying with the submission and certification requirements of this clause, if it is disputed either as to liability or amount or is not acted upon in a reasonable time. 

(d)(1) A claim by the Contractor shall be made in writing and, unless otherwise stated in this contract, submitted within 6 years after accrual of the claim to the Contracting Officer for a written decision. A claim by the Government against the Contractor shall be subject to a written decision by the Contracting Officer. 

(2)(i) The Contractor shall provide the certification specified in paragraph (d)(2)(iii) of this clause when submitting any claim exceeding $50,000. 

(ii) The certification requirement does not apply to issues in controversy that have not been submitted as all or part of a claim. 

(iii) The certification shall state as follows: “I certify that the claim is made in good faith; that the supporting data are accurate and complete to the best of my knowledge and belief; that the amount requested accurately reflects the contract adjustment for which the Contractor believes the Government is liable; and that I am duly authorized to certify the claim on behalf of the Contractor.” 

(3) The certification may be executed by any person duly authorized to bind the Contractor with respect to the claim. 

(e) For Contractor claims of $100,000 or less, the Contracting Officer must, if requested in writing by the Contractor, render a decision within 60 days of the request. For Contractor-certified claims over $100,000, the Contracting Officer must, within 60 days, decide the claim or notify the Contractor of the date by which the decision will be made. 

(f) The Contracting Officer’s decision shall be final unless the Contractor appeals within ninety days of receipt of a contracting officer’s decision, to the Government Accountablility Office Contract Appeals Board, 441 G Street N.W., Room 7182, Washington, D.C. 20548; Facsimile: (202) 512-9749; E-Mail: CAB@gao.gov. or files a suit as provided in the Act. 

(g) If the claim by the Contractor is submitted to the Contracting Officer or a claim by the Government is presented to the Contractor, the parties, by mutual consent, may agree to use alternative dispute resolution (ADR). If the Contractor refuses an offer for ADR, the Contractor shall inform the Contracting Officer, in writing, of the Contractor’s specific reasons for rejecting the offer. 

(h) The Government shall pay interest on the amount found due and unpaid from (1) the date that the Contracting Officer receives the claim (certified, if required); or (2) the date that payment otherwise would be due, if that date is later, until the date of payment. With regard to claims having defective certifications, as defined in FAR 33.201, interest shall be paid from the date that the Contracting Officer initially receives the claim. Simple interest on claims shall be paid at the rate, fixed by the Secretary of the Treasury as provided in the Act, which is applicable to the period during which the Contracting Officer receives the claim and then at the rate applicable for each 6-month period as fixed by the Treasury Secretary during the pendency of the claim. 

(i) The Contractor shall proceed diligently with performance of this contract, pending final resolution of any request for relief, claim, appeal, or action arising under the contract, and comply with any decision of the Contracting Officer. 

SERVICE OF PROTEST (VARIATION)

(a) Protests, as defined in Section 33.101 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation, that are filed directly with an agency, and copies of any protests that are filed with the Government Accountability Office (GAO) shall be served on the Contracting Officer (addressed as follows) by obtaining written and dated acknowledgment of receipt from Chief Acquisition Officer, U.S. GPO, (AS), Washington, DC 20401.

(b) The copy of any protest shall be received in the office designated above within one day of filing protest with GAO.

PROTEST AFTER AWARD (AUG 1996)
(a) Upon receipt of a notice of protest (as defined in 33.101 of the FAR) the Contracting Officer may, by written order to the Contractor, direct the Contractor to stop performance of work called for by this contract.  The order shall be specifically identified as a stop-work order issued under this clause.  Upon receipt of the order, the Contractor shall immediately comply with its terms and take all reasonable steps to minimize the incurrence of costs allocable to the work covered by the order during the period of work stoppage.  Upon receipt of the final decision in the protest, the Contracting Officer shall either--

(1) Cancel the stop-work; or 

(2) Terminate the work covered by the order as provided in the Default or the Termination for Convenience of the Government, clause of this contract.

(b) If a stop-work order issued under this clause is canceled either before or after a final decision in the protest, the Contractor shall resume work.  The Contracting Officer shall make an equitable adjustment in the delivery schedule or contract price, or both, and the contract shall be modified, in writing, accordingly, if--

(1) The stop-work order results in an increase in the time required for, or in the Contractor's cost properly allocable to, the performance of any part of this contract; and 

(2) The Contractor asserts its right to an adjustment within 30 days after the end of the period of work stoppage; provided that if the Contracting Officer decides the facts justify the action, the Contracting Officer may receive and act upon the request at any time before final payment under this contract.

(c) If a stop-work order is not canceled and the work covered by the order is terminated for the convenience of the Government, the Contracting Officer shall allow reasonable costs resulting from the stop-work order in arriving at the termination settlement.

(d) If a stop-work order is not canceled and the work covered by the order is terminated for default, the Contracting Officer shall allow, by equitable adjustment or otherwise, reasonable costs resulting from the stop-work order.

(e) The Government's right to terminate this contract at anytime is not affected by action taken under this clause.
