Questions and Answers (I)

Q.1)  On page 93, Section L.11 states that the Chief of Party must be a US national. Would USAID consider a TCN from the region who has studied and worked in the U.S. extensively and has served as COP on similarly high-profile and politically complex USAID programs around the world? 

Answer:  While we appreciate there are many qualified non-US experts capable of being excellent COPs, for a variety of reasons we require the COP for this sensitive and high profile USG program to be a US national, as stated in the RFP.

Q.2)  On page 92, Section L.4, there is no introductory statement for comments 4.a-4.c, so their relevance is unclear. These comments also appear on p. 26, Section C, CLIN 04, points d, e and f. Are these the areas on which small business participation should focus?
Answer:  No, these areas do not refer to Small Business participation. Those areas (below) are considered to be mandatory activities that the Contractor must be prepared to perform (mandatory activities under Section C) and that will be financially attributed to CLIN 04.  If required contractor shall be prepared to address them.
Those areas are:

a. Participate in annual conferences that may be held at different locations in the Latin America and Caribbean region (one week duration, no more than two conferences a year over the life of this program),

b. Organize and provide all administrative and logistical support for quarterly USAID sponsored HRP or human rights sector related conferences in Colombia, for an estimated 50 conference participants each.  This includes recommending an agenda, rental of space and associated equipment, coffee and luncheon breaks, preparing and disseminating the Conference written record to all conference participants, etc

c. The Contractor will organize periodic consultation with the broader-based national and international civil society organizations to solicit constructive feedback and input of the program. Invitees should include CSOs that are within this human rights program as well as those that do not receive USAID funding. For planning purposes, Contractor should plan on organizing these round-tables every 3 months throughout the life of the project with approximately 35 CSOs.
