This document is based on the following environment:

Oracle Database version 10g and 

Oracle Applications version 11i.

If Applimation software is to be implemented on any other environment, there will be changes required for the new environment. Please ask Applimation Support for the required changes in the new environment.

This handbook assumes that the user has a working knowledge of the principles and customary practices of FMS’s business area. It also assumes the user has a basic understanding of accounting, FMS’s accounting process, and the flow of transactions from FMS’s sub-ledgers to the general ledger.

This guide also assumes that the user(s) are familiar with Oracle applications navigation, Oracle General Ledger, Oracle Accounts Payable, and Oracle Accounts Receivable and that they have a basic understanding of operating system concepts and familiarity with the Oracle database. Finally, this guide assumes that the users are familiar with the Oracle Applications graphical user interface. 

Notes:

1. The screenshots provided in this guide are only meant as examples. For archiving other entities or creating new entities, please follow these examples to guide you through the processes.

2. Throughout this document the ‘Source’ database is referred to as ‘TARGET3’. While archiving in production environment, substitute ‘TARGET3’ with the correct ‘Source’ database name.

1.0
Introduction


Section 1 walks through the process for purging and archiving the Oracle Payables module.  Applimation uses “Entities” to establish the criteria for selection of records to be archived.  Archiving “Cycles” are then used to execute the entities’ selection criteria, to delete the data from the Target (Source) database, and then merge archived data with the History (Destination) database.

This section explains how to modify the default Oracle Payables entity to meet FMS’s business needs and how to set up and execute a complete archiving cycle. 

The section explains in details the steps required for modifying and altering the source ‘where’ clause, disabling or changing the business rules and modifying the interim columns. 

When the entities are defined, this section also explains defining of new cycles and all the subsequent steps to successfully complete an archiving cycle. 

The steps and procedures in this section are essentially identical for Oracle General Ledger and Oracle Receivables. These may be used as a guide in archiving these modules.

Change the conditions as outlined below within the box labeled ‘Source Where Clause’.  Be sure to have followed the prior steps outlined above and that the proper interim table is selected within the ‘Interims’ tab.

Add a TRUNC function around the transaction date (i.e., invoice_date) and comment out the last_update_date:

This section walks through the steps of registering the database users, defining data groups and responsibilities, setting up operating units and set of books options. 

The section explains the setting up of ‘ED Archive CFO General Ledger Inquiry’ responsibility as an example. 

The steps and procedures in this section are essentially identical for setting up all the responsibilities mentioned in Appendix A1 and may be used as a guide in setting up any additional responsibilities identified by the developers or the user community.

Next, hit the ‘Copy Applications From’ button.  The ‘Copy Applications From Data Group’ screen appears.  (For reference, view the screen shots shown in the previous section for setting up the AMARCHIVE Data Group.)

There will be several dozen rows that must be updated with the above information.

Navigate to the Oracle Applications form for defining Responsibilities. (Navigate ->

Security -> Responsibility -> Define). Open this form.

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Refer to the table included with the “Check List of Responsibilities” section in the Appendix (Section 5) of this document when setting up the Applimation responsibilities:

Start with the responsibility numbered “1” in the table (the table’s first column) and use the values in the various columns to populate the Responsibilities form.  Each row in the table identifies the required fields to define a particular responsibility.  The table’s column headings correspond to the form’s field labels.

Enter all the values across the columns into the form and save your work (Ctrl + S) once you enter all relevant fields.  To clear the form and enter a new responsibility, select Edit – New Record from the drop-down menu.  Create a responsibility for each row in the table.

For each responsibility, enter values into the form as follows:

Additional Setups for Responsibilities

Some Oracle Responsibilities require the setting of specific profile options to reflect the data correctly.  These profile options govern what operating unit or set of books the responsibility can see.  Refer to the columns labeled “Org. Unit” and “Set of Books” of the before-mentioned “Responsibilities Matrix” table to identify which responsibilities need which profile option set.

For example: The ‘FSA Archive FFEL GA GL User’ responsibility needs the Operating Unit option to be set to ‘FFELGA_OU’, while the ‘ED Archive CFO General Ledger Super User’ responsibility needs the Set of Books option to be set to ‘3’.
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Follow the steps outlined below to set the Operating Unit option:

For illustration purposes, we will set the Operating Unit profile option for the ‘FSA Archive FFEL GA GL User’ responsibility to ‘FFELGA_OU’.

Within the FSA System Administrator responsibility, navigate to the Oracle Applications form for setting profile options. (Navigate -> Profile -> System). Click on ‘Open’ button to open this form.

3.0
Introduction


Section 3 covers the creation of custom entities.  These are used for archiving custom modules or custom tables that contain data from sub-systems such as PELL, IPPP, or DLSS. 

This section walks through the steps of creating custom schemas, new entities, new interim tables, new interim indexes, defining driving interim tables and entity steps, defining parameters and finally pushing the new entity to the target instance. 

The section explains in detail all the above steps with PELL schema as an example and may be used as a guide in setting up any additional custom schemas and custom entities. Once created, custom entities can be used in archiving cycles as was described in Section 1-Archive Procedures of this guide.

4.0 Introduction


This section covers the reconciliation between record counts from Applimation’s archiving reports and those from independent queries (referred to as “Toad” queries in this documentation).  

The reconciliation is done to independently verify and ensure that the Applimation tool accurately selects data to be archived and correctly move it into the history (destination) database. 

This section explains in detail how to read the various Applimation Reports and retrieve the numbers from these reports to consign them into the Reconciliation Sheet. 

This section explains all the above steps with General Ledger section of the Reconciliation Sheet as an example. The steps and procedures in this section are essentially identical for Oracle Payables, Receivables and Custom Schemas and may be used as a guide in reconciling these modules.

Toad vs. Applimation Counts

4.1.1
Reconciliation Worksheet
Use an Excel worksheet to reconcile record counts between Toad Queries and Applimation Reports for each archived batch of every archived module. Following is a sample of such a worksheet followed by the legend explaining each column in the worksheet.
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Note: The above table is an embedded Excel Worksheet. Double click anywhere on the worksheet to launch Excel and view the entire worksheet.  This embedded worksheet is a sample for the General Ledger Application.  Multiple spreadsheets with essentially the same layout were used by the archiving team to reconcile each cycle of each archived application.  Although the columns in the spreadsheet are labeled identically for each application, the meaning for them may alter slightly depending on the application being archived.  As such, we include a column legend for each application below.
