The following clarification and revisions are noted below.
Item number 5, under Objective, is clarified by way of the italicized print, to read that: 

“Participants will indicate in their response how they will work with the US DOT to establish a pilot with a supply chain owner and at least three of their supply chain partners. The purpose of the pilot will be to determine the cost and benefits associated with implementation of EFM architecture and associated services. Potential participants will present in their response how they would administer the following: 

a) Identification of a plan to capture all startup, operational, and maintenance costs of operating an EFM pilot. 
b) Identification of a plan to capture both direct and indirect quantitative and qualitative benefits associated with the operation of the EFM pilot during the case study.

c) Development of a plan on how economic returns may be calculated such as return on investment (ROI) or internal rate of return (IRR). 
d) A timeline for the pilot.
Should the pilot demonstrate a positive benefit-cost ratio or other positive economic return as described in subparagraph (c) above, the participants should discuss how they will continue to operate EFM after the case study is completed.

The response date is extended by 15 days till 21 July 2008.
