STATEMENT OF WORK
REPLACING INDOOR RATED

FIRE DEVICE ENCLOSURES

FACILITY 808

1. Description of Services. The Contractor will provide all labor and material to remove indoor rated NEMA 1 fire device enclosures and replace with watertight NEMA 4 type in Facility 808 on Travis Air Force Base.
2. Basic Services: The contractor will remove indoor rated fire enclosures and install watertight NEMA 4 fire device enclosures. Watertight is defined as per Article 100-I pg 70-31 of the 2008 NEC

2.1 The following work is required:

A. Remove indoor rated fire device enclosures.

B. Install watertight NEMA 4 enclosures.

C. Reconnect fire modules in location from which they were disconnected.

D. Test fire alarm 100% operation after all work is completed.

3. SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS

3.1 Certification by the state of California to work on fire alarm systems.
3.2 Notice to proceed: Contractor will be given notice to proceed with work after government approval of their proposal.

3.3 Notification of base: The contractor shall be responsible for making written notification to the base two-weeks in advance prior to starting any work.
3.4 Government Furnished Property and Services. The contractor can expect normal power, telephone, and utilities, from existing locations, to be available at no cost.
3.5 Government personnel responsible for inspection and administrative tasks for the work described in the statement of work will be TSgt Walters or his appointee.

4. WORK CONDITIONS

4.1 The Contractor shall arrange all work so that interference with base occupants is minimized.

5. SCHEDULE. The period of performance for the installation portion of this effort is 90 days from the NOTICE TO PROCEED date. The Contractor’s loss of productivity resulting from failure to schedule, complete all work on schedule, or to coordinate with the project manager shall be at no additional cost to the Government. There is no downtime payment permitted on this contract for weather or other delays. The Contractor is asked to submit a quote to reflect cost to do the above work 30 days prior to contractor selection period.
5.1 Performance period will begin within 10 calendar days from the date of notice to proceed.

5.2 Security: No facility identified in this contract is in a secure area. However, while working near the runways and flight line, the contractors should familiarize their selves with the Restricted Area boundary, and ensure they abide by it.

6. WORK HOURS. Normal working hours are between the hours of 7:00 am and 4:00pm., excluding Saturdays, Sundays, and Federal holidays. If the Contractor desires to work during other periods, rescheduling of Government inspection forces may be required. The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer three (3) working days in advance of the desired period to allow assignment of additional inspection forces, if available. If work during the requested periods; however, if inspectors are required to perform in excess of their normal duty hours solely for the benefit of the Contractor, the cost of the inspection at overtime rates will be charged to the Contractor.
7. STORAGE. There are no Government furnished covered or secure storage areas. A site shall be identified for the contractor’s use to store materials and equipment and to locate a temporary storage building if requested in writing to the Contracting Officer. Security of stored items remains the responsibility of the Contractor. The Contractor shall keep storage, staging, and work areas neat and orderly. Upon completion of work, any storage area shall be returned to its original condition. No telephone or electrical service will be available at the storage location.
8. CLEANUP. The Contractor is responsible for the complete cleaning of the work site at the end of each day. Upon completion of specified work, all materials and other property belonging to the Contractor shall be removed and the work site shall be returned to its original condition or as specified by the Contracting Officer. 

9. DISPOSITION OF MATERIALS. The title to all scrap, salvage, waste, and excess material generated as a direct result of this contract is vested in the Contractor unless specifically accepted. The Contractor shall dispose of scrap, salvage, waste, and excess material off base in accordance with applicable Federal, state, and local laws and regulations. The Contractor shall not use government dumpsters or trash receptacles for debris generated by this contract.

10. GENERAL SAFETY. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, state, and local safety standards. Current Air Force Occupational Safety and Health (AFOSH) standards also apply. The Contracting Officer may, by written order, direct compliance with AFOSH and additional safety and accident prevention standards.
11. FIRE PREVENTION. The Contractor shall report any fire, no matter how small, by dialing 911 on a base phone or 707-424-4911 on a cell phone.

11.1 General: Fire hoses and extinguishers shall not be moved or used for any purpose other than fire fighting. Smoking is strictly prohibited in any Federal facility or near flammables; The Contractor shall notify the Fire Department of any utility outage that might affect fire suppression or detection systems. Prior to leaving the work site at the end of each day, the Contractor shall ensure the area is left in a fire safe condition. Bulk storage of gasoline and burning of any material is strictly prohibited.

11.2 Assistance: The Base Fire Department Technical Services Section is available to advise and assist on matters related to fire prevention and fire protection.

12. ENVIRONMENTAL CONTROLS.

12.1 Compliance with Laws and Regulations. The Contractor shall be knowledgeable of and comply with all applicable Federal, State, and local laws, regulations, and requirements regarding environmental protection. In the even environmental laws/regulations/requirements change the terms of this contract, the Contractor shall comply with suck law/regulation as changed. If there is an increase or decrease in cost as a result of the change, the Contractor shall immediately inform the Contracting Officer for possible modification of the contract.
12.2 Notification of Environmental Spills. If the Contractor spills or releasers any substance listed in 40 CFR 302 into the environment, the Contractor shall immediately report the incident to the Fire Department spill team at 911 and the project manager. The Contractor shall be liable for the spill or release of such substances.

12.3 Material Storage and Use. The Contractor shall follow manufacturer’s guidelines and professional recommendations for control of humidity temperature cleanliness and materials handling. This includes hazardous materials. 

13.2.1 The Contractor is responsible for advising his/her employees of all Environmental and Hazardous Materials Handling and is also required to have and maintain Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) on all materials that are required by State and Federal laws and /or regulations (reference AFI 91-301 and OSHA requirements).

12.4 Solid Waste and Construction Debris. The Contractor is responsible for properly removing,   transporting, and disposing of all solid waste and debris generated during this contract to an approved off-base disposal location. There shall be no dumping of solid waste materials at Travis AFB. Any exemptions must be coordinated with the Contracting Officer.
