3.1 Contractor shall conduct an in-depth military hospital assessment.  Assessments of the Military reference hospitals are in Phnom Penh and Military Region V (Battambang), Cambodia.  Evaluations of equipment and supply needs, infrastructure issues, cleanliness and sterility, waste management, blood safety and patient conditions will be assessed. Provide recommendations for future procurement and capacity development will be made. 
3.1.1 Specific tasks 
· Contractor shall develop module(s) to assess hospital conditions, infrastructure, equipment and supply needs, paying particular attention to issues that are specific to HIV/AIDS such as counseling and testing facilities, blood safety, TB diagnoses and care and other relevant issues. 
· Contractor shall make arrangements with the appropriate officials to conduct assessments and will document findings with photographic evidence. 
· Contractor shall provide specific recommendations for improvements, including structural, equipment, supplies, and capacity development of staff. 

3.1.1.1 Deliverables
A report listing and documenting condition with specific recommendations for improvement will be due upon completion of the assessment.
