PRICING NOTES:


This indefinite delivery/indefinite quantity contract utilizing firm fixed price and firm fixed price not to exceed delivery orders will provide for the replacement of the current POS system with a new POS system by investing in practical and proven technology that meets DeCA’s functional and technical requirements. Offerors shall furnish all personnel, hardware, software, site surveys, site preparation, installation, deinstallation, disposal, testing, system/data conversions, training, and operating supplies to support in-store checkout including automated self-checkout at selected locations, scanner scales, data entry terminals (DETs), printers, registers, check stands, electronic shelf labels, and software. The CARTS solution must also support outdoor sales such as parking lot sales and sales at National Guard Armories several miles away from a store. Offerors shall provide all items necessary to perform the requirements detailed in the SOO and attachments. The Price Schedule shall be a catalog of major component unit prices and the offeror will provide a price list of all the individual items, supplies, and services used to develop the major components and these schedules/lists will be used for ordering purposes. Offerors shall use a MS Excel file to enter prices for all contract years for their technical solution in response to the RFP (one 5-year base period and five 1-year options). Offerors shall use the Price Schedule to meet the requirements.  All columns, pages, and CLIN/SLIN descriptions must be clearly identified. The Price Schedule shall include the following information for each of the 10 contract years:

CLINs/SLINs are established for each year in the base period (five years) and for each of the option years. Offerors must adhere to the established CLIN/SLIN numbering sequence. The offeror shall provide pricing in accordance with the CLINs list. Offerors may not provide alternate CLINs, without the permission of the Contracting Officer. Offerors may not expand the CLIN Structure with SLINs. The use of the CLINs structure is designed to facilitate proposal evaluation. However, all items required in the Statement of Objectives (SOO) with attachments must be priced and offerors must adhere to the CLIN/SLIN numbering plan. Offerors whose basic system configuration does not conform to the CLIN/SLIN structure shall request permission from the Contracting Officer with rationale for the new CLIN/SLINs. The CLIN/SLIN shall include pricing for all POS components (new and retained).Duplicate CLIN/SLIN numbers must not be used. REFERENCE DFARS 204.7103 AND 204.7104 FOR NUMBERING PROCEDURES.

Description:  Offerors shall enter a brief narrative description of each CLIN/SLIN.

Quantity:  Estimated quantities are to be inserted for each CLIN/SLIN that the offeror determines is necessary to provide a complete solution for CARTS.

Unit of Measure:  The offerors shall determine the unit of measure for each CLIN/SLIN (such as each, hour, month, year, lot, set, site, day, etc.).

Unit Price:  Offerors shall provide CLIN/SLIN unit prices for all proposed SLINs for all CLINs. Offerors shall provide prices in whole dollar and fractional dollar amounts. Thousands of dollars ($K) and millions of dollars ($M) are unacceptable.

Price Model:

Offerors shall submit, in MS Excel format, a Price Model. The Price Model is composed of the CLINs/SLINs contained in the Price Schedule populated with the offeror’s proposed quantities and prices to provide for a complete CARTS solution. Offerors shall provide pricing for their systems on a fixed price basis. However, certain CLINs/SLINs tend to lend themselves to Firm Fixed Price Not-To-Exceed (i.e. Site Preparation, and Post Installation Support). Offerors shall propose all CLINs/SLINs as complete solutions to the CARTS , however Site Preparation and Post Installation Support will be handled like T&M task Orders. Offerors shall submit their best technical solution for their Price Model. Models for the existing POS system, POS-TR, are found in the Commissary List and Commissary Configuration (Atch B & F). Offerors are not constrained by the unit quantities presented in the Commissary List and Commissary Configuration. This information is presented only as a historical reference for the existing POS system.

CLINs 0011, 0012 and 0024 may be charged on a firm fixed price not to exceed basis.  Proposed labor rates for CLINs 0011, 0012 and 0024, shall be fully burdened fixed rates and shall include wages, indirect costs, general and administrative expenses, and profit.  Firm fixed price not to exceed delivery orders shall establish a ceiling price for each task order utilizing the fixed rates.  Billable hours for all task orders initiated in accordance with the firm fixed price not to exceed task order begin when the contractor arrives on site.  Any Firm fixed price delivery orders will be negotiated utilizing the firm fixed price not to exceed labor hour rates.  All estimated material costs associated with site preparation and post installation support shall be included in the price model.  The price for materials shall be reimbursed on actuals.  Each trip under 0011 and 0024 shall include all costs associated with travel. The price for travel, meals and lodging shall be reimbursed in accordance with FAR, DFARS, and the Joint Travel Regulation (JTR). CLINs 0011 and 0024 will only be authorized in conjunction with CLINs 0010 and 0023.

Installation, shipping, storage, and travel [except for Consulting Services (0019)] shall not be separately priced.

For SLIN 0019 Consulting Services, a "month" shall consist of 160 hours; a “year” shall consist of 2080 hours. For purpose of the JTR, the duty station for 0019 is Fort Lee, VA.

The site survey shall address the electrical and network cabling (wired and wireless) requirements for the entire sales floor, back office, and contiguous warehouse space. The wireless network requirements shall support 802.11 infrastructure as well as ESL.

Deployment Schedule:

Offerors shall provide their proposed annual schedule for deploying their proposed technical solution. Offerors have flexibility in proposing deployment schedules. Offerors shall propose a deployment schedule that reflects their best technical solution. The offeror’s proposed installation shall not begin until all required testing and acceptance procedures are satisfied.  No installation shall occur during closed holidays or during mid Nov - Dec. Test sites shall be installed first. Deployment shall be completed by May 8, 2008 for all 281 sites.

Draft Evaluation Criteria

Factor 4: Cost/Price. The cost/price evaluation will be based upon the total Discounted Life-Cycle Cost (DLCC) for each proposal. The total proposed price for each offeror will also be evaluated for completeness, reasonableness, and if necessary, price realism. Cost/price will not be rated with a color. 

· Completeness. The Government will verify that all solicitation requirements have been priced, figures are correctly calculated, and costs are presented in a clear and useful format.

· Reasonableness. The Government will determine the reasonableness of the overall price based on adequate price competition and by comparison with the Government’s Independent Government Cost Estimate (IGCE).

· Realism. The Government may evaluate cost/price realism with regard to the ability of the offeror to meet the CARTS requirements, if the Government deems such analysis is necessary. Results of any realism analysis may be used in performance risk assessments and responsibility determinations. However, all proposals will be evaluated using the criteria in the solicitation, and the offered prices will not be adjusted as a result of the realism analysis.

The DLCC will be determined based on the Price Model, which is based on the offeror’s proposed prices and the offeror’s estimated quantities contained in The Price Schedule over a 120-month period.  Although the evaluation period will be 120 months, this should not be construed to mean that all option years would be exercised.  Price discounts for one particular calendar month or contract month will not be evaluated.  The discount factors shown below are based upon the 2005 nominal discount rates listed in OMB Circular No. A-94, Appendix C and will be used for the DLCC evaluation.

The Government will evaluate Price Model, to be completed by each offeror, based on the offeror’s own quantities and the offeror’s proposed prices in the Price Schedule.

The offeror will develop the total price for their proposed solution based on the prices in the Price Schedule and the quantities the offeror assumes will be necessary to perform the requirements detailed in the SOO and attachments.

The following assumptions shall be used to determine the DLCC for each proposal:


(1) The Server Centers, Headquarters, Training Labs and Test Beds shall be installed first. 


(2) The installation of the commissary sites shall not begin until testing and acceptance is completed.


(3) Installation must be completed by May 8, 2008 and no installation shall occur during closed holidays or during mid Nov-Dec.

(4) A total price will be calculated for each year.  The price per year will be multiplied by the appropriate discount factor listed above.  The discounted annual results will be summed to calculate the total DLCC.

Cost/Price has no subfactors. The intent of this evaluation is to determine whether the proposed cost/price elements are realistic for the work to be performed; reflect a clear understanding of the requirements; and are consistent with the approach described in the offeror’s technical and management proposals. No color ratings or risk ratings will be assigned to cost/price.

Offerors are required to submit all pricing data in the format indicated in the Instructions to Offerors. 

The Government will use the price model, which each offeror will complete, for the basis of its evaluation. The offeror will consolidate the price data provided in the individual Price Model into a summary report that categorizes and totals all of the proposed prices and calculates the total DLCC.  The DLCC discount rates are provided above.

e. Options. The Government will evaluate offers for award purposes by adding the total price for all option years to the total price for the basic requirement. The Government may determine that an offer is unacceptable if the option year  prices are significantly unbalanced. Evaluation of option years shall not obligate the Government to exercise the option years.

f.  A written notice of award or acceptance of an offer, mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful offeror within the time for acceptance specified in the offer, shall result in a binding contract without further action by either party. Before the offer's specified expiration time, the Government may accept an offer (or part of an offer), whether or not there are negotiations after its receipt, unless a written notice of withdrawal is received before award.
