Description of Action: Acquisition is for the Manpower, Personnel, and Security Directorate/Visual Information Services Branch (MP53) to acquire Apple software (10.5 OS, Xsan2), AppleCare Xsan support, AppleCare Help Desk Support, Xraid spare parts kit and Xraid replacement hard drives. This requested hardware & software will enable VI to upgrade and continue to use of Apple VI-LAN systems. These upgrades include the client operating system (OS) from version 10.4 to 10.5, Apple Xsan storage file system from version 1.x to 2.x,  Xraid storage spare parts kit (hardware), replacement storage drives (hardware), phone and email maintenance and support of both purchased and current systems.  This purchase will update the major storage components of the VI-LAN system.

Description of Supplies/Services: Acquisition is for the Manpower, Personnel, and Security Directorate/Visual Information Services Branch (MP53) to acquire Apple software (10.5 OS, Xsan2), AppleCare Xsan support, AppleCare Help Desk Support, Xraid spare parts kit and Xraid replacement hard drives. This requested hardware & software will enable VI to upgrade and continue to use of Apple VI-LAN systems. 4.  Identification of Statutory Authority:  (FAR 6.302-1/DFAR 206.302-1) The supplies or services required by the agency are available from several resources but the agency request a specific brand, 10 U.S.C.2304(c)(1).).
5.  Demonstration of Contractor’s Unique Qualifications:  (FAR 6.303-2(a)(5)).  This acquisition is to acquire Apple hardware and software. No other manufacture provides this type of software and hardware, except Apple Computer. By using Apple’s upgraded versions of their OS and Xsan2 software, storage systems, and support, VI is guaranteed that it will be compatible with current VI-LAN systems.  VI runs on Apple Macintosh computers. VI has purchased non-Apple storage before, and encountered  many problems. The best reason for using Apple hardware and software is that Apple supports it, when the AppleCare contract is valid. Apple makes the hardware and software work together better than any other vendor, since they manufacturer both. When the OS is updated, VI knows that it will still work at their workstations, their software will still work. The telephone support, system maintenance, and software updates duration is 3 years for one price. Most vendors support their systems for only 1 year. Each additional year is additional cost.
