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SECTION I
DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES

1.1  SCOPE OF WORK.  The contractor will provide all personnel, equipment, tools, materials, transportation, supervision and other items necessary to perform inspection, cleaning and removal of dirt, grease and paint from specific hood and duct systems as defined in this Statement of Work (SOW), at Peterson Air Force Base (AFB), Colorado.  Cleaning shall be accomplished in accordance with (IAW) Air Force Instruction (AFI) 32-2001S21SW; AFI 32-7080, Compliance Assurance and Pollution Prevention; AFI 32-7086, Hazardous Materials Management; National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) 33, Spray Application Using Flammable or Combustible Materials; NFPA 34, Dipping and Coating Processes Using Flammable or Combustible Materials; NFPA 91, Exhaust Systems for Air Conveying of Vapors, Gases, Mists, and Noncombustible Particulate Solids, NFPA 96, Ventilation Control and Fire Protection of Commercial Cooking Operations; Air Force Operational Safety and Health (AFOSH) standards, 91-501, Air Force Consolidated Occupational Safety Standard; 29 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) and 40 CFR.
1.2  OPERATIONAL REQUIRMENT AND SPECIFIC TASKS
1.2.1  Cooking Hoods Maintenance Services.  All work will be performed as described at  Technical Exhibit (TE) 1, Government-Furnished Property/Equipment/Services.     
1.2.2  Hoods.  Hoods, grease removal devices, exhaust fans, ducts, and other appurtenances shall be cleaned to bare metal.  Service will originate at the hood and canopy opening and include the interior of all ducts, plenums, chambers, fan housing, fan blades, louvers, grilles, filters and all parts extending through to the final point of the exhaust.    
1.2.3  Hoods Cleaning.  The government is responsible for the cleaning of the grease filters.  Hood and duct cleaning shall be accomplished semi-annually (TE1) during the months of February and August.  Before the cleaning process begins, ensure electrical switches that could be accidentally activated are locked out.  Remove tubs from the top.  Any grease residue, which may have spilled onto the roof from the vent, shall be cleaned.  All fire protection features within the hood and duct system (filters, sprinkler heads, fusible links, cables and fans) shall be wiped clean.  After the exhaust system is cleaned to bare metal, it shall not be coated with powder or other substances.   Flammable solvents or other flammable cleaning aids shall not be used.  Clean hood maintenance surrounding areas (i.e. walls, counters, floors etc.).  The contractor is responsible for any damages caused by his or her cleaning equipment or personnel.
1.2.4  Completion of Work.  Fire department personnel shall be present prior to reassembling of hood and duct systems. All panels, fan units, and other disassembled equipment must be set back to an operational position.  All electrical switches must be set back in their original position and the system will be demonstrated to the fire department as operational.  The contractor will affix a label identifying the contractor and indicating the day, month, and year of cleaning.  

1.2.5  Conditions of Work.  All work shall be performed with the using agency representative present for the duration of the cleaning and fire department inspection.  The contractor shall conduct his or her work in a manner, which minimizes disruption of the occupants and normal operations.  Contract equipment storage is not permitted on Peterson AFB.

1.2.6  Inspection.  Upon completion of cleaning, and before reassembling the system, the contractor shall contact the fire prevention office at 556-4242, 556-7774 or 556-6574 (0730-1600 hours).  After normal duty hours, contact the main fire station phone 556-7354 or 556-7355 for inspection and acceptance of the system.  The contractor shall remain on the site until fire protection personnel have completed their inspection and both parties have signed the Hood and Duct Cleaning Inspection Checklist.  The checklist will be provided by the government after contract award.  Base fire inspectors (or fire protection personnel in the position of Station Captain and above, if Base fire inspectors are not available) are authorized to accept or not accept contract work and sign the inspection checklist.

SECTION III

GOVERNMENT FURNISHED PROPERTY AND SERVICES

3.1 UTILITIES.  
3.1.1  All reasonably required amounts of water and electricity will be made available to the contractor by the government from existing system outlets and supplies.  The contractor shall, at his own expense, make any temporary connections to water distribution lines.  All temporary lines shall be maintained by the contractor in a workman like manner satisfactory to the contracting officer or contracting officer representative and shall be removed by the contractor in like manner prior to the end of the project.  The contractor will comply with 5 CCR 1003-1, Colorado Primary Drinking Water Regulations, Article 12 Hazardous Cross-Connection Regulatory requirements.
3.1.2  If potable water lines are damaged, the contractor must notify the contracting officer or contracting officer’s representative and the installation Bioenvironmental Engineering office immediately at (719) 556-7721.  The contractor shall disinfect all water lines which do not remain full of water under pressure.  Disinfecting shall be IAW American Water Works Association Standard 601 and shall not be complete until two consecutive days bacteriological samples show no contamination.  Bacteriological samples shall be analyzed by a laboratory certified by the State of Colorado.
SECTION IV

GENERAL INFORMATION
4.1 SCHEDULING.  All work will be scheduled with the individual facility managers

no later than the 3rd day in February and August.  A courtesy copy of the schedule(s) will be provided to the fire prevention office; telephone office at 556-4242, 556-7774 or 556-6574 for distribution.  Once scheduled, the contractor shall submit his cleaning schedule to the contracting officer and/or fire prevention office representative, at least five (5) working days prior to the work beginning.  The contractor will not vary from this schedule without contacting the contracting officer and/or the fire prevention office representative at least 24 hours prior to the work beginning.  
4.2  HOURS OF OPERATION.  
4.2.1  Duty Hours.  Normal hours to perform all services for Peterson AFB are from 7:00 A.M. to 5:00 P.M., Monday through Friday.  However, the contractor may be required to perform work after normal duty hours or on weekends due to the type of service required.
4.2.2  Holidays.  Cleaning work will not be required on the following holidays or any holidays observed in lieu thereof:

4.3  FIRE PROTECTION.   Cleaning equipment, i.e. vehicles shall not block fire fighting vehicle access to hydrants, fire department connections, or fire lanes.

4.4  HAZARDOUS MATERIALS/WASTE.  In the accomplishment of this contract, the contractor shall use non-flammable, environmentally friendly, biodegradable cleaning products.    The contractor must comply with AFI 32-7086, Hazardous Material (HAZMAT) Management, Section 2.5.5. HAZMAT Determination and Authorization Procedures for Contractors (TE 2).  Contractor will submit list of proposed hazardous materials to be used on this project including AF Form 3952, Chemical/Hazardous-Material Request Authorization and manufacturer’s Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS), to the contracting officer , ten (10) days prior to commencing work.  Proposed hazardous materials will be reviewed and authorized for use on this project.  Storage capabilities can be provided for contractor generated waste, however hazardous waste shall be removed from designated accumulation area within 60 days at the contractors expense.  The contractor is responsible for making correct waste determinations for each waste stream.  The contractor is responsible for waste packing, labeling, manifesting, and transportation from accumulation site to ultimate disposal.  The contractor will ensure the waste goes to a properly permitted treatment / disposal facility and that all manifests and any other required documentation are provided to the Peterson AFB Asset Management Flight.  The contractor will pay all costs associated with hazardous waste management and disposal.  The contractor will pay all fines/penalties assessed by state, local or federal agencies for hazardous waste laws violated by the contractor.  Contact the 21 CE Asset Management Flight immediately upon hazardous waste generation.
4.5  SAFETY.  All work shall be accomplished in accordance with specifications outlined in applicable Occupational Safety and Health Standards and Air Force Occupational Safety and Health Standards.  The base safety office is the point of contact for all safety requirements and will conduct unannounced, periodic, safety inspections during cleaning operations.  Contractor shall have asbestos awareness training as asbestos components (if present) could be damaged in accomplishing this contract. 
 4.6  SECURITY REQUIREMENTS:   The contractor and all employees will comply with all Peterson AFB security requirements imposed by the installation commander at all times while on the premises to include not using cell phones while operating a vehicle on base.  Contractor will obtain necessary badge(s) required for access to Peterson AFB.
4.6.1 Badge Requests.  
4.6.1.1  Contractor will send a letter to the contracting officer on company stationery which will include address, telephone number and contract number.  Employee(s) will be listed with full legal name(s), social security number(s) and duty hours requiring access to Peterson AFB.  After approval the letter will be on file with security forces squadron (SFS) for 30 days from the date on the contracting officer’s letter, after that it will be discarded.  Each contractor employee must obtain the necessary badge within the 30 day period.  When a badge is requested for a new employee an updated employee list must be sent to the contracting officer and the process starts over.
4.6.1.2  Contractor employee(s) will apply for individual identification badge(s) at the Peterson AFB SFS Visitor’s Center; Bldg. 1334 upon employment after access letter is on file with security forces.  Badges are processed Monday through Friday from 6:00 a.m. to 2:30 p.m.  Upon completion or termination of the contract, or termination of a contractor employee, surrender identification badge(s) to their contract manager who in-turn will surrender the badge (s) to security forces the following workday.
4.6.2  Vehicle Requirements.  Proper state vehicle registration, proof of insurance and a valid driver’s license are required to drive on Peterson AFB.  All commercial vehicles must enter through the East Gate (Marksheffel Road), primary search area for all commercial delivery vehicles.
4.7  PERFORMANCE OF SERVICES DURING CRISIS DECLARED BY THE NATIONAL COMMAND AUTHORITY OR OVERSEAS COMBATANT COMMANDER.  According to Department of Defense Instruction (DODI) 3020.37, (TE 2), it is determined that all services to be performed under this contract are essential for performance during crisis unless otherwise directed by an authorized government representative.
