(1) A World Trade Organization Government Procurement Agreement country (Aruba, Austria, Belgium, Bulgaria, Canada, Cyprus, Czech Republic, Denmark, Estonia, Finland, France, Germany, Greece, Hong Kong, Hungary, Iceland, Ireland, Israel, Italy, Japan, Korea (Republic of), Latvia, Liechtenstein, Lithuania, Luxembourg, Malta, Netherlands, Norway, Poland, Portugal, Romania, Singapore, Slovak Republic, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, or United Kingdom);

(2) Free Trade Agreement country (Australia, Bahrain, Canada, Chile, Dominican Republic, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Mexico, Morocco, Nicaragua, or Singapore);

(3) A least developed country (Afghanistan, Angola, Bangladesh, Benin, Bhutan, Burkina Faso, Burundi, Cambodia, Cape Verde, Central African Republic, Chad, Comoros, Democratic Republic of Congo, Djibouti, East Timor, Equatorial Guinea, Eritrea, Ethiopia, Gambia, Guinea, Guinea-Bissau, Haiti, Kiribati, Laos, Lesotho, Madagascar, Malawi, Maldives, Mali, Mauritania, Mozambique, Nepal, Niger, Rwanda, Samoa, Sao Tome and Principe, Senegal, Sierra Leone, Solomon Islands, Somalia, Tanzania, Togo, Tuvalu, Uganda, Vanuatu, Yemen, or Zambia); or

(4) A Caribbean Basin country (Antigua and Barbuda, Aruba, Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, British Virgin Islands, Costa Rica, Dominica, Grenada, Guyana, Haiti, Jamaica, Montserrat, Netherlands Antilles, St. Kitts and Nevis, St. Lucia, St. Vincent and the Grenadines, or Trinidad and Tobago).

Designated country construction material means a construction material that is a WTO GPA country construction material, an FTA country construction material, a least developed country construction material, or a Caribbean Basin country construction material.

Domestic construction material means--

(1) An unmanufactured construction material mined or produced in the United States; or

(2) A construction material manufactured in the United States, if the cost of its components mined, produced, or manufactured in the United States exceeds 50 percent of the cost of all its components. Components of foreign origin of the same class or kind for which nonavailability determinations have been made are treated as domestic.

Foreign construction material means a construction material other than a domestic construction material.

Least developed country construction material means a construction material that--

(1) Is wholly the growth, product, or manufacture of a least developed country; or

(2) In the case of a construction material that consists in whole or in part of materials from another country, has been substantially transformed in a least developed country into a new and different construction material distinct from the materials from which it was transformed.

United States means the 50 States, the District of Columbia, and outlying areas.

WTO GPA country construction material means a construction material that--

(1) Is wholly the growth, product, or manufacture of a WTO GPA country; or

(2) In the case of a construction material that consists in whole or in part of materials from another country, has been substantially transformed in a WTO GPA country into a new and different construction material distinct from the materials from which it was transformed.

(b) Construction materials. (1) This clause implements the Buy American Act (41 U.S.C. 10a-10d) by providing a preference for domestic construction material. In addition, the Contracting Officer has determined that the WTO GPA and Free Trade Agreements (FTAs) apply to this acquisition. b. Management Approach: The management approach shall not simply rephrase or restate the Government's requirements or Statement of Work, but rather shall provide convincing rationale to address how the offeror intends to meet the following requirements. 
i. How the offeror proposes to manage personnel and team members (subcontractors and contractor personnel).

ii. How the offeror plans on managing concurrent roofing projects, if tasked.

iii. How the offeror intends to effectively and efficiently provide Quality control measures and manage site safety in order to best meet the Government’s requirement(s).  

3. PART III – PRICE PROPOSAL
a. Complete blocks 14 through 20C of the RFP SF 1442.   In doing so, the offeror accedes to the contract terms and conditions as written in the RFP Sections A through K.  These sections constitute the model contract. 

b. Insert proposed unit pricing for each Contract Line Item Number (CLIN) in Schedule B, (attachment 2 – Pricing Schedule B.xls).  The extended amount (quantity X unit price) will automatically be calculated under the “Estimated Price ($)” column.

Yearly totals for each year (Base and all four (4) Option Years) will be automatically calculated.  Take these totals and insert them under the corresponding CLIN under Section B of the solicitation document (SF 1442) found on pages three (3) through seven (7).  In addition, on page seven (7) of the solicitation document, insert the proposed total amount (Base year pricing plus pricing of all four (4) Option Years) in the line provided under “Price Proposal Total.”

D. Documents submitted in response to this RFP must be fully responsive to and consistent with the following:

1. Requirements of the RFP (CLINs & SOW) and government standards and regulations pertaining to the SOW.

2. Evaluation Factors for Award in Section M of this RFP.

3. Any limitation on the number of proposal pages.  Pages exceeding the page limitations set forth in this Section L will not be read or evaluated, and will be removed from the proposal.

4. Format for proposal: 
a. Proposals shall be submitted on 8 ½ x 11-inch paper, double-spaced.

b. Tables and figures may be single spaced (i.e. Part III – Pricing Proposal).

c. Except for reproduced sections of RFP document, text shall be no smaller than 12 point.    

d. Margins on all four sides of each sheet will be at least one inch.  

e. All pages shall be printed on one side only.  

f. Special consideration will not be given for colors, pictures or unnecessary graphics.

5. Cross Referencing:

a. Each part shall be written on a stand‑alone basis so that its contents may be evaluated without cross-referencing to other parts of the proposal.

b. Information required for proposal evaluation, which is not found in its designated part, will be assumed to have been omitted from the proposal.

Section M - Evaluation Factors for Award

BASIS FOR AWARD
SECTION M: Evaluation Factors for Award

A. BASIS FOR CONTRACT AWARD: This is a competitive best value source selection in which competing offerors' past performance history will be more important than price.  In addition, the offeror’s past performance and technical capability, when combined, are more important than price or cost considerations.  While the Government source selection evaluation team and the Source Selection Authority (SSA) will strive for maximum objectivity, the source selection process is subjective by nature and professional judgment is implicit throughout the entire process.  Award will be made to the offeror proposing the combination most advantageous to the Government based upon an integrated assessment of the evaluation factors described below.  By submission of its offer, the offeror accedes to all solicitation requirements, including terms and conditions, representations and certifications, and technical requirements, in addition to those identified as evaluation factors.  All technically acceptable offers shall be treated equally except for their prices and performance records.  Failure to meet a requirement set forth in Section L may result in an offer being deemed technically unacceptable.  

1. Past performance will be evaluated to determine performance and confidence level of the prime contractor on similar past contracts.  In using this best value approach, the Government seeks to award to an offeror who gives the Air Force the greatest confidence that it will best meet our requirements.

2. The application of technical capability will be evaluated on an acceptable and unacceptable basis in accordance with the requirements stated in Section L.  Offerors shall meet all Section L requirements in order to be considered responsive to the requirements of this solicitation.  Although past performance is more important than price, the Government will ultimately select the proposal it determines is the best value based on all three factors (Past Performance, Technical Capability, and Price).

The evaluation of each part of the proposal (Part I – Past Performance, Part II – Technical Capability, and Part III – Price Proposal) shall proceed as follows:

B. EVALUATION

1. Part I – Past Performance:  Past performance represents the Government’s confidence in the offeror’s ability to successfully perform as proposed and is based on an assessment of the offeror’s present and past performance.  Using the questionnaires, the contracting officer shall evaluate performance information on each offeror based on (1) the past and present efforts, (2) data independently obtained from other government and commercial sources, and (3) quality and satisfaction rating information obtained from the offeror.  Ratings will be determined as follows:

a. Recency – Performance efforts will be evaluated for recency first.  To be recent, the effort must have at occurred within the last three (3) years prior to the proposal due date.  Recency for completed efforts will be based on the last day of performance for the report.  For ongoing projects, the Government will only consider portions of projects that are completed as of the proposal due date and will only be given credit for work actually completed within the anticipated scope.    
i. If Deemed Recent: Proceed with Evaluations of Past Performance Questionnaire

ii. If Deemed Not Recent: Give a rating of “Unknown” and halt evaluations for that Past Performance Questionnaire

b. Relevancy:  Relevant contracts include performances of efforts involving replacement and repair services to various roofing systems to include, but not limited, Built-Up (BURS), Standing Seam Metal Roofing (SSMR), Strip Shingles Roofing (SSR), and Modified Bitumen Sheet Roofing (MBSR) that are similar or greater in scope, magnitude and complexity than the effort described in this solicitation.  Criteria for relevance are set forth in the table below.  In evaluating past performance, the government reserves the right to give greater consideration to information on those contracts deemed most relevant to the effort described in this RFP.  In addition, the Government also reserves the right to adjust overall rating based on the evaluated relevancy of the submitted effort.  This is accomplished by assigning one of three relevancy ratings:  relevant, somewhat relevant, or not relevant.  The relevancy will have an impact on an offeror’s overall past performance.

c. Quality of Performance:  Performance efforts that qualify as recent and meet one of the relevancy criteria above (Relevant, or Somewhat Relevant) will be evaluated for Quality of Performance.  This information is derived solely from the Past Performance Survey respondent’s overall assessment of the offeror’s performance during the effort.  Each evaluated effort will receive one of the following six ratings:  Exceptional, Good, Satisfactory, Marginal, Unsatisfactory or Neutral.
If any or all of the conditions below apply, the Government reserves the right to reduce the rating for that effort:
i. Survey responses are inconsistent with the overall rating

ii. Other sources indicate unfavorable information in regards to that effort
iii. Efforts deemed somewhat relevant

*Note:  The Government will take into account the offerors’ response to any adverse past performance rating given by the survey respondent(s) before making the determination to reduce the rating for the submitted effort.
Overall Past Performance Assessment:

Past performance regarding predecessor companies, key personnel who have relevant experience, or subcontractors that will perform major or critical aspects of the requirement will not be considered.  Offerors with no recent or relevant past or present performance history shall receive the rating of "Unknown Confidence," meaning the rating is treated neither favorably nor unfavorably.

2. Part II – Technical Capability:  The offeror’s technical capability will be reviewed and assigned one of the following ratings.  The rating depicts how well the offeror’s technical proposal meets or exceeds the requirements in accordance with the stated evaluation criteria and solicitation requirements set forth in Section L.

An “Acceptable” rating is met when the offeror demonstrates the following:

a. Prime’s ability to effectively and efficiently manage personnel, including clear and concise communication and distribution of responsibilities between the offeror and various team members, as well as to ensure follow-through of responsibilities.

b. Prime’s ability to effectively and efficiently assign and manage multiple, concurrent roofing projects.

c. Prime’s ability to effectively and efficiently provide Quality Control procedures and manage site safety. 

i. If Deemed Acceptable: Proceed with Evaluations of Offeror’s Proposal

ii. If Deemed Unacceptable: Halt evaluations for that offeror.  Unacceptable proposals shall be deemed ineligible for award.

3. Part III – Price Proposal:  Offers shall be ranked according to price, including all option prices.  An offeror’s proposed prices will be determined by multiplying the quantities identified in the attached Section B, Pricing Schedule, by the proposed unit price for each Contract Line Item Number to confirm the extended amount for each.  The price evaluation will consider (for the offers evaluated under paragraphs i. and ii. below) the reasonableness and affordability of the proposed total evaluated price.

i. The government reserves the right to award a contract to other than the lowest priced offeror if the lowest priced offeror is judged to have a performance confidence assessment of "Satisfactory Confidence" or lower.  In that event, the Source Selection Authority shall make an integrated assessment best value award decision.

4. Additional Information and Government Rights

1. Communications:  Communications conducted to resolve minor or clerical errors will not constitute discussions and the contracting officer reserves the right to award a contract without the opportunity for proposal revision(s).  Offerors are cautioned to submit sufficient information, and in the format specified in Section L.  Offerors may be asked to clarify certain aspects of their proposal (for example, the relevance of past performance information) or respond to adverse past performance information to which the offeror has not previously had an opportunity to respond.  Adverse past performance is defined as past performance information that supports a less than satisfactory rating on any evaluation element, or any unfavorable comments received from sources without a formal rating system.  

2. Government’s Intent to Award:  The government intends to award a contract without discussions with respective offerors.  The government, however, reserves the right to conduct discussions, if deemed in its best interest.  If discussions are held, discussions will only be held with those offeror’s determined to be in the competitive range.  

3. Competitive Range:  The Contracting Officer may determine that the number of proposals that would otherwise be in the competitive range exceeds the number at which an efficient competition can be conducted.  The Contracting Officer may limit the number of proposals in the competitive range to the greatest number that will permit an efficient competition.
