	Section C – Description / Specifications


	STATEMENT OF WORK


1.   SCOPE:  The following purchase description is for the performance characteristics and acceptance requirements for a metal finishing line.  The metal finishing line shall be in accordance with European and/or Iraqi standards which are most current at the time of established receipt of proposals.  The metal finishing line will be for the application of  black oxide coating (Mil-C-13924 on steel and stainless steel), manganese phosphate coating (MIL-DTL-16232 Type M, and anodizing (MIL-A-8625 Type 3 and Type 2) ‘Black” to components of small arms weapons to include but not limited to weapons such as AK47, M9, PKC/PKM, RPG Launcher, M2, M4, M16 and M203.  The contractor shall provide design, install and provide operational oversight for a minimum of 14 days in theater of the metal finishing line upon completion of installing the equipment, testing, commissioning and training.  Including the necessary supplies, training, major and ancillary equipment necessary to set-up and operate the metal finishing line for a period of 60 days.
2.   PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE:    The contractor’s proposed period of performance as accepted by the Government will be incorporate at time of contract award .  Sizing estimates are not exact and are used for rough order of magnitude.  The contractor shall design and construct in accordance with the intended end product and not estimated size.  Period of performance to design, receive approval, install, test/commission and provide training to the end user shall be 180 days or less from date of award.
3.   REQUIREMENTS:
3.1.  Site Preparation:  Contractor shall provide all the necessary labor, materials and supplies for  two areas approximately 28’ X 23’” (Room 111) and 12’ X 45’ (Room 113) necessary to setup metal finishing lines of small arms weapons.  Design drawings of the metal finishing lines shall be submitted to the COR for approval before any work can begin.  A drawing shall be submitted for final approval within 60 days of award.  Preparation shall include the demolition of existing infrastructure as required and building the applicable infrastructure for the as designed metal finishing lines preventing releases of hazardous and non-hazardous solutions/waste waters/waste to the environment (ground, water and air).  The plating solutions and waste waters from the metal finishing lines shall have a means of containment, preventing immediate release into other work areas and the environment without treatment.  Curbing vertical and horizontal can be used for the containment of waste waters and plating solutions other than piping and vats.  In addition piers can be used for supporting vats and/or work platforms.  All curbing, piers and flooring subject to exposure to the waste waters and plating solutions shall be coated with a coating which will not be adversely affected by the respective waste water and plating solutions.  Any work platforms or grating used in and around the vats shall be of a chemical resistant type material.  Currently the floor in room 111 is a concrete base with tile, see photograph P5 & P6.  Room 113 is concrete, see photograph P12 Walls and ceiling are concrete, 16” thick minimum.

3.3.  EQUIPMENT AND MATERIALS:  All the equipment and materials necessary to establish a metal finishing lines shall be provided up to include as a minimum three (3) rectifier’s, two (2)chiller’s, twelve (12) heater’s, piping, air-compressor, electrical, fluid pumps, filters, transfer pumps, vat agitation, five (4) drum pumps, vats (see paragraph 5), blast equipment, vat ventilation, plating solutions (compounds), abrasive media, anodes, cathodes, cleaning/degreasing/etching solutions (compounds), water treatment system, make-up water system/treatment system, waste water recycling system, make-up water holding tank, waste water holding tank. Note that the ambient temperature during the period June through August reaches 120 degrees F during the day and down to 88 degrees F in the evening, when sizing process equipment.  Dust collectors for the abrasive cleaning equipment shall be positioned such that the spent abrasive (dust) empties into a container for disposal.  Container shall be as minimum 5 gallon pail or a 55 gallon drum; larger container if more than a drum of waste will be generated in a 12 hour period.  Note the space in P13 and P14 above room 111; this space can be used if feasible as a location for the ventilation fans and motors for the metal finishing vat which are in room 111.  Utilizing this space will provide additional real estate along the south wall outside of the building.  Dust collectors shall be suitable for placement in the general work area meet all OSHA standards in regards to breathable air.

3.4. VATS:  Shall be constructed of a suitable material that is chemical resistant and durable.  Vat construction shall be such that they are capable of supporting a load of components suspended in the solution.  Maximum load 300 lb for the black oxide and phosphate coating processes and 25 lb for the anodizing process.  Twelve (12) vats that require heating shall use electric heating elements and bring the solution to operating temperature within 3 hours.  Agitation shall be provided for the applicable process vats.  Three (3) vats that require cooling shall use a system that brings the solution to operating temperature within 3 hours.  Rinse vats shall be provided with overflow dams and nipples/valves for connection to the applicable drain/waste stream.  Each vat shall be provided with a drain and valve located at the interface of the vat side/end wall with the bottom for quick draining of the vat.  Vats can be skid mounted in quantities of 2-6 vats for ease of installation in the facility.  Each skid shall have all the utilities per installed such that one skid can be place and the other one placed adjacent to it and the utilities connected quickly with unions, junction boxes or couplers.  Ventilation system shall be provided and installed for the respective vats which require ventilation, including the hot rinse vats.  All vats which are heat or cooled shall be insulated.  Drip pans (covers) shall be provided that rest on the top lip of one vat and over to the next vat, preventing drag out from dripping onto the floor and utilities between the vats.  Rinse vats and oil vats can be shared between processes such as black oxide oven, black oxide and phosphate coating to provide for additional work space in room 111.  Vats shall be sized to be capable of processing the daily production quantities as specified here in, paragraph 3.10.1, 13.10.2 and 3.10.3 and not be larger than; Black Oxide – 3 Vats; 4’X3’X3’, Oil Vat; 5’X3’X3’, Phosphate –  3 Vats; 5’X3’X3’, 1 Vat; 4’X3’X3’ and Anodize – 14 Vats - 3’X2’X3’, Black Oxide Oven top load 2’X2’X2’ + 6”.  If a smaller vats are commercially available off the shelf and will accommodate the production requirements specified herein, they can be offered as an alternative and evaluated based on cost savings and reduced delivery time for the metal finishing line.

3.5.  WEAPONS:  AK47 Rifle, M9 Pistol (9mm), RPK Light Machine Gun (7.62),  PKC/PKM Medium Machine Gun, (7.62),  OG-7 RPG Launcher,  M203 Grenade Launcher, RPG Launcher, M2 Machine Gun (50 Cal), M4A1 Carbine (5.56) and M16 (5.56) Rifle.

3.6.  PROCESS:  The process shall include as a minimum the necessary cleaners (degreaser), etch solutions, blast chambers, plating solutions, filters, pumps, masking compounds, racks, baskets, barrels to effectively and efficiently remove the old coatings, oils, greases, carbon and brass deposits from the disassembled weapons and apply coatings as specified herein black oxide coating (Mil-C-13924 on steel and stainless steel), manganese phosphate coating (MIL-DTL-16232 Type M, and anodizing (MIL-A-8625 Type 3 and Type 2) ‘Black” to components of small arms weapons.  Degreasing is an important step in the process as to not contaminate the subsequent blasting and/or cleaning/plating solutions, particular attention shall be given to this step.  A vapor degreaser should not be ruled out. All process controllers/valves for temperature, pressure, flow, voltage, etc should be of a simple design as possible to maintain and operate.  Example; dial (knob) control on rectifier to show load rather than digital readout and/or computer controlled.  The drawings on page 9 and attached revised 3061.pdf file are concept drawings only and should not be considered the design drawing.  Respective bidders shall review the drawings and production requirements specified here in and design the equipment, process flow, vats, etc... Accordingly.  Upon award of contract the contractor has 60 days in which to submit the final drawings for approval before proceeding with the work

3.7.  PROCESS SEQUENCE:

3.7.1.  Remove oils, soils, greases and brass containments from components.
3.7.2.  Remove old coatings, (Abrasive blasting and/or chemical stripper “coating dependant”)
3.7.3.  Mask Components for metal finishing
3.7.4.  Rack Components for metal finishing
3.7.5.  Coat (Black oxide, phosphate or anodizing process sequence) includes the necessary rinse, oil, strip, sealer and/or dye vats.  Components anodized shall be dyed black, unless otherwise specified.
3.7.6.  Un-rack Components after metal finishing
3.7.7.  Un-mask Components

3.8.  PROCESS CAPACITY:  Each process shall be designed planned for a 1-8-5 work schedule and sized to accommodate a 30 % surge.

3.8.1.  Black Oxide process shall be capable of producing a sufficient quantity of components to produce an equivalent of 40 weapons per day.  Weapons being all M2’s and/or a combination of all the weapons listed in paragraph 3.5 above.
3.8.2.  Phosphate, Type M process shall be capable of producing a sufficient quantity of components to produce an equivalent of 40 weapons per day.  Weapons being all M2’s and/or a combination of all the weapons listed in paragraph 2.7 above

3.8.3.  Anodizing Type 3, Type 2 processes shall be capable of producing a sufficient quantity of components to produce an equivalent of 24 weapons per day.  Weapons being all M4’s, M16’s, M9’s and/or a combination all three (3).

3.8.4.  Blasting shall be capable of supporting the production quantities in paragraph 3.10.1 through 3.10.3.

3.8.5.  Degreasing (Cleaning) shall be capable of supporting the production quantities in paragraph 3.10.1 through 3.10.3.

3.9.  POWER:  Metal Finishing operations will operate a single phase 230 volt and/or three phase 416 volt, 50 hertz power system.  The contractor shall ensure that all electrical equipment that is procured can be powered directly from either the single phase 230 volt or three phase 416 volt, 50 hertz power system, unless specifically approved otherwise by the PMO.  Transformers or converters are NOT acceptable.

3.10.  CHEMICALS/ABRASIVES:  A sufficient quantity of chemicals/compounds and abrasives to be used in the metal finishing operations to recharge each vat/blaster 1 time and operate them for a period of 60 days shall be provided.  All chemicals and abrasives shall be suitable for and/or produce the coatings as specified by the applicable coating specification and/or herein.  Usage of chemicals/abrasive shall be based on a production of weapon equivalents through the processes as follows per day:  Information in regards to the type, amount and source of supply for all the chemicals/abrasive media associated with metal finishing lines shall be provided to the COR within 90 days of contract award.  Depot integrator is then responsible for establishing supply of the chemicals/abrasive to continue operations past 60 days.

3.10.1.  Black Oxide – 40
3.10.2.  Anodize – 24
3.10.3.  Phosphate – 40

3.11.  MATERIAL HANDLING:

3.11.1.  Baskets and racks shall be provided for each metal finishing process.  In addition, barrels shall be provided if applicable for a particular metal finishing process.
3.11.2.  A monorail system with a minimum of two trolleys and hoist shall be provided for room 113.  The trolley, hoist and structure shall be powered and have a minimum lift capacity of  75 pounds and a maximum of 125 pounds.

4.0.  CODES AND STANDARDS:  The design and installation of equipment, materials and works covered under this SOW must meet or exceed the standards, codes and regulations referenced to the International Building Codes as applicable.  Only the most recent editions of all applicable publications will be utilized.  The contractor may propose equipment, material, and work that meet the intent of the publications listed here, provided documented justification requests for such alternates are submitted and approved by the COR.
4.1.  Confirm all materials with samples prior to acquisition/installation.

4.2.  Inform the COR at least seven days in advance for a failure to meet a delivery date.

4.3.  The contractor is responsible for disposing all construction debris at an authorized dump site designated by the CMATT RSU Engineer Office; no construction debris may be withdrawn from the base. 

5.0.  SUBMITTALS:  The contractor will provide a design submittal IAW this statement of work.  All designs and materials must be approved by the COR prior to construction/installation.

6.0.  ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:
6.1.  Testing and Commissioning: After completing the work, the contractor shall demonstrate that all systems are functional and fulfill the intent of the project.  All tests and operations of system must demonstrate that the system is capable of applying black oxide coating (Mil-C-13924 on steel and stainless steel), manganese phosphate coating (MIL-DTL-16232 Type M, and anodizing (MIL-A-8625 Type 3 and Type 2) ‘Black” to components of small arms weapons.  In accordance with test the applicable specification.  Tests will be carried out in the presence of the COR and on the weapons listed in paragraph 2.7 that are available at the time of commissioning.  In the event a project deficiency is not discovered during the testing and commissioning process or during quality control inspections, the Government reserves the right to hold contractor liable for correction of the deficiency.

6.2.  Warranties: Provide warranties for all material, to include electrical systems, mounting systems, acoustic tile, workmanship, equipment and operations for 12 months after issuance of the Acceptance Certificate.  In the event of a beneficial occupancy, all warranties affected may be pro-rated according to the date beneficially occupied.
6.3.  Quality Control:  The contractor shall provide quality control plan within 30 days after award of the task order.  All Quality Control shall be performed in accordance with contract’s current requirements.

6.4.  Training:  Contractor is responsible for the development and delivery of process instructions, job safety breakdowns, Material Safety Data Sheets, process control parameters, process test procedures for each of the metal finishing processes and associated equipment.  Contractor shall provide instruction for maintenance of the equipment associated with metal finishing line.  Including laboratory analysis of the cleaning, plating solutions, waste water and make up waters for the operation. Written instructions shall be provided both in English, 3 copies each.  The Contractor is responsible for conducting all training in accordance with the original equipment manufacturers developed and delivered training schedule and the necessary laboratory test instruments to maintain the chemicals/solutions within specified parameters shall be provided.  Training plan shall be prepared and submitted to the COR within 120 days of contract award.  Training plan shall include as a minimum operation, maintenance, calibration, troubleshooting, installation, mixing solutions, analysis and balancing of solutions and operation of each metal finishing process.  Materials provided shall be in both English and Arabic.  Verbal instruction shall be in Arabic and English.  A minimum of 5 days training shall be provided for each metal finishing process.  Training shall be provided for 10-15 personnel on each metal finishing process.

7.0.  SECURITY REQUIREMENTS:
7.1.  Contractor shall provide security for all work and costs associated with protection of contractor and government employees from the actions of terrorists, anti-Coalition Forces and criminals; protection of base camps; protection of job sites; security escort to facilitate movement of personnel and equipment; hardening of facilities; and the procurement of hardened vehicles.

7.2.  Contractor shall procure necessary protective gear, subject to applicable Base Security Directorate Recommendations.  It is the contractor’s responsibility to coordinate with the Project and Contracting Office Security Directorate for all security concerns with projects under their supervision.  

7.3.  Submit Security Plan:  To ensure our contractors maintain a safe and secure environment during the construction period, Base Security must review the contractor’s security plan prior to personnel arriving at the site.  When the contractor’s security plan is submitted, Base Security will review it and provide specific feedback for improvements, additions and approval.  At the same time, we will provide site specific information and applicable rules, regulations and guidance set forth by Base Security, Coalition authorities, and Area Commanders.  

8.0.  CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL REQUIREMENTS:  USG will provide life support for employees of the prime contractor, original equipment manufacturer (OEM) to include but not limited to vehicle, fuel, food, water and housing.  Use of government facilities and equipment for employee life support may reduce vendor payment, as negotiated with MOD.  All contractor personnel will be required to adhere to Taji Military Base rules and regulations; failure to comply may result in expulsion from the base.

8.1.  Contractor shall have a site lead on-site at all times.  The Base Commander must be informed of each site leads name; if a site manager is absent or on leave, a replacement site manager shall be identified to the commander.  Site manager must be empowered to make decisions for the vendor.

8.2.  Contractor shall ensure that the technical expertise is available in sufficient numbers to provide efficient operation/implementation of the contract.  The contractor will equip skilled employees with necessary tools to conduct work.
9.  GOVERNMENT FURNISHED PROPERTY AND SERVICES:  The government shall provide to the contracted personnel Basic Life Support for up to five personnel on Camp Taji for the duration of the contract.  For Third Country Nationals and Coalition personnel, this includes, but is not limited to, billeting, latrine and shower access, U.S. DFAC and PX privileges, and MWR facility access.  For Local Nationals, this includes billeting, latrine and shower access, and LN DFAC on the Iraqi side of Camp Taji.

10.  WORK HOURS:  Work hours shall be established by the contractor in accordance with any established host nation labor laws and curfews.  Working hours will be 0800-1700 unless coordinated with the Contracting Officer’s Representative.  If the Contractor wishes to work at night or during other unscheduled times, permission must first be secured.  The Contractor shall provide written requests through the Contracting Officer Representative at least 48 hours in advance.  The contractor is solely responsible for securing his own tools and equipment at the shop.

11.  SEARCH OF PERSONNEL AND EQUIPMENT:  Contractor can expect to have personnel and equipment inspected at checkpoints and other areas on or around Camp Taji, Iraq on a daily basis.  Personnel and equipment searches include but are not limited to physical searches for weapons, explosive devices, detonator devices or any other item or equipment detrimental to the safety and welfare of U.S. personnel.

12.  ESCORTS:  The contractor will notify the Contracting Officer’s Representative 48 hours in advance of the time and location any escorts will be required in performance of this contract.  The U.S. Government will not be held liable for any claim attributable to the Contractor’s failure to follow these guidelines for arranging and meeting escorts.

13.  DISCLOSURE OF INFORMATION:  The Contractor shall not release to anyone outside the Contractor's organization any unclassified information, regardless of medium (e.g., film, tape, document), pertaining to any part of this contract or any program related to this contract, unless—

a.  The Contracting Officer has given prior written approval; or

b.  The information is otherwise in the public domain before the date of release.

(1)  Requests for approval shall identify the specific information to be released, the medium to be used, and the purpose for the release.  The Contractor shall submit its request to the Contracting Officer at least 45 days before the proposed date for release.

(2)  The Contractor agrees to include a similar requirement in each subcontract under this contract.  Subcontractors shall submit requests for authorization to release through the prime contractor to the Contracting Officer.

13.1.  Electronic devices such as, but not limited to, cellular phones, cameras or data collectors are prohibited in or around the construction work site.  Exceptions will be addressed on a case by case basis.

14.  POINTS OF CONTACTS:  The Contractor shall provide an English-speaking point of contact throughout the duration of the contract to interface with the Contracting Officer or the COR on issues concerning this contract.  An email address and phone number for the company’s point of contact after normal business hours shall be provided.

15.  INVOICING:  The Contractor shall e-mail or hand-deliver invoices to the Contracting Officer Representative to validate services received.  The receiving report and invoice will be forwarded, by the Contracting Officer’s Representative, to the Contracting Officer for certification.  The Contracting Officer will forward the invoice to the Finance office to prompt payment to the Contractor.

15.1.  Invoices shall be submitted in accordance with the instructions provided in the contract in Section G.

16.  Supervision:  At all times during performance of this contract and until the work is completed and accepted, the Contractor shall directly supervise the work or assign and have on the worksite a competent Superintendent or Project Manager and has authority to act for the Contractor.  The designated contractor representative must be able to speak, write and read the English language or provide a translator at the contractor’s expense.  The Base Commander must be informed of each site manager’s name; if a site manager is absent or on leave, a replacement site manager shall be identified to the commander.  Site manager must be empowered to make decisions for the vendor.

17.  Contractor Personnel Requirements:
Contractor shall ensure that the technical expertise is available in sufficient numbers to provide efficient operation/implementation of the contract.  Contractor will equip skilled employees with necessary tools to conduct work.
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18.  Safety and Security of Personnel and Equipment:
18.1.  Contractor shall provide security for all work and costs associated with protection of contractor and government employees from the actions of terrorists, anti-Coalition Forces and criminals; protection of base camps; protection of job sites; security escort to facilitate movement of personnel and equipment; hardening of facilities; and the procurement of hardened vehicles.

18.2.  Contractor shall procure necessary protective gear, subject to applicable Base Security Directorate Recommendations.  It is Contractor’s responsibility to coordinate with the Project and Contracting Office Security Directorate for all security concerns with projects under their supervision.

18.3.  The contractor shall be responsible for all injuries for persons employed by them and damages to property that occur as a result of the Contractor’s fault or negligence, and shall take proper safety and health precautions to protect the work, the workers, the public and the property of others.

18.4.  The Contractor shall maintain discipline at the site and at all times take all reasonable precautions to prevent any unlawful, riotous or disorderly conduct by or amongst those employed at the site and for the preservation of peace and protection of persons and property in the neighborhood of the project against the same.

18.5.  The Contractor is responsible for providing information required for obtaining any clearances, permits, passes, or security badges for contactor personnel or equipment access to the work site.  This includes information required for police and/or background checks, investigations, and all other requirements of the issuing activity.

18.6.  All workers will have a background check conducted by the local law enforcement and will be vetted through an interview process conducted by the government in accordance with established procedures.

18.7.  The Contractor is responsible for ensuring such clearances, permits, passes, or security badges are promptly returned to the issuing activity upon termination of an employee, completion of a project, or termination of a contract or subcontract.

18.8.  The Base Commander has the broad authority to remove or exclude any person, in fulfilling his responsibility to protect personnel and property, to maintain good order and discipline, and to ensure the successful and uninterrupted performance of their mission.  In the exercise of this authority, the Base Commander may refuse to grant personnel entry passes or may bar Contractor employees, including employees who have been granted a personal entry pass.  Refusal to grant an employee a personal entry pass or barment of an employee does not relieve the Contractor of the responsibility to continue the performance under this contract.

18.9.  The Contractor’s employees shall observe and comply with all base rules and regulations applicable to contract personnel, including those applicable to the safe operation of vehicles, and shall not be present in locations not required for the proper performance of this contract.

18.10.  Contractor personnel performing work under this contract shall wear uniforms or other clothing that distinguishes them as an employee of the Contractor and will have the ID badges visible at all times.

18.11.  The Contractor shall not employ any individual for the performance of this contact in violation of DoD Joint Ethics Regulations (DoD Directive 5500.7-r) or if such employment would create a conflict of interest or an appearance of a conflict of interest.

18.12.  Life Support:

Contractor is responsible for providing the necessary equipment.

Life Support provisions:

· The government will provide basic life support for up to five personnel of Camp Taji for the duration of the contract.  This includes, but is not limited to, billeting, latrine and shower access, DFAC and PX privileges, and MWR facility access.

· Medical/Dental:  Medical care will be provided for life threatening circumstances.  No dental care will be provided.

· Remains processing:  IAW MNC-I FRAGO 414 – the government will notify the Contractor to coordinate movement of the remains and to notify the next of kin.

18.13.  The contractor shall be responsible for all injuries for persons employed by them and damages to property that occur as a result of the Contractor’s fault or negligence, and shall take proper safety and health precautions to protect the work, the workers, the public and the property of others.

18.14.  The government will provide site specific security information and applicable rules, regulations; guidance set forth by Security Forces personnel.  It is the contractor’s responsibility to coordinate with the Contracting Officer’s Representative for all security concerns.  Contractor personnel will not be authorized to carry weapons in performance of this contract.  The government will not be liable for any loss of life, limb or injury as a result of a terrorist act.

18.14.1.  It is the contractor’s responsibility to secure all tools, equipment or supplies owned by the contractor or provided by the government as specified in the Statement of Work in performance of work.  The government will not be liable for any lost, stolen or misplaced contractor owned equipment.

19.  Storage Areas:  The Contractor shall confine all operations (including storage of materials) to premises authorized or approved by the Contracting Officer’s Representative.  The Contractor shall hold and save the Government, its officers and agents, free and harmless from liability of any nature occasioned by the Contractor’s performance.  Temporary buildings (e.g., storage sheds, shops, offices) and utilities may be erected by the Contractor only with the approval of the Contracting Officer’s Representative and shall be built with labor and materials furnished by the Contractor without expense to the Government.  The temporary buildings and utilities shall remain the property of the Contractor and shall be removed by the Contractor at its expense upon completion of the work.

20.  Use of Utilities:   For the purpose of this contract, where available, utilities, water, electricity, etc., will be furnished at no cost to the Contractor where practicable and available.  In the event that it is not reasonably possible for the Government to furnish utilities to the contractor, the contractor shall provide all utilities necessary to accomplish the work.

Prohibition against Human Trafficking, Inhumane Living Conditions, and Withholding of Employee Passports

Prohibition against Human Trafficking, Inhumane Living Conditions, and Withholding of Employee Passports

All contractors (“contractors” herein below includes subcontractors at all tiers) are reminded of the prohibition contained in Title 18, United States Code, Section 1592, against knowingly destroying, concealing, removing, confiscating, or possessing any actual or purported passport or other immigration document, or any other actual or purported government identification document, of another person, to prevent or restrict or to attempt to prevent or restrict, without lawful authority, the person’s liberty to move or travel, in order to maintain the labor or services of that person, when the person is or has been a victim of a severe form of trafficking in persons.


Contractors are also required to comply with the following provisions:

a.  Contractors shall only hold employee passports and other identification documents discussed above for the shortest period of time reasonable for administrative processing purposes.

Fifty square feet is the minimum acceptable square footage of personal living space per employee.  Upon contractor’s written request, contracting officers may grant a waiver in writing in cases where the existing square footage is within 20% of the minimum, and the overall conditions are determined by the contracting officer to be acceptable.  A copy of the waiver approval shall be maintained at the respective life support area.

e.  Contractors shall incorporate checks of life support areas to ensure compliance with the requirements of this Trafficking in Persons Prohibition into their Quality Control program, which will be reviewed within the Government’s Quality Assurance process.

f.  Contractors shall comply with international laws regarding transit/exit/entry procedures, and the requirements for work visas.  Contractors shall follow all Host Country entry and exit requirements.  


Contractors have an affirmative duty to advise the Contracting Officer if they learn of their employees violating the human trafficking and inhumane living conditions provisions contained herein.  Contractors are advised that contracting officers and/or their representatives will conduct random checks to ensure contractors and subcontractors at all tiers are adhering to the law on human trafficking, humane living conditions and withholding of passports.


The contractor agrees to incorporate the substance of this clause, including this paragraph, in all subcontracts under his contract.

All Contractors and subcontractors in the Multi-National Forces-Iraq (MNF-I) theater of operations shall comply with and shall ensure that their personnel supporting MNF-I/CJTF forces are familiar with and comply with all applicable orders, directives, and instructions issued by the MNF-I/CJTF Commander relating to force protection and safety.

Contractors shall provide an initial report of all weapons firing incidents to the Reconstruction Operations Center (ROC) as soon as practical based upon the situation and shall submit a written report to a ROC within 48 hours. Contractors will also provide first aid and request MEDEVAC of injured persons, and remain available for Coalition response forces based upon the situation.  In the event contractor personnel are detained by US or Coalition Forces, prolonged detention due to lack of proper identification can be alleviated by contractor personnel possessing on their person information that includes the Contractors name, the contract number, a POC in the Contractor management, and the phone number of the ROC/JOC Watch.

Fitness for Duty and Limits on Medical/Dental Care in Iraq and Afghanistan

The contractor shall perform the requirements of this contract notwithstanding the fitness for duty of deployed employees, the provisions for care offered under this section, and redeployment of individuals determined to be unfit. ARCENT, CENTAF, etc.)  Surgeon:  Conditions which prevent the wear of personal protective equipment, including protective mask, ballistic helmet, body armor, and chemical/biological protective garments; conditions which prohibit required theater immunizations or medications; conditions or current medical treatment or medications that contraindicate or preclude the use of chemical and biological protectives and antidotes; diabetes mellitus, Type I or II, on pharmacological therapy; symptomatic coronary artery disease, or with myocardial infarction within one year prior to deployment, or within six months of coronary artery bypass graft, coronary artery angioplasty, or stenting; morbid obesity (BMI >/= 40); dysrhythmias or arrhythmias, either symptomatic or requiring medical or electrophysiologic control; uncontrolled hypertension, current heart failure, or automatic implantable defibrillator; therapeutic anticoagulation; malignancy, newly diagnosed or under current treatment, or recently diagnosed/treated and requiring frequent subspecialist surveillance, examination, and/or laboratory testing; dental or oral conditions requiring or likely to require urgent dental care within six months’ time, active orthodontic care, conditions requiring prosthodontic care, conditions with immediate restorative dentistry needs, conditions with a current requirement for oral-maxillofacial surgery; new onset (< 1 year)) seizure disorder, or seizure within one year prior to deployment; history of heat stroke; Meniere’s Disease or other vertiginous/motion sickness disorder, unless well controlled on medications available in theater; recurrent syncope, ataxias, new diagnosis (< 1year) of mood disorder, thought disorder, anxiety, somotoform, or dissociative disorder, or personality disorder with mood or thought manifestations; unrepaired hernia; tracheostomy or aphonia; renalithiasis, current; active tuberculosis; pregnancy; unclosed surgical defect, such as external fixeter placement; requirement for medical devices using AC power; HIV antibody positivity; psychotic and bipolar disorders. (Reference:  Mod 8 to USCENTCOM Individual Protection and Individual/Unit Deployment Policy, PPG-Tab A: Amplification of the Minimal Standards of Fitness for Deployment to the CENTCOM AOR).

In accordance with military directives (DoDI 3020.41, DoDI 6000.11, CFC FRAGO 09-1038, DoD PGI 225.74), resuscitative care, stabilization, hospitalization at Level III (emergency) military treatment facilities and assistance with patient movement in emergencies where loss of life, limb or eyesight could occur will be provided.  Hospitalization will be limited to emergency stabilization and short-term medical treatment with an emphasis on return to duty or placement in the patient movement system. Contractors will ensure that all employees, including employees at any tier of subcontracting relationships, armed under the provisions of this contract, comply with the contents of this clause and with the requirements set forth in the following:


(6) DODI 3020.41, Contractor Personnel Authorized to Accompany the US Armed Forces;

(7) DFARS 252.225-7040, Contractor Personnel Supporting a Force Deployed Outside the United States; 

(8) CPA Order #17, Registration Requirements for Private Security Companies, dated 27 Jun 04 (Iraq only);

(9) US CENTCOM Policy Letter, Mod 1, Personal Protection and Contract Security Service Arming, dated 7 Nov 2006

b. Required Government Documentation.  The unit requesting the contractor security shall provide a description of the following to the arming approval authority and to the contracting officer:

(1) The specific location where the PSC will operate;

(2) The persons and/or property that require protection;

(3) The anticipated threat;

(4) The required weapon types; and

(5) The reason current security/police forces are inadequate.

c. Required Contractor Documentation.  Contractors and their subcontractors at all tiers that require arming approval shall provide the following to the contracting officer’s representative (COR):

(1) Documentation that each employee who will be armed under the contract received the following training—

(A) Weapons Qualification/Familiarization.  All employees must meet the qualification requirements established by any DoD or other U.S. government agency

(B) Law of Armed Conflict (LOAC);

(C) Rules for the Use of Force (RUF), as defined in the US CENTCOM Policy, dated 23 December 2005; and

(D) Distinction between the above-prescribed RUF and the Rules of Engagement (ROE), which are applicable only to military forces.


(2) Completed DD Form 2760 (or equivalent documentation) for each armed employee, indicating that the employee is not otherwise prohibited under U.S. law from possessing the required weapon or ammunition.

(3) One (1) copy of a business license from the Iraqi Ministry of Trade;

(4) One (1) copy of an operating license (or a temporary operating license) from the  Ministry of Interior;


(5) A communications plan that, at a minimum, sets forth the following:

(A) The contractor’s method of notifying military forces and requesting assistance where hostilities arise or combat action is needed;

(B) How relevant threat information will be shared between contractor security personnel and U.S. military forces; and

(C) How the contractor will coordinate transportation with appropriate military authorities.


(6) An acceptable plan for accomplishing background checks on all contractor and subcontractor employees who will be armed under the contract.   The contractor shall, at a minimum, perform the following (which will be specifically addressed in its plan and which will be documented and furnished to the COR upon completion):

(A) Use one or more of the following sources when conducting the background checks: Interpol, FBI, Country of Origin Criminal Records, Country of Origin US Embassy Information Request, CIA records, and/or any other records available;

(B) Verify with MNC-I/CJTF Provost Marshal that no employee has been barred by any commander within Iraq; and

(C) Certify, after completing all checks, that all persons armed under this contract are not prohibited under U.S. law from possessing a weapon or ammunition.

d. Required Contractor Acknowledgements.  Contractors and their subcontractors at all tiers that require arming approval will provide written acknowledgement of the following to the COR:

(1) Penalties for Non-Compliance.  Failure of contractor or subcontractor employee(s) to comply with the laws, regulations, orders, and rules (including those specified herein) governing the use of force may result in the revocation of weapons authorization for such employee(s). Where appropriate, such failure may also result in the total revocation of weapons authorization for the contractor (or subcontractor) and sanctions under the contract, including termination.

(2) Criminal and Civil Liability.  Arming of contractor or subcontractor employees under this contract may subject the contractor, its subcontractors, and persons employed by the same, to U.S. and Host Nation prosecution and civil liability.  “Host Nation” refers to the nation or nations where services under this contract are performed.

(3) Lapses in Training.  Failure to successfully retrain an employee who is armed under this contract within twelve (12) months of the last training date will constitute a lapse in the employee’s authorization to possess and carry the weapon.  All unauthorized employees will immediately surrender their weapon to the contractor and will remain unarmed until such time as they are retrained and the COR determines that the retraining is sufficient.


e. Authorized Weapon & Ammunition Types.  Unless DCDRUSCENTCOM (or a designee) provides otherwise, all arming requests and authorizations for contractor or subcontractor employees under this contract shall be limited to U.S. Government-approved weapons and ammunition.  This restriction applies to all weapons in the possession of contractor employees, even if such weapons are required for personal protection.  The following weapons and ammunition are currently authorized by the U.S. Government for use in Iraq and Afghanistan:

(1) The M9, M4, M16, or equivalent (e.g. .45 CAL, AK-47).

(2) The M9 or equivalent sidearm will be the standard personal protection weapon unless other weapons are specifically requested and approved.

(3) US government Ball ammunition is the standard approved ammunition.

f. f.
Requirements for Individual Weapons Possession.  All employees of the contractor and its subcontractors at all tiers who are armed under this contract must:

(1) Possess only those U.S. Government-approved weapons and ammunition for which they are qualified under the training requirements of section (c);

(2) Carry weapons only when on duty or at a specific post;

(3) Not conceal any weapons, unless specifically authorized; 

(4) Carry proof of authorization to be armed.  Employees not possessing such proof will be deemed unauthorized and must surrender their weapon to their employer; and

(5) Not consume any alcoholic beverage while armed or within eight (8) hours of the next work period where they will be armed.

g. Weapons/Equipment Restrictions and Responsibilities.  Unless otherwise provided, the U.S. Government will not provide any weapons or ammunition to contractors, their subcontractors, or any employees of the same.  The Contractor will provide all weapons and ammunition to those employees that will be armed under the contract.  The contractor and its subcontractors at all tiers will also provide interceptor body armor, ballistic helmets, and the Nuclear, Biological, and Chemical (NBC) protective masks to those employees that require such equipment in the performance of their duties. 

h. Rules for the Use of Force (RUF).  In addition to the RUF and ROE training referenced in paragraph (c), the contractor and its subcontractors at all tiers will monitor and report all activities of its armed employees that may violate the RUF.  Prompt reporting demonstrates a desire by the contractor and its subcontractors to minimize the impact of any violations and, therefore, will be given favorable consideration.  Violations of the RUF include, though are not limited to:


(1) Taking a direct part in hostilities or combat actions, other than to exercise self-defense;

(2) Failing to cooperate with Coalition and Host Nation forces;

(3) Using deadly force, other than in self-defense where there is a reasonable belief of imminent risk of death or serious bodily harm;

(4) Failing to use a graduated force approach;

(5) Failing to treat the local civilians with humanity or respect; and

(6) Detaining local civilians, other than in self-defense or as reflected in the contract terms.

i. Retention and Review of Records.  The Contractor and all subcontractors at all tiers shall maintain records on weapons training, LOAC, RUF and the screening of employees for at least six (6) months following the expiration (or termination) of the contract.  The Contractor and its subcontractors at all tiers shall make these records available to the Contracting Officer or designated representative, at no additional cost to the government, within 72 hours of a request.

j. Contractor Vehicles.  Vehicles used by contractor and subcontractor personnel in the course of their security duties shall not be painted or marked to resemble US/Coalition or host nation military and police force vehicles. 

k. Quarterly Reporting.   The prime contractor will report quarterly (i.e. NLT 1 January, 1 April, 1 July and 1 October for each quarter of the calendar year) to the Contracting Officer responsible for this contract, and any other organization designated by the Contracting Officer, the following information under this contract:

(1) The total number of armed civilians and contractors;

(2) The names and contact information of its subcontractors at all tiers; and

(3) A general assessment of the threat conditions, adequacy of force numbers, and any problems that might require a change to force levels.  Note: this information is in addition to the information the contractor promises to immediately provide under the communications plan referenced at paragraph (c)(5).

(d)  Whenever the Contracting Officer becomes aware of any noncompliance with these requirements or any condition which poses a serious or imminent danger to the health or safety of the public or Government personnel, the Contracting Officer shall notify the Contractor orally, with written confirmation, and request immediate initiation of corrective action.  This notice, when delivered to the Contractor or the Contractor’s representative at the work site, shall be deemed sufficient notice of the noncompliance and that corrective action is required.  After receiving the notice, the Contractor shall immediately take corrective action.  If the Contractor fails or refuses to promptly take corrective action, the Contracting Officer may issue an order stopping all or part of the work until satisfactory corrective action has been taken.  The Contractor shall not be entitled to any equitable adjustment of the contract price or extension of the performance schedule on any stop work order issued under this clause.

(e)  The Contractor shall insert this clause, including this paragraph (e), with appropriate changes in the designation of the parties, in subcontracts.

CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL IN THE UNITED STATES CENTRAL COMMAND AREA OF RESPONSIBILITY
DEVIATION 2007-O0010

(a)  Definitions.  As used in this clause—
“Chief of mission” means the principal officer in charge of a diplomatic mission of the United States or of a United States office abroad which is designated by the Secretary of State as diplomatic in nature, including any individual assigned under section 502(c) of the Foreign Service Act of 1980 (Public Law 96-465) to be temporarily in charge of such a mission or office. 
“Combatant commander” means the commander of a unified or specified combatant command established in accordance with 10 U.S.C. 161.

(b)  General.

(1)  This clause applies when contractor personnel are required to perform in the United States Central Command (USCENTCOM) Area of Responsibility (AOR), and are not covered by the clause at DFARS 252.225-7040, Contractor Personnel Authorized to Accompany U.S. Armed Forces Deployed Outside the United States.       

(2)  Contract performance may require work in dangerous or austere conditions.  Except as otherwise provided in the contract, the Contractor accepts the risks associated with required contract performance in such operations.

(3)  Contractor personnel are civilians.  

(i)  Except as provided in paragraph (b)(3)(ii) of this clause, and in accordance with paragraph (i)(3) of this clause, contractor personnel are only authorized to use deadly force in self defense. 

(ii)  Contractor personnel performing security functions are also authorized to use deadly force when use of such force reasonably appears necessary to execute their security mission to protect assets/persons, consistent with the terms and conditions contained in the contract or with their job description and terms of employment. 

(4)  Service performed by contractor personnel subject to this clause is not active duty or service under 38 U.S.C. 106 note.

(c)  Support.  Unless specified elsewhere in the contract, the Contractor is responsible for all logistical and security support required for contractor personnel engaged in this contract.

(d)  Compliance with laws and regulations.  The Contractor shall comply with, and shall ensure that its personnel in the USCENTCOM AOR are familiar with and comply with, all applicable—

(1)  United States, host country, and third country national laws;
(2)  Treaties and international agreements; 

(3)  United States regulations, directives, instructions, policies, and procedures; and
(4)  Force protection, security, health, or safety orders, directives, and instructions issued by the Combatant Commander; however, only the Contracting Officer is authorized to modify the terms and conditions of the contract.

(e)  Preliminary personnel requirements.

(1)  Specific requirements for paragraphs (e)(2)(i) through (e)(2)(vi) of this clause will be set forth in the statement of work, or elsewhere in the contract.  

(2)  Before contractor personnel depart from the United States or a third country, and before contractor personnel residing in the host country begin contract performance in the USCENTCOM AOR, the Contractor shall ensure the following:

(i) All required security and background checks are complete and acceptable.
(ii) All personnel are medically and physically fit and have received all required vaccinations.

(iii) All personnel have all necessary passports, visas, entry permits, and other documents required for contractor personnel to enter and exit the foreign country, including those required for in-transit countries. 
(iv) All personnel have received theater clearance, if required by the Combatant Commander.

(v)  All personnel have received personal security training.  The training must at a minimum—

(A)  Cover safety and security issues facing employees overseas; 

(B)  Identify safety and security contingency planning activities; and   

(C)  Identify ways to utilize safety and security personnel and other resources appropriately.  


(vi)  All personnel have received isolated personnel training, if specified in the contract.  Isolated personnel are military or civilian personnel separated from their unit or organization in an environment requiring them to survive, evade, or escape while awaiting rescue or recovery. 

(vii)  All personnel who are U.S. citizens are registered with the U.S. Embassy or Consulate with jurisdiction over the area of operations on-line at http://www.travel.state.gov. 

(3)  The Contractor shall notify all personnel who are not a local national or ordinarily resident in the host country that—

(h)  Contractor personnel.  The Contracting Officer may direct the Contractor, at its own expense, to remove and replace any contractor personnel who fail to comply with or violate applicable requirements of this contract. 5.  Award shall be made on the basis of “Lowest Price Technically Acceptable”, which in the Government’s estimation provides the greatest overall benefit.  Proposals will be evaluated first for technical acceptability and then based on price.

DISQUALIFYING FACTORS WHICH DETERMINE NON-COMPLIANT OFFERS

THE INFORMATION PROVIDED BELOW IS NOT ALL-ENCOMPASSING AND SHALL NOT BE CONSTRUED OR INTERPRETED TO RELIEVE THE CONTRACTOR FROM HIS RESPONSIBILITY TO READ THE SOLICITATION THOROUGHLY.  THE INFORMATION BELOW RECAPS THE MAJOR ISSUS REGARDING NON-RESPONSIVE OFFERS.



1.  OFFER DUE DATE & TIME:  Offers shall be submitted and received electronically only to the individual in Block 7 not-later than the date and time specified in the solicitation in Block 13.



2. OFFER MUST BE IN U.S. DOLLARS:  All offers shall be proposed in U.S. Dollars without exception.



3. LETTER OF CREDIT:  The U.S. Government will not issue a Letter of Credit.



4. COMPLETION OF STANDARD FORM 1442:  The Government shall issue an award document using the Standard Form 1442.  The Contractor shall return this form with their offer, completing Blocks 14, 15, 17, and 30 and Page 3 which includes the Bid Schedule.



5. VALIDITY OF OFFER (Period for Acceptance of Offers):  All proposals shall be valid for a period of sixty (60) days from the Proposal Due Date.  During this 60-day period, an offer shall remain fixed, regardless of the reasons, to include fluctuating/monetary market change in the U.S. Dollar.
