1. The FMSS to FMS ABE Interface Request Set is scheduled to run twice daily on weekdays. It can also be run manually by logging in with ‘FSA FMS Operations User’ Responsibility.  

2. Once the FMSS to FMS ABE Interface job is submitted, one of the following paths are implemented:

· The data being processed contains ABE journals for current open period entries. In this case, the program kicks-off Journal Import, ABE Auto-post program which in turn kicks off the posting job.

· The data being processed contains adjustment entries. In this case, only the Journal Import program is submitted. Auto post is not implemented. These  batches will have to be posted manually.

· The data being processed contains closed period entries. In this case, only the Journal Import program is submitted. Auto post is not implemented. These  batches will have to be posted manually once the period is opened.

· The data being processed contains ABE journals for future period entries. In this case, the program kicks-off Journal Import, and ABE Auto-post program. The ABE Auto-post program will not submit the posting job as the period is not open yet. 

Once processing is complete, the FMSS to FMS ABE Notification program is submitted, which sends out email notifications indicating the status of the FMSS to FMS ABE Interface program and other details as explained in section 4.12.18.

The FMSS to FMS ABE Notification program is submitted once again finally to indicate that all files for that run have been processed.

3. The FMSS to FMS ABE Interface Program may be put on hold at any given time.  While removing hold, make sure the HOLD is removed from all concurrent requests that need to be rescheduled.

4. FMS Operations Manager will make sure that placing this “FMSS to FMS ABE Interface Program” ON HOLD is made a part of the month-end and year-end procedures document.

‘New Value’ is the first 5 chars of the new fund (Segment1 of Accounting flexfield) being defined.

If the fund already exists in FMS GL, and the last two digits of the new fund are the new fund year, then nothing needs to be added in the lookup table.  FMSS to FMS ABE Interface Program automatically picks up the year code from the data in flat file.

If the fund already exists in FMS GL, and the last two digits of the new fund are anything other than the new fund year, then insert values using the following statement -

INSERT INTO sfalib_fmss_to_fms_lkp VALUES('SEGMENT1','FROM','TO','Y',NULL,NULL);

FROM = the value coming from FMSS (in the flat file)

TO = the target value to be mapped in FMS GL.

Error Handling

Whenever there are data problems with the flat file received the file has to be fixed and the process has to be rerun.  Data problems exist when the header and trailer records in the flat file do not match with the information contained there in or if SQL*Loader has rejected some records.  

Changes in the flat file: If changes are being made in the flat file, for consistency, it is better to get the revised file from FMSS since a copy of the file being processed at FMS is retained by FMSS.  If FMS Operations is doing the changes in the flat file, then they should obtain approval from the appropriate authority and also notify FMSS of the changes made in the flat file.  

If the file fails validation due to setup issues then resolve the issues and rerun the process.  The email notification listing the errors describes the errors encountered and the steps to resolve the issues.

1. All files received from FMSS will be processed sequentially in ascending order.  There should not be any duplicate file numbers received from FMSS.  Any duplicate files encountered by the FMSS to FMS ABE Interface Program will be moved to the error folder.

2. SQL*Loader loads the data from the file into a temp table. This data in the temp table is retained until the next file is processed.

3. The various stages in the processing of a file are:

A. Validated

B. Staged

C. Interfaced

D. Imported

Once the records are imported into the GL tables, the FMSS to FMS ABE Interface Program treats the processing of the file as completed and starts processing the next file.

4. If the Validation of the file has not completed and the program shuts down because of a problem, the next submission of the request will start processing the file from the beginning.

Whenever the processing of a file stops in between stages i.e. after Validated but before Imported, the next run would continue processing the same file from the last completed stage onwards.  The following checks should be performed before resubmitting the FMSS to FMS ABE Interface Program.

	When the ABE interface program fails in journal import due to accounting flex field errors or missing values,  notify FMS Accounting to correct/create the invalid/missing values and re-submit the ABE interface program manually. You might also need to disable some CVRs if the journal import still fails with error status EF04. (Budgeting approval is required for disabling/enabling CVRs). 

The manual  submission of the FMSS to FMS ABE Interface Program will process the interrupted interface and complete it. Email notifications will be sent, and the next file (if any received) will be processed .

Remember to enable any CVRs that were disabled as above.

If the journal import is run manually by accident, then

The file mode for the ABE Files is ASCII.

A.4 File Naming Conventions

The ABE file names are in the following format:

ABE_YYYYMMDD_HHMMSS_(Unique Number in Sequential Order).txt

The ABE file names with the unique numbers are stored in the table SFALIB_FMSS_TO_FMS_LOG in the SFALIB schema in a column named ‘DATAFILE_NAME’. This table also contains the last successfully processed file with the unique sequence number in column ‘SEQUENCE_NUM’.

A.5 Frequency for receiving the files

There is no pre-determined frequency for receiving the ABE Files. However, the ABE process runs twice a day at 10:30 AM and 2:30 PM, Monday through Friday to process any new files.

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Statement of the Problem: 


The Funds reservation failed for ‘IPPP CODX PELL GAPS batch failed funds in FMS GL.” batch in General Ledger.

Identification and Resolution of the Problem:


IPPP batch was failing the funds check. Batch was debiting $4,066,846.32 in account 465000 whereas there was “$4,066,846.31” was available in its corresponding (Allotment) template for funds 0200M02 and BY02. 

Based on the analysis by June Ritchie, this batch was failing funds check in FMSS as well. FMS received an ABE entry from Budget, however they are using a default BFY & Lim to accomplish this.


FMSS sent the ABE file to move the .01 cents from BY 0000 to BY 2002. Since FMS doesn’t have funds in BY 0000, ABE file errored out in FMS. 


The proposal was made to move $0.01 from Fund 0200M02, BFY03, GL Account 4650, Lim 000 to Fund 0200M02, BFY02, GL Account 4650, Lim H15.  


After approval from Jay, Larry, Angela and Danny ABE text file was modified and following steps were taken to 09/02/07 to process the ABE file and post the IPPP journal batch. 


1.  Modify the BFY value in the file to 2003 instead of 0000 on the first record in the ABE File.


Note: Since the funding was not available on BY 0000, BFY was changed to 2003 to process the ABE file.


2. Enable the code combination id 9978367 for the following combination


0200M02.0.03.465000.00000000.000.00000.000.000.CY.N.BD.0000.00000000000.00


Note: Since the BFY was modified to 2003, need to enable the corresponding Code combination id to make sure ABE journal can be created. 


3. Disable the CVR GL_LIM


Note: Existing CVR rules do not allow BFY 2003 transactions, so the CVR rules were disabled for ABE file processing. 


4.  Change the funds check level to Advisory for the Allotment Summary Template and post the ABE Batch.


Note: Changed the funds check level to advisory to make sure ABE journal gets posted without any issues. 


5. Change the funds check level to Absolute for the Allotment Summary Template. 


Note: Change the funds check level back to Absolute, to make sure IPPP journal is going through the funds check. 


6. Disable the code combination id 9978367 for the following combination


0200M02.0.03.465000.00000000.000.00000.000.000.CY.N.BD.0000.00000000000.00


Note: Since the CCID was enabled for ABE batch to process, changed the CCID back to disabled after processing completed.


7. Enable the CVR GL_LIM


Note: Re-enable the CVR rules for accounting validation.


8. Post the IPPP Batch. 


Note: Batch passed the Funds check and Journal was posted successfully.

This batch needs to be posted in GL before month-end close.
