	14. DESCRIPTION OF AMENDMENT/MODIFICATION (Organized by UCF section headings, including solicitation/contract subject matter where feasible.)

	This amendment is issued to (1) revise language contained under CLIN 1 and CLIN 2 under the Section C. 2 titled, “Statement of Work” and (2) clarify language included under Section J titled, “Instruction for Offerors.”  The Broad Agency Announcement is modified as follows:
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Broad Agency Announcement Number DTFH61-07-R-00110 is modified as follows:

1. Section C.2 STATEMENT OF WORK, CLIN 2: Portable Pavement Profile Reference Device, delete this section in its entirety and replace with the following:
CLIN 2: Portable Pavement Profile Reference Device
The Contractor shall proceed with the development of the portable pavement profiling reference device.  The Contractor shall complete, within 90 calendar days from the effective date of the agreement, a fully functioning portable pavement profiling reference device as defined in the CPAR report, an operation manual for the portable pavement profiling reference device, and a calibration kit for the portable pavement profiling reference device.

Deliverable: The Contractor shall submit to the COTR within 90 calendar days from the effective date of the award, documentation including results from ten test runs of the portable pavement profiling reference device over a 528 foot section of pavement. The test run shall show compliance with cross correlation. The Contractor shall submit one copy of the operation manual for the portable pavement profiling reference device to the COTR within 90 calendar days from the effective date of the award.  The COTR shall have fourteen business days to review the test run documentation and operation manual and contact the Contractor by writing to indicate whether the Contractor shall proceed with CLIN 3. 

Note:  The Contractor shall not proceed with CLIN 3 until receiving written notification from the FHWA COTR.

2. Section C.2 STATEMENT OF WORK, CLIN 3: Certified Portable Pavement Profiling Reference Device, delete this section in its entirety and replace with the following:
CLIN 3: Certified Portable Pavement Profiling Reference Device

The Contractor shall deliver the portable pavement profiling reference device as completed in CLIN 2 to testing to a location specified by the FHWA COTR.  The Contractor representing the portable pavement profiling reference device shall operate the equipment to be tested and evaluated by FHWA in accordance with the specifications provided by FHWA or a designated Contractor.  The Contractor shall be notified 30 days prior to the on-site testing of the portable pavement profiling reference device.  The Contractor shall be responsible for delivering the portable pavement profiling reference device to its own facility once the testing is complete. 

Note: The FHWA Benchmark Testing Contractor shall not be testing other pavement profiling devices or equipment that is outside the scope of this contract.

Deliverable:  The Contractor shall deliver and operate for testing their portable pavement profiling reference device.  Upon the completion of testing, successful reference device(s) will receive a certificate verifying that the reference device has passed the benchmark testing protocols.  The Contractor shall submit the certificate and successful evaluation report to the COTR within 14 days of the successful evaluation. If the portable pavement profiling reference device does not pass the certification and evaluation process the first time it is tested, the Contractor shall complete ten additional test runs at its own facility and shall submit documentation to the COTR including the results of the test runs of the equipment over a 528 foot section of pavement. The COTR will have 14 days to review the test run documentation and notify the Contractor in writing to indicate whether the Contractor will have the opportunity to re-test the portable pavement profiling reference device. If approved in writing by the COTR, the Contractor shall be allowed a maximum of one re-test to occur within six-weeks from the initial testing period to obtain reference device certification.  

3. Section J. INSTRUCTIONS FOR PREPARATION OF PROPOSALS, VOLUME I  

      “TECHNICAL PROPOSAL,” delete the first paragraph under this section and insert the following:
This volume shall consist of three parts: Part I – Technical Capabilities; and Part II – Staffing Proposal; and Part III Facilities and Equipment. These three parts shall be together in a single volume that is separate from Volume II.

*Note to Offerors -  PART II – OTHER FINANCIAL ORGANIZATION INFORMATION is a necessary component of VOLUME II - BUSINESS AND COST/PRICE PROPOSAL, however the heading was listed twice in the Broad Agency Announcement. The heading on page 15 has been deleted per item number 3 above and the heading on page 17 remains in full effect. 

All other terms and conditions as delineated in the Broad Agency Announcement remain unchanged 

and in full effect. The hour and date specified for receipt of Offers remains unchanged.
