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APPENDIX G 

CONTRACTOR ELECTED PILE BURNING – TERMS AND SPECIFICATIONS
Appendix G of this solicitation describes the contract requirements for burning of handpiles or machine piles associated with timber and hazardous fuel removal from all contract area treatment units.  

PERFORMANCE WORK STATEMENT

A) SCOPE OF CONTRACT
1) The purpose of this solicitation is to secure a compete set of services to accomplish burning of slash piles. 
2) The Contractor shall furnish all labor, supervision, equipment, materials, transportation, supplies, (unless specified elsewhere as Government-furnished) and incidentals required to accomplish the work, including Contractor quality control.

B) CONTRACTOR LIABILITY
1) Failure on the part of the contractor to follow and implement the direction of the burn plan and the terms and specifications of Appendix G will be considered a negligent act on the part of the contractor. The contractor will be held liable for any damages resulting from their negligent acts.  
C) PROJECT LOCATION AND DESCRIPTION
1) The project work area(s) are located on the White River National Forest, Dillon Ranger District.  Vicinity maps showing project location and access, and other information regarding specific units are contained in the Appendix A.
D) ACCESSIBILITY
1) Most work areas may be reached by standard two-wheel drive pickup during normal operating seasons.  Some units however may require a four-wheel drive vehicle.
2) No vehicles shall be permitted to operate off system roads without approval of the Contracting Officer.

3) The Contractor(s) may request entry on road closures through the appropriate Ranger District office.  Approval for use of closed roads in the project(s) area will be determined on a case-by-case basis by the District Ranger and no vehicle access is permissible prior to receiving written permission.

E) PRESCRIBED BURNING PERFORMANCE STANDARDS
1) The contractor shall comply with the Forest Service provided Approved Burn Plan.  Work activity shall consist of implementation of the Approved Burn Plan within designated units.
F) QUALITY ASSURANCE
1) Each Contractor task has a minimum acceptable quality level (AQL).  Contractor performance at the AQL will result in payment of the contract price.  Repeated failure to meet the AQL will result in a poor performance rating and possible suspension or termination.  At the government’s discretion, contractor performance below the task AQL's will result in either: reduction of the contract payment; re-performance by the Contractor; or performance by the Forest Service with the cost of performance deducted from the contract price.

G) COMMUNICATIONS
1) The contractor will provide communications equipment capable of communication with the Forest Service, as well as one cell phone, in order to maintain communications with Grand Junction Interagency Dispatch Center (GJC) during ignition, holding, mop-up, and patrol operations.  Communications to GJC after hours will be made through the emergency phone procedure by calling 1-970-257-4800.
2) Communications between the Contractor's crews, both on and between the burn units, will also be required during all work operations and must be able to be established within 15 minutes.

H) EQUIPMENT TO ACCOMPLISH WORK
1) Fire engine(s), tools, burn equipment, and personal protective equipment shall meet applicable standards specified in the Interagency Standards for Fire and Aviation Operations (NFES 2724 – Latest version). The Contractor is responsible for compliance inspections on all engines, and equipment prior to starting work. Contractor shall provide a copy of the inspection reports for all equipment to the Contracting Officer prior to the burn operation.  
I) PERSONAL PROTECTION EQUIPMENT 
1) The use of personal protective equipment (PPE) and safety equipment is required. 
2) The Contractor shall provide a copy of the inspection report on personnel's PPE and safety equipment to the Contracting Officer prior to the burn operation.  
3) All personnel shall wear approved Fire Shelters when engaged in any prescribed fire activities as well as suppression activities.
J) TRANSPORTATION AND MAINTENANCE 
1) The Contractor will be responsible for transporting all personnel and equipment to, from, and between the work sites.  
2) All fuel, oil, parts and service necessary to operate, repair and maintain equipment will be provided and delivered to the work sites by the Contractor.
K) WETTING AGENTS  
1) The Contractor may use only USDA Forest Service approved wetting agents, retardants or foams.
L)  PRIOR NOTICE  
1) The Contractor shall provide manpower and equipment for the firing, holding, mop-up, and patrol of designated burn unit(s) within 24 hours of the burn unit coming into prescription, upon request by the Contracting Officer.
M) PERSONELL SKILLS AND QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS  
1) All personnel who participate in this contract must meet or exceed the training and experience requirements displayed in FSH 5109.17 and will be approved by the Contracting Officer.  
2) The Contractor will provide one Prescribed Fire Burn Boss commensurate with the determined Complexity as stated in the Prescribed Fire Approved Burn Plan.  Should the Contractor have the opportunity to burn more than one unit simultaneously, the Contractor may be required to provide additional qualified Prescribed Fire Burn Boss(s) for additional units ignited.  
3) The Contractor will provide Single Resource Bosses, qualified lighters and holders (FFT2), and Information Assistant to provide Sub-Unit Notification as required in the Approved Burn Plan, and to conduct the burn operations in accordance with the Approved Burn Plan, per unit ignited.
N) GOVERNMENT FURNISHED PROPERTY AND SERVICES
1) The Forest Service will provide a spot weather forecast prepared by the Denver National Weather Service Office prior to daily ignitions. This forecast may be based on Contractor provided on-site weather observations.  
2) The Forest Service may provide Remote Aerial Weather Station (RAWS) data for the project if requested by the contractor and available (dependant on time of year). 
3) The Forest Service will obtain an approved Air Quality Permit from the State of Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment, Air Pollution Control Division (APCD).
4) The Forest Service will provide a prescribed fire Approved Burn Plan 
5) The Forest Service will provide the name of the Contracting Officer Representative (COR) as well as a method of contact. 

O) WORK METHODS AND STANDARDS
1) The Contractor will be responsible for monitoring and recording on-site weather, in accordance with the Approved Burn Plan prior to the day of ignition, as part of the overall process to determine when units are in prescription. 
2) The Forest Service will obtain fire weather forecasts from the National Weather Service based on on-site weather observations provided by the Contractor, upon request of the Forest Service. A spot weather forecast is required immediately prior to ignition of each unit.  
3) The Contractor shall take on-site weather observations, with approved weather instruments, hourly during ignition phase, every four hours during mop-up phase, and every six hours between 8:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. during patrol phase, at sites representative of burn unit location. 
4) The Contractor shall record, as a minimum, the following observations: air temperature, relative humidity, wind speed, and wind direction.  
5) The Contractor shall be responsible to notify and meet local (County) Air Quality Regulations and guidelines (as per Approved Burn Plan).
6) The Forest Service will obtain an approved Air Quality Permit from the State of Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment, Air Pollution Control Division (APCD).

7) The contractor Burn Boss shall be responsible for the submission of form SMP-D Notification of Ignition to the State of Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment, Air Pollution Control Division (APCD) up to 48 hours prior, but no less than 2 hours prior to ignition.

8)  The contractor Burn Boss shall be responsible for the submission of form SMP-E Daily Actual Fire Activity to the State of Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment, Air Pollution Control Division (APCD) by 10:00 a.m. the day following actual or proposed ignition.

9) The contractor Burn Boss shall be responsible for the submission of forms SMP-D Notification of Ignition, and SMP-E Daily Actual Fire Activity to the COR by the close of business (COB) the day following actual or proposed ignition.  
10) The Contractor, between 0800 and 1630, shall provide the COR at least 24 hours in advance notice of intent to burn. 
11) The Contractor, between 0800 and 0830 each day, shall inform the COR of: what units are planned to be burned with estimated acreage; what anticipated burning would occur the following day; what burning was accomplished the prior day; and status of all previously burned units in this contract.  
12) Permission to burn will be based on daily and predicted local and state Air Quality Restrictions, Fire Restrictions, current local fire weather conditions, and compliance with the Approved Burn Plan, and will be the sole decision of the Contracting Officer or COR. 
13) If the Contractor determines a Burn Plan Amendment or Revision is required for plan execution, an amendment(s) to the Burn Plan shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer and COR during normal business hours and must be approved prior to the planned ignition of any burn unit(s).  Proposed amendments to the Burn Plan shall contain at least the following:
a) A good quality unit map, showing ignition technique and or pattern; placement of holding crews and equipment, area(s) of concern; and points where weather will be monitored and documented.
b) A narrative discussing firing technique and patterns, holding objectives, and contingency.  Indicate what will be done, when it will be done, how it will be done, under what weather conditions it will be done, who will do it, including equipment and supplies are needed.
14) Any mechanical equipment used must keep soil disturbance to a minimum.  The   use of mechanical equipment, other than water tenders, engines, saws and pumps, must be approved by the Contracting Officer in writing.
15) The contractor shall flag all spot fires or slopovers with orange “SPOT FIRE” flagging, and establish a visible flag line from each spot or slopover to the related burn unit boundary.

16) The contractor will map all such spot and slopovers and report to the COR daily.

17) If the fire exceeds the prescription or burn unit boundaries by one-tenth (1/10th) acre, or more, the Contractor shall promptly, within 15 minutes, report to the Forest Service.

18) The contractor, in accordance with the Approved Burn Plan, will immediately control any fire (slopovers and/or spots) outside of the burn unit. 
19) The Contractor shall take suppression action in accordance with the Contingency portion of the Approved Burn Plan to return the fire to prescription. 
20) Should smoke from prescribed burning impact a Smoke Sensitive Area, then the Burn Boss will comply with contingency actions required in the approved Smoke Management Plan (included in the Approved Burn Plan), and State Smoke permit.
21) The Contractor shall mop-up though the last visible smoke, all spots and slopovers outside the burn unit boundary 100% within 24 hours after occurrence.  Mop-up inside control lines will be in accordance with the Mop-up section of the Approved Burn Plan.
22) Mop-up objectives will be in compliance with the Mop-up Plan in the Approved Burn Plan.  Strict adherence to the Smoke Management Plan (included in the Approved Burn Plan) and the approved Air Quality Permit is required of the Contractor.  These guidelines consider reducing the risk of an escape and smoke related health hazards to nearby sensitive areas.
23) If adverse weather conditions are experienced or forecasted, after ignition, the Contractor may be directed, in writing, to complete the mop-up of portions of the burn unit(s) within a 24 hour period at no additional cost to the government.
24) After the Contractor has ignited a designated burn unit, and until the acceptance of any burn unit, the Contractor shall comply with the Patrol Section of the Approved Burn Plan until the unit(s) is/are declared out.

a) Patrol includes talking the following actions if new spots or slopovers are encountered
() Immediately take actions to mop-up and flag spots less than 4 feet square.
() Immediately take actions to line and flag spots 4 feet square and larger.
25) If the Contractor is unable to contain or control the slopover or spots with their patrol resources, they shall promptly, within 15 minutes after discovery, report to the Forest Service, and continue to suppress any fire outside the firelines of the burn unit, within the requirements of the Contingency Plan.
26) If during firing, holding, mop-up or patrol fire creates a spot(s) or slopover(s), the Contractor shall take aggressive action to control the spot(s) and slopover(s).

27) On all slopovers and spots not declared a wildfire, the Contractor shall be responsible for supervision, containment, mop-up, and patrol of this area, not to exceed 10% the size of the designated burn unit, which caused the spot(s) or slopover(s). If the Contractors holding or contingency actions are adequate the Contractor will maintain control, mop-up, and patrol responsibility for those areas.
28) If the fire exceeds the Contractors capability and the slopovers or spots are declared a wildfire the Contractor will continue with aggressive action in accordance with the contingency portion of the Approved Burn Plan.  The Forest Service will assume responsibility for the suppression of the wildfire.  The Contractor will provide any resources that are excess to the safe completion of operations on that unit or other burn units.  The Contractors resources that are ordered by the Forest Service to work on the wildfire, will be signed up and reimbursed under Emergency Equipment Rental Agreements.

29) The Contractor shall submit, in writing, the following records at the time each unit is accepted
a) All weather records (on-site observations)
b) Post burn prescription Summary and Evaluation for each unit.
c) Go-No-Go Check List for each unit (daily logs for each day of ignition).
30) When Contractor's operations are in progress adjacent to or on Forest Service/County/State controlled roads and trails open to the public travel, Contractor shall furnish, install and maintain all temporary traffic controls that provide the user with adequate warning of hazardous or potentially hazardous conditions associated with Contractor's operations.  
31) The Contractor shall adhere to a specific traffic control plan for each individual project as per smoke management portion of Approved Burn Plan prior to commencing operations.
