S T A T E M E N T  O F  W O R K  

A R M O R E D  C A R  S E R V I C E S  
VARIOUS LOCATIONS 

1. Scope: Provide secure transport of Government deposits from US Citizenship & 
Immigration Services (USCIS) offices to a Federal Reserve Bank or other depository. 
Such deposits may consist of currency, checks and securities, as identified in the 
attached quote schedule. 

2. Performance Periods: 10/01/2006 through 09/30/2007, plus two (2) one-year 
options through 09/30/2009. 

3. Definitions: 

a) "Business Day" is defined as Monday through Friday, excluding any legal, bank, or 
other National Federal holidays, between the hours of 8:00 am and 4:30 pm, local 
time. 

b) "Daily" is defined as occurring each business day. 

4. Requirement: 

a) Pickup 
1. The Contractor will provide daily pickup service at the location and within the 

time range listed on the quote schedule. 
2. The Contractor's employees are expected to enter the premises, proceed to the 

CIS pickup point, and receive the deposit pouch within a 15-minute time span 
(to the extent that events affecting such span are within the control of the 
contractor's employee).

b) Transport and Delivery

c) Supplies 
1. The contractor shall provide all deposit pouches, pickup record books and other 

supplies required for transporting the anticipated number of deposits from the 
pickup point to the location. Cost of supplies shall be included in the quoted 
pricing.

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5. Responsibilities of the Contractor: 

a) Responsibility for Property: The Contractor assumes full responsibility for and 
shall indemnify the Government against any and all loss or damage of whatsoever 
kind to any and all property including currency, checks and securities in the 
Contractor's care for services to be performed under this Agreement, resulting in 
whole or in part from the acts or omission of the Contractor, or any employee, an 
agent or representative of the Contractor or subcontractors. 

b) Hold Harmless and Indemnification Agreement: The Contractors shall save 
and hold harmless and indemnify the Government against any and all liability, 
claims and costs of whatsoever kind and nature for injury to or death of any 
person or persons, and for loss of or damage to any property occurring in 
connection with or in any incidents to or arising out of the performance of work 
under the terms of this Agreement, resulting in whole or in part from the acts or 
omissions of the Contractor, or any employee, agent or representative of the 
Contractor or subcontractors. 

c) Damage to Government Property for Causes Other Than Contractor's 
Negligence: Nothing in any of the above paragraphs shall be considered to preclude 
the Government from receiving the benefits of any insurance the Contractor may 
carry which provides indemnification against any loss or destruction of or damage to 
property in custody and care of the Contractor where such loss, damage or 
destruction is to Government property. The Contractor shall do nothing to prejudice

d) Insurance: Policies shall contain an endorsement to the effect that cancellation or 
other material change adversely affecting the interests of the Government shall not 
be effective for such period as may be prescribed by the laws of the state in which 
this Agreement is to be performed and in no event less than thirty (30) days after 
written notice thereof to the Contracting Officer. The Contractor is required to 
provide the Contracting Officer with certificates evidencing required coverage 
described herein:

2. Proof of Bonding and/or Insurance: The Contractor shall furnish to the 
Contracting Officer proof of bonding and/or insurance. 

6. Department of Labor Wage Determination: This Request for Quotation (RFQ) is 
being issued with the latest available wage determinations.

No employee of the Contractor shall be allowed unescorted facility 
access without a favorable suitability determination by the Office of Security &

USCIS will consider only US Citizens and Lawful Permanent Residents for employment 
on this contract. 
 
EMPLOYMENT ELIGIBILITY 
The Contractor must agree that each employee working on this contract will have a Social 
Security Card issued and approved by the Social Security Administration.  The Contractor 
shall be responsible to USCIS for acts and omissions of his own employees and for any 
Subcontractor(s) and their employees to include financial responsibility for all damage or 
injury to persons or property resulting from the acts or omissions of the contractor's 
employees. 
 
Subject to existing law, regulations and/or other provisions of this contract, illegal or 
undocumented aliens will not be employed by the Contractor, or with this contract.  The 
Contractor will ensure that this provision is expressly incorporated into any and all 
Subcontracts or subordinate agreements issued in support of this contract. 
 
CONTINUED ELIGIBILITY  
If a prospective employee is found to be ineligible for access to USCIS facilities the COTR 
will advise the Contractor that the employee shall not be assigned to work under the 
contract. 
 
USCIS reserves the right and prerogative to deny and/or restrict the facility access of any 
Contractor employee whose actions are in conflict with the standards of conduct, 5 CFR 
2635 and 5 CFR 3801, or whom USCIS determines to present a risk of compromising 
sensitive Government information to which he or she would have access under this 
contract. 
 
The Contractor will report any adverse information coming to their attention concerning 



contract employees under the contract to USCIS OSI.  The subsequent termination of 
employment of an employee does not obviate the requirement to submit this report.  The 
report shall include the employees’ name and social security number, along with the 
adverse information being reported. 
 
OSI must be notified of all terminations/resignations within five days of occurrence.  The 
Contractor will return any expired USCIS issued identification cards and building passes, 
or those of terminated employees to the COTR.  If an identification card or building pass is 
not available to be returned, a report must be submitted to the COTR, referencing the pass 
or card number, name of individual to whom issued, the last known location and 
disposition of the pass or card. 
 
SECURITY MANAGEMENT 
The Contractor shall appoint a senior official to act as the Corporate Security Officer.  The 
individual will interface with the Security Office through the COTR on all security matters, 
to include physical, personnel, and protection of all Government information and data 
accessed by the Contractor. 
 
The COTR and the Security Office shall have the right to inspect the procedures, methods, 
and facilities utilized by the Contractor in complying with the security requirements under 
this contract.  Should the COTR determine that the Contractor is not complying with the 
security requirements of this contract, the Contractor will be informed in writing by the 
Contracting Officer of the proper action to be taken in order to effect compliance with such 
requirements.
