The United States Government, represented by the U.S. Agency for International Development (USAID) Afghanistan/Office of Acquisition & Assistance and in conjunction with the USAID/Afghanistan Alternative Development and Agriculture Office (ADAG), intends to award a contract for Incentives Driving Economic Alternatives – South (IDEA/S) program in Afghanistan. 
You are invited to submit a proposal in accordance with the requirements of the RFP. This procurement shall be conducted through full and open competition, under which any type of organization (large or small commercial [for profit] firms, educational institutions, non-profit organizations) is eligible to compete.  The procedures set forth in FAR Part 15 shall apply. The Government anticipates an award of an approximately $340-$375 million contract inclusive of a three year base period and two year option period; however, the Government is in no way obligated to make an award within the above range. Cost proposals shall be evaluated as a part of a Best Value determination for contract award. 
A pre-proposal conference may be scheduled by USAID/Afghanistan (the venue and date to be determined). The purpose of the conference is to avail the potential offerors an opportunity to ask questions and to request clarifications relating to the RFP.  Each organization that plans to attend shall limit participation to two representatives, and shall submit the names and titles of their representatives along with copies of their picture IDs via e-mail to 30608028@usaid.gov within fifteen (15) calendar days from the date of issuance of this RFP. 
Offerors are encouraged to read the entire solicitation, which includes the closing date and time, all pertinent contract requirements, and the conditions and instructions required for submitting a proposal.  Offerors may submit questions via email to 30608028@usaid.gov within fifteen (15) calendar days from the date of issuance of this RFP.

The overall purpose of this program is to increase licit and commercially viable agricultural-based alternatives for rural Afghans with the goal of significantly reducing and ultimately eradicating poppy production. Specifically, program will increase incentives that create jobs and sales, by promoting licit and sustainable commercial agriculture and related agribusiness in provinces affected by poppy and thus help local economies transition away from dependency on illicit opium production and sales.  This includes rewarding farmers who refrain from or stay out of poppy.

            SECTION C - DESCRIPTION/SPECIFICATIONS/STATEMENT OF OBJECTIVES
       INCENTIVES DRIVING ECONOMIC ALTERNATIVES – SOUTH (IDEA/S) PROGRAM
Background: 

Broadly, the Afghan agricultural sector faces a number of constraints at different points along each value-chain and these constraints vary in severity and potential impact depending on the rapidly changing circumstances in each of the provinces or regions being targeted.  Constraints such as limited access to quality inputs and infrastructure such as irrigation, electricity, cold storage facilities, roads, transport, etc. limit profits for farmers and options for value-added processing, thus limiting growth when it is most needed.  A dynamic agriculture sector raises labor productivity in the rural economy, pulls up wages, and gradually eliminates the worst dimensions of absolute poverty. A robust agricultural economy will play a major role in helping to eliminate poppy production and move the country to both economic and political stability. Thus, this new program will require agility and creativity to avoid looming pitfalls and more so, take advantage of the opportunities created by this dynamic atmosphere. Opportunities include linking buyers and sellers to markets via the private sector. 

An estimated 80 percent of Afghans are dependent on agriculture for their livelihoods. Afghanistan historically has been a prolific producer of high quality agricultural products, but a generation of civil war obliterated the systems and farmers who managed that efficient production. While poppy production and the opium trade have a significant share of Afghanistan’s agricultural economy, there are excellent opportunities for licit alternatives to be provided for the rural populace. Commercial agriculture can play a significant role in increasing the wealth of rural populations – international donors and Afghans themselves recognize that the opium trade is destabilizing as it contributes to insecurity and undermines both the rule of law and needed staple food production.  The 2007 study Afghanistan, Economic Incentives and Development Initiatives to Reduce Opium Production report by the UK’s Department for International Development (DFID) and the World Bank supports vies that “agriculture, irrigation and livestock are prime areas for intervention. They account for up to half of GDP, support some 80% of the population, and are the main activities of those who are engaged in opium production or at risk of becoming part of the poppy economy.
”

USAID currently has four active alternative development programs which have been working to support the United States Government’s (USG) counter-narcotic strategy in Afghanistan since February 2005. These programs are designed to accelerate broad-based, sustainable regional economic development in ways that provide new opportunities for the Afghan population to seek livelihoods in the licit economy.  
Statement of Objectives

This Statement of Objectives describes the basic objectives of the U.S. Agency for International Development’s Alternative Development and Agriculture Office (ADAG) and is provided in lieu of a Government written Statement of Work (SOW). This approach provides potential offerors the flexibility to develop cost effective solutions and the opportunity to propose innovative alternatives meeting the stated objectives.  It also presents the Government with an opportunity to assess the offerors’ understanding of all aspects of the effort to be performed by eliminating the “how to” instructions to accomplish the required effort normally contained on the SOW the Government provides to prospective offerors.  At contract award and following final approval from USAID, the contractor-proposed performance work statement (solution) will be incorporated into the contract as Section C. 

The overall, broad objective of USAID/ Afghanistan’s IDEA/S Program is to increase licit and commercially viable agricultural-based alternatives for rural Afghans with the goal of significantly reducing and ultimately eradicating poppy production.  The alternative development comprises one of the five pillars of the USG Counter-narcotics Strategy (see Attachment 13) which in addition to 1) alternative development includes 2) public information, 3) poppy elimination and eradication, 4) interdiction and law enforcement operations, and 5) justice reform and prosecution. The program will be fully successful only if the five pillars are successful at working together. 

The IDEA/S falls under USAID/Afghanistan Operational Plan Program Objective of Peace and Security, the Program Area of Counter Narcotics and Program Element 1.4.2, Alternative Development and Alternative Livelihoods.  The overall mission of the IDEA/S is to increase incentives that create jobs and sales, by promoting licit and sustainable commercial agriculture and related agribusiness in provinces affected by poppy and thus help local economies transition away from dependency on illicit opium production and sales.  This includes rewarding farmers who refrain from or stay out of poppy. 

Programmatic Objectives 

Programmatic Objective 1: Contributing to Host Country Priorities: Demonstrate how the program coordinates with the Government of the Islamic Republic of Afghanistan and is aligned to contribute to the Afghanistan National Development Strategy (ANDS) – specifically in the Agriculture and Rural Development Pillar, Provincial Development Plans and Ministries and Sector Strategies. 

Programmatic Objective 2: Customers, Cash, and Comparative Advantage (CCCA): Contribute to the creation of private sector, sustainable, full and part-time and year-round and seasonal jobs (as measured by USAID/Afghanistan in full-time equivalents: see Attachment 10 for full definitions), sustainable increased sales, increased exports and improved access to capital and services to promote licit economic growth and positive alternatives to the illicit economy for farmers and non-farmers alike; thus, helping local economies transition away from dependency on illicit opium production and sales and reducing the number of hectares of opium cultivation. 
Programmatic Objective 3: Donor Aid Effectiveness, Synergies and Leveraging of Resources: Ensure that the program complements various critical and on-going USAID and other USG activities and contributes to overall donor aid effectiveness (see Attachments 11 and 12). ADAG is committed to building synergies between programs and activities with goals of: 1) substantive coordination with stakeholders such as other USAID and USG programs, private sector firms, other donors, etc.; and 2) leveraging additional non-USAID funds and resources through direct buy-in by others, joint implementation of activities, and building direct links between program beneficiaries and strong private sector firms.  

Programmatic Objective 4: Sub-Grants: Finding Future Partners: Expand the number of and increase the capacity of small Afghan organizations that are able to work directly with the donor and international investor communities in order to ensure that Afghanistan is provided a strong internal and Afghan capacity to sustainably address its long-term development needs. 

All work activities shall address gender issues; specifically the needs of Afghan women and girls (also see Management Objective 3 below). Revenue generation and cost recovery, anti-corruption, and local governance are also important cross-cutting issues that must be included in all programmatic elements.

Management Objectives 

Management Objective 1: “Afghanization” of Our Work: Utilize Afghans in key personnel positions, as a means of ensuring better grasp of the needs and reality on the ground, and as a means of improving senior management capabilities in Afghanistan. This also includes purchasing more products and services locally and regionally. 

Management Objective 2: Telling Our Story: Produce quantitative and qualitative indicators that best capture and tell the USG story in the field. This communication objective is three-fold: 1) to increase awareness of the program among USG and other donor counterparts; 2) to timely communicate to the general public the USG story regarding alternative development in Afghanistan; and 3) to promote licit lifestyles, taking into account gender/cultural considerations.   While indicators that shall be reported on are included in Section F.6 for purposes of the Operational Plan, additional indicators may also be proposed.

Management Objective 3: Integrating Gender & Integrating Women: Integrate gender assessments as a management tool in work activities design and implementation for all results (whether for men, women or children) to better and more explicitly integrate women as beneficiaries of work activities under this program. 

Management Objective 4: Programmatic and Activity Flexibility: Ensure a program that is geographically and programmatically flexible, adaptable, and agile in the wake of a dynamic political (i.e. elections), military (i.e. post-battlefield clean-up), and socio-economic environment (i.e. food security).  For many reasons, it is difficult to predict now with certainty which geographic areas might present the best opportunities for program work activities.  This is true even in fiscal years 2009/2010, and much more so in the later years of the contract.  There is a requirement for a high degree of flexibility, adaptability, and creativity throughout the implementation process on the part of the contractor.  As the overall program moves forward, the contractor may be required, in conjunction with USAID, to implement program work activities in different geographic areas of the country as appropriate.  For example, this may involve implementing projects during an election period, in post-battlefield clean-up operations, post-eradicated areas, new geographic areas identified where there is renewed or threatened opium cultivation, etc.  
Description of Scope and Results

This contract will focus on significantly reducing and ultimately eradicating poppy production in the more insecure and unstable Southern provinces of Afghanistan (currently the 6 provinces of Farah, Nimruz, Helmand, Kandahar, Uruzgan, and Zabul)
.  Results are performance-based outcomes.  All results should promote licit economic growth and positive alternatives to the illicit economy for farmers and non-farmers alike. Program results shall include, but are not limited to the following: 
1. Full-time equivalent (FTE) jobs created by USG sponsored alternative development/alternative livelihood activities; 

2. Reduced numbers of hectares of illicit crops including opium;

3. Increased sales and market linkages (Customers);

4. Strengthened local, regional, and export associations;

5. Increased access to capital for farms and agribusinesses (Cash);

6. Improved quality of agricultural production and services (increased diversity and productivity of crops, livestock products and agricultural services at all points on the value-chain) (Comparative Advantage);

7. Increased private sector partnerships between assisted farms and agribusinesses and successful local and international firms; 

8. Increased public and private assistance to voluntary opium poppy eradication communities;

9. Improved (increased and sustainable) alternative development activities targeting farms in the aftermath of opium poppy eradication/destruction programs;

10. Increased transparency and accountability; 

11. Increased link between central vs. local government to bring government closer to the people.

In addition to the requirements set forth for submission of reports in Sections I and J and in the AIDAR clause 752.242-70, Periodic Progress Reports, the Contractor shall submit the following deliverables or outputs to the CTO specified in Section G:

1. The contractor will submit detailed annual work plans to the CTO on an annual basis, with the first year work plan to be submitted within 90 days of the award. The Annual Work Plan (AWP) should provide detailed investment and implementation plans and schedules.
2. The contractor will perform and provide the CTO with a gender analysis to determine the extent to which both sexes participate and benefit and the degree to which the project has reduced gender disparities and improved the situation of disadvantaged girls and women. 
3. The contractor shall submit a final version of a Quality Assurance Surveillance Plan (QASP) within 30 calendar days from contract award describing how the contractor will monitor itself to ensure that service or quality levels are achieved. The plans must specify all work requiring surveillance and the method of surveillance.

4. The contractor will submit a complete and comprehensive Monitoring, Evaluation and Reporting (MER) plan to the CTO within 30 days of award in accordance with ADS 203. This plan should parallel the USAID Afghanistan Mission Monitoring and Evaluation (M&E) plan and thus will require consultation with the Office of Program and Project Development (OPPD) M&E unit. The MER should account for the USAID new strategic framework for foreign assistance and should be designed to easily comply with requirements for common indicators and reporting requirements of USAID at both Mission and Agency levels. 

5. The contractor will provide a program closeout plan for all activities associated with this project to the CTO no less than 180 days before the contract completion date.

· Biweekly Status Report: Biweekly reports (biweeklies) are intended to be concise reports that summarize project progress against tasks, indicators and benchmarks, and identify implementation issues that may inhibit or enhance contractor performance. These reports may also provide insights into development problems, suggestions on possible future interventions and general observations with respect to the overall development context of the region. From time to time, USAID may request the contractor to add sections to the biweekly reports highlighting certain activities, reflecting high profile concerns of the U.S. Government or recording significant or substantial investments of the USG to respond to information needs on the part of a variety of stakeholders. These requests will be made by the CTO. The report should be submitted to the CTO within 15 calendar days of the end of the reporting period. The reporting period is defined as the first of the month to the 15th of the same month and the 16th of the month until the end of the same month.
· Quarterly Reports: The contractor shall prepare detailed quarterly reports with concise information on project progress relative to expected results and outcomes on a quarterly basis as outlined in annual work plans. These reports should summarize project progress against tasks and benchmarks, including tasks assigned through technical directives and identify implementation issues that may inhibit or enhance contractor performance.  In each quarterly report the Contractor shall include SUCCESS STORIES which provide information that demonstrates the impact that the activity/program has had during the reporting period through materials such as stories, quotes and photos.

In addition, this report will include quarterly budget analysis, including expenditures during the relevant quarter, projections of expenditures for the following quarter and any deviations from expected budgets. This budgetary element of the quarterly report can be a duplicate of the report required for submission to the Office of Financial Management (OFM). 

Quarterly reporting shall begin after the end of the first quarter from the contract award. The quarterly report is due to the activity manager and/or the CTO on or before the last day of the month following the end of each quarter. · Quarterly Financial Reports: A quarterly financial report is due to the Office of Financial Management (OFM) of USAID/Afghanistan through the CTO with respect to the same reporting calendar as that for quarterly programmatic reports outlined above. This report shall provide a comprehensive accounting of how project funds were expended during the quarter, incurred costs to date and provide expected and unexpected expenditures through the anticipated end date of project. The reports should provide explanation for any significant changes in funding spending patterns, e.g. pipelines and bum rates. Disbursements shall be tracked by FY, province, district and gender.

· Electronic Data Contributions: USAID/Afghanistan uses a management information system to track program and project information for all mission-funded activities.  The purpose of this database is to track and monitor development projects, while maintaining coordination between USAID/Afghanistan, USAID/Washington, Congress, implementing partners, the Government of Afghanistan, and other donors. This reporting process supports the Government of Afghanistan’s requirement that USAID provide information to the Ministry of Finance in order to track ongoing and completed donor-sponsored development activities. 

The contractor shall provide at least a monthly update of information on the activities under the contract by entering this information into the USAID/Afghanistan electronic information retrieval system.  The contractor shall enter information via an Internet website; USAID will provide the URL address, and a user ID/password. The contractor shall name one person as the primary point of contact for the system, who will receive training from the USAID Database Manager to utilize the system.  A comprehensive user manual which will be provided after the award provides detailed information on the required information and processes needed for managing the database.

· Annual Reports: The contractor shall prepare detailed annual reports with concise information on project progress relative to expected results and outcomes on a yearly basis as outlined in annual work plans. The annual report must provide concise information on the progress of the project with respect to the indicators, benchmarks and tasks outlined in the statement of work, annual work plan and contractually agreed upon results, including tasks assigned through technical directives. The annual report will be the basis for project evaluation, audit and management decision making for budgetary considerations. It is essential that the annual report is complete, accurate and timely. The annual report is due to the CTO on or before the last day of the month following the end of the twelve month period from contract award and every year thereafter for the life of the project.

· Final Project Report: The contractor will produce a final project report with detailed and concise information describing accomplishments and results as well as a detailed description of the development context before and after the intervention. This report will be based on project indicators, tasks assigned in the contract or by technical directive through the life of project and project benchmarks. The report will address, in a unique section, lessons learned, best practices and an analysis of further development issues to be addressed in the geographic work zone, including ways forward with particular reference to project elements unattainable or challenging and how these challenges could be overcome in future interventions. This final project report will be submitted to the CTO not more than 90 days after the contract completion date.
The CTO is required to document/certify in the official CTO file on a quarterly basis confirming that the contractor is complying with specific reporting/delivery requirements.

The Contractor shall state in their quarterly performance reports to USAID, the degree to which the significant event(s) or target(s) were achieved, or the indicator(s) or deliverables met, or however otherwise designated.  

The Mission’s evaluation of contractor performance shall include a review of quarterly performance reports, a review of any deliverables submitted during the semi-annual evaluation period, and an assessment of overall contractor progress in performing the contract and progress towards meeting established targets. 

(ii) Performance Evaluation Board. The Head of Contracting Activity or the Director of Office of Acquisition and Assistance, as designated, shall act the Fee Determining Official (FDO) and shall designate technical and administrative personnel to observe, examine, review, and report on the performance of the contractor under the contract. Reports covering said performance shall be prepared by said personnel in form and manner described by the FDO. The FDO shall appoint a Performance Evaluation Board (PEB). The Contracting Officer and the CTO shall be members of the PEB. It shall be the purpose of the board to review contractor performance according to the grading table and conversion charts, make recommendations to the FDO concerning evaluation grades and amount of award fee earned and recommended for payment, and the nature, quality and extent of documentation to be furnished the contractor concerning performance.

The contractor shall provide the PEB with a self-evaluation consisting of achievement made toward specific performance criteria for that evaluation for that period within 15 working days of the end of the evaluation period.  At the end of each period of performance, the PEB shall meet and review all grades and performance for work performed during the period.  The PEB shall prepare a preliminary report of grades assigned and award fee earned.

Before sending the PEB report to the FDO, the PEB shall provide the contractor with their preliminary report for comment.  The contractor may rebut the PEB findings to correct any inconsistencies or errors that the PEB may have made contrary to the contractor’s perception.  The contractor shall provide a written rebuttal within five working days.  The PEB shall reconvene, upon receipt of the Contractor’s rebuttal and, after discussion, may revise the PEB report, if necessary. The final PEB report shall be sent to the FDO for approval. This process shall take place during the 45 day award fee determining period.

Since this process is time sensitive, the PEB preliminary report shall be sent to the Contractor by facsimile or email.  If the contractor fails to respond within the five working days, the PEB may proceed without the contractor’s rebuttal.

(iii) Establishment of Award Fee. Upon approval of the PEB report by the FDO, the amount of the award fee will be submitted to the Contracting Officer for approval. (a) Contractors must provide MEDEVAC service coverage to all U.S. citizen, U.S. resident alien, and Third Country National employees and their authorized dependents (hereinafter “individual”) while overseas under a USAID-financed direct contract. USAID will reimburse reasonable, allowable, and allocable costs for MEDEVAC service coverage incurred under the contract.   (b) Salaries During Travel

  (c) Return of Overseas Employees

     Salaries and wages paid to an employee serving overseas who is discharged by the Contractor for misconduct, inexcusable non- performance, or security reasons will in no event be reimbursed for a period which extends beyond the time required to return the employee promptly to the point of origin by the most direct and expeditious air route.

  (d) Annual Salary Increases

     One annual salary increase not more than TBD% (includes promotional increase) may be granted after the employee's completion of each twelve month period of satisfactory services under the contract. Annual salary increases of any kind exceeding these limitations or exceeding USAID CST may be granted only with the advance written approval of the Contracting Officer.

  (e) Consultants

     No compensation for consultants will be reimbursed unless their use under the contract has advance written approval of the Cognizant Technical Officer; and if such provision has been made or approval given, compensation shall not exceed: 1) the highest rate of annual compensation received by the consultant during any full year of the immediately preceding three years or 2) the USAID CST, whichever is less.      (l) Nonoverseas Employees.

       The length of the contractor's U.S., non-overseas employees workday shall be in accordance with the contractor's established policies and practices and shall not be less than 8 hours per day and 40 hours per week.

     (2) Overseas Employee

       The work week for the Contractor's overseas employees shall not be less than 40 hours and shall be scheduled to coincide with the work week for those employees of the USAID Mission and the Cooperating Country associated with the work of this contract.

(h) Compensation of Cooperating Country and Third Country Nationals (CCNs/TCNs):

Consistent with AIDAR 722.170(b), it is USAID policy that TCN/CCNs who are hired as local employees and whose salaries are 100% financed under an acquisition instrument be compensated in local currency, unless a Mission waiver has been obtained permitting compensation in dollars. Employee agreements or contracts entered into by contractors and CCN/TCNs must reflect a fixed annual or monthly salary, denominated in local currency with a provision for annual salary increases that have been approved by the Contracting Officer through negotiations.  

(i) Definitions

 As used in this contract, the terms "salaries" and "wages" mean the periodic remuneration received for professional or technical personal services rendered. HOMELAND SECURITY PRESIDENTIAL DIRECTIVE-12 (HSPD-12) (September 2006)

In response to the general threat of unauthorized access to federal facilities and information systems, the President issued Homeland Security Presidential Directive-12. HSPD-12 requires all Federal agencies to use a common Personal Identity Verification (PIV) standard when identifying and issuing access rights to users of Federally-controlled facilities and/or Federal Information Systems. USAID will begin issuing HSPD-12 “smart card” IDs to applicable contracts, using a phased approach. Effective October 27, 2006, USAID will begin issuing new “smart card” IDs to new contractors (and new contractor employees) requiring routine access to USAID controlled facilities and/or access to USAID’s information systems. USAID will begin issuance of the new smart card IDs to existing contractors (and existing contractor employees) on October 27, 2007. In those situations, the existing contractor (or contractor employee) would need to follow the PIV processes described below, and be issued one of the new smart cards.)
Accordingly, before a contractor (including a PSC* or a contractor employee) may obtain a USAID ID (new or replacement) authorizing him/her routine access to USAID facilities, or logical access to USAID’s information systems, the individual must provide two forms of identity source documents in original form and a passport size photo. One identity source document must be a valid Federal or state government-issued picture ID. (Overseas foreign nationals must comply with the requirements of the Regional Security Office.) 
USAID/W contractors must contact the USAID Security Office to obtain the list of acceptable forms of documentation, and contractors working in overseas Missions must obtain the acceptable documentation list from the Regional Security Officer. Submission of these documents, and related background checks, are mandatory in order for the contractor to receive a building access ID, and before access will be granted to any of USAID’s information systems. All contractors must physically present these two source documents for identity proofing at their USAID/W or Mission Security Briefing. The contractor or his/her Facilities Security Officer must return any issued building access ID and remote authentication token to USAID custody upon termination of the individual’s employment with the contractor or completion of the contract, whichever occurs first.
The contractor must comply with all applicable HSPD-12 and PIV procedures, as described above, and any subsequent USAID or government-wide HSPD-12 and PIV procedures/policies, including any subsequent related USAID General Notices, Office of Security Directives and/or Automated Directives System (ADS) policy directives and required procedures. This includes HSPD-12 procedures established in USAID/Washington and those procedures established by the overseas Regional Security Office.
In the event of inconsistencies between this clause and later issued Agency or government-wide HSPD-12 guidance, the most recent issued guidance should take precedence, unless otherwise instructed by the Contracting Officer.

(2) The first page of the proposal must show—

(iii) A statement specifying the extent of agreement with all terms, conditions, and provisions included in the solicitation and agreement to furnish any or all items upon which prices are offered at the price set opposite each item;
(iv) Names, titles, and telephone and facsimile numbers (and electronic addresses if available) of persons authorized to negotiate on the offeror's behalf with the Government in connection with this solicitation; and 

(v)Name, title, and signature of person authorized to sign the proposal. Proposals signed by an agent shall be accompanied by evidence of that agent's authority, unless that evidence has

been previously furnished to the issuing office.
(3) Submission, modification, revision, and withdrawal of proposals.
(i) Offerors are responsible for submitting proposals, and any modifications or revisions so as to reach the Government office designated in the solicitation by the time specified in the solicitation. If no time is specified in the solicitation, the time for receipt is 4:30 p.m., local time, for the designated Government office on the date that proposal. or revision is due.
(ii) (A) Any proposal, modification or revision received at the Government office designated in the solicitation after the exact time specified for receipt of offers is “late” and will not be considered unless it is received before award is made, the Contracting Officer determines that accepting the late offer would not unduly delay the acquisition; and—

(1) If it was transmitted through an electronic commerce method authorized by the solicitation, it was received at the initial point of entry to the Government infrastructure not later than 5:00 p.m. one working day prior to the date specified for receipt of proposals; or

If, however, a contract is awarded to this offeror as a result of--or in connection with--the submission of this data, the Government shall have the right to duplicate, use, or disclose the data to the extent provided in the resulting contract. This restriction does not limit the Government's right to use information contained in this data if it is obtained from another source without restriction. The data subject to this restriction are contained in sheets [insert numbers or other identification of sheets]; and
(2) Mark each sheet of data it wishes to restrict with the following legend: Use or disclosure of data contained on this sheet is subject to the restriction on the title page of this proposal.
(f) Contract award. (1) The Government intends to award a contract or contracts resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror(s) whose proposal(s) represents the best value after evaluation in accordance with the factors and subfactors in the solicitation.
(2) The Government may reject any or all proposals if such action is in the Government's interest.
(3) The Government may waive informalities and minor irregularities in proposals received,

(4) The Government intends to evaluate proposals and award a contract without discussions with offerors (except clarifications as described in FAR 15.306(a)). Therefore, the offeror's initial proposal should contain the offeror's best terms from a cost or price and technical standpoint. The budget narrative should describe the nature of individual cost items proposed and include a description of the source of that particular cost estimate (historical experience with the cost item, catalogue price, vendor price quotes, etc.).  Narratives for the individual cost items must provide a discussion of any estimated escalation rates where applicable.  Estimated costs proposed to exceed ceilings imposed by USAID or Federal procurement policy must be fully explained and justified.

(2) The following is the minimum information required in the budget and budget narrative:

(A)   Salary and Wages - Direct salaries and wages should be proposed in accordance with the 

offeror's personnel policies. Unit costs for each proposed position, key or not, should be expressed in an amount per work day with the corresponding level of effort required for the position (number of work days) and then calculated to a total cost for each cost period where the salary would be applicable.  Biographical Data Sheets are required for all long term, short term expatriate personnel and all long term cooperating country personnel being proposed (forms may be obtained at http://www.usaid.gov/procurement_bus_opp/procurement/forms/). Narratives must provide a discussion of the estimated annual escalation of all salaries where applicable.  Salaries proposed in excess of maximum annual salary rate described in “AAPD 06-03” must be explained thoroughly 

(see: http://www.usaid.gov/business/business_opportunities/cib/pdf/aapd06_03.pdf).  
(B)   Fringe Benefits - If the offeror has a fringe benefit rate that has been approved by an agency of the Government, such rate should be used and evidence of its approval should be provided.  If a fringe benefit rate has not been so approved, the application should propose a rate and explain how the rate was determined.  If the latter is used, the narrative should include a detailed breakdown comprised of all items of fringe benefits (e.g., unemployment insurance, workers compensation, health and life insurance, retirement, FICA, etc.) and the costs of each, expressed in dollars and as a percentage of salaries.

 (C)  Travel, Transportation, and Per Diem - The application should indicate the number of trips, domestic and international, and the estimated costs per trip.  Specify the origin and destination for each proposed trip, duration of travel, and number of individuals traveling.  Per diem should be based on the offeror's normal travel policies (offerors may choose to refer to the Federal Standardized Travel Regulations for cost estimates).

(D)  Procurement - A list of proposed non-expendable property purchases.  Specify all equipment to be purchased, including the type of equipment, the manufacturer, the unit cost, the number of units to be purchased and the expected geographic source. Goods and services provided by the offerors under this USAID-financed award are expected to be subject to the 935 Geographic Code.

(E)   Equipment and Supplies - Specify all equipment, materials and supplies expected to be purchased, including type, unit cost, and units.

(F)   Communications - Specific information regarding the type of communication cost at issue (i.e. mail, telephone, cellular phones, internet etc.) must be included in order to allow an assessment of the realism and reasonableness of these costs.

(G)   Subcontracts/Consultants - Information sufficient to determine the reasonableness of the cost of each specific subcontract and consultant expected to be hired must be included.  Similar information should be provided for all consultants as is provided under the category for personnel.

(H)   Allowances - Allowances should be broken down by specific type and by person.  Allowances should be in accordance with the offeror’s policies and the applicable regulations and policies.  The Independent Government Cost Estimate for these services includes allowance limits established by the U.S. Department of State. The allowance caps include the following:

(I)  Direct Facilities Costs - Specific information regarding the cost of any facilities needed to perform program activities.  The information provided should include the unit cost (rent), the time period the facilities are needed and the number of facilities.  Only facilities that directly benefit the program activities should be included in this category; all other facility costs should be included in the indirect cost category.

(J) Other Direct Costs   This includes report preparation costs, passports and visas fees, medical exams and inoculations, insurance (other than insurance included in the offeror's fringe benefits), as well as any other miscellaneous costs, which directly benefit the program proposed by the offeror.  The narrative should provide a breakdown and support for all other direct costs. If seminars and conferences are included, the offeror should indicate the subject, venue and duration of proposed conferences and seminars, and their relationship to the objectives of the program, along with estimates of costs.
(K) Direct Program Expenditures: Offerors shall submit specific information regarding the direct expenditures on program activities. Direct program expenditures can be specifically identified with delivery of a particular project, service, or program activity undertaken by the offeror. Program activities / projects are defined as temporary endeavors undertaken to create a unique product or service which brings about beneficial change or added value. The goal of program activities is to achieve the intended outcomes per Section C. The Direct Program Expenditures shall be clearly presented so that USAID can evaluate these costs only and without burdens, activity administration or other costs. The proposed Direct Program Expenditures cost item should be presented with sufficient supporting information to allow a complete analysis for cost realism and reasonableness. 

(L) Security:  Offerors should include vehicles, labor for guard forces, barricades, security equipments, communications as well as other miscellaneous costs which directly benefit the program.

(M) Grants under Contract: The maximum amount for Grants under the Contract for this program shall not exceed $40,000,000.00 over the five years.   

(N) Indirect Costs:    The offeror should support the proposed indirect cost rate with a letter from a cognizant U.S. Government audit agency or with sufficient information for USAID to determine the reasonableness of the rates.  (For example, a breakdown of labor bases and overhead pools, the method of determining the rate, a description of all costs in the pools, etc.)

(O) Base Fee and Award Fee: The proposed Base Fee and Award Fee must be justified based upon the following factors: technical, management, support for Federal socioeconomic programs, and cost control. Any additional factors may be discussed as a basis for fee.  A written discussion justifying the proposed fixed fee is required. The offerors should also provide an award fee conversion chart based on their approach and proposed performance metrics and standards (see attachment 7.1 for a sample Award Fee Conversion Chart).
(3) The following standard cost elements shall be included in the submission as applicable. Individual subcontractors should include the same cost element breakdowns in their budgets as applicable.

(4) Indirect Cost Information 
      (i) The offeror and each proposed major subcontractor shall include a complete copy of its most current Negotiated Indirect Cost Rate Agreement (NICRA) or other documentation from its cognizant Government Audit Agency, if any, stating the most recent final indirect cost rates.  

  (ii) If the offeror or any major subcontractor(s) does not have a cognizant Government Audit Agency, audited balance sheets and profit and loss statements for the last two complete years, and the current year-to-date statements (or such lesser period of time if the offeror is a newly-formed organization), must be included in the proposal.  The profit and loss statements should include detail of the total cost of goods and services sold, including a listing of the various indirect administrative costs, and be supplemented by information on the prime contractor’s customary indirect cost allocation method, together with supporting computations of the basis for the indirect cost rate(s) proposed.

(c) Part 3 - Representations, Certifications, and Other Statements of Offerors 

The offeror and each proposed subcontractor shall complete all "Representations, Certifications, and Other Statements of Offeror" as required in Section K, and sign and date on the last page in the space provided.
(d) Part 4 - Policies and Procedures

Submit a copy of offeror’s personnel policies, especially regarding salary and wage scales, fringe benefit, merit increases, promotions, leave, differentials, travel and per diem regulations, etc., as they will relate to this project. The CO may determine that a pre-award survey is necessary (see FAR 9.106).
(e) Part 5 - Subcontracting Plan

If the offeror is other than a small business, it must submit a Subcontracting Plan.  The subcontracting plan must include information found at FAR Part 19.704.  Submitted Plans must address subcontracting with small business (SB), veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned small business concerns.

(f) Part 6 - Joint Venture Information

If two or more parties have formed a partnership or joint venture (see FAR Subpart 9.6), for the purposes of submitting a proposal under this Solicitation and, if selected, would perform the contract as a single entity, they must submit, as an attachment to the Cost/Business Proposal, the Corporate Charter, By-Laws, or Joint Venture or Partnership Agreement. In addition, the teaming arrangements must be identified, company relationships must be fully disclosed, and respective responsibilities and method of work must be expressly stipulated. (g) Part 7 - Evidence of Responsibility

The offeror must submit sufficient evidence of responsibility for the contracting officer to make an affirmative determination of responsibility pursuant to the requirements of FAR Subsection 9.104-1. However, in the case of a small business offeror, the contracting officer will comply with FAR 19.6. Accordingly, prime offerors should seriously address each element of responsibility. To be determined responsible, a prospective contractor must: 

(1) Have adequate financial resources to perform the contract, or the ability to obtain them (see FAR 9.104-3(a));
(2) Be able to comply with the required or proposed delivery or performance schedule, taking into consideration all existing commercial and governmental commitments;
(3) Have a satisfactory performance record (See FAR 9.104-3(b) and Subpart 42.15). A prospective contractor shall not be determined responsible or non-responsible solely on the basis of a lack of relevant performance history, except as provided in FAR 9.104-2;
(4) Have a satisfactory record of integrity and business ethics;
(5) Have the necessary organization, experience, accounting and operational controls, and technical skills, or the ability to obtain them (including, as appropriate, such elements as production control procedures, property control systems, quality assurance measures, and safety programs applicable to materials to be produced or services to be performed by the prospective contractor and subcontractors). (See FAR 9.104-3(a));
(6) Have the necessary production, construction, and technical equipment and facilities, or the ability to obtain them (See FAR 9.104- 3(a)); and

(7) Be otherwise qualified and eligible to receive an award under applicable laws and regulations (e.g., Equal Opportunity, Clean Air and Water, Small Business Subcontracting, etc.).
(h) Part 8 - Letters of Commitment (Subcontractors)
The Cost/Business Proposal must include a letter, on subcontractor letterhead, and signed by an authorized representative of each subcontractor, which specifically indicates the subcontractor's agreement to be included in the offeror’s proposed teaming arrangement.
(i) Part 9 - Information to Support Consent to Subcontractors

The offeror must address each of the elements in FAR 44.202-2 in order for proposed subcontractors to be considered by the contracting officer for consent of subcontractors to be granted with the initial award.
(j) Part 10 - Information Concerning Work-Day, Work-Week, and Paid Absences
(1) The offeror and each proposed major subcontractor shall indicate the number of hours and days in its normal work-day and its normal work-week, both domestically and overseas, for employees and consultants. In addition, the offeror and each proposed major subcontractor shall indicate how paid absences (US holidays, local holidays, vacation and sick) shall be covered.

(2) A normal work-year, including paid absences (holidays, vacations, and sick leave) is 2,080 hours (260 days x 8 hours per day). However, some organizations do not have an 8-hour workday, and some accounting systems normally provide for direct recovery of paid absences by using a work-year of less than 2,080 hours to compute individuals' unburdened daily rates. The offeror and major subcontractors shall describe their core work day and work week policies.

(3) The work day and work week policies and the method of accounting for paid absences for the offeror and major subcontractors in effect at the time of award shall remain enforced throughout the period of the award.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE PREPARATION OF BRANDING AND MARKING PLANS: 

In accordance with Section D of this solicitation, the apparent successful Offeror, upon request of the Contracting Officer, will submit and negotiate a Branding Implementation Plan (BIP) and a Marking Plan (MP). The BIP will be included in and made a part of the resultant contract.  The BIP will be negotiated within the time that the Contracting Officer specifies. Failure to submit and negotiate a BIP will make the offeror ineligible for award of a contract. The apparent successful offeror must include all estimated costs associated with the Branding Implementation Plan and the Marking plan of the IDEA/S program.
Offeror(s) should submit a preliminary BIP and MP (not to exceed two pages) as a separate annex to the cost proposal.  The BIP and MP will not be a part of the technical evaluation. Offerors will be required to submit formal and detailed Branding Implementation Plan and Marking plans for final review before award, or in the competitive range.

Branding Implementation Plan (BIP):

A Branding Implementation Plan must be developed by the successful offerors. It shall describe how the program will be communicated to the beneficiaries and promoted to host-country citizens.  It will outline the events and materials the contractor will use to deliver the message that the assistance is from the American people. 
More specifically, Branding Implementation Plan must address the following:  

1. How to incorporate the message, “This assistance is from the American people jointly sponsored by USAID and the Government of Islamic Republic of Afghanistan,” in communications and materials directed to beneficiaries, or provide an explanation if his message is not appropriate or possible. 

2. How to publicize the program, project, or activity in Afghanistan and a description of the communications tools to be used. Such tools may include the following: press releases, press conferences, media interviews, site visits, success stories, beneficiary testimonials, professional photography, PSAs, videos, web casts, e-invitations, or other e-mails sent to group lists, such as participants for a training session blast e-mails or other Internet activities, etc. 

3. The key milestones or opportunities anticipated to generate awareness that the program, project, or activity is from the American people jointly sponsored by USAID and the Government of the Islamic Republic of Afghanistan, or an explanation if this is not appropriate or possible. Such milestones may be linked to specific points in time, such as the beginning or end of a program, or to an opportunity to showcase publications or other materials, research findings, or program success. These include, but are not limited to, the following: launching the program, announcing research findings, publishing reports or studies, spotlighting trends, highlighting success stories, featuring beneficiaries as spokespeople, securing endorsements from partner municipalities, ministry or local organizations, promoting final or interim reports, and communicating program impact/overall results.  

Marking Plan (MP):

USAID’s policy is that programs, projects, activities, public communications, or commodities implemented or delivered under contracts and subcontracts exclusively funded by USAID are marked exclusively with the USAID Identity. Marking Plan shall be developed to enumerate the public communications, commodities, and program materials and other items that visibly bear or will be marked with the USAID Standard Graphic identity. SECTION M - EVALUATION FACTORS FOR AWARD

 M.1 GENERAL INFORMATION

(a) The Government may award a contract without discussions with offerors in accordance with FAR 52.215-1.

(b) The Government intends to evaluate offerors in accordance with Section M of this RFP and make contract award to the responsible offeror(s) whose proposal(s) represents the best value to the U.S. Government, inclusive of base and option periods.
(c) The submitted technical information will be evaluated by a technical evaluation committee using the technical criteria shown below.  When evaluating the competing offerors, the Government will consider the written qualifications/capability information provided by the offerors, and any other information obtained by the Government through its own research.

(d) For overall evaluation purposes, technical factors when combined are considered significantly more important than cost/price factors.

M.2  EVALUATION CRITERIA

The criteria listed below are presented by major category in descending order of importance, so that offerors will know which areas require emphasis in the preparation of information. Offerors should note that these criteria serve as the standard against which all technical information will be evaluated, and serve to identify the significant matters which offerors should address.

The Technical Approach factor is comprised of three (3) sub-factors listed in descending order of importance:

ANDS, use of local Afghan partners, gender/cross cutting issues, Non-USAID funds leveraged, i. e. private sector, donors, alliances); Feasibility/flexibility/benefits of the PWS to meet the project objectives and results; Pragmatism of the schedule for key phases of program components extending from award to full performance level. Special consideration will be given to innovative alliances (public-private, private-private, etc.) and approaches that leverage additional resources to further program goals. 

B. Performance Metrics and Measurement Plan/Quality Assurance Surveillance Plan (QASP)

Quality of performance metrics and measurement approach, viability of the proposed draft QASP to ensure that the project is managed in a sound, reasonable way and that the deliverables meet the acceptable quality levels.  
C. Risk Mitigation/Flexibility
Risk mitigation and flexibility to meet dynamically changing implementation environment. 


Management Approach and Personnel [See Section L.7 (2)] The Management Approach and Personnel is comprised of three (3) sub-factors listed in descending order of importance below: 
A. Management Structure

Extent to which the proposed management structure supports the technical approach and convincingly demonstrates an ability to achieve the results in the statement of work. Special consideration will be given to offerors who propose procurement mechanisms to purchase more products and services locally and regionally. 
B. Staffing Plan
Adequacy of the proposed staffing plan, recruitment/retention strategies and Home office role in personnel management and staffing plan.
C. Personnel

Chief of Party’s management and professional experience including experience in post conflict and developing countries on similar projects. Demonstrated capability, experience, education and qualifications of other key personnel. Feasibility and ambitiousness of strategies to maximize the use of host country professionals to carry out project implementation and ensure sustainability and local capacity building. Special consideration will be given to offerors who maximize the number of Afghans in key personnel positions.

Past Performance Information [See Section L.7 (3)]
(1) Performance information will be used for both the responsibility determination and best value decision. USAID may use performance information obtained from other than the sources identified by the offeror/subcontractor. USAID will utilize existing databases of contractor performance information and solicit additional information from the references provided in Section L. [7(3)] of this RFP and from other sources.

(2) If the performance information contains negative information on which the offeror has not previously been given an opportunity to comment, USAID will provide the offeror an opportunity to comment on it prior to its consideration in the evaluation, and any offeror comment will be considered with the negative performance information.

(3) USAID will initially determine the relevance of similar performance information as a predictor of probable performance under the subject requirement. USAID may give more weight to performance information that is considered more relevant and/or more current.

(4) The contractor performance information determined to be relevant will be evaluated in accordance with the elements below:

(i) Quality of product or service, including consistency in meeting goals and targets:

(ii) Cost control, including forecasting costs as well as accuracy in financial reporting:

(iii) Timeliness of performance, including adherence to contract schedules and other time-sensitive project conditions, and effectiveness of home and field office management to make prompt decisions and ensure efficient completion of tasks:

(iv) Business relations, addressing the history of professional behavior and overall business-like concern for the interests of the customer, including coordination among subcontractors and developing country partners, cooperative attitude in remedying problems, and timely completion of all administrative requirements:

(v) Customer satisfaction with performance, including end user or beneficiary wherever possible:

(vi) Effectiveness of key personnel, including appropriateness of personnel for the job and prompt and satisfactory changes in personnel when problems with clients where identified: 

 (vii) Prime offerors who are not small business concerns will be evaluated on their performance in using small business concerns as subcontractors, joint venturers, and in other teaming arrangements.

(5) In cases where
 (i) an offeror lacks relevant performance history;

(ii) information on performance is not available; or 
(iii) an offeror is a member of a class of offerors where there is provision not to rate the class against a subfactor; then the offeror will not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on performance. The "neutral" rating assigned to any offeror lacking relevant performance history is a score commensurate with the percentage of points received vs. possible points*. An exception to this neutral rating provision: the non-small businesses prime with no history of subcontracting with small business concerns. Prior to assigning a "neutral" past performance rating, the contracting officer may take into account a broad range of information related to an offeror's performance. * For example, a small business prime offeror will not be evaluated on its performance in using small business concerns.

COST PROPOSAL EVALUATION

Cost

Each cost proposal will be evaluated, but will not be assigned a rating.  The evaluation of the offeror’s cost proposal shall deal with cost realism analysis.  This will consist of a review of the cost portion of the offeror’s proposal to determine if the overall costs proposed are realistic for the work to be performed, if the costs reflect the offeror’s understanding of the requirements, and if the costs are consistent with the technical proposal.  Evaluation of cost proposals will consider but not be limited to the following:

1. Cost realism and completeness of cost proposal and supporting documentation.

2. Overall cost control evidenced by the proposal (such as avoidance of excessive salaries, excessive home office staff visits, and other costs in excess of reasonable requirements).

3. Amount of proposed base/award fee.

M.4.1    Cost Evaluation of Options

The Government will evaluate offers for award purposes by evaluating prices for the base period as well as the all options.  Evaluation of options will not obligate the Government to exercise the options.  Offers containing any charges for failure to exercise any option will be rejected.
M.5   DETERMINATION OF THE COMPETITVE RANGE AND CONTRACT AWARD
 (a)  Competitive Range: If the Contracting Officer determines that discussions are necessary, he/she will establish a Competitive Range composed of only the most highly rated proposals.  In certain circumstances the Contracting Officer may determine that the number of most highly rated proposals that might otherwise be included in the competitive range exceeds the number at which an efficient competition can be conducted.  Should that be the case, the Contracting Officer may then limit offers in the competitive range to the greatest number that will permit an efficient competition among the most highly rated offers. The Government may exclude an offer if it is so deficient as to essentially require a new technical proposal.  The Government may exclude an offer so unreasonably priced, in relation to more competitive offers, as to appear that there will be little or no chance of becoming competitive. The Government may exclude an offer requiring extensive discussions, a complete re-write, or major revisions, to allow an offeror unfair advantage over those more competitive offers.

(b) Award: In accordance with FAR 52.215-1(f), the Government intends to award a contract or contracts resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror(s) whose proposal(s) represent the best value after evaluation in accordance with the factors and sub factors as set forth in this solicitation.

DEFINITIONS
Contract Farming: Contract farming can be defined as an agreement between farmers and processing and/or marketing firms for the production and supply of agricultural products under forward agreements, frequently at predetermined prices. The arrangement also invariably involves the purchaser in providing a degree of production support through, for example, the supply of inputs and the provision of technical advice. The basis of such arrangements is a commitment on the part of the farmer to provide a specific commodity in quantities and at quality standards determined by the purchaser and a commitment on the part of the company to support the farmer’s production and to purchase the commodity. 
Gender:  Refers to the "economic, social, political, and cultural attributes and opportunities associated with being male and female.
'"

Gender analysis: Offers a framework for illuminating the opportunities and constraints in development activities that are based on the relations between women and men. The analysis provides essential insights for building strategies to achieve results that benefit the entire community.
  
Gender integration: Means taking account of both the differences and inequalities between men and women in program planning, implementation, and monitoring and evaluation.

Gender mainstreaming: Designates the methods and institutional arrangements for achieving gender equality. It is a process that moves beyond accounting for gender considerations in programs. Rather than regard gender issues as special interests to be taken up separately, gender mainstreaming is an approach that treats gender equality as a critical consideration in analyses, policy formulations, planning, evaluations, decision-making procedures and institutional practices that set the overall conditions for development.
Women in Development Policy: In carrying out its development assistance program,

USAID takes into account the actual and potential roles of women in less developed countries.

Indicators: 

Number of hectares devoted to licit agricultural production: Number of hectares devoted to licit agricultural and/or forest products that have management and forestry plantation

Number of rural households benefiting directly from U.S. Government interventions in Afghanistan: Number of rural households benefiting directly from U.S. Government interventions in Afghanistan (Calculation of what counts as a household / family and a definition of what constitutes a benefit is under USAID consideration). 

Increased sales of licit farm and non-farm products in USG-assisted areas over previous year: Sales (or gross market value of licit production) supported by USG alternative development or alternative livelihood programs
· Data initially collected in local currency should be converted into dollars using average exchange rate in effect over the fiscal year
· This indicator measures the annual farm-gate value of licit crops harvested and marketed.  
· Note: three prospective prices – farm-gate, local Afghan market, international market
Number of full-time equivalent (FTE) jobs created by USG sponsored alternative development or alternative livelihood activities: The employed may be full-time employees, part-time, temporary, casual, or seasonal employees (all converted to a full-time equivalent (FTE) figures). Full time jobs are those that employ permanent labor for at least forty hours per week, for at least 260 days per year. Part time jobs are those that employ permanent labor less than 40 hours per week and/or less than 260 days per year. In Afghanistan: Every 260 work days per year = 1 FTE.  The aggregate number of persons employed shall reflect full-time equivalent jobs.  Persons of working age include all those aged between 15 and 65.  

Full-time employees: are those permanent, temporary, casual and seasonal employees who normally work for the agreed number of days for a full time employee in their particular occupation or, if the agreed number of days does not apply, who normally work five days or more per week.  Depending on the frequency of data collection, the issue on status of job becomes less ambiguous. For instance if one was a casual in a period prior to the counting period and is still in employment in the next, the records would show him as full time during the period in question.  Part-time employees are those permanent, temporary or casual employees who are not full-time employees as defined above or who normally work less than five days per week.  This includes the self-employed at work or with an enterprise but temporarily not at work. 

Number Fulltime Equivalent Jobs Created: defined as the change (positive or negative) in the number of persons employed in private sector enterprises assisted by USAID partners.  The net change is tracked quarterly and aggregated for reporting on the year. The employed comprise all persons of working age, in paid employment or self employment (especially relevant for farmers), who performed work for wage, salary, profit, or family gain, in cash or in kind.  Full-time equivalent (FTE) job refers to the conversion of part time jobs to full time jobs. It is computed by dividing the number of days worked by the part-time employee per week by five (5).  

Seasonal employees:  perform work when the season ‘demands’ it.  The total number of days of seasonal labor for an enterprise is obtained by summing the days worked during the quarter by each worker or group of workers. The number of full-time equivalent jobs for seasonal employment is determined by dividing the total days worked by seasonal workers for the enterprise during the quarter by 65 (i.e. days/quarter), and rounded to the nearest whole number.  For the base line for seasonal labor, at registration time, the total amount of seasonal labor over the previous year should be estimated.  (Total days divided by 260 [i.e. days/year] will give the FTE.)  

Note:  For the purpose of quarterly reporting, one fourth of this amount should be subtracted from the end of quarter seasonal labor FTE to obtain the change for the quarter.  The summarization of the quarterly changes in seasonal FTE should give the change for the year in comparison to the previous year and are reported as “number of FTE jobs created.”

Disaggregation / Gender:  This indicator will be disaggregated by: (1) total number of jobs; (2) total number of jobs employing women; (3) number of full-time jobs; (4) number of part-time jobs (aggregated to full time equivalents); (5) number of privatized jobs; (6) number of seasonal jobs (reported on FTE basis).

Disaggregation / Three sectoral categories should be tracked: (1) agricultural (farm) worker; (2) Agribusiness; and (3) Non-agricultural.
Number of farmers under licit contracts: Number of farmers under licit contracts created by USG sponsored alternative development or alternative livelihood activities (see definition of contract farming above). 

Number of public-private partnerships formed as a result of USG assistance: Public entities include: the USG, developed country governments, multilateral development institutions, national governments of developing countries, and universities or other arms of national governments.  For-profit enterprises and non-governments organizations (NGOs) are considered private. A partnership is considered formed when there is a clear agreement, usually written, to work together to achieve a common objective. There must be either a cash or in-kind significant contribution to the effort by both the public and the private entity. An operating unit or an implementing mechanism may form more than one partnership with the same entity, but this likely to be rare. In counting partnerships we are not counting transactions with a partner entity; we are counting the number of partnerships formed.
Number of individuals who have received USG supported short-term agricultural productivity training (males / females): The number of people to whom significant knowledge or skills have been imparted through formal or informal means. In-country and off-shore training are included. Knowledge or skills gained through technical assistance activities is included. If the activity provided training to trainers, and if the reporting unit can make a credible estimate of follow-on training provided by those trainers, this estimate should be included. Individuals attending more than one training are counted as many times as they attend training.
Number of associations assisted as a result of USG assistance: Measures the amount of associations that have been assisted by USG programs. Strengthened and more effective institutions and associations are essential to agri-buisness development and licit economic growth.

Number of exports in MT and $ value: The exports to be counted here are those from countries for which the bilateral, regional or central operating unit has an active program. Exports of the targeted commodities to all international markets should be counted. The commodities to be counted are those that are targeted in the work plans and/or contracts of the implementing partners. Results of “transport corridor enhancement” or “trade capacity building” activities would not be counted in this indicator, as their objectives are more general than targeting specific commodities.

Number of trees planted and maintained including $ value: Trees purchased and planted, including technical assistance and training.

U.S. AGENCIES
The broader U.S. Government (USG) development presence in Afghanistan also comprises programs in other USAID sectors and with other USG actors. It is expected that the program will leverage technical assistance opportunities and other support from other ongoing programs working in areas such as  community-level support; economic growth and private sector programs; and cross-border development (e.g. with Pakistan) and with provincial reconstruction teams (PRTs), and civil military affairs (CMA) among others. Donor coordination, formal and informal private sector alliances, anti-corruption, pubic-private partnerships (e.g. with local municipalities), gender, and environment are cross-cutting themes that will be expected to be appropriately integrated throughout the program. 
U.S. Army Corps of Engineers: The US Army Corps of Engineers Afghanistan Engineer District (AED) formally stood up March 2004. Prior to being formally recognized as the AED, the Corps had an area office in Kabul, where the Headquarters currently resides. AED has a broad mission and area of responsibility. There are three major program areas: the U.S. Forces Program; the Afghan National Army –ANA – Program; and the U.S. Agency for International Development – USAID – Reconstruction of Afghanistan Program. AED’s geographic area of responsibility currently includes Afghanistan, Uzbekistan , Kyrgyzstan , Pakistan , and Tajikistan. 

U.S. Department of Agriculture: The Foreign Agricultural Service (FAS) of the U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) works to improve foreign market access for U.S. products, build new markets, improve the competitive position of U.S. agriculture in the global marketplace, and provide food aid and technical assistance to foreign countries. 

U.S. Department of Treasury: Treasury's Office of International Affairs protects and supports economic prosperity at home by encouraging financial stability and sound economic policies abroad. International Affairs performs constant surveillance and in-depth analysis of global economic and financial developments and then engages with financial market participants, foreign governments, international financial institutions, and in multilateral fora to develop and promote good policies. 

U.S. Geological Survey: As the Nation's largest water, earth, and biological science and civilian mapping agency, the U.S. Geological Survey (USGS) collects, monitors, analyzes, and provides scientific understanding about natural resource conditions, issues, and problems. The diversity of our scientific expertise enables us to carry out large-scale, multi-disciplinary investigations and provide impartial scientific information to resource managers, planners, and other customers.
ATTACHMENT 13
U.S. COUNTER-NARCOTICS STRATEGY FOR AFGHANISTAN
The USG five-pillar strategy focuses on helping the Government of the Islamic Republic of Afghanistan (IRoA) disrupt Afghanistan's opium-based economy and strengthen the central government's control over the country. To address these objectives comprehensively, the USG has focused on helping the IRoA implement the five pillar strategy: 

1. Public Information (PI) - (State/INL and DOD): Designed as a year-round, nationwide program focused on helping the IRoA achieve sustainable reductions in poppy cultivation and production through public information, engagement, and education. 

2. Alternative Development (AD) - (USAID): Designed to help the IRoA establish economic alternatives to the cultivation of poppy for Afghan people. 

3. Elimination/Eradication - (State/INL): Designed to help the IRoA deter and reduce the cultivation of opium poppy by launching a major program of prevention incentives while also building a credible forced eradication capability. 

4. Interdiction - (DEA, DOD, and State/INL): Focuses on decreasing narcotics trafficking and processing in Afghanistan by helping the IRoA build its capacity to disrupt and dismantle the most significant drug trafficking organizations. Groups such as the DEA-trained Counter narcotics Police of Afghanistan (CNPA), the Afghanistan Special Narcotics Force (ASNF), and the National Interdiction Unit (NIU) of the CNPA are being equipped to arrest and prosecute the command and control elements of narcotics trafficking organizations. 

5. Law Enforcement/Justice Reform - (DOJ and State/INL): Encompasses both police and justice sector efforts to help the IRoA increase overall rule of law, specifically in the area of narcotics-related law enforcement. Programs are closely tied to police-sector and justice-sector efforts at large. USG advisors mentor the Afghan Criminal Justice Task Force's (CJTF) pursuit of narcotics and public corruption cases through the Central Narcotics Tribunal (CNT) in Kabul.

ATTACHMENT 15
GUIDANCE FOR USAID-FUNDED COMMUNICATIONS PRODUCTS

 1.  GOAL:

 The goal of this guidance is to ensure that USAID-funded communications materials are:

 1.  cost-effective;

 2.  informative;

 3.  targeted to a well-defined and specific audience;

 4.  accompanied by a well-defined, thought out, and detailed distribution plan that can and will be executed; and,

 5.  reflective of USAID's mission: to promote sustainable development in the countries we assist.

 In addition to the five points above, the communications material should fulfill a real, identified need and contribute directly to the accomplishment of the Agency's mission.

 2.   DEFINITION:

 For the purpose of this guidance, communications products are defined as any printed material (other than non-color photocopy material), photographic services (including slide shows or other

 multimedia productions) or video production services meeting the criteria in section 3.  Multi-volume or multi-sectional printed materials, videos or other communications products that are intended to be distributed together as one unit, package or group will be considered as one communications product for the purpose of this guidance.

 3.   COMMUNICATIONS MATERIALS AFFECTED BY THIS GUIDANCE:

 Effective October 1, 1994, communications materials that meet either of the following two criteria (funding or audience) must be approved by the Assistant Administrator of the Bureau for Legislative and Public Affairs (AA/LPA) or her designee.

 3a.  FUNDING CRITERIA:

 (1)  All communications materials funded by operating expense account funds must be reviewed and approved by AA/LPA.

 (2)  Any communications materials funded by program account funds and costing over $25,000 total.  The $25,000 cost threshold will be arrived at by looking at the sum total of the costs of preparation and execution of the communications material.  For example, in the case of a publication, the cost will be the sum total of the research (directly related to the writing and production of the publication), writing and other editorial services (including any associated overhead costs), design, layout, and production costs.

 3b.  AUDIENCE CRITERIA:

 (1) Any communications material that will be sent directly to or is likely to been seen by a Member of Congress or Congressional staffer requires approval.  Of course, such requests should be coordinated with LPA under the general procedures governing Congressional communications.

 (2) Any publication that will have a majority of the copies (over 50 percent) distributed in the United States (excluding copies provided to CDIE and other USAID/W offices for internal use)

 requires approval.

 3c.  EXAMPLES:

 (1)  A program-funded family planning calendar produced by USAID grantee and to be distributed to 200 USAID beneficiaries in India as part of the grantee's family planning efforts and costing less than $25,000:  NO APPROVAL REQUIRED.

 (2)  Same as 1 but distribution also includes 100 "family planning leaders" in the United States, 200 "family planning leaders" overseas, and 25 for distribution within USAID and costing less

 than $25,000:  NO APPROVAL REQUIRED.

 (3)  Same as 2 but 400 additional copies given to ANE for distribution to "family planning leaders" in U.S.:  APPROVAL REQUIRED.

 (4)  Same as 1 and 2 but costing more than $25,000:  APPROVAL REQUIRED.

 (5)  A program-funded videotape setting forth lessons learned in an agricultural  sector project in West Africa to be distributed to 150 colleges and universities in the United States regardless of

 cost.  APPROVAL REQUIRED.

 (5)  An employee training manual produced by USAID with operating expense funds and for distribution within USAID regardless of cost:   APPROVAL REQUIRED.

 (6)  An operating expense-funded or program-funded annual report to Congress that is required by law and will be distributed to both Congress and to interested people in the United States regardless of cost:  APPROVAL REQUIRED.

 3d.  EXEMPT COMMUNICATIONS MATERIALS:

 (1)  Program-funded publications costing less than $25,000 and specifically intended as design, evaluation and feasibility studies that are not intended for the general public.

 (2)  Program-funded publications costing less than $25,000 and distributed solely overseas as part of the delivery of foreign assistance or as part of a mission's informational program in the host country.

  4.   REVIEW PROCESS:

 Effective with the issuance of this guidance, all communications products meeting the criteria in section 3 of this guidance must be submitted for review and approval by USAID/LPA/MC.  This process must be completed before any final planning or funding commitment on the communications materials can be given.

 Required information and design standards for printed materials and video/photographic materials are attached as annexes to this guidance.

 As always, LPA staff is available to assist bureaus and missions in the production of communications products.

5.   CONTRACT AND GRANT DOCUMENTS REVIEW:

 Agency personnel should be aware that this guidance applies to all affected communications materials produced through USAID- funded contracts and grants.  Thus, USAID staff is urged to review current contracts and grants and to keep in mind for FY 1995-funded contracts and grants that these guidelines must be built into the agreements.  Materials produced under omnibus contracts covering other services are subject to this guidance.

 Please note that M Bureau will provide detailed guidance to contracting officers and other appropriate USAID personnel that will include a required separate line item and other standardized language incorporating these issues as a part of the contract or

 grant.

 6.   POINTS OF CONTACT:

 Point of contact for this guidance is USAID/LPA/MC.STANDARDS FOR USAID-FUNDED PUBLICATIONS

      The following standards are intended as general guidelines for the production of USAID-funded publications that fall within the scope of those requiring LPA approval.

      The purpose of establishing basic standards is to enable LPA to work in a cooperative effort with agency bureaus and field missions to produce informative, professional and cost-effective

 products that meet the needs of a designated audience.  The audience and distribution plans must be clearly defined and justification given that a real need exists for the proposed

 publication.

      We are fully aware that there will be situations that warrant exceptions to these standards.  Exceptions will be made by LPA on a case-by-case basis.

 I.  Publications intended for a U.S. audience, including Congress:

      A.  Use of color:  Two-color maximum for both cover and text (black or blue ink, generally used for text, counts as one color).  In the case of publications such as conference  proceedings, one color is the standard.

      B.  Paper:  For both cover and text, use the most cost- effective stock that suits the publication's purpose.  Make every effort to use recycled paper.  Do not use heavy stock.

      C.  Photos:  Black-and-white

      D.  Content:  Emphasize results achieved toward sustainable development through USAID programs.  NOTE:  In most cases, LPA will ask for a separate textual (ASCII) version of the final

 document for possible posting on USAID's Internet, which at present can support text only.

      E.  Design:  Avoid expensive folds/paper cuts, inserts/foldouts, die cuts, embossing, foil stamps and other design elements that add additional expense.

  II.  Reports Required by Congress

      Most reports should be in typewritten, xeroxed format and respond specifically to what is required by statute.

  III.  Use of metric units of measurement

      Unless a waiver is granted, metric units are to be used in accordance with Executive Order 12770.  Traditional units may be shown in parentheses after metric.

 IV.  Use of Agency logo

      The USAID logo (or the name of the agency written out) should be displayed prominently, e.g., on the cover or title page.

 V.  Approval Form

      LPA is developing a "request-for-approval" form that will be put on the agency wide computer network as a macro to simplify and streamline the approval process.  Information that will be required is as follows:  type and design/format of publication; justification for its need; clearly defined audience and distribution plans; print run; budget breakdown including costs for photographic services (if a contract photographer is used), writing, editing, design, layout and printing; whether OE or program funds are being used; and plans to evaluate the effectiveness of the product.

 VI.   Publications produced through USAID-funded grants and contracts are subject to these standards. STANDARDS FOR USAID-FUNDED VIDEO PRODUCTIONS

      The following standards are intended as general guidelines for USAID-funded video productions that require LPA approval.

      The purpose of establishing these basic standards is to enable LPA to work in cooperation with agency bureaus and field missions to produce informative, professional and cost-effective programs that meet the needs of the designated audience.  The audience and distribution plans must be clearly defined. The purpose and production plans must be justified and must support a real need.

      We are aware that USAID video productions generally fall into two categories--those produced for information/education of U.S. audiences, and those produced with program funds for largely foreign audiences.  These guidelines will help missions decide which programs warrant video productions and how these should be produced.

      We are also aware that certain situations will justify exceptions to these standards.  Exceptions will be made by LPA on a case-by-case basis.

 I.  Basic Guidelines

      A.  Content:  Videos intended for U.S. audiences, including Congress, should portray concrete results or chronicle a USAID success story.  The video should not be a "promo" for a contractor or a specialized technical report aimed at a narrow audience of experts.  Videos produced with program funds for foreign audiences would usually be training tapes or other instructional material.

      Also, LPA will not approve video recordings of conference proceedings that can more appropriately be shared as written transcripts or audiocassette recordings.

      B.  Format:  The program should be shot in a professional television format: BETA, BETA-SP, or 3/4".  Only viewing copies should be made in VHS.  Programs may be shot in American TV standard (NTSC) or in PAL or SECAM TV standard.

      C.  Producers:  Direct contracts must comply with OFPP Letter No. 79-4 which establish a "Government-Wide Contracting System for Motion Picture and Videotape Productions" (as required by OFPP letter 79-4.)  The designated production team must have a track record producing information/education programs or other professional broadcast products.  A brief list of previously produced programs should be included.

      D.  Length:  The video should be no more than 15 minutes, unless there is a strong justification.

      E.  Copies:  The number should be determined by the bureau/mission and reflected in the production budget.  Viewing copies for NGOs, PVOs and local officials should be in VHS.  Copies for local TV placement must be in 3/4" or BETA.  A copy of the master of the finished program must be sent to the LPA video archive.

 II.  Approval Form

      To simplify the approval process, LPA is developing a macro for the "request-for-approval" form that will be put on the agency wide computer network. The following information will be required:

      A.  A general description of the subject of the video.

      B.  The intended audience and a detailed distribution plan.

      C.  Whether OE or program funds will be used.

      D.  Budget breakdown to include costs for the following items:

      - Pre-production:  research, script, shooting schedule (where the video will be shot);

      - Production:  how many shooting days (include travel days), how much per day for the crew plus equipment.  Please note: where possible, a local crew should be used; and,

      - Editing:  how many hours, how much per hour, how much for graphics and titles.

      E.  Discussion of plans to evaluate the script and the "rough cut" for the effectiveness of the product.

 III.  Videos produced through USAID-funded grants and contracts are subject to these standards.

 NOTE:  All videos produced with USAID funds must be deposited in the LPA video archive.  This includes all "source" tapes, plus a copy of the completed master program drafted.
