GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS

SCOPE OF CONTRACT 

The purpose of this contract is to furnish all labor, supervision, equipment, partial transportation, materials, supplies and incidentals to perform archaeological excavation at the Selway Bitterroot Wilderness Archaeological site and complete supporting documentation in accordance the its specifications, terms, and conditions.
LOCATION & DESCRIPTION
LOCATION: 
Site 10IH3337 sits abreast of the Selway River, approximately two miles north of the Shearer Guard Station deep within the Selway Bitterroot Wilderness.  The Shearer Guard Station is located in section 28 of T31N, R13E.  Site photos are available and will be mailed hard copy upon request.
DESCRIPTION:

The site represents a small pithouse hamlet spread over approximately 13 acres.  To date, 11 suspected semi-subterranean features have been identified on site.  Portions of the site are eroding due to high water episodes of the Selway River.  The purpose of the excavation work is to characterize the nature and extent of significant components located within the circa 100-meter long eroding terrace.  Results of the contract will be used to identify the needs for future stabilization and/or data recovery work at the site.  
Access

The remote work site is situated approximately 16 trail-miles from the end of the nearest road.  This closest road terminus is located at the Paradise Campground locale on the upper Selway River (Bitterroot National Forest T29N, R14E – section 8).  Other trails can access the work site, but are located further away.  Trailheads associated with these longer routes are located, for example, at Lost Horse/Bear Creek Pass (west of Hamilton, Montana) and at the end of the Selway River Road near Race Creek east of Lowell, Idaho.  

Alternatively, the Shearer airstrip is located approximately two miles from the work site.  This airstrip is located along the Selway River adjacent to the Shearer Guard Station.  For contractors wishing to fly into the Shearer airstrip, the government will provide stock support to transport supplies and equipment to and from the work site during the August 4-15, 2008 time period.  Following negotiation between the government and the contractor, the exact dates of this stock support must be finalzed within two week following contract award.  

Stock support is for supplies and equipment only.  Contractors would be expected to walk to and from the work site from the Shearer airstrip.  The Selway River trail would be used for such purposes and is a good trail which follows the river grade and thus possesses a low to moderate level of difficulty.  If the contractor chooses this fly-in option to the Shearer airstrip it should be noted that arrival and departures from the airstrip can generally be accomplished in the morning hours only given the declining loft associated with warmer afternoon temperatures and the constricted nature of the Selway River canyon.  Ultimately, however, this decision is up to the contractor and their pilot.  Contractors should understand that large items that cannot fit easily on stock may not be transportable to and from the work site.  Contractors should evaluate this factor along with understanding the work site is located within a congressionally designated wilderness area and a rustic and logistically challenging experience should be expected.  Archaeological equipment such as transits, shovels and screens along with modest camping items, clothes and food are all accouterments the government would expect the contractor will need transported.  However, heavier bulkier items may not be transportable.  

Wilderness Camping/Work Requirements

The contract will take place within the congressionally designated area of the Selway Bitterroot Wilderness.  While working in the Wilderness, "Leave No Trace" minimum impact camping techniques are required.  Detailed information regarding Leave No Trace techniques may be found at www.lnt.org/programs/principles.  

Specifically, the following practices are required:

· Select established or existing camp locations if possible. No alternations may be made to campsites (such as ditching, clearing vegetation, construction of tent pads).

· Camp areas will be kept in a sanitary condition and free of litter at all times, including microtrash (such as foil, food wrappers, cigarette butts).

· One pit latrine for group use will be located 200 feet or more from water (outside of the archaeological site boundary) and the hole filled and naturalized at the end of use.  Alternatively, all solid human waste may be packed out (river toilet system).

· Dish water and wash water will be scattered (broadcast) 100 feet or more from surface water.  No contamination of water sources is permitted.  The use of biodegradable soap is encouraged. 

· The use of campfires will me minimized.  If a campfire is used, a fire pan is required and only dead and down wood may be collected.  Remaining ash will be scattered after the fire is dead out.  No fires will be left unattended.

· When camp is unattended, all food and garbage will be stored unavailable to wildlife, either in bear resistant containers or hung in a tree a minimum of ten feet up and 4 feet out from supporting limbs.  
· All garbage will be packed out.
The use of motorized equipment or mechanical transport is prohibited in the Wilderness area (excluding planes landing and taking off from official airstrips).  Mechanical transport includes, but is not limited to, carts and wheelbarrows.  Motorized equipment includes any device using a motor (battery or liquid fuel operated) such as chainsaws, drills, or other motorized hand tools, etc.  Small hand-held battery operated equipment is generally ok (for instance small electronic devices such as GPS units, balances, cameras etc).

Government Supplied Information/Equipment

All completed reports associated with archaeological work at the site will be supplied to the contractor.  If the contractor chooses to access the site locale by airplane, the government will reasonably transport the contractor’s supplies and equipment from Shearer airstrip to the site, and back - on the dates agreed to by the government and the contractor within two weeks following contract award.  Specified by the government (contracting crew will need to walk).  The contractor is responsible for all other materials, supplies and equipment.  

TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS: 
Technical parameters are as follows: 
1) All soils will be screened through 1/8th inch hardware cloth

2) Professional archaeological excavation techniques apply (e.g. excavation by 10 cm levels or by stratigraphic unit depending on the nature of the culture-bearing soil/deposit encountered - utilizing trowels and/or skim shovels).  

3) Both a draft and final report will be generating which report findings according to professional standards - including a site map showing excavation unit locations sufficient for relocating.  One bound paper draft copy is required, and five bound paper final copies are required along with one electronic version in pdf format.   

4) Stratigraphic profile drawings will be conducted of one wall of each excavation unit (along with both flash B&W archival photography and digital color photographs).  The wall chosen will be that showing the greatest stratigraphic detail.  
5) Both B&W archival and color digital photographs will be taken as needed of all (if any) archaeological features encountered in situ within the archaeological excavation unit(s).

HEALTH & WELFARE: $3.16 per hour or $126.40 per week or $547.73 per month

VACATION: 2 weeks paid vacation after 1 year of service with a contractor or successor; 3 weeks after 5 years, and 4 weeks after 15 years.  Length of service includes the whole span of continuous service with the present contractor or successor, wherever employed, and with the predecessor contractors in the performance of similar work at the same Federal facility.  (Reg. 29 CFR 4.173)

HOLIDAYS: A minimum of ten paid holidays per year, New Year's Day, Martin Luther

King Jr's Birthday, Washington's Birthday, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Columbus Day, Veterans' Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  (A contractor may substitute for any of the named holidays another day off with pay in accordance with a plan communicated to the employees involved.)  (See 29 CFR 4174)

THE OCCUPATIONS WHICH HAVE PARENTHESES AFTER THEM RECEIVE THE FOLLOWING BENEFITS (as numbered):

1)  Does not apply to employees employed in a bona fide executive, administrative, or professional capacity as defined and delineated in 29 CFR 541.  (See CFR 4.156)

2)  AIR TRAFFIC CONTROLLERS AND WEATHER OBSERVERS - NIGHT PAY & SUNDAY PAY:  If you work at night as part of a regular tour of duty, you will earn a night differential and receive an additional 10% of basic pay for any hours worked between 6pm and 6am.  If you are a full-time employed (40 hours a week) and Sunday is part of your regularly scheduled workweek, you are paid at your rate of basic pay plus a Sunday premium of 25% of your basic rate for each hour of Sunday work which is not overtime (i.e. occasional work on Sunday outside the normal tour of duty is considered overtime work).

HAZARDOUS PAY DIFFERENTIAL: An 8 percent differential is applicable to employees employed in a position that represents a high degree of hazard when working with or in close proximity to ordinance, explosives, and incendiary materials.  This includes work such as screening, blending, dying, mixing, and pressing of sensitive ordance, explosives, and pyrotechnic compositions such as lead azide, black powder and photoflash powder.  All dry-house activities involving propellants or explosives.  Demilitarization, modification, renovation, demolition, and maintenance operations on sensitive ordnance, explosives and incendiary materials.  All operations involving regrading and cleaning of artillery ranges.

A 4 percent differential is applicable to employees employed in a position that represents a low degree of hazard when working with, or in close proximity to ordance, (or employees possibly adjacent to) explosives and incendiary materials which involves potential injury such as laceration of hands, face, or arms of the employee engaged in the operation, irritation of the skin, minor burns and the like; minimal damage to immediate or adjacent work area or equipment being used. All operations involving, unloading, storage, and hauling of ordance, explosive, and incendiary ordnance material other than small arms ammunition.  These differentials are only applicable to work that has been specifically designated by the agency for

ordance, explosives, and incendiary material differential pay.

** UNIFORM ALLOWANCE **

If employees are required to wear uniforms in the performance of this contract (either by the terms of the Government contract, by the employer, by the state or local law, etc.), the cost of furnishing such uniforms and maintaining (by laundering or dry cleaning) such uniforms is an expense that may not be borne by an employee where such cost reduces the hourly rate below that required by the wage determination. The Department of Labor will accept payment in accordance with the following standards as compliance:

The contractor or subcontractor is required to furnish all employees with an adequate number of uniforms without cost or to reimburse employees for the actual cost of the uniforms.  In addition, where uniform cleaning and maintenance is made the responsibility of the employee, all contractors and subcontractors subject to this wage determination shall (in the absence of a bona fide collective bargaining agreement providing for a different amount, or the furnishing of contrary affirmative proof as to the actual cost), reimburse all employees for such cleaning and maintenance at a rate of $3.35 per week (or $.67 cents per day).  However, in those instances where the uniforms furnished are made of "wash and wear" materials, may be routinely washed and dried with other personal garments, and do not require any special treatment such as dry cleaning, daily washing, or commercial laundering in order to meet the cleanliness or appearance standards set by the terms of the Government contract, by the contractor, by law, or by the nature of the work, there is no requirement that employees be reimbursed for uniform maintenance costs.

REQUEST FOR AUTHORIZATION OF ADDITIONAL CLASSIFICATION AND WAGE RATE {Standard Form1444 (SF 1444)}

Conformance Process:

The contracting officer shall require that any class of service employee which is not listed herein and which is to be employed under the contract (i.e., the work to be performed is not performed by any classification listed in the wage determination), be classified by the contractor so as to provide a reasonable relationship (i.e., appropriate level of skill comparison) between such unlisted classifications and the classifications listed in the wage determination.  Such conformed classes of employees shall be paid the monetary wages and furnished the fringe benefits as are determined.  Such conforming process shall be initiated by the contractor prior to the performance of contract work by such unlisted class(es) of employees.  The conformed classification, wage rate, and/or fringe benefits shall be retroactive to the commencement date of the contract. {See Section 4.6 (C)(vi)}.  When multiple wage determinations are included in a contract, a separate SF 1444 should be prepared for each wage determination to which a class(es) is to be conformed.

The process for preparing a conformance request is as follows:

1) When preparing the bid, the contractor identifies the need for a conformed occupation) and computes a proposed rate).

2) After contract award, the contractor prepares a written report listing in order proposed classification title), a Federal grade equivalency (FGE) for each proposed classification), job description), and rationale for proposed wage rate), including information regarding the agreement or disagreement of the authorized representative of the employees involved, or where there is no authorized representative, the employees themselves.  This report should be submitted to the contracting officer no later than 30 days after such unlisted class(es) of employees performs any contract work.

3) The contracting officer reviews the proposed action and promptly submits a report of the action, together with the agency's recommendations and pertinent information including the position of the contractor and the employees, to the Wage and Hour Division, Employment Standards Administration, U.S. Department of Labor, for review.  (See section 4.6(b)(2) of Regulations 29 CFR Part 4).

4) Within 30 days of receipt, the Wage and Hour Division approves, modifies, or disapproves the action via transmittal to the agency contracting officer, or notifies the contracting officer that additional time will be required to process the request.

5) The contracting officer transmits the Wage and Hour decision to the contractor.

6) The contractor informs the affected employees.

Information required by the Regulations must be submitted on SF 1444 or bond paper.

When preparing a conformance request, the "Service Contract Act Directory of Occupations" (the Directory) should be used to compare job definitions to insure that duties requested are not performed by a classification already listed in the wage determination.  Remember, it is not the job title, but the required tasks that determine whether a class is included in an established wage determination. Conformances may not be used to artificially split, combine, or subdivide classifications listed in the wage determination.
