Request for Information/Sources Sought Notice

This document constitutes a sources sought notice with regard to the following forthcoming GSA Solicitation: GS-00V-08-PD-0102.  

Description of the Requirement:
The General Services Administration (GSA) has a forthcoming need for the development of two advertising campaigns for Public Service Announcements (PSA):

· One English language television, radio and print PSA campaign to promote USA.gov and 1 (800) FED-INFO.

· One Spanish language television, radio and print PSA campaign to promote www.GobiernoUSA.gov and 1 (800) FED-INFO. 
The television portion of each campaign shall be comprised of five lengths (:60, :30, :20, :15 and :10) The radio portion of each campaign shall be comprised of spots in three lengths (:60, :30 and :15) The print portion of each print campaign shall be comprised of ads in three sizes in color (magazine) and in seven sizes in black and white (newspaper).

The Contractor would be responsible for the complete production of each campaign, from concept development and focus testing through shooting, editing, and distribution.

The Contractor may, but would not be required to, utilize the same creative theme for the English and Spanish campaigns. The English and Spanish language campaigns must be produced concurrently, and would release no more than a month apart. The Spanish campaign must be produced by a creative team that specializes in producing for and marketing to the native Spanish speaking community. It must be created in Spanish, not created in English and translated into Spanish.
The period of performance is for a base period of one year, with four one-year option periods. The English campaign shall be mailed by the Contractor to English language television, radio and print outlets no later than May 15, 2009. The Spanish campaign shall be mailed by the Contractor to Spanish language television, radio and print outlets no later than June 15, 2009.

GSA envisions the award of a single firm-fixed-price contract.
Response Instructions:
In preparing for the acquisition of this requirement, GSA is soliciting capability statements from potential offerors with an interest in performing this requirement.  
The Government will utilize responses to this notice to assist in determining whether or not that to set this requirement aside for small businesses. Accordingly, the Government is only soliciting responses from small business concerns. The anticipated NAICS code for this acquisition is 541810 (Advertising Agencies) and the corresponding size standard is $6.5 million. 

Responses to this RFI should include the following:
●A narrative statement describing the vendor’s resources, including a description of how they believe they are qualified and equipped as an advertising agency to handle the scope of work.  Also, please include the names and qualifications of potential key personnel who would be involved in performing this requirement.  

●A short narrative of the vendor’s corporate experience, including a list of the three most recent English television, radio and print advertising/PSA campaigns and the three most recent Spanish television, radio and print advertising/PSA campaigns that the agency has done in a scope similar to our campaigns. Be sure to include the dollar value for each of the campaigns listed, the date each campaign was released, the agency key personnel who were involved in each campaign's creation and the name of the client.


●One copy of each of the following showing the interested vendor’s experience:

▪DVD containing the three most recent English and three most recent Spanish television advertising or PSA campaigns they have done similar in scope to ours

▪CD containing the three most recent English radio and the three most recent Spanish radio advertising or PSA campaigns similar in scope to ours

▪CD containing the three most recent English and the three most recent Spanish print advertising or PSA campaigns similar in scope to ours

The total written portion of the submission should not exceed 5 pages. Offerors should include four (4) copies of the written materials requested.
