Statement of Work

1. Background: ...

2. Scope: The Contractor shall provide Advanced Medical Capabilities Course

(based on PHTLS/TCCC) to include Live Tissue training to 15 personnel during 25 – 29 August 2008.

3. Reference: Pre-Hospital Trauma Life Support/Tactical Combat Casualty

Care protocols (PHTLS/TCCC) as established by the National Association of

Emergency Medical Technicians and the American College of Surgeons Committee

on Trauma. Animal Welfare Act 9 CFR.

4. Requirements: The Contractor will accommodate the following curriculum

and instructor specifications while complying with all live tissue policy requirements.

Contractors must provide a copy of validation approval and USDA License.

In addition all Instructors shall be:

• Pararescue qualified and have held the 1T251 AFSC at a minimum.

• Highly Skilled in the care and handling of live tissue patient

models and knowledgeable in the anatomical differences

and similarities to the human model.

• Possess full understanding of tactical military

operations as performed by Pararescue personnel in the field.

• Highly trained in the theory and application of volume

expanding and blood clotting agents.

• Fully trained and knowledgeable in the latest emergency

medical devices for both military and civilian Pre-

Hospital Trauma Life Support (PHTLS/TCCC) applications as they

relate to Pararescue.

a. The training shall include three (3) days of didactic training

followed by two (2) days of Live Tissue Training (LTT).

Didactic portion shall include emergency medical course of

instruction focused on combat tactical first aid, practical

skills and simulation training. Didactics will be accomplished

at a location within 30 minutes of Portland, Oregon.

b. Contractor shall be responsible for providing the training area

to conduct LTT. The LTT shall be conducted on a state or federal approved

training facility located, approximately, within a one hour commuting distance of Portland, Oregon
c. Contractor shall be approved as a LTT Provider and be licensed by the appropriate federal agency

d. Class shall contain 15 students with an instructor to

student ratio of no more than 1:4 with the exception of

practical exercises.

e. Contractor shall provide all scenario props, including but not

limited to:

• All supporting materials and equipment including all

medical supplies to support live tissue and product

demonstrations using Pararescue specific gear and equipment

f. Contractor shall provide a qualified Doctor of

Veterinary Medicine (DVM), which is currently

licensed and credentialed to practice, at the

Specific training site in accordance with

appropriate governing authorities.

h. Contractor shall:

a. Maintain all local, state, and federal permits pertaining

to live tissue training.

c. Adhere to all applicable regulations for disposal of

animals, animal products, and other medical wastes.

d. Ensure all participants adhere to all local, state, and

federal regulations.

5. Training:

a. Course topics will include, but are not limited to, the

following:

care under fire

• tactical field care

• CASEVAC

• wound ballistics

• management of blast injuries

• head injury

• patient assessment

• triage

• management of hemorrhage

• shock recognition, management and treatment

• advanced airway management

• penetrating chest trauma

• musculoskeletal injuries

• bandaging and splinting

• casualty evacuation

• basic regional anesthesia

• pain management and antibiotics IAW TCCC

• treatment and management of burns

• suturing techniques
