3. Demonstrated understanding of the web site enhancement requested and exhibit sufficient website knowledge in order to coordinate web information work with FHWA’s Office of Infrastructure webmaster.

4. Demonstrated understanding of the publication layout part of the task, exhibit examples of print layout and prior printed works.  The contractor can provide electronic samples and or links.

Statement of Work

Case Study Development and Distribution

SCOPE OF WORK

The Contractor shall select appropriate construction projects that have used spent foundry sand for construction material for: roadway base material, structural embankment or MSE Wall backfill.  They will gather sufficient engineering details, photos, and discussions with owner/contractors on the benefits and issues for using spent foundry sand.  Details on constructability, initial and any long term performance, specifications used for bidding and quality control, photos of use, environmental parameters on the usage, and comparative material cost to conventional materials and details on performance over time are among the key components that should comprise the case studies  to be documented for publishing.  Economical information that is needed for the report should be details from the foundry industry that account for their cost of disposal, their material handling cost, material preparation to be viable materials for highway uses.  In order to get a true cost of using foundry sand over virgin materials, it will be necessary to get cost associated with disposal and cost associated with material being prepared to be used for highway industry.  Those cost needs to be compared to the cost of production, delivery expenses for like material considered virgin or normally used materials.  True cost differences, information are wanted as this level of detailed information is important to show full economic picture of the cost of reusing spent foundry sand.

A suggested format of the layout, contents, style, type, color and composition of the case study document will be submitted and approved by the government.

Delineation of Contractor Tasks – In order to meet the requirements of this order, the contractor shall perform the following tasks
Task 1
The contractor shall Identify summarize and write a case study that addresses the existing knowledge and practical applications on the state-of-use or also known as best practices, of spent foundry sand being used as material for:



a.
Aggregate for construction of a roadway base 



b.
Embankment fill material



c.
MSE Wall backfill material



d.
The Spent foundry sand may be blended with other industrial by-products for the above areas of use or with virgin materials.


e.
Synthesize those three item findings into a case study format with appropriate details such as owner agencies’ specifications used, construction techniques and processes, cost factors of recycled material and comparable virgin material cost, comments from contractor or owner agency about the material properties compared to virgin type materials.  



f.
Material will be delivered on a CD to be print ready in a software format so as it can be readily printed by GPO printer.
g.
The material will also be ready to be for web publishing – use the style guide found here http://www.fhwa.dot.gov/wpcz/minimum.htm
h.
Material shall also meet the Section 508 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended (29 U.S.C 794d).  See appendix for detailed web site instructions.   

i. The contractor shall propose a format outline for the case study documents which will be approval by the government.  Products are envisioned to be a 4-10 page technical brief (case study) with photos, charts, and graphs that add information for the reader as needed.  Sample case study: FHWA-IF-07-029 Comprehensive Transportation Asset Management – The Ohio Experience. 

Task 2 

The contractor shall distribute the case study materials from Task #1 to targeted audiences of highway and bridge construction industries (state and local agencies). This will be done to facilitate technology transfers and increase usage.  Approximate number of copies of each case study to be printed will be up to 1,000.  The number of mailings that vendor will accomplish with copies of the case studies and a memo provided from FHWA will be approximately 150 targeted sites.  Actual printing of the material will be done by FHWA through our HAIM-20 office and material will be provided to contractor for mailing.

Task 3
The contractor shall improve and enhance the existing FHWA Recycling website information with additional links and downloads links for existing research or application type documents that provide details about recycling foundry sand material, construction or material specifications, and guidelines on its use.  Case Study report material produced from Task #1 will also be placed on FHWA’s website for downloading.

I. Contractor Qualifications and Resources
1. Contractor shall need to have access to the foundries in the US that are providing spent foundry sand to contractors or material suppliers for use in highway/bridge construction. Such details as cost associated with spent foundry sand being landfill, handling and processing cost and technology for use as construction material, and cost for shipment/handling of the material is needed to get an accurate economically findings of using spent foundry sand vs. sending to land fill.  Contractor shall need to provide information on how they will be able to obtain this type of information to be successful on Task 1.
2. Contractor shall need to have a good technical understanding of the foundry process, and their quality control process for the sand to provide an understanding of where the spent foundry sand fits into the processing of casting and what is material characterization being provided to construction industry.
3. Contractor shall address their past experiences as it relates to spent foundry sand that addresses technical writing skills, information gathering, and formatting into publication.
4. Contractor shall provide examples of prior web development, style and content of websites that exhibits their ability to perform task #3, website enhancements.  FHWA web guidelines will be followed, so creativeness of display is not part of the task, proper coding for 508, and following current style as established by FHWA.
Website Publishing and Enhancements Details
FHWA has an existing website that is lacking technical information and resources on the various uses of spent foundry sand.

· Contractor is tasked to use FHWA’s web style guidance (http://www.fhwa.dot.gov/wpcz/minimum.htm ) to create and enhance our website by making necessary pages and/or links to various existing resource libraries that address the uses, construction/material specifications, and associated regulations that facilitate the use of spent foundry sand.  The current resource library housed by FIRST (Foundry Industry Recycling Starts Today) is considered to be the most complete reference library.  Contactor is tasked to search other databases for reports on Foundry Sand, and any new reference material document or links to other sites research reports, other State DOT information on spent foundry sand that is not there can be added to FIRST’s website that  can be linked to FHWA’s Office of Pavement Technology website.  FHWA’s link shall provide sufficient details of the report content to allow a web user to see what the report or resources content is for why to open the link.  Contractor should work with FIRST to add the reports and that will be the responsibility of the contractor to facilitate.  Contractor can provide update information to FIRST resource library in turn that will enhance FHWA’s links to foundry sand resources.  Contractor shall survey existing State/Highway Industry research data basis such as TRIS, TRB, NCRHP, and Science.gov (this is not a complete list) for any reports not currently found in FIRST database.  Contractor shall contact several States that are known to use foundry sand in highway construction, WI, OH, MI, MN, IN to gather information on their research and reports of use.

· Contractor shall also create and add to FHWA’s website a contact list of technical experts, researchers, State DOT engineers that have experience in use and research of foundry sand.  

· The website shall include a have listing by state of the Foundries or spent foundry sand material suppliers’ location, yearly production of material (if known), and point of contact to the Foundry or material supplier to request more information on material supply availability. Some of the data available is known to be difficult to obtain, such as production amount of the individual foundries, and the contractor may propose to get from selected group of large foundries to get a cross section from what the large foundries produce. And like wise for group of smaller operation foundries to get estimate of available material.  The list, contact information, and location of foundries is needed, the government will accept an estimated amount of available spent foundry sand.

· FHWA’s website shall include information that either has the specifications or links directly to the specifications at State DOT and/or County, City, or local owner agencies.   The list should contain the spent foundry sand specifications, material properties and testing requirements, and construction specifications on using spent foundry sand.  Any notes from plans, special provisions that would aid in defining the use of the materials for construction work should be included on the website.

· The Website shall include links to the State environmental agencies contact information, regulations websites, BUD permits for information on permitting, using, and regulating the use of spent foundry sand. 

This work performed under this task shall be on-going throughout the purchase order’s period of performance and shall be completed. 

 DELIVERABLES

 The deliverable shall include a minimum of 3 case studies:

· Spent foundry sand used in roadway base construction.  Study could be on spent foundry sand used as is or having the spent foundry sand material blended with another industrial by-product for roadway base construction material.

· Spent foundry sand used in structural fills. Such as fill behind retaining walls, or bridge abutments.

· Spent Foundry sand used in embankments fill construction for roadway, railroad, or bridge construction project.

If during the search phase for one of the above case studies, sufficient details are not found, the contractor may provide an alternative subject item for approval by the government.

Draft outline on the case study format and content shall be submitted to FHWA for review and approval within 60 days after notice to proceed is given. FHWA will review the information and provide any comments within 15 days.  Actual case studies are to be submitted for review and approval in 210 days after approval of the outline.

Final deliverables from task 1 will be a CD that has compiled all the case study reports with photos, photo credits and any releases need to be ready for printing as well as for using on our website.  Contractor shall obtain all necessary releases or copy write clearances for information on the case studies. Format for the print ready document should be in a software format such as Adobe InDesign.  The material needs to be in a format for printing that a professional print shop will accept for work. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence, such as acts of God or the public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers. The 

Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing as soon as it is reasonably possible after the commencement of any excusable delay, setting forth the full particulars in connection therewith, shall remedy such occurrence with all reasonable dispatch, and shall promptly give written notice to the Contracting Officer of the cessation of such occurrence.

(f) Termination for the Government's convenience. The Government reserves the right to terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for its sole convenience. In the event of such termination, the Contractor shall immediately stop all work hereunder and shall immediately cause any and all of its suppliers and subcontractors to cease work. Subject to the terms of this contract, the Contractor shall be paid a percentage of the contract price reflecting the percentage of the work performed prior to the notice of termination, plus reasonable charges that the Contractor can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Government, using its standard record keeping system, have resulted from the termination. The Contractor shall not be required to comply with the cost accounting standards or contract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the Government any right to audit the Contractor's records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred that reasonably could have been avoided.

(g) Termination for cause. The Government may terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for cause in the event of any default by the Contractor, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any contract terms and conditions, or fails to provide the Government, upon request, with adequate assurances of future performance. In the event of termination for cause, the Government shall not be liable to the Contractor for any amount for supplies or services not accepted, and the Contractor shall be liable to the Government for any and 

all rights and remedies provided by law. If it is determined that the Government improperly terminated this contract for default, such termination shall be deemed a termination for convenience.

(h) Warranty. The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract.
