3.0 REQUIREMENTS:

3.1 GENERAL- The overhaul requirements described herein are the minimum necessary and are not intended to replace any procedures, controls, examinations or tests normally employed by the contractor to insure quality of the product.  All work shall be performed in accordance with OEM standard procedures.

3.2 PRELIMINARY INSPECTION- Preliminary disassembly and inspection shall be     conducted to evaluate the extent of repair required.

3.3 OVERHAUL REQUIREMENTS- Upon the approval of the inspection report and authorization to proceed by the Contracting Officer, each winch shall be overhauled and tested in accordance with the Original Equipment Manufacturers (OEM) current design and requirements.

4.0 QUALITY ASSURANCE:

4.1 RESPONSIBILITY FOR INSPECTION: - The Contractor shall be responsible for the performance of all inspection requirements specified herein.  The Contractor shall provide space, personnel and test equipment for the conduct of all inspection requirements.  All inspection and testing shall be performed at the Contractor’s plant or

at other facilities acceptable to the Coast Guard.  The Coast Guard reserves the right to verify any of the inspections set forth in this specification where such inspections are deemed necessary to assure that supplies and services conform to the prescribed requirements.

3.1 Preliminary disassembly and Cleaning. Disassembly and thorough cleaning of all parts is required. Removal of all existing paint in accordance with part 3.4 herein shall also be included as part of the cleaning process.


3.1.1 Remove and discard any remaining cable delivered on the winch. Contractor need not replace the cable as part of the overhaul.


3.2 Inspection and Estimated Cost for Overhaul. Inspection shall be conducted to determine estimated cost of overhaul including material, labor, testing, preservation, packing and marking cost. A detailed estimate shall be submitted to the Coast Guard Contracting Officer for approval prior to the start of overhaul work.


3.3 Replacement Parts: All replacement parts used in overhaul shall only be "new" original equipment replacement parts or equal new parts. Reclaimed or recycled parts are not acceptable and shall not be used. 


3.3.1 Parts Breakdown: As part of the overall estimated costs, the estimate shall include a breakdown of the replacement parts needed to accomplish the overhaul. Each part listed in the breakdown shall include the name of the part, the part number, and the cost for the part.


3.4 Paint Removal: Removal of existing paint shall be accomplished by abrasive blast to near white metal in accordance with SSPC SP-10 where practicable. Equal means of paint removal is acceptable where grit blast poses a risk of damage to internal components and cannot be properly protected from blasting operation. Remove any label plates and replace at the conclusion of painting. 


3.5 Paint application: All surfaces intended for paint shall be clean, dry and free of contamination. Paint shall include two base coats and a top coat.   The base coats shall be two applications of High Build epoxy at 5-6 mils dry film thickness (DFT) each. The epoxy shall be qualified to either MIL-PRF 23236 or MIL-PRF-24647. The top coat shall be one application 2-3 mil DFT of Silicone Alkyd Enamel Type II Class 1 per MIL-PRF-24635. Color of top coat shall be "spar" in accordance with Federal Standard 595B color number 10371.   Total paint thickness shall be 12-15 mil DFT.


3.5.1 The contractor shall document and record the paint type, thickness and application process used for verification.


3.6 Reassembly: Reassemble the winch assembly in accordance with applicable sections of technical publication Braden Technical Manual for CH Series Planetary Hoists. Reassembly shall ensure overhauled winch is ready for installation and use. If applicable, ensure correct gear case lubricating
oil is filled to the required level prior to conducting the tests described in the following paragraphs.


3.7 Testing: After completion of overhaul the contractor shall conduct the following described operational test to assure maximum design performance. All testing shall be accomplished on Contractor supplied test equipment. All testing shall be conducted in the presents of a Coast Guard Quality Assurance, or otherwise contract representative. 


3.7.1 Characteristics Data: Test equipment shall be capable of certifying original winch characteristics of 12,000 lbs. @ 2000 PSI bare drum pull, 125 FPM minimum line speed @ 60 GPM. Winch uses 7/8" wire rope.  


3.7.2 Calibration: All test equipment and attached gages shall be calibrated and have a current calibration sticker. Calibration shall be traceable to National standards. (See paragraph 4.5). Hydraulic test equipment supplied to test these winches shall be capable of producing a minimum of 2,000 PSI at 60 GPM.


3.7.3 Pull Test: Winch shall perform a rated load line pull test. Test shall be preformed bare drum, at 125% (15,000 lbs.) of the rated load of 12,000 lbs. Pull test shall be conducted for a period of five (5) minutes.


3.7.4 Brake Test: Winch brake shall be tested at 125% (22,500 lbs.) of the maximum rated line pull of 18,000 lbs. Brake test shall be conducted for a period of five (5) minutes. Winch shall show no sign of creep during the brake test. 


3.7.5 Test Report: The test results for each test shall be documented on a test report. A copy of the test report shall be packed with the winch and a copy shall be turned over to the Coast Guard Representative. Report shall contain the following information as a minimum: 


a) Contractor name.
b) Contract number.
c) Winch model number.
d) Date of test.
e) Description of each test conducted and results of each test.
f) Name of the person conducting the testing. 


3.8 Delivery: Overhauled winch assembly shall be delivered to the Coast Guard completely assembled and ready for installation. Contractor shall preserve, package and mark each winch assembly in accordance with part 5 below.


3.9 Notifications & Inspections: The contractor shall be responsible for notifying the Contracting Officer no less then seven (7) calendar days prior to the contractor being ready for any Quality Assurance (Q.A.) inspections or testing required herein. 


4. Quality Assurance:


4.1 General: The Contractor is responsible for the conformance and overall quality of each item offered to the Coast Guard for acceptance or approval.


4.2 Responsibility for Inspection: The Contractor shall be responsible for the performance of all inspection requirements specified herein. The Contractor shall provide space, personnel and test equipment for the conduct of all inspection requirements. All inspection and testing shall be
performed at the Contractors facility prior to the Coast Guards acceptance of the contracted items. The Coast Guard reserves the right to verify or have performed any of the inspections set forth herein where such inspections are deemed necessary to assure that supplies and services conform to prescribed requirements.


4.3 Inspections & Tests: The inspections & tests required herein are the minimum necessary and are not intended to replace any controls, examinations, or tests normally employed by the contractor to assure the quality of the product. The following are required:


a) Pull and brake test (3.7). 
a) Paint data reports (3.5.1).
b) Inspection of packaging and marking (5).


4.4 Calibration System: The Contractor shall be required to maintain a test equipment calibration program in compliance with ANSI/NCSL Z540-1. The program shall be documented and traceable to the National Institute of Standards (NIST). The calibration system records shall be maintained for
inspection for the duration of any contract referencing this specification


4.5 Test & Inspection Reports: A copy of any standard contractor test or inspection report shall be turned over to the Coast Guard Q.A. Inspector upon his arrival at the contractor's plant.


4.6 Warranty: Contractors standard warranty applies.


5. Preservation, Packaging & Marking: 


5.1 Preservation: self contained gear cases shall be drained of lubricants. The winch shall be drained of all fluids and tagged stating that the winch has been drained and to re-fill prior to use and make note the type of lubricant to use. All open ports shall be sealed using caps or covers to
prevent residual oil leakage or intrusion of moisture.


5.2 Packaging: Each winch shall be mounted to its own wood skid mounted pallet to allow lifting by fork truck. Winch shall be shrink wrapped in clear plastic around its top and sides prevent the intrusion of moisture. 


5.3 Marking: An information tag shall be securely attached to the winch assembly and in plain view of shippers and handlers. Tag shall contain the information as laid out in 5.4 parts (a) through (f). 


5.4 Marking (crate): The following information shown after each colon shall be marked in legible waterproof print, on the packaged winch and in plain view of material handlers.
