RFI #2 – MSIAC & WSTIAC

INTRODUCTION:
This is a Request for Information (RFI).  This is not an announcement or notice of solicitation issuance.  This second RFI is issued to obtain industry’s input for the purpose of developing a viable solicitation that will best communicate to industry the government’s Research and Development (R&D) and Advisory and Assistance Services (A&AS) requirements related to the Defense Technical Information Center (DTIC) Information Analysis Centers (IACs).  The information being requested is for the government’s planning purposes only, is not a request for any proposal information, and shall not be considered in any way as a commitment by the government for any purpose.  Responses to this RFI are strictly voluntary and the government will not reimburse contractors for any costs associated with the submittal of the requested information.  The government does not request any proprietary information be submitted.  Any information submitted in response to this RFI is subject to disclosure under the Freedom of Information Act, 5 USC § 552(a).
BACKGROUND/DESCRIPTION:
DTIC performs as the program management office for the Department of Defense (DoD) IACs within its mission of providing centralized operation of DoD services, databases, systems, and/or networks for the acquisition, storage, retrieval, and dissemination of scientific and technical information (STI) supporting DoD R&D, engineering, and studies programs.   IACs are formally established by DoD to acquire, digest, analyze, evaluate, synthesize, store, publish, and provide advisory and other user services concerning available worldwide STI and engineering data in its defined field or area of interest.  Currently the IACs receive support under single award Indefinite Delivery / Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) contracts.  The IAC support falls into two general categories, Basic Center Operation (Core) requirements and Technical Area Tasks (TATs).  Legislative changes included in the 2008 National Defense Authorization Act have created a need for change in the IAC contract construct.  
INFORMATION REQUESTED:
The government is in the process of developing a strategy for the follow-on IAC requirements.  This would consist of separate contracts for each of the IAC’s Core requirements and a multiple award IDIQ contract structure for the individual TATs of a group of IAC focus areas. The government is considering merging the Data and Analysis Center for Software (DACS), Information Assurance Technology Analysis Center (IATAC), and Modeling and Simulation Information Analysis Center (MSIAC) focus areas for execution of TAT requirements.  The government is requesting industry’s input based on this scenario, as well as information related to the Weapons Systems Technology Information Analysis Center (WSTIAC).  Please answer the following.
