(3) If the Government determines that a particular exception requested in accordance with paragraph (c) of the clause at FAR 52.225-9 does not apply, the Government will evaluate only those offers based on use of the equivalent domestic construction material, and the offeror shall be required to furnish such domestic construction material. An offer based on use of the foreign construction material for which an exception was requested-
(i) Will be rejected as nonresponsive if this acquisition is conducted by sealed bidding; or
(ii) May be accepted if revised during negotiations.

SECTION M--EVALUATION FACTORS FOR AWARD

EVALUATION FACTORS

(a)   Technical Proposal.  The technical proposal will be used to make an evaluation and arrive at a determination as to whether the proposal will meet the requirements of the Government.  Therefore, the technical proposal must present sufficient information to reflect a thorough understanding of the requirements and a detailed description of the techniques, procedures and program for achieving the objectives of the specifications/statement of work.  Proposals which merely paraphrase the requirements of the Government’s specifications/statement of work, or use such phrases as “will comply” or “standard techniques will be employed” will be considered unacceptable and will not be considered further.  As a minimum, the proposal must clearly provide the following criteria, which are approximately equal in importance:

1.  Past Performance.  List all contracts for the past three years requiring work similar to this project.  We will assess such attributes as your history of cooperation with clients, and your history of performing quality work. Those with no history of past performance will receive neither a positive nor a negative evaluation for this criterion.

For each project include:

· Location of the work

· Type of work performed 

· Size of the project (or dollar value)

· Foreman
· Customer contacts (include telephone numbers).  

· If problems were encountered, describe them and any corrective actions taken to prevent a recurrence.  


2.  Proposed Schedule.  Describe all significant work tasks, the sequence in which they are to be performed, and the workers and equipment to be assigned.  Include the proposed time to be devoted to each task.  We will assess the realism of proposed completion dates, given the resources to be devoted to the work.  Commitments made in the offeror’s schedule will be incorporated into the awarded contract.
Specifically address:

· Proposed starting and completion dates

· Type and size of equipment to be used

· Foreman and workers to be on site


3.  Experience in Similar Work.  Describe the experience of the firm and proposed foreman and workers with bridge replacement, stream restoration, road construction/reconstruction or other work similar to that required by this contract.

 (b)   Price Proposal. The completed Schedule of Items, Section B, will suffice for a price proposal. Price will be evaluated on the basis of reasonableness and total cost to the Government.
(c) Award Statement.  Award will be made to that offeror whose proposal is technically acceptable and whose technical/cost relationship is the most advantageous to the Government.  The critical factor in making any cost/technical trade-offs is not the spread between the technical ratings, but rather the significance of that difference.  The significance of the difference in ratings will be determined on the basis of what that difference is and what it would cost the Government to take advantage of it.  Award may not necessarily be made for technical capabilities that would appear to exceed those needed for fulfilling the requirements of this contract.  The Government reserves the right to make cost/technical trade-offs that are in the best interest and to the advantage of the Government.

Award may be made without further negotiations.  Proposals should be submitted initially on the most favorable terms, from a price and technical standpoint, which the offeror can submit to the Government.  However, the Government may, after evaluation of proposals, conduct further oral or written discussions as appropriate, with all offerors whose proposals are within a competitive range.
