4.  Was well-substantiated pricing data provided for change orders?

5.  Was all contract work completed prior to requesting final inspection?

6.  Were timely and satisfactory responses to warranty issues provided after project completion?

7.  Did the contractor cooperate in resolving problems by attending Meetings? Were communications maintained to assure satisfactory Resolution?

8.  Did the contractor provide proposals that accurately represented the work required?

9.  Was accurate, complete and reasonable supporting price information provided for modification (not over inflated or under inflated)? 

10.  Did the Site manager/Superintendent ensure compliance with contract requirements and safety regulations? Did they act promptly to resolve problems and ensure work quality? 

11.  Did the site Manager/Superintendent have sufficient authority to make decisions or take action during project performance? Were they consistently present on site while work was being performed?

(iv)  Compliance with Labor Standards

1.  Did the Contractor submit payrolls in a timely manner?

2.  Were payrolls completed and accurate?

3.  Was compliance with labor laws and regulations with specific attention to the Davis Bacon Act met?

 (v) Compliance with Approved Subcontracting Plan (Large Business)

1. Did the contractor meet or exceed small business and small disadvantaged business goals set forth in the approved subcontracting plan?

2.  Did the contractor effectively manage small business participation to meet technical performance?

 (vi)  Compliance with OSHA Standards

1.  Did the contractor comply with OSHA and all other state and federal regulatory agencies standards for the workplace?

 (vii)  Compliance with Safety, Environmental and Other Standards

1.  Timely prepared, submitted and implemented/enforced an adequate Hazardous Waste Management plan?

2.  Timely prepared, submitted and implemented/adhered to an adequate Work Plan, including work schedule?

3.  Timely prepared, submitted and implemented/enforced a project specific Health & Safety Plan?

C.  Price Evaluation Factors:  Each offeror’s price proposal which is in the competitive range will be evaluated for reasonableness and balance.  Total Evaluated Price (TEP) will be calculated as set forth below.  The price revaluation will document the reasonableness and affordability of the proposed total evaluated price.    

1.  Reasonableness- The existence of adequate price competition is expected to support a determination of reasonableness.  Price analysis techniques may be used to further validate price reasonableness.  If adequate price competition is not obtained or if price reasonableness cannot be determined using price analysis of Government obtained information, additional information in accordance with FAR 15.4 may be required to support the proposed price.  If applicable, the price evaluation adjustment for HUB Zone small business concerns will be applied in accordance with FAR 52.219-4, Notice of Price Evaluation Preference for HUB Zone Small Business Concerns, to arrive at a TEP.  The existence of adequate price competition is expected to support a determination of reasonableness.  

2.  Balance: Offerors are cautioned against submitting an offer that contains unbalanced pricing.  Unbalanced pricing exists when, despite an acceptable total evaluated price, the price of one or more contract line items is significantly overstated or understated as indicated below by the application of proposal analysis techniques.  The Government shall analyze offers to determine whether they are unbalanced separately priced line items.  Prices submitted will be compared and evaluated to assure that a logical progression exists as related to price and quantity changes within each offeror’s response to the pricing structure in Section B.  Offers that are determined to be unbalanced may be rejected if the lack of balance poses an unacceptable risk to the Government.

3.  Total Evaluated Price (TEP): A Total Evaluated Price (TEP) will be used for performance price tradeoff purposes to determine the best value offer.  The TEP will be calculated as follows:  The TEP will be the sum of all CLINS.  

Those proposals evaluated as not satisfying all of the price criteria may be eliminated from the competitive range unless the contracting officer determines:

a. A minor clerical error has occurred, then the offeror may be given an opportunity to correct the minor error within the constraints of the clarification process OR 

b. Discussions are required.
