If deficiencies found by the Contracting Officer indicate that the Contractor's work is not adequate or does not conform to the contract documents and produce the desired results, corrective actions in the work shall be taken by the Contractor at no cost to AFRH-W. d.  All Identification Cards must be returned to the Contracting Officer or authorized representative upon completion of the work.  Lost Identification Cards will be replaced at Contractor's expense.  Final payment will not be made until all Identification Cards are returned.  Contractor personnel will not be admitted to the AFRH-W grounds without his/her Identification Card.

H.5.1.3  SPEED LIMITS, PARKING, AND SEAT BELTS:  Contractor personnel shall adhere to the authorized speed limits while operating vehicles on the grounds of the AFRH-W.  Park vehicles only in areas as directed by the Contracting Officer, and otherwise conform to rules and regulations of the AFRH-W.  Contractor's personnel are required to comply with District of Columbia laws which require seat belts to be used at all times.  Speed limits on AFRH-W grounds are 15 mph unless otherwise  posted. H.5.2  RESTRICTIONS:
H.5.2.1  CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL:  Contractor personnel are prohibited from entering the rooms of AFRH-W residents.  The Contractor shall notify all of its personnel that any contract employee who enters the room of a AFRH-W resident shall be immediately escorted from the AFRH-W grounds by  security  personnel and re‑entry will be prohibited. H.5.2.5  SITE ENTRANCE:  The North Capitol Street Gate shall be the ONLY entrance used by the Contractor's trucks and equipment, unless otherwise directed by the Contracting Officer.

H.5.2.6  USE OF LATRINES:  The Contractor may use the toilet facilities in the LaGarde Building.The location within the building shall be at the Contracting Officer's discretion. H.6  ACCIDENT PREVENTION (AFRH-W Apr 84)
H.6.1  (a)  In performing this contract, the Contractor shall provide for protecting the lives and health of his employees, AFRH-W residents and employees and other persons; preventing damage to property, materials, supplies, and equipment; and avoiding work interruptions.  For these purposes, the Contractor shall‑

(1)  Comply with all OSHA Regulations, all regulations of the District of Columbia Safety Code and the AFRH-W Safety Regulations.

(c)  The Contracting Officer shall notify the Contractor of any observed noncompliance with these requirements and of the corrective action required.  This notice, when delivered to the Contractor or the Contractor's representative at the site of the work, shall be deemed sufficient notice of the noncompliance and corrective action required.  After receiving the notice, the Contractor shall immediately take corrective action.  If the Contractor fails or refuses to take corrective action promptly, the Contracting Officer may issue an order stopping all or part of the work until satisfactory corrective action has been taken.  The Contractor shall not base any claim or request for equitable adjustment for additional time or money on any stop order issued under these circumstances.

(d)  The Contractor shall be responsible for his subcontractor's compliance with this clause.

(e)  The Contractor shall be required to submit a Safety Plan to the Contracting Officer, for approval, within ten (10) calendar days after receipt of award.

H. 8  PROTECTION OF GOVERNMENT PROPERTY AND PERSONNEL:
H.8.1.  AFRH-W PERSONNEL SAFETY:  Parts of the [building] will be in use by AFRH-W personnel during part of this work.  The contractor shall provide for the Safety of the occupants as described in these specifications.

H.8.2  SUBMITTALS:

H.12.5.  Operation of valves on water mains will be by AFRH-W personnel. H.13  CONTRACTOR'S STORAGE AND OFFICE:
