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FMS Change Request Process Overview

1.1 Introduction

Maintenance of FSA FMS includes on-going changes to the system’s configuration parameters.  Three of these parameters are Account Segment Values, Cross Validation Rules (CVR), and Summary Templates.  This document describes the procedures for managing all requests for these parameters to the Production instance of the Federal Student Aid (FSA) Financial Management System (FMS).  

The Segment Value and CVR update processes are both included in this document because of the dependencies associated with each other.  All changes to FMS must be initiated either through an ED CFO request, FMS Help Desk ticket or the standard FMS Change Request (CR) process.  These processes are detailed in the sections that follow.  Also included in this document is a flow chart that diagrams the Segment and CVR change processes.  

1.2 FMS Segment Value and CVR Change Request

Segment Value changes in FSA FMS are initiated either by an ED CFO System (EDCAPS-FMSS) Oracle Alert notice or an FMS Change Request (CR).  For CR changes, refer to the FMS Change Request Procedures document for control procedures.  CVR changes are verified and initiated by an FMSS Custom Report delivered by ED CFO.  

1.3 Types of Change Requests

1.4 FSA FMS Segment Values Overview 

FSA FMS Segment Values are based on the 15 segments (See section 2.2 below) of the FSA FMS Account Classification Code Structure (ACCS).  This structure provides the framework to account for all FSA financial transactions, including establishing budget structures, collecting and distributing costs, and for FSA-wide reports.  

The FSA ACCS shares a core set of segments in which data is consolidated and transmitted to ED CFO.  This includes the first 11 segments of the FMS ACCS that meet department –wide business requirements.  These core segments in FMS depart slightly in format from the ED CFO ACCS by using a 2-digit year structure.  This structure, mapped to the ED CFO structure through the FMS consolidation-mapping table, affects the Fund Fiscal Year in Fund Code (Segment1), Budget Fiscal Year (Segment3), and Cohort Year segments (Segment10).  

An additional 4 segments (Segment12 through Segment15), relevant to FSA business events and reporting, are maintained by the FSA partners and accounting staff.  These segments are maintained solely through the CR process.

1.6 FSA FMS Segment Value Changes

Updates to FMS segment values occur on a regular basis with changes initiated either through the standard CR process or from an ED CFO initiated Oracle Alert*.  These Oracle Alerts create emails (see Appendix A) that are sent on a nightly basis for any FMSS segment values updated that business day.  As FSA FMS shares only the first 11 segments of the ACCS structure with ED CFO, changes to these segments by ED CFO also initiate changes in the FMS segment values.

*Exception: One notable exception to segment value update procedures is with the Institution segment (Segment14) where automated interfaces occur from our Partner systems.  (See FMS Vendor Design document)
1.7 Segment Value Review and Closure

Changes and updates to the FSA FMS Segment Values should occur for segment values compatible with FSA business events.  To do this, the FSA Accounting Division should review and approve all new and modified segment value changes before proceeding in FMS.  Current FSA Account Division contacts for this are Candice Hong, Perry Trueax and Angela Roca-Baker.

Final comments on all segment value changes should be delivered via email to FSA FMS Management for closure (Jay Hurt, Milton Thomas).

1.8 FSA FMS CVR Values Overview

CVR Rules are a feature in Oracle Financial that allows ED CFO to define acceptable relationships amongst individual ACCS segments.   As dependencies exist between the segment values and the CVR Rules, changes in segment values may reflect changes in the CVR rules.  Currently, ED CFO has 20 CVR rules enabled, 19 of which are applicable in the FSA FMS system.

CVR Rule changes originate out of the ED CFO FMSS application and are applicable across the ED CFO ACCS.  The CVR rule lines are adjusted to accommodate the FSA FMS ACCS structure.  This includes adjusting the rules to FMS FSA 2-digit year format and shared (Core) ACCS structure.  The CVR rules must further be modified to include the additional FSA segments.

1.10 FSA FMS Cross Validation Rule Changes

ED CFO has prepared a report to initiate changes in CVR rules across the Department.  This report, the EDCAPS Cross Validation and EDCAPS Cross Validation Rule (report), is available on a shared EDCAPS directory /usr/u/edcaps/fmss/dataout/sfa/cvrseg on the EDCAPS “white” server.  This report, generated weekly, contains an insert-rule, a deletion-rule, and an update-rule.  It can also be requested intermediately with notice to ED CFO.

Once an alert is received by FMS Operations, the report is ftp’d from EDCAPS server and saved on the shared drive in F:\SFA FMS Production Support\CVR UPDATES folder. 

After the updates from the report are made in FMS, a sql query is run to get a snapshot of all CVR rules after the update. The result of this query are uploaded and saved in the Rational Clear Case tool under \FMS_11i\Documentation\Configuration\BR100 and Support Documents (Working Copy)\ path.

The report from FMSS and the query results are emailed to Accounting Division contacts for verification. Current FSA Account Division contacts for this are Candice Hong and Perry Trueax.

Note: Refer to Appendix F: Crosswalk between FMSS and FMS ACCS section to see the treatment of segments that are different between the two systems (FMS & FMSS).

1.11 Cross Validation Rules Review and Closure

ED CFO changes and updates to the FSA FMS CVR rules should occur irrespective to the segment value they are addressing.  After modifying CVR rules, the Cross-Validation Rule Violation Report is submitted without the option to end-date ACCS code-combinations (CCID) that violate the rules. 

The FSA Accounting Division reviews this report before moving forward to end-date the CCIDs.  Current FSA Account Division contacts for this are Angela Roca-Baker, Candice Hong, and Perry Trueax. ED CFO should be contacted if Accounting Division notes exceptions for any new CVR rules. 

Final comments on all CVR changes should be delivered via email to FSA FMS Management for closure (Jay Hurt, Milton Thomas). 

On occasions that CVRs are disabled/lifted to support other activities (e.g. Year-End-Close) in FMS, a log should be maintained to document this activity. This CVR /Summary Template Lift Log should include the following data elements and recorded as a Help Desk ticket.

· Summary Template Indicator (CVR, ST)

· Summary Template Name

· Date lifted

· Explanation for lifting or changing

· Date re-activated
· User who approved
· User who lifted  

1.12 CVR Tools

In the event that new CVR rules are excessively cumbersome to setup manually, FMS will use a Graphical User Interface (GUI) tool to automate this process.  ClearScript, a shareware program, is one such tool available on the FSA FMS share drive (\production\EDCFO CVRs\CLRSCRIPT).  The CVRs are loaded by executing the Xval ENTRY_SFA COA.csp script located in the CLRSCRIPT directory.  This process, while eliminating errors associated with manual entry, is used primarily for larger CVR loads because of the setups involved.  CVR rules are setup in this case as a text- concatenated string with a “.val” extension.   A sample file is presented in Appendix C.

FSA FMS Summary Templates

1.13 Summary Template Overview

Summary Templates provide the structure for FSA funding.  FSA FMS utilizes the same controls that ED CFO maintains.  FSA and FMSS Summary Template setups (See Appendix C) are relatively static but a monthly confirmation that summary templates are unchanged in ED CFO should occur with ED CFO contacts.  This status is provided in the monthly closing procedures.

‘Program - Maintain Summary Templates’ is a concurrent request scheduled to run every weekday at 03:45:00 hrs to update the Summary Templates when new detail code combinations based on new/existing segment values are created. 

1.14 FSA FMS Summary Template Changes
Changes to the summary templates may affect changes at the Summary Accounts, the Segment Groups, or the parent Account Segment Values.  Changes to values should be coordinated with ED CFO in order to synchronize FMS with FMSS.  To change the summary template from a check level of none to absolute or advisory, the Summary template must be deleted and recreated.

Note: Some of the templates require a very long time to be created – so plan accordingly. Refer to FMSS Production Support Handbook for detailed steps for deleting and recreating Summary Templates. Secondly, when the Summary Templates are deleted/ recreated, no other posting activity should be going on in the system. The best time to delete/recreate the templates is when no other user is logged into the system.

1.15 FSA FMS Summary Template Maintenance/Closure

Similar to the CVR rules, the FSA FMS Summary templates are occasionally disabled/lifted to support FSA FMS processing needs.  All requests to lift summary templates should be approved by Jay Hurt or Milton Thomas.  This activity should also be documented in the CVR /Summary Template Lift Log.  Final comments on all CVR changes should be delivered via email to FSA FMS Management for closure (Jay Hurt, Milton Thomas).  

Segment Value and CVR Confirmation

1.16 Segment Value Reconciliation

FSA FMS reconciles segment values with ED CFO for assurance that all segment value updates were notified through the Oracle Alert process.  ED CFO provided FSA FMS with a read-only view on tables (EDCAPS Blue server) relevant to these values.  The query and database specifications are attached below (Listed in Appendix E).  In addition, FMS has established a baseline for this process in an ACCESS Database located on the SFA FMS Production Support\ Segment Value Updates of the FSA FMS share drive.
