2.  Task Order Title. A complete turnkey installation of the raised floor with new pedestal and carpet for the GNSC section in building 3189, 604 Tyler St. Scott AFB Ill. 

3.  Background.  This contract includes all aspects of the installation of a new raised flooring system in the GNSC (3320sqft).  This work will done in phases so as not to disturb our 24 hr operation center. DISA CONUS is asking that the Tate Access Floor be use with new under structure pedestals which used the bolted stringers system.  Floor panels will be CCN 1250 panels with placement holes for Positile Carpet 

4.  Objectives.  The DISA CONUS Field Command requires a safe, secure, and fully supported facility to sustain its critical Global Operations net-centric mission by providing day-to-day Information Technology (IT) technical operations, control, and management of the Global Information Grid (GIG).   The facility and it’s infrastructure must provide safe computer operations space; server areas and work space for its employees

5.  Scope.  The contractor shall provide single-source solution management and oversight of the installation of the new raised floor.  

5.1 Site Visit is required by all contractors before bid is submitted. Survey site is also required to determine existing conditions as they pertain to layout of the room(s) and planning each phase of the installation.
5.2 A complete installation schedule is required before work can start. This will show each phase and how it will be done and how long it will take.

5.3 Floor height will remain the same, 12”

5.4 F-wing of bldg 3189 is 40 ft wide by 83 ft long.  Total square footage for the raised floor area is 3320sqft.
