The metal shell material for electric and non-electric detonators (copper or aluminum shells, or both?

Answer 1
 Both; split the order 50% copper, 50% aluminum if possible

Question 2

 

 The weight and/or dimensions of the cast boosters -- is that 1/4 pound in weight -- and what dimensions?

Answer 2 

Generally, ¼ lb boosters are cylindrical and can have various dimensions.

Question 3

 The bulk 1.25 pound blocks of inert C4 -- are these to be cast in the same dimensions of a U.S. military M112 block  (1"X2"X11") ??  
Answer 3

 Exactly, they should be representative of the M 112 block with the same dimensions, color wrapper, color filler (very desirable).  I believe we requested two C4 type items.  First C4 M112 blocks and second; bulk C4 in the amount of 5 lb units.

Question 4
 

The type of safety fuse they are looking for, as discussed above.  If they want braided textile jacket type with a wax finish, what we have here is not x-ray correct. The product should show up as greenish orange on colour x-ray due to potassium nitrate content, as well as carbon and sulphur which are organic and add an orange tinge.

 It is our desire for the product to have the correct densities but we understand that this desire may be unreasonable

Answer 5
 5 each, 1.25 LB block (C4)

Question 7
Define cast boosters in item 8.  What material?
Answer 7

 A material with similar density to the representative explosive, typically TNT.  If such an item is not available then, an item that looks like a typical booster…ei. Cylindrical, with either one or two holes to accommodate a blasting cap and/or detcord and a blasting cap.

Question 8
 Material to be shipped, in what type of container? (Pelican Case)
Answer 8 

 Prefer a complete set of training material be housed in a pelican type case and issued as a unit.  The unit will include all the items requested.

Question 9


 Inert non-electric Blasting Caps - Define X-ray quality, High quality caps or COTS empty blanks.
Answer 9

Prefer high fidelity replicas run on the same line as a civilian/military issue blasting cap.  These items have no explosives but contain many of the components of a legitimate blasting cap.  Some vendors simply attach a length of copper/aluminum tub to a set of wires with a rubber gasket.  We are looking for a higher fidelity product.

Question 10
 Define dynamite - Commercial (slurry) or Military?

Answer 10

  Dynamite refers more to the packaging than the filler as there are numerous filler combinations that are commonly referred to as dynamite.  We are looking for a cylindrical tube closed at both ends that is similar in most respects to military dynamite.  The dynamite can be labeled in any number of ways defining the filler (s).  We are not looking for slurry filled pliable gelatins / emulations but a rigid replica of a military or nitro based type dynamite stick.

Question 11
 The packaging for the M112, Olive drab to replicate Military packaging?

Answer 11
 The M112 block must look like an M 112 block.  Olive drab in color, yellow lettering, closed at each end by a metal clamp; it should replicate a standard issue military M 112 block.  The filler should resemble C4 in color, texture and density.  The filler need not be exact but should appear as or resemble composition C4.
