Statement of Work

A.  Introduction

The following U.S. Department of Transportation (USDOT) Offices are responsible for payroll management, position and Full-Time Equivalent (FTE) management, and developing payroll estimates and projections for budget formulation processes in their respective Operating Administration (OA).

The Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration (FMCSA), Budget Office is in charge of budget, manpower management and organization issues for FMCSA, which has a headquarters component and field components.  

The National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA), Office of Fiscal Services, is in charge of Budget and Finance for NHTSA, which has a headquarters component and field components. 

B.  Project Background

Currently, FMCSA’s and NHTSA’s personnel costs are being processed in the Consolidated Uniform Payroll System (CUPS) on a bi-weekly basis.  However, there are several limitations with the CUPS system.  Reporting time for this system is slow, and real-time data is not available. The existing system does not have the capability to perform FTE calculations or FTE forecasting.  This system also cannot accommodate any degree of payroll forecasting.  Currently, FTE and payroll projections are conducted using Microsoft( Excel spreadsheet.  This method has proven to be error prone, and results in end-of-year shortfalls or surpluses.

The new salary management system must be able to import data from existing and proposed payroll and personnel systems and perform FTE and payroll calculations and forecasts.

C.  Project Objective

FMCSA and NHTSA are seeking the demonstration and pilot implementation of an existing Oracle/Windows-based commercial off the shelf (COTS) software program to perform estimating and projection of salary and benefit costs.  This salary management system must have a history of successful implementation and include automated support for the development of position, FTE, and payroll data. The system must be able to import data from multiple USDOT proprietary (Payroll, personnel, and financial) systems and accurately calculate FTE and payroll forecasts.  The procurement covers two USDOT OAs consisting of approximately 1,700 Federal FTE.  Pilot implementation objectives include:

· improving salary forecast accuracy and timeliness

· replacing current spreadsheets and manual intensive tasks with a central multi-year
database

· allowing procedural flexibility, with a table-driven system configuration and
maintenance, easily accessed and modified by designated users

· establishing a user-friendly window-based application with the ability to conduct “what-
if” scenarios to analyze budgetary impact of changes in personnel parameters

USDOT Evaluation of pilot implementation success will determine the degree of department-wide implementation.

D.  Project Scope  

Mandatory functionality of the proposed software: 

· accurate salary calculations based on actual days and pay periods, with within grade step increases (WGIs)and career ladder promotions calculated and the ability to query WGI costs separately;

· project FTE and payroll costs for the rest of the current year and the following two years; 

· calculate health care, retirement, and locality pay costs, overtime and compensatory time;

· data must be transferable to Excel spreadsheets;  

· generate budget reports by cost center, by employee, and OA wide;

· produce FTE reports that feature actual hours and FTE to date cumulatively and by division or office, cost center, and performance segment;

· produce reports that track positions, vacancies, strength, and FTE by OA, division or office;

· create planning and budget documents in a standardized format;

· store all FTE and payroll documents in a central location;

· run in parallel with existing systems for the FY 2006 Budget Submission and the FY 2005 Management Plan; 

· produce products for the FY 2007 Budget Submission, FY 2007 Performance Plan, FMCSA & NHTSA Strategic Plan and the FY 2006 Management Plan Move to scope or objective.

E.  Technical Requirements

Software – Software must be Oracle-based and able to operate in an Oracle version 8i environment.  In addition, the system must interface with the Oracle-based financial accounting system, and with the Microsoft Office suite.  Product software must be capable of importing and exporting data from the DOT payroll systems as well as from personnel information systems.  All programming languages supplied must be Y2K compliant; to the extent one of the programs is not Y2K compliant, the offeror must propose a code compatible solution that is Y2K compliant. According to the provisions of Section 508, Subpart B of the Rehabilitation Act, all data and software must be Section 508 compliant.

Server - FMCSA & NHTSA will provide the hardware necessary for this implementation separately from this statement of work.   In its response to this statement of work, the vendor shall define explicitly all hardware requirements including estimated disk space necessary to implement the proposed system.  The solution the vendor provides must be compatible with Windows 98, 2000, XP & NT 4.0.  FMCSA & NHTSA expect to operate the system on existing server hardware concurrently with other existing functions.  If a dedicated server(s) is/are required, the vendor shall so state.  Access to existing FMCSA & NHTSA servers and/or additional server requirements will be available to the vendor on the date of award. The vendor must state any operating system version dependencies in its response.

FMCSA & NHTSA expect to migrate to future versions of Microsoft Windows.    

Security - This project will operate completely behind FMCSA & NHTSA firewalls.  The vendor shall indicate the level that the solution they propose is protected from internal attacks and/or note any known potential vulnerability.  The vendor must also work with FMCSA & NHTSA computer security personnel to ensure the proposed solution does not compromise FMCSA & NHTSA computer security policies and procedures.  The solution will have to comply with current FMCSA & NHTSA security policies for user IDs and passwords and must not compromise or modify the current security structure implemented.

· Subfactor 2:  Adherence to guidelines and timelines imposed by the customer when developing and specifying the financial management system.

· Subfactor 3:  Customer satisfaction with development, implementation and responsiveness addressing and correcting technical problems associated with financial management system 

· Factor 4:  Price

The total evaluated price will not be rated or scored, but will be a consideration in the final selection decision.  

Order of Importance for Evaluating Factors and Subfactors:  

Technical & Management Capabilities and Past Performance are of equal importance.  Price is the least important.  When combined, Technical and Management Capabilities and Past Performance, are significantly more important than Price.  

Technical Capability will be evaluated at the subfactor level.  Under Technical Capability, Subfactors are listed in order of importance.  Management Capability will be evaluated at the subfactor level.  Under Managment Capability, Subfactors are listed in order of importance.  Under Past performance, all subfactors are of equal importance. 

FMCSA intends to make its award to that Quoter whose proposal represents the best value to the Agency.  In that regard, the Technical and Management and Past Performance factors when combined are significantly more important than price.
