7. Reference Section B, page 2, and Section L pages 53 and 56. Page 2 states that “Travel and per diem shall not exceed $80,000.00.” Page 53 states that “For pricing purposes, offerors shall use…$80,000 per year (Base Period and each Option Year).” Page 56 states that “For proposal preparation purposes, all offerors shall assume a total Travel cost of $80,000.00.” Will the government please clarify whether the $80,000 figure represents the total amount to be bid for travel, which would be distributed over the base and option years at a rate of $16,000 each year, or the total amount for each individual year, which would produce a total of $400,000 over the potential five year duration of the contract?  The NTE amount is $80,000.00 annually; this will be corrected in Amendment No. 01. 
 

8. Reference the SF 33, block 9, and Section L, pages 41 and 43.
