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PART I - THE SCHEDULE

SECTION B - SUPPLIES OR SERVICES AND PRICE/COSTS

B.1. PURPOSE 
The purpose of this Contract is to enable the Bureau of Global Health, US Agency for International Development (USAID), to obtain indoor residual spraying (IRS) and related services. 

B.2. CONTRACT TYPE AND SERVICES 
This is a multiple-award indefinite delivery/indefinite quantity (ID/IQ) contract. USAID may award task orders on either a Firm Fixed-Price (FFP) or Cost Plus Fixed-Fee (CPFF) basis for services under this contract, as appropriate. The Contractor is required to perform the services set forth in the task orders in accordance with this contract and the costs negotiated in the task orders.
(a)
Minimum Obligated Amount 

The guaranteed minimum obligated amount of this IQC is $25,000. USAID is required to order and the Contractor is required to furnish services to the value of this minimum guaranteed amount.

Following this initial obligation, individual task orders will obligate their own funds to cover the work required under them.

(b)
Maximum Contract Ceiling 

The overall shared ceiling price for this IQC is $700,000,000.00. The maximum aggregate dollar value of all task orders issued to all contractors under this IQC shall not exceed the above ceiling amount. This ceiling is not being subdivided among the number of awardees under the IQC, nor is the ceiling being multiplied by the number of awardees.

ESTIMATED COST AND FIXED FEE

 

(a) Total Estimated Cost Plus Fixed Fee (CPFF):  When issuing a CPFF type Task Order (TO), the Total Estimated Cost Plus Fixed Fee for each task order must be negotiated in accordance with the terms of the IQC contract. In no event may the indirect rates or fixed fee for a task order exceed the ceilings set forth in Section B.5 and B.6 of the IQC contract. The U.S. dollar costs must be limited to reasonable, allocable, and allowable costs determined in accordance with FAR 52.216-7, Allowable Cost and Payment, and FAR 52.216-8, Fixed Fee, A-21 (for universities), and A-122 (non-profit).

 

(b) Fixed Fee Payment (CPFF). For any CPFF task order issued under this contract, at the time of each payment of allowable costs to the Contractor, the USAID paying office ordinarily pays the Contractor a percentage of fixed fee that directly corresponds to the percentage of allowable costs being paid. Two exceptions to paying fixed fee in this manner apply:

 

(1) If the Task Order Contracting Officer (TOCO) determines that this method results in paying a disproportionately higher percentage of fixed fee than the percentage of work that the Contractor has completed, then the TOCO may suspend further payment of any fixed fee until the Contractor has made sufficient progress to justify further payment, up to the agreed percentage.

This maximum amount represents the negotiated mix of the prime contractor's and subcontractors' professional labor categories and salaries, the estimated number of workdays, other direct costs, and fixed fee.

SECTION C – DESCRIPTION/SPECIFICATION/WORK STATEMENT 
C.1

BACKGROUND AND RATIONALE 

(a)
In July 2005, the United States Government announced a five-year, $1.2 billion Malaria Initiative to rapidly scale up malaria prevention and treatment interventions in 15 high-burden countries in sub-Saharan Africa.  The President’s Malaria Initiative (PMI) began with $30 million in bilateral funding in FY 06, increased to $135 million in FY 07 and $300 million in FYs 08 and 09, and is intended to reach $500 million in FY 10.   

The goal of PMI is to achieve eighty-five percent (85%) coverage of artemisinin-based combination therapies (ACTs), prevention with insecticide-treated nets (ITNs), intermittent preventive treatment for pregnant women (IPT), and indoor residual spraying (IRS), in order to reduce malaria-related mortality by fifty percent (50%).  Now in its fourth year of funding, PMI is fully implementing activities in fifteen (15) countries.
PMI, in partnership with National Malaria Control Programs (NMCPs) and in support of country-level strategic plans, is providing technical, managerial, and commodity support for IRS campaigns in all fifteen (15) PMI countries.  In the second year of PMI (2007), over 17.5 million people were protected by IRS.  

(b)
PMI is committed to continuing its support of NMCPs in achieving high coverage levels of IRS, to ensure that malaria transmission levels are knocked down and kept down, while simultaneously expanding the capacity of NMCPs to plan, execute, and monitor IRS programs.   

C.2

PURPOSE

(a)  Purpose: The purpose of this IQC is to support PMI, as well as USAID Missions and Bureaus with malaria programs outside PMI countries, in planning and implementing IRS programs with the overall goal of reducing the burden of malaria in Africa. This IQC will enhance USAID’s ability to implement IRS programs on the ground through cost-effective commodities procurement and logistics systems, access to technical expertise, and implementation of IRS in countries affected by malaria.

(b)  Components:  The five main components of this IQC are as follows:

(1) Component 1: Establish a worldwide procurement mechanism to support IRS and prepare and execute all aspects of logistical plans for IRS-related activities including timely procurement, distribution, and storage of all commodities.

(2)
Component 2: Together with NMCPs, implement IRS programs and provide operational management support (i.e. field supervision, operations planning, day-to-day implementation management) and expert short- and long-term technical and administrative assistance, primarily in the PMI focus countries but also in other countries where USAID supports malaria programs.

(3)
Component 3: Ensure the safe and judicious use of insecticides, including preparation of environmental assessments, adherence to best practices, and monitoring of activities.

(4) 
Component 4: Build and strengthen the capacity of NMCPs in the technical and managerial functions of IRS by engaging, training, and supervising personnel at the central, provincial, and district levels.

(5)
Component 5: Provide on-going monitoring and evaluation for activities and ensure that quality control measures are established and implemented.
C.3

SCOPE OF WORK 

(a)  General
Contractors under this IQC shall provide IRS related malaria vector control services to PMI country teams and USAID Missions, the USAID/Washington Global Health Bureau, and other USAID Bureaus and operating units. Through the IRS contract, the contractors also shall provide, as requested by PMI or USAID Missions and other operating units, IRS related commodities procurement and logistics services; planning, organization, management, and implementation of IRS programs; USAID Mission requested host-country environmental impact assessments and compliance and monitoring assessments (as needed); organization of skills training and provision of ongoing supervision; long- and short-term technical assistance; and advisory and monitoring services to host country institutions (both governmental and non-governmental) to implement effective IRS programs. 
(b)  Contractors’ Roles
The contractors under this IQC will work in collaboration with NMCPs and other stakeholders to design, implement, and technically assist in any or all elements of indoor residual spraying programs, depending on specific task order requirements. 
(c) Description of Functional Activities and Tasks  

The expected means for achieving the anticipated results under this IRS IQC will be through individually awarded task orders. When a task order is placed under this contract, the contractor shall perform the required functions and tasks within the framework of this IQC, or as otherwise specified by the task order. Contractor performance shall be evaluated against the performance indicators established in each task order and specified in country-level annual work plans. These indicators will include measures such as proportion of targeted households sprayed in accordance with the World Health Organization (WHO)guidelines, standard entomological and epidemiological outcome measures, compliance with environmental mitigation measures, and similar measures of efficiency and safety.

The five components to be addressed and specific activities to be performed under this IQC will be defined in individual task orders, but may include:
(1)
Component 1: Establish a worldwide procurement mechanism to support IRS and prepare and execute all aspects of logistical plans for IRS-related activities including timely procurement,
distribution, and storage of all commodities.
· Prepare and execute logistical plans to ensure timely IRS-related commodity procurement and distribution of sprayers, insecticides, protective equipment, and all other supplies required to carry out proposed IRS activities, in compliance with host country national policies, WHO guidelines and the best locally available technical information.

· Conduct assessments of inventory management, warehouse capacity, management information, and distribution systems to identify strategies for improvement. These could include recommending feasible computerized and private sector partnership approaches based on local conditions. 

· Ensure that procurement and logistics systems surrounding insecticide management include adequate safeguards to prevent pilferage (“leakage”) of insecticides to non-vector control uses. 

· Ensure that other operational and financial program elements, such as daily allowances to spray personnel, transport of goods and personnel, subsistence, etc., are handled in a timely manner, to eliminate delays in IRS campaigns. 

(2)
Component 2: Together with NMCPs, implement IRS programs and provide operational management support (i.e. field supervision, operations planning, day-to-day implementation management) and expert short- and long-term technical and administrative assistance, primarily in the PMI focus countries but also in other countries where USAID supports malaria programs.

· Design, in collaboration with host country NMCPs and other local partners, effective IRS programs. This includes selection of cost-effective, appropriate insecticides, timely application of insecticides to maximize protection during transmission seasons, and establishment of efficient and effective spray teams.
· Spray targeted houses according to technical specifications provided by the WHO and those developed in partnership with PMI and other donor organizations. A “house” is defined as any free-standing structure where people sleep, including group sleeping quarters (e.g., school dormitories, hospitals, and military and police barracks), but excluding stores, churches, shops, schools, and other buildings that are often found in a family compound.
· Provide state-of-the-art technical assistance through expert consultancies and training to host governments and/or other non-governmental implementing partners on improved vector management programs and ways to improve effectiveness of IRS programs, applying best practices as defined by WHO guidelines and the USAID Supplemental Environmental Assessment (SEA) for the IRS activity in each country, and lessons learned from other countries.

· Customize technical consultations and program support to meet varying and evolving country needs at varying stages of IRS implementation.

· Disseminate, or develop or adapt, IRS-specific Information, Education, and Communication and Behavior Change Communication  materials (IEC/BCC).  

· Support day-to-day implementation of indoor residual spraying.

(3)
Component 3: Ensure the safe and judicious use of insecticides, including preparation of environmental assessments, adherence to best practices, and monitoring of activities.

· Ensure compliance with all USG environmental regulations, including preparation of environmental assessments in accordance with 22 CFR 216.  Details on USAID environmental review procedures (CFR 216 and the Programmatic Environmental Assessment for Integrated Vector Management (PEA for IVM) as well as other related guidance documents) can be found at http://www.usaid.gov/our_work/environment/compliance/index.html.  Supplemental Environmental Assessments reference the Programmatic Environmental Assessment for Integrated Vector Management which provides overarching policy and regulatory frameworks, risk assessments for all twelve (12) WHO-recommended insecticides for IRS, and general mitigation measures.
· Ensure that all activities adhere to safer use action plans for insecticide use, outlined in country-level Supplemental Environmental Assessments. 
· Collaborate with Ministries of the Environment and Agriculture, local non-governmental organizations, and other implementing partners in the monitoring of IRS operations.
(4)
Component 4: Build and strengthen the capacity of NMCPs in the technical and managerial functions of IRS by engaging, training, and supervising personnel at the central, provincial, and district levels.

· Increase technical skills and capability among host country NMCP staff (at the national, provincial, and district level) through short- and long-term technical assistance. Provide training and supportive supervision, as required, to support IRS implementation in accordance with WHO guidelines.

· Design and implement knowledge transfer to local institutions identified by the National Malaria Control Program as responsible for future implementation of IRS activities.
· Develop phase out plans that describe how activities and management of the projects will be transferred to local partners, and how these activities will be tracked.

(5)
Component 5: Provide on-going monitoring and evaluation for activities and ensure quality control measures are established and implemented.
· Conduct performance monitoring and reporting of the program’s adherence to WHO’s IRS technical standards (available at http://www.who.int/malaria/indoorresidualspraying.html, publications WHO/CDS/WHOPES/2001.3 and WHO/CDS/WHOPES/2002.5 Rev.1), the quality of training and ongoing supervision, the efficiency and reliability of procurement activities, and compliance with environmental procedures.

· Provide on-going monitoring and evaluation for specific programs and activities (see Section C.4).
· Establish and maintain sufficient Quality Assurance/Quality Control measures throughout the project to ensure the quality, safety, and efficacy of IRS. 

C.4

MONITORING AND EVALUATION PLAN

The Contractor should plan, implement and document a monitoring and evaluation component which will establish the effectiveness of the activity in entomological and epidemiological terms.

Although core indicators will be specified in individual task orders, illustrative indicators include the following:

· Number of people residing in houses sprayed (people protected by IRS) 

· Number of people trained in IRS implementation

· Number of houses sprayed
· Percentage of houses targeted for spraying that were sprayed 
· Susceptibility of local vectors to candidate insecticides, on at least an annual basis 

· Determination of quality of IRS and/or insecticide decay on the local substrate
· Plan developed for monitoring and managing insecticide resistance

C.5   CONTRACT MANAGEMENT ELEMENTS

(a) 
Contract Management
The primary point of contact for the overall IQC and for task orders issued by USAID/Washington is the GH/COTR. Specific task orders issued by USAID Missions will designate Task Order Contracting Officer Technical Representatives (TO/COTR).
(b)
Contractor Staffing  

The Contractor shall provide the necessary combination of permanent staff and consultants, office space and equipment to carry out each awarded task order issued under this contract, as well as consultants with the specified expertise, availability, language proficiencies, and experience for each task order issued under this IQC.   Specifically for the overall IQC, the contractor shall provide an IQC Project Director with experience in the management of health-related activities in developing countries, to respond to task order proposal requests and provide overall leadership and direction.  In addition, the contractor shall have access to other either long-term or short term personnel who individually or collectively  have competence and experience in: malaria vector management; indoor residual spraying implementation; logistics management; procurement/supply chain management; environmental impact assessment and monitoring; use, selection, and management of insecticides; capacity building/training; entomological monitoring; program monitoring and evaluation; IEC/BCC and community mobilization; and Francophone and lusophone language skills.  Each Task Order will also have specific staffing requirements.  For each country where IRS activities are implemented, Contractor(s) are expected to hire a Chief of Party. Contractors shall provide key personnel with the experience and expertise outlined in Section L.11(c).
The contractor shall also provide all necessary logistical support, including commodity procurement, travel arrangements (with required USAID clearances), computer support, team-planning facilitation, and report editing and dissemination. 

C.6   MANAGEMENT OF GRANTS UNDER CONTRACTS

Small Grants Management: Contractors shall have the authority to award and administer small grants in accordance with H.13 Grants Under Contract. Contractors shall have the administrative ability to make such grants available to U.S. and non-U.S. non-governmental organizations (not-for-profits or for-profits) to provide (a) the means for residual assets services , (b) funding for the purchase and installation of hardware/software (and other operating expenses) to set up new organizations, (c) provide for non-governmental business association development, and (d) extend trade and capacity capabilities within and between the public and private sectors and (e) significant enhancements in counterpart development to advance the achievement of USAID foreign assistance goals and objectives within the scope of this contract.

                     SECTION D - PACKAGING AND MARKING

D.1. AIDAR 752.7009  MARKING (JAN 1993)

(a) It is USAID policy that USAID-financed commodities and shipping containers, and project construction sites and other project locations be suitably marked with the USAID emblem. Shipping containers are also to be marked with the last five digits of the USAID financing document number. As a general rule, marking is not required for raw materials shipped in bulk (such as coal, grain, etc.), or for semi finished products which are not packaged.

(b) Specific guidance on marking requirements should be obtained prior to procurement of commodities to be shipped, and as early as possible for project construction sites and other project locations. This guidance will be provided through the cognizant technical office indicated on the cover page of this contract, or by the Mission Director in the Cooperating Country to which commodities are being shipped, or in which the project site is located.

(c) Authority to waive marking requirements is vested with the Regional Assistant Administrators, and with Mission Directors.

(d) A copy of any specific marking instructions or waivers from marking requirements is to be sent to the Contracting Officer; the original should be retained by the Contractor.

D.2. PACKAGING AND PACKING PROVISIONS

Packaging, packing and marking shall be in accordance with all applicable FDA regulations or the manufacturer’s current public sector packaging for overseas distribution.  Packaging and packing must ensure the safety, efficacy and quality of the product and be appropriate for distribution to harsh climates under less than ideal transport and storage conditions. F.2. DELIVERIES OR PERFORMANCE

  F.2.1 PLACE OF PERFORMANCE

Performance of this contract and task orders issued hereunder shall be at places and locations in countries specified in the task orders.  


F.2.2 PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE 

The ordering period for this IQC is five (5) years effective the date of award of the contract.

Although task orders may be issued at any time during this ordering period, two constraints apply to the period of performance for task orders. First, the period of performance for a task order may not go beyond three (3) years after the end of the ordering period. Second, a TOCO may not award a task order for a period of performance that goes more than five (5) years into the future at the time the order is either awarded or extended by modification.


F.2.3 KEY PERSONNEL 

The key personnel which the Contractor shall furnish for the performance of the IQC is the IQC Project Director. The IQC Project Director will be the central point of contact for management. His/Her duties shall include but not be limited to responding to task order proposal requests, furnishing to appropriate USAID offices the required central reports, and having meetings with the base IQC COTR (or GH COTR), as necessary.  This individual will be noted in the Section F “Key Personnel” of the IQC. 
In addition, the key personnel for the respective task orders shall be identified in the request for task order proposals (RFTOPs). 

The IQC Project Director, and any key personnel specified in task orders, is considered essential to the work being performed hereunder.  Prior to replacing any of the specified individuals, the Contractor shall immediately notify both the Contracting Officer and GH/COTR reasonably in advance and shall submit written justification (including proposed substitutions) in sufficient detail to permit evaluation of the impact on the program.  No replacement of key personnel shall be made by the Contractor without the prior written consent of the Contracting Officer.

F.2.4 REPORTS AND DELIVERABLES OR OUTPUTS

In addition to the requirements set forth for submission of reports in Sections I and J and in the AIDAR clause 752.242-70, Periodic Progress Reports, the Contractor shall submit the deliverables or outputs as specified in individual task orders to the COTR. Illustrative reports for task orders include, but are not limited to, the following:

i. Work Plans: Initial annual work plans should be submitted to USAID for approval within 45 days of award, and subsequent annual work plans within 30 days before the close of each operating year.

ii. Spraying Performance Reports: Spraying performance reports should be submitted to USAID within 45 days of the end of each round of spraying. 

iii. Semi-annual Performance Report: Semi-annual Performance Reports should be submitted within 45 days of the end of the period being covered. In addition to the reports outlined above, task orders may specify ad hoc reports for the involved activity.

  F.2.5 Performance Monitoring

Evaluation of the Contractor’s overall performance shall be conducted jointly by the GH COTR and the Contracting Officer, and shall form the basis of the Contractor's permanent performance record with regard to this contract. Request for Task Order Proposal (RFTOP)
(1)
Individual task orders shall clearly describe all services to be 

performed or supplies to be delivered so the full cost or price for the performance of the work can be established when the order is placed.  Orders shall be within the scope, issued within the period of performance, and be within the maximum value of the contract.  Only the Contracting Officer for the basic contract may modify the basic contract to change the scope, period, or maximum ceiling.

(2)
Unless one of the Fair Opportunity Exceptions, above, applies,
the terms of this contract require that whenever a task order award is contemplated, all contractors will receive a request for a task order proposal and that all task order proposals must include the contractor's cost or price to perform the anticipated task order.  The TO proposal request must be in writing (via mail, e-mail, fax, or other, as set out in the RFTOP) and include a description of the intended services and the evaluation procedure, including the relative weighting of cost/price and non-cost/price criteria.  If the selection may be based upon information obtained from other than the contractor's proposals, the RFTOP must identify the other evaluation criteria. When making the final selection, the TOCO should also consider the potential impact on other orders placed with the contractor and the minimum ordering requirements of the contract.  
Although contractors may elect not to submit a proposal, when they do, they must comply with the page limitations for proposals described below. USAID will not evaluate any pages that exceed these limits.

The following are the thresholds and corresponding procedures for 

requesting proposals for task orders:

· For task orders estimated to be equal to or less than $100,000: 

In accordance with the general procedures in c.2 above, the Task Order Contracting Officer Technical Representative (TO COTR) will request a task order proposal from each contractor after coordinating the terms of the RFTOP with the TOCO.  The TO COTR may not ask for more than a two (2) page cost proposal, and if the TO COTR deems it necessary, may also ask for a technical proposal of no more than three (3) pages (page limit does not include resumes, graphs, or past performance information). After applying the evaluation criteria stated in the request, the TO COTR drafts a brief memorandum to the TOCO recommending that the task order be awarded to the contractor that most successfully addresses the evaluation criteria.  The TOCO is responsible for final selection, negotiation, and task order award.

· For task orders estimated to be more than $100,000 and equal

to or less than $2,000,000:  In accordance with the general procedures in C.2 above, the TOCO will request a task order proposal from each contractor.  The TOCO may not ask for more than a two (2) page cost proposal from each Contractor, and if the TO CO, with the concurrence of the TO COTR, deems it necessary, may also ask for past performance information and/or for a technical proposal of no more than ten (10) pages (page limit does not include resumes, graphs, and past performance information).  Once the Contractor is selected, the TOCO may ask for a more detailed proposal (technical or cost) if needed.

· For task orders estimated to be more than $2,000,000:  In 
accordance with the general procedures in immediately preceding bulleted paragraph, above, the TOCO will request a task order proposal from each contractor.  The TOCO may use the simplified procedure above bulleted paragraph. The TOCO has discretion to decide how much documentation above the minimum set forth above is needed to assess the technical capability and cost of each Contractor.

· All Contractors interested in being considered for the task order

must submit a proposal in accordance with the TOCO's request for task order proposal instructions. The information that the TOCO requests from each Contractor must be the minimum needed.

· To obtain services or other deliverables that are within the

scope of this contract, the TOCO may issue orders using any of the pricing types specified in the contract.

· Contractor(s) must respond to the RFP within the number of

calendar days stated in the Request for Task Order Proposal.

· No separate payment will be made to the contractor for the cost

to prepare, submit and/or negotiate a task order proposal.
· USAID Missions will be responsible for contacting the Washington  COTR at certain points during the procurement and management of task orders.  Specifically:  

(i) The requesting technical office is required to submit the proposed SOW to the Washington COTR (prior to RFTOP release) to receive certification that the proposed activity falls under scope of this IQC.

(ii) The task order Contracting Officer is required to inform the Washington COTR that an RFTOP has been released, by copying the Washington COTR on the emailed release of the RFTOP.

The Government, under the terms of this IQC, retains the right to procure similar services from other sources during the period of this contract.

Ombudsman

If a Contractor believes its organization has not been fairly considered for a particular task order, it may present the matter to the TOCO.  If the Contractor disagrees with the TOCO's explanation or decision, they may request a review of the TOCO's decision from USAID's task-order and delivery-order Ombudsman.  The Ombudsman is responsible for reviewing complaints from contractors, collecting facts from the CO relevant to the complaint, and ensuring that all
contractors are afforded a fair opportunity to be considered under multiple award contracts. The Ombudsman does not have the authority to overturn award decisions or adjudicate formal contract disputes. Missions and Bureaus that award task order contracts under this IQC are responsible for overseeing the results of these task orders through Mission and Bureau monitoring mechanisms. The TO COTR and TOCO will undertake an evaluation form supplied by the COTR at the conclusion of each task order and forward a copy to the GH COTR and CO.

F.5. REPORTS AND DELIVERABLES OR OUTPUTS

In addition to the requirements set forth for submission of reports in Sections I and J and in the AIDAR clause 752.242-70, Periodic Progress Reports, the Contractor shall submit the deliverables or outputs to the COTR specified in Section G.

F.6. PROGRESS REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

The Contractor shall develop and report to USAID on contract progress using a planning and monitoring system that focuses on reports on budgets, quarterly performance reports, and specific technical reports.  In addition to these reports, the Contractor will also submit a final contract completion report.  This planning and monitoring system and these required reports should reflect the basic contract and all task orders as a whole.  Each task order shall specify individual reporting requirements.  All reports must be in English and in a format that has been approved by USAID.  

(a) Task Order Reports

Each task order issued hereunder shall include specific requirements for reports and other deliverables.  In addition to the reports outlined above, task orders may specify ad hoc reports for the involved activity.  In the event of significant technical problems, the contractor shall immediately notify the COTR of the origin and nature of problems, and steps/remedies taken to eliminate/minimize adverse delivery/performance.

(b)  Task Order Completion Report

F.8. FIELD SUPPORT ACTION PROCESS:

 

1. When a Mission identifies a specific activity that seems appropriate for a field support task order, the Mission Activity Manager (MAM) should discuss it with the TOCOTR and request a copy of the task order and the OAA contact information.
2. The MAM sends this information along with their Activity Description (AD), Branding Implementation Plan (BIP), and Independent Government Estimate (IGE) for the activity to the Mission A&A staff (MAAS) for review.  After review by the MAAS, the MAM sends the package to the TOCOTR.

3. The TOCOTR determines if the activity is within the scope of the TO. If it isn’t, then the TOCOTR returns it to the Mission.  If it is within the scope, the TOCOTR forwards the mission’s AD and branding strategy to the Contractor and requests a cost proposal and technical implementation plan (TIP).  The tip is the mission-specific technical proposal that supplements and further defines the TO SOW as it relates to that mission’s activity.
4. The Contractor sends a cost proposal and TIP (which includes the branding implementation and marking plan) to the TOCOTR who provides a copy to the MAM and the MAAS.

5. The MAM and the MAAS review the cost proposal, TIP, and branding implementation and marking plan.  The MAAS holds discussions with the Contractor as needed.  If there are any changes, the MAAS notes them on page 3 of the checklist.  The MAAS sends the signed Review and Approval Checklist along with the AD, final cost proposal, and TIP to the TOCOTR.
6. The TOCOTR reviews the documents and signs the Checklist.  If (s)he has any comments regarding the cost proposal or the TIP, the TOCOTR notes them on page 3 of the Checklist.  After this review, the TOCOTR sends the AD, TIP, cost proposal, and signed Checklist to the TOCO.

7. The TOCO reviews the documents and requests further clarification or changes from the Contractor if needed.  Funds are obligated by a supplemental, bilateral modification.  A copy of the modification is sent to the MAAS.

Notwithstanding any clause contained elsewhere in this contract, the said authority remains solely with the Contracting Officer. These changes include, but will not be limited to the following areas: scope of work, price, quantity, 
technical specifications, delivery schedules, and contract terms and conditions.  In the event the Contractor effects any changes at the direction of any other person other than the Contracting Officer, the change will be considered to have been made without authority.

(f) Failure by the Contractor to report to the Administrative Contracting Office, any action by the Government considered to be a change, within 30 days per FAR 52.243-7(Notification of Changes), waives the Contractor's right to any claims for equitable adjustments.

52.204-7 CENTRAL CONTRACTOR REGISTRATION (JUL 2006)

(e) Processing time, which normally takes 48 hours, should be taken into consideration when registering. Offerors who are not registered should consider applying for registration immediately upon receipt of this solicitation. 

(f) The Contractor is responsible for the accuracy and completeness of the data within the CCR database, and for any liability resulting from the Government’s reliance on inaccurate or incomplete data. To remain registered in the CCR database after the initial registration, the Contractor is required to review and update on an annual basis from the date of initial registration or subsequent updates its information in the CCR database to ensure it is current, accurate and complete. Biographical statements shall specify all technical areas of expertise for each specialist, breadth and depth of operational experience, technical leadership, and technical qualifications. Biographical statements are to be attached as annex(es) and are not included in the 25-page limitation.  
· Offerors shall endeavor to have as many qualified local host country staff and consultants and/or specialists as possible in order to reduce costs and build capacities in the host countries.

Section 4 - Past Performance 

Offerors must provide past performance references for itself and each subcontractor who expects to provide at least 20% of the total labor in performance of any contract under this RFP. This past performance information must include five to ten (5-10) past (within the last five (5) years) or current contracts for efforts which are similar in scope, magnitude and complexity to that which is detailed in this RFP (with specification of whether the work being offered as past or current performance was or is done as a prime contract or a subcontract). Offerors shall provide the following information regarding its past or current performance: (1) name of the organization; (2) project name; (3) project description; (4) contract performance period; (5) contract amount; and (6) technical contact person and telephone number. A past performance matrix containing this information shall be attached to the proposal and will not be included in the 25-page limitation.  Offerors/subcontractors must either provide this information or affirmatively state that it possesses no information directly relevant to similar past performance. Offerors are also encouraged to provide any final or interim NIH reports available.
Assessment of past performance will focus on Offerors’:

· Quality of the product or service, consistency in achieving goals and targets, and cooperation between Prime and major subcontractors in resolving clients’ problems.

· Timeliness of product or service delivery, including adherence to time-sensitive procurements and contract schedules.

· Effectiveness and appropriateness of key personnel, and, if necessary, actions taken to change personnel when problems were encountered.

· Use and promotion of small business concerns, as detailed in “Small Business Participation,” below. Note: Offerors from small business concerns will not be evaluated against this factor.
· Cost control, and accuracy and transparency in financial reporting.

· Customer satisfaction, including management of simultaneous, multi-faceted activities, coordination among developing country partners and subcontractors, and prompt and adequate corrective actions taken to address clients’ problems.

If Offerors/subcontractors encountered problems in any of the referenced contracts, they may provide a short explanation and the corrective action taken.  
Offerors/subcontractors may describe any quality awards or certifications that indicate exceptional capacity to provide the service or product described in the statement of work. This information is not included in the page limitation. 

USAID may use past performance information obtained from other than the sources identified by Offerors/subcontractors. USAID shall determine the relevance of similar past performance information. Past performance information will be used for both the responsibility determination and best value decision.

(5)  SMALL BUSINESS PARTICIPATION
PAST PERFORMANCE IN USING SMALL BUSINESS CONCERNS -- FOR OTHER THAN SMALL BUSINESS CONCERNS (as defined in FAR 19.001).

In order for USAID to fully and fairly evaluate performance in this area, all Offerors who are not small business concerns must do the following:

(i)  Provide a narrative summary of the Offeror’s use of small business concerns over the past three years. Describe how the Offeror actually uses small businesses--as subcontractors, as joint venture partners, through other teaming arrangements, etc. Explain the nature of the work small businesses performed--substantive technical professional services, administrative support, logistics support, etc. Describe the extent of the Offeror’s compliance with its SB subcontracting plan(s) or other similar small business incentive programs set out in its contract(s).

Provide a brief summary of the type of work each SB concern provided to the Offeror, and the name of a contact person, his/her phone number, and e-mail address for each.

USAID reserves the right to obtain past performance information from other sources, including any SB concern the Offeror has not named in (i) of this subsection or in any government agency.

L.11   INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE PREPARATION OF THE COST PROPOSAL FOR THE

Offerors must submit two Proposals for the IQC and the Task Order and include the information below.  All pages must be sequentially numbered, and each part must be separated by a tab or colored divider page.  Failure to include all information, or to organize the proposal in the manner prescribed, may result in rejection of the proposal as being unacceptable.  

Offerors must also provide electronic copies of the budgets on CD-ROMs (preferably in Microsoft Excel) with calculations shown in the spreadsheet.  Additionally, the Offeror must submit an electronic version of the narrative discussing the costs for each budget line item (preferably in Microsoft Word).

Part 1 - Standard Form (SF) 33

The Offeror must submit the cover page (Section A) of this Solicitation [Standard Form (SF) 33, "Solicitation, Offer, and Award"], with blocks 12 through 18 completed, with an original signature of a person authorized on behalf of the Offeror to sign the offer.

Part 2 - Proposed Costs/Prices
(1) Offerors must provide one original and one (1) copy of a cost proposal for the IQC. Each must be identified as such, e.g., "original" or "copy". Originals will be official file documents and therefore must be unbound.

 

    The Task Order #1 cost proposal will be used for the purpose of 1) evaluating cost for the award of the Indefinite Quantity Contract (IQC) and 2) evaluating cost for the award of Task Order #1 under the IQC. 

The cost proposal used for the purpose of evaluating cost for the award of the Indefinite Quantity Contract (IQC) will be the same as the Task Order #1 cost proposal requested in Attachment J.8 with the following exceptions; (1) the indirect rates used for the IQC cost proposal must reflect the ceiling rates proposed in Section B; (2) the fixed fee must also reflect the ceiling rate proposed in Section B.
For the IQC Project Director, no individual task order will be issued for his or her cost.  The Offeror could likely include the costs for this central management as part of its indirect costs, or could charge percentages of the individual's effort under task orders to the extent the functions are allocable to the particular task order.  Treatment of IQC Project Director cost shall be in accordance with the Offeror's accounting system.  Offerors cost proposals shall specify how the IQC Project Director costs will be charged.

If the Offeror does not have prior Federal contracting experience,  submit a copy of its personnel policies, especially regarding salary and wage scales, fringe benefits, merit increases, promotions, leave, differentials, travel and per diem regulations, etc.

Part 5 - Subcontracting Plan

If the Offeror is other than a small business, it must submit a Subcontracting Plan (see Attachment in Section J).  Submitted Plans must address subcontracting with small business (SB), veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned small business concerns. (See FAR 9.104-3(a));

Have the necessary production, construction, and technical equipment and facilities, or the ability to obtain them (See FAR 9.104-3(a)); and

Be otherwise qualified and eligible to receive an award under applicable laws and regulations (e.g., Equal Opportunity, Clean Air and Water, etc.).

Part 8 - Letters of Commitment (Subcontractors)

The Cost/Business Proposal must include a letter, on subcontractor letterhead, and signed by an authorized representative of each subcontractor, which specifically indicates the subcontractor's agreement to be included in the Offeror's proposed teaming arrangement.

(i)  Part 9 - Information to Support Consent to Major Subcontractors

The Offeror must address each of the elements in FAR 44.202-2 in order for proposed subcontractors to be considered by the Contracting Officer for consent of subcontractors to be granted with the initial award.

(j)  Part 10 - Information Concerning Work-Day, Work-Week, and Paid 
     Absences

The Offeror and each proposed major subcontractor shall indicate the number of hours and days in its normal work-day and its normal work-week, both domestically and overseas, for employees and consultants. In addition, the Offeror and each proposed major subcontractor shall indicate how paid absences (US holidays, local holidays, vacation and sick) shall be covered.

A normal work-year, including paid absences (holidays, vacations, and sick leave) is 2,080 hours (260 days x 8 hours per day). M.1  GENERAL INFORMATION

(a) The Government may award a contract without discussions with Offerors in accordance with FAR 52.215-1(f)(4).

(b) The Government intends to evaluate Offers in accordance with Section M of this RFP and make contract award to the responsible Offeror(s) whose proposal(s) represents the best value to the U.S. Government.

(c) The submitted technical information will be scored by a technical evaluation committee (TEC) using the technical criteria shown below.  The TEC may include industry experts who are not employees of the Federal Government. These industry experts may be employed in advisory roles only! When evaluating the competing Offerors, the Government will consider the written qualifications/capability information provided by the Offerors, and any other information obtained by the Government through its own research.

(d) For overall evaluation purposes, technical factors are considered significantly more important than cost/price factors.

TECHNICAL EVALUATION CRITERIA 
The criteria below are presented by major category, with relative order of importance in descending order, so that Offerors will know which areas require emphasis in the preparation of proposals. The criteria below reflect the requirements of this particular solicitation.

· Proven institutional capacity and plan to simultaneously respond to multiple counties and requests and fluctuating demands, while adhering to strict timelines. (10)
· Demonstrated capacity and clear plan for effective management of subcontracts with both U.S. and developing country institutions; and (5)
· Demonstrated ability to build and maintain good relationships with host country counterparts and other donors and implementing partners. (5)

Technical Approach and Overall Understanding (30)
Evaluation of the Offeror’s technical understanding and approach will be based on:

· The Offerors’ overall technical approach demonstrates an understanding of the technical requirements, issues, challenges, and scope of the program described in Section C, Statement of Work; (12)
· Degree to which the technical approach illustrates a comprehensive and effective IRS implementation plan; (6)

· Degree to which the plan involves an understanding of the requirements of 22 CFR Regulation 216; (5)
· Degree to which technical approach involves African and global institutions and individuals involved in IRS policy, implementation, and oversight; and (4)
· Degree to which plan identifies areas for capacity building and skills transfer. (3)
(3)
Personnel (20)
Evaluation of the Offeror’s proposed personnel will be based on:

· Extent to which the skills and experience of the proposed IQC Director meet or exceed those required in Section L; (8)
· Extent to which Other Personnel address the technical areas outlined in Sections C and L.10; and (7)
· Offeror’s strategy for accessing and utilizing qualified local and/or host country personnel as technical staff and available consultants. (5)
(4)
Past Performance (10)
In accordance with FAR 15.305(a)(2)(iv), an Offeror without a record of relevant past performance or for whom information on past performance is not available, will not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance.  In this case, the Offeror must state that it possesses no relevant experience directly related to tasks called for in this RFP or similar past performance. The "neutral" rating provided to any Offeror lacking relevant past performance history is at the contracting officer's discretion based on the past performance ratings for all other Offerors.  Prior to assigning a "neutral" past performance rating, the contracting officer may take into account a broad range of information related to an Offeror's past performance.

Past Performance evaluations will focus on: 

· Quality of product or service, including consistency in meeting goals and targets, and cooperation and effectiveness of the Prime and major subcontractors in resolving clients’ problems. (2)
· Demonstrated timeliness of performance, including adherence to contract schedules and other time-sensitive project conditions, and effectiveness of home and field office management to make prompt decisions and ensure efficient operation of tasks. (2)
· Demonstrated successful track record of key personnel including: effectiveness and appropriateness of personnel for the job; and prompt and satisfactory changes in personnel when problems with clients where identified. (2)
· The extent the Offeror used and promoted the use of small business concerns under current and past contracts. The evaluation will assess the extent small business concerns participated in these contracts relative to the size/value of the contracts, the complexity and variety of the work small business concerns performed, and compliance with the Offeror’s small business subcontracting plan or other similar small business incentive programs set out in its contract (This sub-criterion is not applicable to small businesses competing in small business set-aside or unrestricted awards.) (2)
· Demonstrated ability to ensure cost control, including forecasting costs as well as accuracy in financial reporting. (1)
· Customer satisfaction, including satisfactory business relationship to clients, initiation and management of several complex activities simultaneously, coordination among subcontractors and developing country partners, prompt and satisfactory correction of problems, and cooperative attitude in resolving clients’ problems. (1)

PRICE/BUSINESS EVALUATION

· Cost will not be scored, however it will be evaluated. The review of the cost proposal shall include primarily cost realism, allowability and reasonableness analyses. This will consist of a review of the cost portion of an offeror’s proposal to determine if the overall costs proposed are realistic for the work to be performed, if the costs reflect the offeror’s understanding of the requirements, and if the costs are consistent with the technical proposal. 

M.4
DETERMINATION OF COMPETITIVE RANGE

(a) The competitive range of Offerors with whom negotiations will be conducted (if necessary) will be determined by the contracting officer pursuant to FAR 15.306(c).  A competitive range determination (if necessary) may take place.

(b) Offerors are advised that, in accordance with FAR 52.215-1, if the contracting officer determines that the number of proposals that would otherwise be in the competitive range exceeds the number at which an efficient competition can be conducted, the contracting officer may limit the number of proposals in the competitive range to the greatest number that will permit an efficient competition among the most highly rated proposals.

(c) The Government reserves the right to conduct discussions if the Contracting Officer later determines them to be necessary.  If the Contracting Officer determines that the number of proposals that would otherwise be in the competitive range exceeds the number at which an efficient competition can be conducted, the Contracting Officer may limit the number of proposals in the competitive range to the greatest number that will permit an efficient competition among the most highly rated proposals. 
The determination of the competitive range will be based upon those criteria/factors included in the Technical and Cost/Business Management Proposals. 

(d)
Competitive Range:  (1) Agencies shall evaluate all proposals in accordance with FAR 15.305(a), and, if discussions are to be conducted, establish the competitive range.  Based on the ratings of each proposal against all evaluation criteria, the Contracting Officer shall establish a competitive range comprised of all of the most highly rated proposals, unless the range is further reduced for purposes of efficiency pursuant to FAR 15.306(c)(2). 

(2) After evaluating all proposals in accordance with FAR 15.305(a) and pursuant to FAR 15.306(c)(1), the Contracting Officer may determine that the number of most highly rated proposals that might otherwise be included in the competitive range exceeds the number at which an efficient competition can be conducted. Provided the solicitation notifies offerors that the competitive range can be limited for purposes of efficiency (see 52.215-1(f)(4)), the contracting officer may limit the number of proposals in the competitive range to the greatest number that will permit an efficient competition among the most highly rated proposals (10 U.S.C. 2305(b)(4) and 41 U.S.C. 253b(d)).

In accordance with Section M of this Solicitation, award will be made by the Contracting Officer to the responsible Offeror(s) whose proposal(s), conforming to the Solicitation and considering the below evaluation criteria, represent(s) the best overall value to the U. S. Government. The evaluation criteria will be used by the Contracting Officer as a guide in determining which proposals will present the best value to the Government. The tradeoff method will be utilized under this procurement.  
(b)
The Government may reject any or all proposals if such action is in the Government's interest. 

(c)
The Government may waive informalities and minor irregularities in proposals received. 
(d) 
The Government intends to evaluate proposals and award a contract without discussions with Offerors (except clarifications as described in FAR 15.306(a)). Therefore, the Offeror's initial proposal should contain the Offeror's best terms from a cost or price and technical standpoint. The Government reserves the right to conduct discussions if the Contracting Officer later determines them to be necessary. 

(e)
Although technical evaluation rankings are significantly more important than cost factors, the closer the technical evaluations of the various proposals are to one another, the more important cost considerations become. The Contracting Officer may determine what a higher evaluation based on technical criteria might mean in performance and what it would cost the U.S. Government to take 
advantage of it.  Conversely, if the Contracting Officer determines that competing cost proposals are essentially equal, technical rankings may become a determining factor in Offeror selection. 

M.6  COST EVALUATION

The task order budget will be analyzed as part of the cost proposal evaluation.  Budgets will be evaluated for cost realism, completeness, reasonableness and competitiveness of ceilings for fee and indirect rates. The results of the cost/price evaluation will be used as part of the Agency’s tradeoff analysis.

SOURCE SELECTION

(a) The overall evaluation methodology set forth above will be used by the contracting officer as a guide in determining which proposal(s) offer the best value to the U.S. Government.  In accordance with FAR 52.215 1, and as set forth in Section L of this solicitation, award will be made by the contracting officer to the responsible Offeror(s) whose proposal(s) represents the best value to the U.S. Government after evaluation in accordance with all factors and sub-factors in this solicitation.

(b) This procurement utilizes the tradeoff process set forth in FAR 15.101-1. If the contracting officer determines that competing technical proposals are essentially equal, cost/price factors may become the determining factor in source selection.  Conversely, if the contracting officer determines that competing cost/price proposals are essentially equal, technical factors may become the determining factor in source selection.  Further, the contracting officer may award to a higher priced Offeror if a determination is made that the higher technical evaluation of that Offeror merits the additional cost/price.

 CONTRACTING WITH SMALL BUSINESS CONCERNS

USAID encourages maximum participation of small businesses, veteran-owned small businesses, women-owned small businesses, small disadvantaged businesses, and HUBZone small businesses.  Accordingly, every reasonable effort will be made to identify and make use of such organizations.  If, after evaluating all offers, USAID concludes that two or more offers are in effect equally eligible to be selected for the award, then the offer that provides the greater, most varied, and most realistic use of all the categories of  small business concerns will be determined to be the best value offer and will be selected for award.

SECTION C – DESCRIPTION / SPECIFICATIONS/STATEMENT OF WORK

C.1

BACKGROUND AND RATIONALE 

(a)
In July 2005, the United States Government announced a five-year, $1.2 billion Malaria Initiative to rapidly scale up malaria prevention and treatment interventions in 15 high-burden countries in sub-Saharan Africa.  The President’s Malaria Initiative (PMI) began with $30 million in bilateral funding in FY 06, increased to $135 million in FY 07 and $300 million in FYs 08 and 09, and is intended to reach $500 million in FY 10.   

The goal of PMI is to achieve eighty-five percent (85%) coverage of artemisinin-based combination therapies (ACTs), prevention with insecticide-treated nets (ITNs), intermittent preventive treatment for pregnant women (IPT), and indoor residual spraying (IRS), in order to reduce malaria-related mortality by fifty percent (50%).  Now in its fourth year of funding, PMI is fully implementing activities in fifteen (15) countries.
PMI, in partnership with National Malaria Control Programs (NMCPs) and in support of country-level strategic plans, is providing technical, managerial, and commodity support for IRS campaigns in all fifteen (15) PMI countries.  In the second year of PMI (2007), over 17.5 million people were protected by IRS.  

(b)
PMI is committed to continuing its support of NMCPs in achieving high coverage levels of IRS, to ensure that malaria transmission levels are knocked down and kept down, while simultaneously expanding the capacity of NMCPs to plan, execute, and monitor IRS programs.   

C.2

PURPOSE

(a)  Purpose: The purpose of this task order is to support PMI, as well as USAID Missions and Bureaus with malaria programs outside PMI countries, in planning and implementing IRS programs with the overall goal of reducing the burden of malaria in Africa. This Task Order will enhance USAID’s ability to implement IRS programs on the ground through cost-effective commodities procurement and logistics systems, access to technical expertise, and implementation of IRS in countries affected by malaria.

(b)  Components:  The five main components of this Task Order are as follows:

(1) Component 1: Establish a worldwide procurement mechanism to support IRS and prepare and execute all aspects of logistical plans for IRS-related activities including timely procurement, distribution, and storage of all commodities.

(2)
Component 2: Together with NMCPs, implement IRS programs and provide operational management support (i.e. field supervision, operations planning, day-to-day implementation management) and expert short- and long-term technical and administrative assistance, primarily in the PMI focus countries but also in other countries where USAID supports malaria programs.

(3)
Component 3: Ensure the safe and judicious use of insecticides, including preparation of environmental assessments, adherence to best practices, and monitoring of activities.

(4) 
Component 4: Build and strengthen the capacity of NMCPs in the technical and managerial functions of IRS by engaging, training, and supervising personnel at the central, provincial, and district levels.

(5)
Component 5: Provide on-going monitoring and evaluation for activities and ensure quality control measures are established and implemented.
C.3

SCOPE OF WORK 

(a)  General
The Contractor under this Task Order shall provide IRS related malaria vector control services to the USAID/Washington Global Health Bureau and other USAID Bureaus, Missions, and operating units as specified in C.3(c). The Contractor shall provide, as requested by the COTR or USAID Missions and other operating units, IRS related commodities procurement and logistical services; planning, organization, management, and implementation of IRS programs; USAID Mission requested host-country environmental impact assessments and compliance and monitoring assessments (as needed); organization of skills training and provision of ongoing supervision; long- and short-term technical assistance; and advisory and monitoring services to host country institutions (both governmental and non-governmental) to implement effective IRS programs.
(b)  Contractors’ Roles
The Contractor under this task order will work in collaboration with NMCPs and other stakeholders to design, implement, and technically assist in indoor residual spraying programs. 
(c) Description of Functional Activities and Tasks  

USAID anticipates a need for IRS projects in up to twenty PMI and non-PMI focus countries. In each of the countries, the number of targeted houses to spray per country will range from 50,000 houses to 1,000,000 houses each spray round.
The Contractor should be prepared to implement IRS programs in multiple countries simultaneously within four months after award of contract, and provide technical support to countries on short notice. Annex 1 contains a list of countries where PMI is currently implementing IRS activities and a schedule of spray campaigns to maximize protection from IRS. Contractor performance shall be evaluated against the measures of performance established in this task order (see Section F.3.4) and targets established in annual country-level work plans.
The Contractor for this task order will support all elements of IRS programs, including but not limited to the following five (5) components:

(1)
Component 1: Establish a worldwide procurement mechanism to support IRS and prepare and execute all aspects of logistical plans for IRS-related activities including timely procurement,

distribution, and storage of all commodities.
· Prepare and execute logistical plans to ensure timely IRS-related commodity procurement and distribution of sprayers, insecticides, protective equipment, and all other supplies required to carry out proposed IRS activities, in compliance with host country national policies, WHO guidelines and the best locally available technical information.

· Conduct assessments of inventory management, warehouse capacity, management information, and distribution systems to identify strategies for improvement. These could include recommending feasible computerized and private sector partnership approaches based on local conditions. 

· Ensure that procurement and logistics systems surrounding insecticide management include adequate safeguards to prevent pilferage (“leakage”) of insecticides to non-vector control uses. 

· Ensure that other operational and financial program elements, such as daily allowances to spray personnel, transport of goods and personnel, subsistence, etc…, are handled in a timely manner, to eliminate delays in IRS campaigns. 

(2)
Component 2: Together with NMCPs, implement IRS programs and provide operational management support (i.e. field supervision, operations planning, day-to-day implementation management) and expert short- and long-term technical and administrative assistance, primarily in the PMI focus countries but also in other countries where USAID supports malaria programs.

· Design, in collaboration with host country NMCPs and other local partners, effective IRS programs. This includes selection of cost-effective, appropriate insecticides, timely application of insecticides to maximize protection during transmission seasons, and establishment of efficient and effective spray teams.
· Spray targeted houses according to technical specifications provided by the WHO and those developed in partnership with PMI and other donor organizations. A “house” is defined as any free-standing structure where people sleep, including group sleeping quarters (e.g., school dormitories, hospitals, and military and police barracks), but excluding stores, churches, shops, schools, and other buildings that are often found in a family compound.

· Provide state-of-the-art technical assistance through expert consultancies and training to host governments and/or other non-governmental implementing partners on improved vector management programs and ways to improve effectiveness of IRS programs, applying best practices as defined by WHO guidelines and the USAID Supplemental Environmental Assessment (SEA) for the IRS activity in each country, and lessons learned from other countries.

· Customize technical consultations and program support to meet varying and evolving country needs at varying stages of IRS implementation.

· Disseminate, or develop or adapt as necessary, IRS-specific Information, Education, and Communication and Behavior Change Communication (IEC/BCC) materials.  

· Support day-to-day implementation of indoor residual spraying.

(3)
Component 3: Ensure the safe and judicious use of insecticides, including preparation of environmental assessments, adherence to best practices, and monitoring of activities.

· Ensure compliance with all USG environmental regulations, including preparation of environmental assessments in accordance with 22 CFR 216.  Details on USAID environmental review procedures (CFR 216 and the Programmatic Environmental Assessment for Integrated Vector Management (PEA for IVM) as well as other related guidance documents) can be found at http://www.usaid.gov/our_work/environment/compliance/index.html.  Supplemental Environmental Assessments reference the Programmatic Environmental Assessment for Integrated Vector Management which provides overarching policy and regulatory frameworks, risk assessments for all twelve (12) WHO-recommended insecticides for IRS, and general mitigation measures.
· Ensure that all activities adhere to safer use action plans for insecticide use, outlined in country-level Supplemental Environmental Assessments. 
· Collaborate with Ministries of the Environment and Agriculture, local non-governmental organizations, and other implementing partners in the monitoring of IRS operations.
(4)
Component 4: Build and strengthen the capacity of NMCPs in the technical and managerial functions of IRS by engaging, training, and supervising personnel at the central, provincial, and district levels.

· Increase technical skills and capability among host country NMCP staff (at the national, provincial, and district level) through short- and long-term technical assistance. Provide training and supportive supervision, as required, to support IRS implementation, in accordance with WHO guidelines.

· Design and implement knowledge transfer to local institutions identified by the National Malaria Control Program as responsible for future implementation of IRS activities.
· Develop phase out plans that describe how activities and management of the projects will be transferred to local partners, and how these activities will be tracked.

(5)
Component 5: Provide on-going monitoring and evaluation for activities and ensure quality control measures are established and implemented.
· Conduct performance monitoring and reporting of the program’s adherence to WHO’s IRS technical standards (available at http://www.who.int/malaria/indoorresidualspraying.html, publications WHO/CDS/WHOPES/2001.3 and WHO/CDS/WHOPES/2002.5 Rev.1), the quality of training and ongoing supervision, the efficiency and reliability of procurement activities, and compliance with environmental procedures.
