3.2 Contractor shall provide peer education training.  This includes the creation of Information, Education and Communication (IEC) materials, VCT training and mobile VCT services, and capacity building and support groups for care and treatment of PLWHA

3.2.1 Specific tasks 
Peer Education:

· Contractor shall make introductory and orientation meetings with Ministry of National Defense (MOND) members 

· Contractor shall conduct initial and refresher training with Royal Cambodia Armed Forces (RCAF) personnel

· Contractor shall support and ensure that Peer Education sessions take place

· Contractor shall further develop and produce IEC materials (at least 3 different posters or leaflets)

VCT Services:

· Contractor shall conduct orientation meetings in Region IV with appropriate military personnel

· Contractor shall conduct mobile VCT session in Regions IV and V – at least 15 visits total. This activity will include transport of samples and follow-up tests for those found to be HIV positive.

· Contractor shall conduct oversight and monitoring of VCT sessions on a weekly basis

· Contractor shall set up VCT room in Military Facility of Region IV.

Care and Treatment Support:

· Contractor shall provide capacity development in treatment of Opportunistic Infections (OI) and use or Anti-Retro Viral (ARV) medications

· Contractor shall conduct monitoring and program support visits

· Contractor shall support monthly meetings for PLWHA
