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Question:

We understand that grants to U.S.-based institutions are limited to $25,000.  How should we consider grants to institutions that have established Nicaraguan entities, like CLUSA/Nicaragua, World Vision or others?  Are these limited to $25,000 as well?

Answer:

If a U.S. organization has established a legal status in Nicaragua but the local entity is controlled by the U.S. organization, the entity is the U.S. organization doing business in Nicaragua and the restriction applies.  If the U.S. organization supports an independent Nicaraguan entity, with a separate legal status and an independent governing structure, then the restriction would not apply to the Nicaraguan entity.
