1.  INTRODUCTION

The Defense Advanced Research Projects Agency’s (DARPA) Strategic Technology Office (STO) is soliciting proposals under this BAA for the performance of research, development, design, and testing to support the DARPA C-Sniper program.

1.1
 APPROACH

This BAA affords proposers the choice of submitting proposals for the award of a Procurement Contract, Other Transaction for Prototype Agreement, or other such appropriate award instrument.  The Government reserves the right to negotiate the type of award instrument determined appropriate under the circumstances.

1.2
 PROPOSERS

The Government encourages proposals from non-traditional defense contractors, nonprofit organizations, educational institutions, small businesses, small disadvantaged business concerns, Historically-Black Colleges and Universities (HBCU), Minority Institutions (MI), large businesses and Government laboratories.  Teaming arrangements between and among these groups are encouraged.  However, no portion of this BAA will be set aside for HBCU/MI, small or small disadvantaged business participation due to the impracticality of preserving discrete or severable areas of research in the technologies sought.  Government/National laboratory proposals may be subject to applicable direct competition limitations, though certain Federally Funded Research and Development Centers are excepted per P.L. 103-337 § 217 and P.L 105-261 § 3136.  Any responsible and otherwise qualified Proposer is encouraged to respond.  

1.3
 PROGRAM SCOPE AND FUNDING


The Government intends to issue awards based on the optimum combination of proposals that offers the best overall value to the Government.  The Government reserves the right to award without discussions.  The Government reserves the right to select for award all, some, or none of the proposals received in response to this BAA.  The Government also reserves the right to select for award some portion(s) of the proposals received; in that event, the Government may select for negotiation all, or portions, of a given proposal.  The Government may incrementally fund any award issued under this BAA.

DARPA requests proposals for the full scope of development (e.g., an end-to-end system designed by a team of multidisciplinary research organizations, plus an integrator for coordination and implementation support).  Proposals addressing only individual component-level technologies will be considered non-compliant with the requirements of this BAA.

It is anticipated that this effort will continue through two phases (base effort and Option 1).  Proposers should propose a complete end-to-end solution for the entire program (Base effort and Option.)

While the earliest anticipated award (End August 2007) is planned, the Government may select for funding any full proposal or portions of a proposal at any time.

1.4
 PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE

The period of performance is an evaluating criterion and will be evaluated for consistency with the effort and deliverables.  The Government does not specify the period of performance or required funding.  The Proposer should propose the period of performance and funding necessary to implement their proposed program.

The Government may incrementally fund any awards under this BAA.  

1.5
 TECHNICAL AND ADMINISTRATIVE SUPPORT 

It is the intent of this office to use contractor support personnel in the administration of all submittals to this BAA.  The Government intends to use non-government employees and subcontractors, to include, but not limited to SOLERS, Arlington, VA and SRS, Arlington, VA, to assist in administration and, if needed, provide technical expertise on portions of the proposals.  These personnel will have signed and be subject to the terms and conditions of non-disclosure agreements.  By submission of its proposal, a proposer agrees that its proposal information may be disclosed to employees of these organizations for the limited purpose stated above.  If you do not send notice of objection to this arrangement, the Government will assume you consent to use the subject personnel in review of your submittal(s) under this BAA.  Only Government/Intergovernmental Personnel Act (IPA) personnel will make technical evaluations and award recommendations or decisions under this BAA.

 OVERVIEW OF C-SNIPER 

2.1
 PROGRAM OVERVIEW

The C-Sniper will detect and neutralize enemy snipers before they can engage with US Forces. The program will be executed in two Phases leading to delivery of a field testable prototype suitable for operational experimentation as an integrated part of the DARPA Crosshairs system.  The Crosshairs system is already under development at Mustang Technologies, Allen, TX.  The purpose of the Crosshairs is to detect enemy bullets, RPGs, and mortars fired at our vehicles and to prevent them from striking the vehicle.  The C-Sniper system will augment this capability by identifying threats before they can fire. It will be integrated with DARPA’s Crosshairs system in Phase 2 of the program.

The enemy snipers may be operating both with, and without telescopic sights, and other optical systems in highly cluttered urban environments. The C-Sniper system will operate day and night from a moving military vehicle and provide the operator with sufficient information to make a timely engagement decision. Once the decision is made, the C-Sniper will provide data and control to point and track the on-board weapon (provided in DARPA’s Crosshairs system) on the selected target. The final decision to fire the weapon will be left to the operator as required per the rules of engagement.  During operation, the C-Sniper must be eye safe for personnel on the vehicle and near the vehicle.  

There are many significant technical challenges to overcome to make this into an operational combat system.  These may include as a minimum but not limited to the following: 
1) Detect enemy snipers carrying weapons before they fire a shot.  Key objective is to determine where the shot may come from rather than where it came from;
2) Develop techniques to reject clutter and maximize probability of correctly detecting and locating the target; 

3) Reduce system design complexity minimizing moving parts while maximizing robustness; 

4) C-Sniper must be integrated with Crosshairs on military vehicles.

With these challenges as a guide DARPA is seeking proposal for the entire system, to be executed in two phases.  

All measured system performance test data in both phases will be Classified and handled according to Security Classification Guide (SCG; see section 6 for details). 

2.1.1
Phase 1 (Base)

Phase 1 will develop the key technologies and interfaces, culminating in a fully functional proof-of-concept system. The proof-of-concept system will be tested to demonstrate C-Sniper functionality in an urban and rural environment, on a stationary vehicle, progressing toward the program technical challenges as measured by phase 1 program metrics of the C-Sniper provided in the Classified PIP Addendum.  A development path must be shown that leads C-Sniper integration into the Crosshairs.  The detailed tasks are provided in the Classified PIP Addendum.

2.1.2
Phase 2 (Option 1)

In Phase 2 Option 1, the performer will develop, deliver and demonstrate the operation of C-Sniper on moving military vehicles using a field testable prototype suitable for operational experimentation. In this phase, the prototype will demonstrate continued progress towards the program technical challenges as measured by phase 2 program metrics of the C-Sniper provided in the Classified PIP Addendum.  Testing will also be conducted when C-Sniper is integrated with Crosshairs. The prototype system will be tested on moving vehicles in a highly cluttered environment with numerous targets and false targets while showing operation in conjunction with Crosshairs.  The detailed tasks are provided in the Classified PIP Addendum.
2.2
PROGRAM METRICS 

In order for the Government to evaluate the effectiveness of a proposed solution in achieving the stated program objectives, Proposers should note that the Government has established a set of parameters and corresponding metrics that may serve as the basis for determining whether satisfactory progress is being made to warrant continued funding of the program.  Although the program metrics are specified in the Classified PIP Addendum, Proposers should note that the government has identified these objectives with the intention of bounding the scope of effort, while affording the maximum flexibility, creativity, and innovation in proposing solutions to the stated problem. 

Proposals should cite the quantitative and qualitative success criteria that the proposed effort will achieve by the time of each Phase’s program metric measurement.   
The Classified PIP Addendum provides parameters by phase and the metric.
3. GENERAL INFORMATION 

3.1
 ELIGIBILITY 

This BAA solicits proposals from all interested and qualified sources.  All participants and/or individuals must meet security clearance requirements as spelled out in the Program Security Classification Guide (SCG) and comply with any necessary Non-Disclosure Agreements, Security Regulations, Export Laws, and other governing statutes that would be applicable under the circumstances.

3.2 
LIMITATIONS ON OTHER TRANSACTION FOR PROTOTYPE PROJECTS

Proposers are advised that an Other Transaction for Prototype Agreement will only be awarded if there is:

1. At least one nontraditional defense contractor participating to a significant extent in the prototype project, or

2. No nontraditional defense contractor is participating to a significant extent in the prototype project, but at least one of the following circumstances exists:

a. At least one third of the total cost of the prototype project is to be paid out of funds provided by the parties to the transaction other than the federal Government.  The cost share should generally consist of labor, materials, equipment, and facilities costs (including allocable indirect costs).

b. Exceptional circumstances justify the use of a transaction that provides for innovative business arrangements or structures that would not be feasible or appropriate under a procurement contract.

Although use of one of these options is required to use an Other Transaction for Prototype agreement as the procurement vehicle, no single option is encouraged or desired over the others. However, DARPA has not used the exceptional circumstances justification for the BAA process, and is unlikely to use this justification for this program.

NOTE:  For purposes of determining whether or not a participant may be classified as a nontraditional defense contractor and whether or not such participation is determined to be participating to a significant extent in the prototype project, the following definitions are applicable:

“Nontraditional defense contractor” means a business unit that has not, for a period of at least one year prior to the date of the OT agreement, entered into or performed on:

1. Any contract that is subject to full coverage under the cost accounting standards prescribed pursuant to section 26 of the Office of Federal Procurement Policy Act (41 U.S.C. 422) and the regulations implementing such section; or 

2. Any other contract in excess of $500,000 to carry out prototype projects or to perform basic, applied, or advanced research projects for a Federal agency that is subject to the Federal Acquisition Regulation.

“Participating to a significant extent in the prototype project” means that the nontraditional defense contractor is supplying a new key technology or product, is accomplishing a significant amount of the effort wherein the role played is more than a nominal or token role in the research effort, or in some other way plays a significant part in causing a material reduction in the cost or schedule of the effort or an increase in performance of the prototype in question.

NOTE:  Proposers are cautioned that if they are classified as a traditional defense contractor, and propose the use of an OT for Prototype Agreement, the government will require submittal of both a cost proposal under the guidelines of the FAR/DFARS, and a cost proposal under the proposed OT for Prototype Agreement, so that an evaluation may be made with respect to the cost tradeoffs applicable under both situations.  The government reserves the right to negotiate either a FAR based procurement contract, or Other Transaction for Prototype Agreement as it deems is warranted under the circumstances.

3.3 PROCUREMENT INTEGRITY, STANDARDS OF CONDUCT, ETHICAL CONSIDERATIONS, AND ORGANIZATIONAL CONFLICTS OF INTEREST (OCIs) 

Certain post-employment restrictions on former federal officers and employees may exist, including special Government employees (including but not limited to Section 207 and 208 of Title 18, United States Code, the Procurement Integrity Act, 41 U.S.C. 423, and FAR 3.104). Program Managers are required to review and evaluate all proposals received under this BAA and be able to manage all selected efforts.  If a conflict of interest arises with a proposer, the proposer will be asked to show how they plan to mitigate the conflict within the proposal.  It should be raised to the DARPA Contracting Officer before time and effort are expended in preparing a proposal.  All proposers and proposed sub-contractors must therefore affirm whether they are providing scientific, engineering, and technical assistance (SETA) or similar support to any DARPA technical office(s) through an active contract or subcontract.  All affirmations must state which office(s) the proposer supports and identify the prime contract numbers.  Affirmations shall be furnished at the time of proposal submission.  All facts relevant to the existence or potential existence of organizational conflicts of interest (FAR 9.5.) must be disclosed.  The disclosure shall include a description of the action the proposer has taken or proposes to take to avoid, neutralize, or mitigate such conflict.  If the situation cannot be mitigated by the contractor, the proposal may be returned without technical evaluation and withdrawn from consideration for award under this BAA.

 INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY

3.4.1
 Procurement Contract Proposers

3.4.1.1
 Noncommercial Items (Technical Data and Computer Software):

Proposers responding to this BAA requesting a procurement contract to be issued under the FAR/DFARS, shall identify all noncommercial technical data, and noncommercial computer software that it plans to generate, develop, and/or deliver under any proposed award instrument in which the Government will acquire less than unlimited rights, and to assert specific restrictions on those deliverables.  Proposers shall follow the format under DFARS 252.227-7017 for this stated purpose.  In the event that proposers do not submit the list, the Government will assume that it automatically has “unlimited rights” to all noncommercial technical data and noncommercial computer software generated, developed, and/or delivered under any award instrument, unless it is substantiated that development of the noncommercial technical data and noncommercial computer software occurred with mixed funding.  If mixed funding is anticipated in the development of noncommercial technical data, and noncommercial computer software generated, developed, and/or delivered under any award instrument, then proposers should identify the data and software in question, as subject to Government Purpose Rights (GPR).  In accordance with DFARS 252.227-7013 Rights in Technical Data - Noncommercial Items, and DFARS 252.227-7014 Rights in Noncommercial Computer Software and Noncommercial Computer Software Documentation, the Government will automatically assume that any such GPR restriction is limited to a period of five (5) years in accordance with the applicable DFARS clauses, at which time the Government will acquire “unlimited rights” unless the parties agree otherwise.  Proposers are admonished that the Government may use the list during the source selection evaluation process to evaluate the impact of any identified restrictions, and may request additional information from the proposer, as may be necessary, to evaluate the proposer’s assertions.  If no restrictions are intended, then the proposer should state “NONE.”

3.4.1.2 Commercial Items (Technical Data and Computer Software):

Proposers responding to this BAA requesting a procurement contract to be issued under the FAR/DFARS, shall identify all commercial technical data, and commercial computer software that may be embedded in any noncommercial deliverables contemplated under the research effort, along with any applicable restrictions on the Government’s use of such commercial technical data and/or commercial computer software.  In the event that proposers do not submit the list, the Government will assume that there are no restrictions on the Government’s use of such commercial items.  The Government may use the list during the source selection evaluation process to evaluate the impact of any identified restrictions, and may request additional information from the proposer, as may be necessary, to evaluate the proposer’s assertions. 3.4.2
 Non-Procurement Contract Proposers

3.4.2.1. Noncommercial Items and Commercial Items (Technical Data and Computer Software):

Proposers responding to this BAA requesting an Other Transaction for Prototype shall follow the applicable rules and regulations governing these award instruments, but in all cases should appropriately identify any potential restrictions on the Governments use of any Intellectual Property contemplated under those award instruments in question.  This includes both Noncommercial Items and Commercial Items.  Although not required, proposers may use a format similar to that described in Paragraphs 3.4.1 and 3.4.2 herein.  The Government may use the list during the source selection evaluation process to evaluate the impact of any identified restrictions, and may request additional information from the proposer, as may be necessary, to evaluate the proposer’s assertions. 3.5  
REPORTING AND PROGRAM REVIEW REQUIREMENTS  

The number and types of reports will be specified in the award document, but will include as a minimum quarterly R&D and financial status reports (see sample at attachment A) and Earned Value Management (EVM) report based on the Work Breakdown Structure (WBS) to at least level 4.  The reports shall be prepared and submitted in accordance with the procedures contained in the award document and mutually agreed on before award.  A Final Report that summarizes the project and tasks will be required at the conclusion of the performance period for the award, notwithstanding the fact that the research may be continued under a follow-on vehicle.   
DARPA expects quarterly program review meetings to be held at performer’s facility.  These meetings should include, among other things, a power point presentation that covers the current status (technical, financial and programmatic) as compared to plans, objectives and schedule. 

Each performer will also be required to submit reports on invention disclosure, election of title, and filing of patent applications.  Patent application and invention disclosure reporting will be made through the government’s online reporting service, iEdison.

3.6
 SUBCONTRACTING  

Pursuant to Section 8(d) of the Small Business Act (15 U.S.C. 637(d)), it is the policy of the Government to enable small business and small disadvantaged business concerns to be considered fairly as subcontractors to contractors performing work or rendering services as prime contractors or subcontractors under Government contracts, and to assure that prime contractors and subcontractors carry out this policy.  Each proposer who submits a contract proposal and includes subcontractors is required to submit a subcontracting plan IAW FAR 19.702(a) (1) and (2) should do so with their proposal.  The plan format is outlined in FAR 19.704.  

3.7
 EXPORT LICENSES 

The following provision will be incorporated into any resultant contract:

(1) The contractor shall comply with all U. S. export control laws and regulations, including the International Traffic in Arms Regulations (ITAR), 22 DFR Parts 120 through 130, and the Export Administration Regulations (EAR), 15 CFR Parts 730 through 799, in the performance of this contract.  In the absence of available license exemptions/exceptions, the Contractor shall be responsible for obtaining the appropriate licenses or other approvals, for obtaining the appropriate licenses or other approvals, if required, for exports of hardware, technical data, and software, or for the provision of technical assistance.

(2) The Contractor shall be responsible for obtaining export licenses, if required, before utilizing foreign persons in the performance of this contract, including instances where the work is to be performed on-site at any Government installation, including installations within the United States, where the foreign person will have access to export-controlled technical data or software.

(3) The Contractor shall be responsible for all regulatory record keeping requirements associated with the use of licenses and license exemptions/exceptions.

(4) The Contractor shall be responsible for ensuring that the provisions of this clause apply to its subcontractors. 

3.8
 PUBLIC RELEASE OR DISSEMINATION OF INFORMATION

The following provision will be incorporated into any resultant contract:

(a)  There shall be no dissemination or publication, except within and between the Contractor and any subcontractors, of information developed under this contract or contained in the reports to be furnished pursuant to this contract without prior written approval of the DARPA Technical Information Officer (DARPA/TIO).  All technical reports will be given proper review by appropriate authority to determine which Distribution Statement is to be applied prior to the initial distribution of these reports by the Contractor.  Papers resulting from unclassified contracted fundamental research are exempt from prepublication controls and this review requirement, pursuant to DoD Instruction 5230.27 dated October 6, 1987.

(b)  When submitting material for written approval for open publication as described in subparagraph (a)  above, the Contractor must submit a request for public release request to the DARPA TIO and include the following information: 1) Document Information:  document title, document author, short plain-language description of technology discussed in the material (approximately 30 words), number of pages (or minutes of video) and document type (briefing, report, abstract, article, or paper); 2) Event Information:  event type (conference, principle investigator meeting, article or paper), event date, desired date for DARPA's approval; 3) DARPA Sponsor:  DARPA Program Manager, DARPA office, and contract number; and 4) Contractor's Information: POC name, e-mail and phone.  Allow four weeks for processing; due dates under four weeks require a justification.  Unusual electronic file formats may require additional processing time.  Requests can be sent either via e-mail to tio@darpa.mil or via 3701 North Fairfax Drive, Arlington VA 22203-1714, telephone (571) 218-4235.   Refer to http://www.darpa.mil/tio for information about DARPA's public release process.

3.9
 AWARD ADMINISTRATION INFORMATION

(1) Central Contractor Registration.  Selected offerors not already registered in the Central Contractor Registry (CCR) will be required to register in CCR prior to any award under this BAA. Information on CCR registration is available at http://www.ccr.gov.

In descending order of importance, the proposal Evaluation Criteria includes: (1) Technical Approach and Innovations that Best Meet the Program Objectives; (2) Program Schedule that Manages Development Risks and Offers Mature Technologies in the Shortest Reasonable Time; (3) Potential Contribution and Relevance to the DARPA Mission; (4) Proposer’s Capabilities, Related Experience and Management Approach; (5) Technology Transition Approach and Manufacturing Plan; and (6) Cost and Schedule Reasonableness and Realism.  In accordance with FAR 35.016(e) the primary basis for selecting proposals for award shall be technical, importance to agency programs, and funds availability.  Cost and schedule reasonableness and realism shall also be considered to the extent appropriate as described herein.  Proposals may be evaluated as they are received, or they may be collected and periodically reviewed.  The following are descriptions of the above listed criteria:

TECHNICAL APPROACH AND INNOVATIONS THAT BEST MEET THE PROGRAM OBJECTIVES
The Proposer’s Technical Approach will be evaluated to determine the extent that the proposed description and field demonstration plan enable the program vision and meets the program objectives.  The Proposer must show a credible technical approach to achieve the Program objectives for both phases.

The proposed technical approach must be innovative but feasible, achievable, complete, and supported by a proposed Technical Team that has the expertise and experience in executing all tasks related to the proposed sniper detection concept, analysis and simulation, hardware and software development, system integration, testing and field deployment. Task descriptions and associated technical elements provided must be complete and in a logical sequence with all proposed deliverables clearly defined such that a final product that achieves the program objectives can be expected.  The proposal must identify major technical risk areas, and a mitigation plan addressing the risks must be described.  The proposal must also describe the interfaces required to integrate the C-Sniper with Crosshairs system.  A set of measures of success, in accordance with the program metrics, must be provided that relates to lab and field testing, analysis, and interpretation of data and determining usefulness of the results. 5.2
PROGRAM SCHEDULE THAT MANAGES DEVELOPMENT RISKS AND OFFERS MATURE TECHNOLOGIES IN THE SHORTEST REASONABLE TIME

The objective of this criterion is to establish that the Proposer’s technology is innovative but sufficiently mature that its feasibility can be demonstrated in a timely fashion while addressing the program and the DoD mission requirements.  Reasonableness of schedules in planning, executing, and managing the program will be evaluated to ensure they are appropriate for the proposed development in Phases 1 and 2.  The proposed Program Schedule, Schedule Risk, and Risk Mitigation Strategy via EVM will be evaluated for their completeness and ability to support the rapid development and demonstration of the C-Sniper system.  In particular, the following items will be considered and evaluated for each phase:  

· Concept feasibility demonstration in shortest but realistic time duration

· Schedule Risks, Mitigation plan vs. Schedule and Cost Impacts 

· Reasonableness of Schedule and Milestones.   

5.3
POTENTIAL CONTRIBUTION AND RELEVANCE TO THE DARPA MISSION

The potential contributions of the proposed effort with relevance to the national technology base will be evaluated.  Specifically, DARPA’s mission is to maintain the technological superiority of the U.S. military by sponsoring revolutionary, high-payoff research that bridges the gap between fundamental discoveries and their military use and prevent technological surprise from harming our national security. 
The objective of this criterion is to establish a strong link between this work and the DoD mission.  It is NOT necessary that the proposed work be immediately usable in military systems.  It is only necessary that this work contribute to technical areas of need by the DoD.  Dual use of technology enabling DoD systems to ride on commercial development is essential to keeping the cost of DoD systems low.

· The extent that this project will support the DARPA and DoD mission will be evaluated;

· The ability that the proposed technology will have broad impact on military systems, yet will have sufficient commercial impact to be able to support itself (eventually) in the commercial market will be evaluated.

PROPOSER’S CAPABILITIES, RELATED EXPERIENCE AND MANAGEMENT APPROACH

The range, depth, and mix of expertise of the proposer’s key personnel will be evaluated to ensure that they are qualified in the theory and application of the technologies involved in the research, development, testing, and evaluation of the proposed system(s) and technology. 
Experience in the development and field deployment of related programs shall be considered. The Proposer must clearly identify the responsibilities of the team members with percentages of work split.

The proposer should describe how the program is to be managed. In particular, Earned Value Management (EVM) techniques may be beneficial in tracking the completion of tasks per the allocated budget.  
5.5
TECHNOLOGY TRANSITION APPROACH AND MANUFACTURING PLAN
This criterion will asses the proposer’s approach to technology transition, and capability and likelihood of transitioning the technology to the industrial manufacturing and operational military communities in such a way as to enhance the U.S. Defense.  The team responsible for manufacturing and transitioning the proposed approach must be identified and a plan with estimates of schedule and costs described.  Limitations or advantages inherent in intellectual property rights regimes applicable to all aspects of the proposal will be considered as part of this evaluation criterion.
5.6 
COST AND SCHEDULE REASONABLENESS AND REALISM

The objective of this criterion is to establish that the proposed costs and schedule are reasonable and realistic for the technical and management approach offered, as well as to determine the proposer’s practical understanding of the effort.  This will be principally measured by cost per labor-hour and number of labor-hours proposed to complete each tasks over the proposed schedule.  The evaluation criterion recognizes that undue emphasis on cost may motivate proposers to offer low-risk ideas with minimum uncertainty and to staff the effort with junior personnel in order to be in a more competitive posture.  DARPA discourages such cost strategies.  Cost reduction approaches that will be received favorably include innovative management concepts that maximize direct funding for technology and limit diversion of funds into Overhead, G&A and Fee.
