3.1  OPERATIONAL STANDARDS & PERFORMANCE

Equipment will be Ledco Heavy Duty 25” Roll Laminator or equivalent. If providing equivalent, specifications must be provided with quote.

3.2  MINIMUM TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS
1.  Minimum width 25 inch

2.   Roll core size 3 inch 

3.   Variable speed

4.   Trim roller required to cut to size
3.3  TRAINING
As part of the quoted price, training will be provided on setup, operation, general maintenance and upkeep, and replacement of replaceable parts.

3.4  INSTALLATION
As part of the quoted price, the quoter will install ordered devices within a maximum of 30 days from the day it receives notification of a fully executed contract award document (signed by both parties) from DAPS.  Equipment will have to be installed and tested prior to acceptance of equipment. Equipment will have to be accepted with a signature from on-site POC.
