2. Nature/Description of Action(s):  
a. This contracting action is to procure a subscription service that will provide the DAI solution with regular and timely updates from the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) and the Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation (DFAR).  The following services are required:


· FAR eProcurement Subscription Service (compatible with Oracle Procurement Contractors) 

· DFAR eProcurement Subscription Service (compatible with Oracle Procurement Contractors)

b. The Base Period begins 15 May 2009 through 14 May 2010.

· Option Year One begins 15 May 2010 through 14 May 2011.

· Option Year Two begins 15 May 2011 through 14 May 2012.

c. The scope of this effort is to procure the subscription service listed below from Management Concepts in support of the deployment of contract writing capabilities to the Defense Agencies that currently and/or will utilize DAI.  

d. This subscription service is uniquely tailored to be used by customers of Oracle E-Business as the FAR and DFAR content has been explicitly formatted to be utilized in the Oracle E-Business Suite COTS package (in which DAI is built upon).  The anticipated number of licenses are:

· 50 each for the FAR and DFAR subscription services 

The DAI Program is a critical DoD effort to modernize the 28 Defense Agencies’ financial management capabilities. DAI was deployed to the BTA on 01 October 2008.  Future deployments are notionally planned for the remaining Wave 1 Agencies which include Defense Information Technical Information Center (DTIC), Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA), Defense Advanced Research Projects Agency (DARPA), Defense Threat Reduction Agency (DTRA), and Missile Defense Agency (MDA) in fiscal years 2009 and 2010.

The objective of the DAI Program is to achieve auditable Chief Financial Officer (CFO) compliant business environments with accurate, timely, authoritative financial data.  The primary goal is to deploy a standardized system solution to improve overall financial management and comply with the Department’s Business Enterprise Architecture (BEA) including Standard Financial Information Structure (SFIS), and Office of Federal Financial Management (OFFM) requirements.  The DAI Program has deployed the Oracle solution to only one Defense Agency, BTA.
3.  Description of Supplies/Services:
a. The DAI program is currently defining and developing an end-to-end procurement capability – the Advance Procurement Suite (APS) – that would allow DAI stakeholders to complete contract development and award within the system.  

b. In order to be a fully compliant contract system, APS needs to be able to cite current clauses from the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) and the Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation (DFAR).

c. The requirement for this acquisition is to procure the subscription licenses.
