Q.  Is there an incumbent or past vendor?  If so, what is/was the monthly cost associated with this contract?  It helps us a contractors to be more accurate with our pricing and to get a general idea what the market has already bared, taking into consideration that some aspects may have changed or been added to this particular request.

A:  Yes there is an incumbent.  The Government wishes not to disclose monthly cost from the incumbent.   

Q:  Is there a site visit scheduled for this facility?

A:  No site visit has been scheduled for this requirement

 Q:  Are there dates associated with events for event cleaning?

A:  No, there are not dates associated with events for event cleaning.  The Point of contact will arrange and set an on-call for the event cleaning.  (This will happen when events occur).
 Q:  On the standard trip call ticket item, I am assuming that these items are "on-call" "emergency type trip call" quotes that is being requested?  Is that correct?

A:  No, all trip calls are standard type and not emergency.  This is not correct.

Q:  Are there washing machines on-site for cleaning kitchen rags or will the contractor has to remove rags from premises and return on next visit?

A:  I will obtain the answer to this question and provide a separate posting on Federal Business Opportunities.

Q:  Dormitory cleaning - will this be off-season only?

A:  No, this requirement is for when personnel are residing and when they are not residing on-site.  So this will not only be off-season.
