VI. EVALUATION OF OFFERS

BACKGROUND
The Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) is an agency of the U.S. Department of Transportation (DOT).  FHWA is charged with the broad responsibility of ensuring that America’s roads and highways continue to be the safest and most technologically up-to-date.  The Office of the Chief Counsel provides legal advice and services and represents all aspects of FHWA's programs. 
Within the Office of the Chief Counsel, the Legislation and Regulations Division (“the Division”) performs all legal services and coordinates all legal activities in connection with the FHWA's legislative program, including the drafting of legislation and the preparation of comments on pending bills.  The Division drafts legislative proposals, prepares reports on legislation, prepares testimony and Congressional hearing briefing materials, responds to Congressional inquiries involving legislative matters, attends Congressional hearings and other Congressional staff meetings to assist committees and Department of Transportation witnesses, and provides technical assistance to Congress.  The Division also provides legal services in connection with the development and coordination of all FHWA regulations and reviews directives and rulemaking actions for legal sufficiency and compliance with applicable Federal laws, Executive Orders, and regulations.  The Division processes material prepared for publication in the Federal Register and coordinates the rulemaking process with the Office of the General Counsel, the Office of Management and Budget, and the Office of the Federal Register.  

The Division requires ten subscriptions to an electronic and print Congressional reporting service that provides timely and accurate non-partisan reporting regarding the federal legislative process. 
SCOPE OF WORK
The contractor shall provide an agency subscription to an internet based congressional reporting system that fulfills all the requirements outlined in the Statement of Work. Task #2 
The contractor shall include access to both electronic and print media.  The contractor shall provide electronic access to bill text, bill synopses, and Congressional Record documents.  The contractor shall provide electronic access to comprehensive committee coverage, including markups, committee reports, and hearing transcripts (particularly timely provision of electronic unofficial transcripts).

The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. The Government must exercise its postacceptance rights— 

(1) Within a reasonable period of time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and 

(2) Before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item. 

(e) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence, such as acts of God or the public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers. (1) The contract price, the time of performance, or both; and 

(2) Other affected terms of the contract, and shall modify the contract accordingly.

FAR 52.246-4 Inspection of Services – Fixed Price (AUG 1996)

(a) Definition. “Services,” as used in this clause, includes services performed, workmanship, and material furnished or utilized in the performance of services. 

(b) The Contractor shall provide and maintain an inspection system acceptable to the Government covering the services under this contract. Complete records of all inspection work performed by the Contractor shall be maintained and made available to the Government during contract performance and for as long afterwards as the contract requires. 

(c) The Government has the right to inspect and test all services called for by the contract, to the extent practicable at all times and places during the term of the contract. The Government shall perform inspections and tests in a manner that will not unduly delay the work. 

(d) If the Government performs inspections or tests on the premises of the Contractor or a subcontractor, the Contractor shall furnish, and shall require subcontractors to furnish, at no increase in contract price, all reasonable facilities and assistance for the safe and convenient performance of these duties. 

(e) If any of the services do not conform with contract requirements, the Government may require the Contractor to perform the services again in conformity with contract requirements, at no increase in contract amount. When the defects in services cannot be corrected by reperformance, the Government may— 

(1) Require the Contractor to take necessary action to ensure that future performance conforms to contract requirements; and 

(2) Reduce the contract price to reflect the reduced value of the services performed. 

(f) If the Contractor fails to promptly perform the services again or to take the necessary action to ensure future performance in conformity with contract requirements, the Government may— 

(1) By contract or otherwise, perform the services and charge to the Contractor any cost incurred by the Government that is directly related to the performance of such service; or 

(2) Terminate the contract for default.

(b) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall tender for acceptance only those items that conform to the requirements of this contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or re-performance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. The Government must exercise its post acceptance rights – 

(1) Within a reasonable period of time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and

(2) Before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item.

(e) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence, such as acts of God or the public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers. The 

Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing as soon as it is reasonably possible after the commencement of any excusable delay, setting forth the full particulars in connection therewith, shall remedy such occurrence with all reasonable dispatch, and shall promptly give written notice to the Contracting Officer of the cessation of such occurrence.

(f) Termination for the Government's convenience. The Government reserves the right to terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for its sole convenience. In the event of such termination, the Contractor shall immediately stop all work hereunder and shall immediately cause any and all of its suppliers and subcontractors to cease work. Subject to the terms of this contract, the Contractor shall be paid a percentage of the contract price reflecting the percentage of the work performed prior to the notice of termination, plus reasonable charges that the Contractor can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Government, using its standard record keeping system, have resulted from the termination. The Contractor shall not be required to comply with the cost accounting standards or contract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the Government any right to audit the Contractor's records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred that reasonably could have been avoided.

(g) Termination for cause. The Government may terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for cause in the event of any default by the Contractor, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any contract terms and conditions, or fails to provide the Government, upon request, with adequate assurances of future performance. In the event of termination for cause, the Government shall not be liable to the Contractor for any amount for supplies or services not accepted, and the Contractor shall be liable to the Government for any and 

all rights and remedies provided by law. If it is determined that the Government improperly terminated this contract for default, such termination shall be deemed a termination for convenience.

(h) Warranty. The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract.
