1.2 Valve assembly received by the contractor must be complete and of the proper ZF Marine cited part number PA-11-06865. Any discrepancies shall be reported to the Coast Guard Contracting Officer.


1.3 The overhaul requirements described herein are not intended to replace any procedures, controls, examinations or tests normally employed by the contractor to assure the quality of the product. Overhaul is intended to restore the Positioner valve to a condition equal to that of an identical new
positioner valve P/N: PA-11-06865.

3. Requirements:


3.1 Preliminary Inspection. Preliminary disassembly and inspection shall be conducted to determine estimated cost of overhaul. A written estimate to include material, labor, testing, preservation, packing and marking cost shall be submitted to the Coast Guard Contracting Officer. The written estimate shall include the cost of a new positioner valve.


3.1.1 Material shall be broken down to include all replacement parts used in valve overhaul. Parts shall be listed by Item name, manufacturer’s part number and cost. Estimate shall be submitted for approval prior to the start of overhaul work.


3.2 The Positioner valve shall be overhauled and tested in accordance with current ZF Marine standard overhaul procedures. 


3.3 Replacement parts used in overhaul shall only be "new" original ZF Marine parts only. After market, substitute, reclaimed or recycled parts are not acceptable and shall not be used.


3.4 After completion of the overhaul, the contractor shall conduct an operational test of the positioner valve on a test stand to assure satisfactory operation and that no leakage occurs during operation.

3.7 Warranty: Contractors standard warranty applies.


3.8 Notifications & Inspections: The contractor shall be responsible for notifying the Contracting Officer at least seven (7) calendar days prior to the contractor being ready for any Quality Assurance (Q.A.) inspections or testing as required herein.


4.0 Inspection General: The Contractor shall maintain an inspection system which shall ensure that each item offered to the Coast Guard for acceptance or approval conforms to the contract requirements. The inspection system shall be in accordance with Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Clause 52.246-2. (d)  Comptroller General Examination of Record. The Contractor shall comply with the provisions of this paragraph (d) if this contract was awarded using other than sealed bid, is in excess of the simplified acquisition threshold, and does not contain the clause at 52.215-2, Audit and Records—Negotiation. 

(1) The Comptroller General of the United States, or an authorized representative of the Comptroller General, shall have access to and right to examine any of the Contractor’s directly pertinent records involving transactions related to this contract. 

(2) The Contractor shall make available at its offices at all reasonable times the records, materials, and other evidence for examination, audit, or reproduction, until 3 years after final payment under this contract or for any shorter period specified in FAR Subpart 4.7, Contractor Records Retention, of the other clauses of this contract. If this contract is completely or partially terminated, the records relating to the work terminated shall be made available for 3 years after any resulting final termination settelement. Records relating to appeals under the disputes clause or to litigation or the settlement of claims arising under or relating to this contract shall be made available until such appeals, litigation, or claims are finally resolved. 

(3) As used in this clause, records include books, documents, accounting procedures and practices, and other data, regardless of type and regardless of form. This does not require the Contractor to create or maintain any record that the Contractor does not maintain in the ordinary course of business or pursuant to a provision of law. 

(e)(1) Notwithstanding the requirements of the clauses in paragraphs (a), (b), (c), and (d) of this clause, the Contractor is not required to flow down any FAR clause, other than those in paragraphs (i) through (vii) of this paragraph in a subcontract for commercial items. (ix) 52.222-53, Exemption from Application of the Service Contract Act to Contracts for Certain Services-Requirements (Nov 2007) (41 U.S.C. 351, et seq.).

(2) While not required, the contractor may include in its subcontracts for commercial items a minimal number of additional clauses necessary to satisfy its contractual obligations.
