SECTION C--DESCRIPTION/SPECIFICATIONS/STATEMENT OF WORK

SCOPE OF WORK
This project consists of removing, maintaining and/or constructing approximately 20 miles generally of 4 barbed wired, steel post, and rock jack fence.  Other work includes hazard tree removal, fence right-of-way clearing and removal of damaged fence.  The Contractor shall furnish all necessary labor, subsistence, supervision, transportation, equipment, tools, materials and incidentals (except those designated as government furnished) to perform the work specified by the contract.
PROJECT LOCATION
The fence lines are located west of White Bird, ID generally along the boundary between the Salmon River Ranger District, Nez Perce National Forest and the Hells Canyon National Recreation Area between Sheep Creek and Camp Howard.  This area was burned during the Poe Cabin Fire of 2007.  The locations of the fence lines, access points, and other descriptive information pertinent to the items are contained on attached maps listed in Section J.  The entire project is located within Idaho County, Idaho.
Price Range: Estimate for the total project is between $100,000 and $250,000.

Pre bid Tour:   None.
Pre bid Conference: None.

Start of Work:  It is estimated that work may begin as early as on June 6 on particular fence segments.  The count of contract time shall begin on the date of award and the work shall proceed in accordance with the Contractor’s approved work schedule. 
Period of Performance: (See Part I, section F, Clause 52.211-10)

Government-Furnished Property: Yes (See Section I, FAR 52.245-4)

Off-Road/Trail Use of Motorized Vehicles and Stock: The use of pack animals and ATV’s/AUTV’s will be supported along the fence lines where long term resource damage is not compromised.  All motorized off road use will require obtaining prior authorization through written permit by the responsible District Ranger.    
Noxious Weed Closure Order:   The contractor shall comply with the Special Order issued for all National Forest System Lands within the State of Idaho which prohibits the possession or storage of hay, straw or mulch that is not certified by an authorized official as being Noxious Weed or Noxious Weed Seed Free.  A Contractor possessing hay, straw or mulch in the National Forest shall present the weed free certificate upon request.  
Equipment utilized for all activities under this contract must be washed and free of noxious weeds and noxious weed seeds before entering the job site.  
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Camping: Campsites shall be addressed and designated at the pre-work meeting.  The Contractor's campsite will be subject to weekly inspections by a Government Inspector to assure that minimum impact requirements are met.  
Cleanup of Work and Camp Areas:  The project area(s) shall be restored to as close to its original natural appearance as possible.  The work area impact must be kept to a minimum.  All debris and litter shall be removed 
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from site.  Litter shall be packed out, and the native debris shall be scattered outside the fence clearing limit.  No debris shall be scattered into any stream, lake, snow pond, meadow, or other water course. 
DESCRIPTION OF WORK
The following description is general in nature and associated with the removal/maintenance/construction of generally a 4 barbed wire, steel post, and rock jack construction fence.  Each of the fence segments are unique in terms of accessibility; total length; amount of hazard tree removal and clearing require; amount of fence requiring maintenance; and amount of fence removal that is necessary.  Some burnt fence sections currently have more rock jacks and other support structures than is necessary.  These excess quantities are currently reflected in the estimated quantities shown on the Schedules of Items.  Typically, braces are installed approximately every 200 feet (12 Rods) on steep terrain to approximately 1300 Feet (80 Rods) on the straighter, flatter sections.  Due to the wild fire burn frequency that characterizes this area, the use of fire resistent bracing materials such as steel pipe panels, steel pipe posts, and wire cribs are preferred over rock jacks and H-Braces.
1.
Hazard Trees – All dead trees within 50 feet of the fence line will be felled unless there is not a chance they will reach the finished fence upon falling, The felled hazard trees will be bucked up and removed within either side of the 6 foot right-of-way.  The remainder of the felled hazard trees need not be limbed or bucked.  If there is a question as to the necessity of falling a specific tree, the contractor shall consult the COR (Contracting Officer Representative).  


Clearing – The fence shall be located in the center of cleared right-of-way.  A six foot right-of-way on each side of the fence is to be cleared of logs and trees.  Limbs on trees shall be removed to a height of 8 feet on trees used as posts in the fence.  Limbs and brush removed from the right-of-way shall be scattered off the right-of-way.  All slash must be kept at least 20’ from any game or livestock trails.  All stumps within the right-of-way shall not be higher than 3 inches from the ground.  

2.
Fence Line Location – All fence lines will follow the previous fence location, unless flagged accordingly with blue and white striped ribbon.   Deviations from the flagged line of more than 20 feet will need approval from the COR.

3.
Removal/Maintenance/Construction – Each section of fence is identified as requiring:
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3.1  Removal – Refers to the rolling up of the wire, collecting the wire stays, and pulling of the steel posts.  All metal including the wire, metal stays, steel posts, nails, staples, and fence clips require removal from the Forest.  All salvageable steel posts are to be stored at a location designated by the COR unless specifically identified as going to another fence section.  In areas where the fence is being installed at a different location then only take those hazard trees necessary to remove the fence safely.  No clearing widths are required, however obstacles may require clearing to assure proper wire removal.

3.2  Maintenance – Refers to those fence sections where the fence life can be extended another 10-20 years with replacement of certain components of the fence.  Even though the wire may be considered damaged if it no longer has a galvanized coating, it will generally be considered usable unless severely rusted, or broken and/or spliced.  A list of specific material needed has been estimated for each section of fence noted as needing maintenance.  Maintenance will include tightening fence wires, securing staples, securing fence wires to steel posts with wire clips, etc.
3.3  New Construction – Refers to installing a completely new fence.  This may be on a section of fence identified for removal or an entirely new fence at a new location.  

4. Construction Specifications
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4.1 Line Wires – Install four wires as follows:  The bottom wire (barbless 12.5 GA) will be a minimum of 16 inches from ground level and a maximum of 18 inches, the next three (barbed 12.5 GA) shall be spaced at eight inch intervals for a total height not to exceed 42 inches unless the fence is located across a steep slope.  In this situation the top wire will not exceed 38 inches.  The wire will be hung on the uphill side of the fence if the flagged line is located on a steep slope or as directed by the COR. 

4.2
Posts – The fence posts from the previously burnt fence are to be used unless damaged to the point replacement is necessary, such as severely bent posts associated with trees falling on them.  Construction shall be with 5 1/2 foot steel T-type posts set approximately 18-20 feet apart. The spacing may be slightly closer to keep the bottom wire at an acceptable height above the ground line.  Live trees, steel pipe posts, or line jacks (see Exhibits 1 and 2) may be used in lieu of steel posts.  If live trees are used, they must be located within two feet of the established line (an off set must be used to maintain the stretch line, See Exhibit 3), be a minimum of 8" dbh and must have a nailer (scab) attached as shown in Exhibit 4.  Only Western larch, Ponderosa pine, Mountain Mahogany, or Douglas (Red) fir may be used as tree ties, unless otherwise approved by the COR.  Line jacks will be constructed as shown in Exhibit 2.  Steel posts shall be driven into the ground, past the top of the flange plant.  It is acceptable to pre-drill post holes in rocky ground to permit the use of posts in these conditions.  If this method is used, the flange may be knocked off prior to pounding, however the post must be secure in the hole with no wobbling.  Steel posts shall be relieved of upward pull of wires by use of deadman rock anchors and tiedowns as shown in Exhibit 5.  Tie downs can be secured using a large rock or a T-post driven at a 45 degree angle parallel to the fence (no more than 18 inches of post can remain out of the ground).  There can be no more than ten steel posts in a line (max 200 feet) without having a scabbed live tree (8" dbh or larger) or line jack supporting the fenceline.
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4.3
Stays – Split or rough sawn larch or Douglas fir stays shall be used on those fence sections where new wire is installed or stay materials replaced.  Stay material shall be at least 2 inches in diameter and not over 4 inches in diameter.  No limb wood, white fir, or ponderosa pine will be used.  If round material is used, the bark shall be skinned on two sides.  Jack and figure-four material shall not be less than 3 inches by 4 inches in size.  One stay will be evenly spaced between each steel post or figure four.  Stays will be attached to the fence using 1 ¾ inch galvanized staples.

4.4
Gates (Exhibit 6) – The locations of the gates will be where they were previously located or flagged by the Forest Service in red and white stripe flagging.  Gates 16 feet in width shall be placed at road crossings.  All other gates shall be 14 feet wide.  Ends of the gate shall be attached to trees, steel pipe panels, rock jacks, rock cribs or H-braces.  

4.5
Water Gaps (Exhibit 7) – Very few water gaps will be needed and all will be constructed to allow water passage during spring runoff. 

4.6
Wire Stretching – Wire will be tightened adequately to set the wire twists and remove factory kinks.  It is, however, important to refrain from stretching the wire excessively.  Excessive tension will weaken the barbed wire by removing the capacity for it to stretch.  Location of stretch points will be determined by topography and the availability of tie-trees.

4.7 Splicing (Exhibit 8) – Splices in the wire shall be made by wrapping the ends of the wire back around the wire three times, thereby forming an eye at the end of the wire.  The other wire end is then placed through the eye and wrapped back around itself at least three times.  All wraps shall lie directly adjacent to each other, thus forming neat, tight wraps.

4.8
Bracing - Steel Pipe Panels/Rock Jacks/Line Jacks/Wire Cribs (Exhibits 2 and 5 and 13, 14 and 15) – Replace those burnt rock jacks or rock jacks needed to perpetuate the intended fence life.  Installing steel pipe panels or net wire rock cribs is preferred on those areas prone to burning again.  Connecting wire to rock out crops is permitted where previously used or permitted by the COR.  Steel Pipe Panels/ Rock Jacks/Line Jacks/Wire Cribs should not be spaced farther than 200 feet apart on steep terrain unless there is a tree-tie, rock crib, line brace or H-brace within this interval.  Tree-ties or H-braces or Steel Pipe Panels may be substituted for rock jacks.  Steel Pipe Panels, Steel Pipe Posts, Rock jacks, line jacks, or wire cribs will be placed at the top and bottom of all abrupt breaks in the slope.  Rock for these structures will be gathered on-site.   
A shallow hole (6-10 inches deep) shall be dug to keep the jack from sliding if the jack is used as an end or in a pivot point in the fence.  Set the upright post in place, pack soil around the post and nail the two braces to the other corners of the triangle and to the upright post.  Use two 6" helix nails placed at binding angles in the end of each piece.  The lower end of the post must be double nailed to extended ends of floor joists.  

The two floor joists are nailed about 6 inches above the ground.  Floor material can be trimmed to fit the triangular space it covers but is not nailed to the joist.

Use two nails placed at a binding angle at each nailed junction in all jacks.  One-half the length of each nail should be in the piece being nailed to.  Notch the outside piece if

necessary to allow full contact of each face.  Rock jacks not constructed using this method will not be acceptable.  Nails will be driven at right angles to the annual ring.  Nails should not be closer than 6 inches to the end of any piece to minimize splitting.  Nailed junctions should have sound wood against sound wood, no bark between.  

All corners of the jack shall be wired with one tight wrap of either No. 9 or 12 ga. two strand barbless wire.  Each of the three bottom corners shall have a rock set under the corner to allow settling of the jack, but to keep the jack floor from settling to the ground.

After the wires are stretched between available trees or anchor jacks, the empty jacks are easily placed up to the wire.  Next, rock up under the joists and then fill the jacks with rock.  100 -150 pounds of rock shall be placed on the floor of each line jack.  On rock jacks used as corners or tie points, the rock load shall be 300-500 pounds.  No log chunks or other weight will be acceptable.
4.9
Figure-Fours (Exhibits 9, 14 and 15) – Figure-fours will be required in locations where steel posts or steel pipe-posts are not driven/drilled into the soil to specifications.  Figure-fours shall be constructed using four foot split/sawn larch or Douglas fir pieces for the stay portion of the figure four.  5’6” pieces will be used for the legs of the figure four as indicated in the plan.  6” helix nails shall be used for securing the figure four (Exhibit 11). 
4.10 Trees – Solid live trees over 8 inches dbh may be used in place of posts, provided they are located not over 3 feet out of line.  Only Western larch, Ponderosa pine Mountain mahogany or Douglas (Red) fir may be used, unless otherwise approved by the COR.  Tree branches shall be removed completely around the fence, to a height of 8 feet.  A scab shall be securely nailed, with 6" helix nails to the tree at three points: top, center, and bottom.  Nailer should be pre-drilled to reduce the incidence of splitting.  

4.11 H-Braces (Exhibits 12, 14 and 15) – Steel pipe panels are preferred over H-Braces where used as end points where no tree-ties or rock is available for rock cribs or jacks.   Posts must measure no less that 6-8 inches at the small end.  Posts will be buried a minimum of 3 feet and spaced 8 feet apart.  A pressure treated 4"x6" will be used as the cross-piece brace between the posts and secured with two 6” nails at each end.  These braces will be placed approximately 40" from the ground.   Two diagonally placed tension wires of double wrapped 12 1/2 GA smooth two strand wire will be secured at ground level and 48" with pig-tailed ends.  This is then tightened with a twitch stick made from a stay until the wire is very tight.  The loose end of the twitch stick can be rested against the 4"x 6" cross-piece. 
4.12 Stapling – Staples shall be driven at a slant to the grain of the wood to prevent the wood from splitting and will not be driven so deep as to nick the galvinizing on the wire.  Staples should be driven to allow movement of the wire between the wire and post/tree scab to prevent the wire from pulling into the scab (Exhibit 1).

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SECTION H--SPECIAL CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS

H-1  CONDITIONS ON USE OF PREMISES  (Camping)

(g) Camping will be allowed only at the sites designated on the project maps or approved in advance by the Contracting Officer.

(g) No improvements of a permanent nature shall be constructed without prior written approval of the  Contracting officer.

Temporary structures such as tent frames, hitch racks, tents and tent pegs shall be removed at the end of the period of use, all evidence of the camp eliminated, and the site restored to its original condition.  Final payment will not be authorized until the campsite has been cleaned up and the site is approved by the Contracting Officer or his designated representative.  Reusable native material may be neatly stacked for future use.

(c)
In order to decrease chances for site degradation, the use of saddle and pack stock shall be kept to the minimum necessary to accomplish the project.  Stock not in use shall be removed from the National Forest until such time as they are required.

Avoid tying stock directly to trees. Allow stock to graze loose when possible.  Use hobbles, pickets, high lines, or rope hitchrails to avoid scarring trees and compacting the soil. "Tree-saver" straps help avoid scarring when a rope hitchline is attached to a tree.

Stock handling facilities will be located at least 200 feet from any water source. 

In many areas forage is scarce. Check with the Ranger Station for current information about local conditions.  In order to slow the spread of non-native plant species the use of certified weed-free feed is required. Supplemental livestock feed, when needed, will be processed pellets or high quality (e.g. first cutting) alfalfa hay and/or grain. Rolled oats is required. Utilize feed bags and hay netting to contain feed and avoid introduction of non-native species.  Stock salt will be in block form and secured off the ground in waterproof container. Locate it away from camps, trails, and live water. Remove when livestock are removed.

Pack and saddle stock must be ridden or led and not permitted to run loose on trails (except for short time periods when an animal becomes crippled or where safety dictates otherwise). Avoid cutting switchbacks to prevent erosion

Return all camp areas to their natural condition. Replace topsoil and sod removed for a fire pit. Carefully return logs, rocks, limbs, etc. displaced during camp set-up.
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(d) Vegetation shall be undisturbed to the maximum extent possible.  The Contractor will be permitted to cut only those trees designated by the COR.

(e) Storage of petroleum products in excess of 50 gallons at the campsite will require the approval of the COR.  All petroleum spills shall be immediately cleaned up. All spills will be reported immediately to the CO or COR. Spills over 25 gallons will be reported to the Idaho State Department of Enviromental Quality. No waste disposal of petroleum product will be permitted on National Forest land.

(f) Chemical toilets are preferred for all campsites, however, the Contractor may be permitted to construct a slit trench when conditions warrant.  Any slit trench constructed shall not be located closer than 400 feet to any live stream and is subject to approval of the COR.  The trench shall be covered and the area restored to as natural a condition as possible when the camp is closed.

(g)Refuse including waste materials, garbage, and rubbish of all kinds, shall be disposed of in the following manner, and shall guard the purity of streams and living waters:

Garbage, trash, sewage waste, and other litter shall be kept in closed fly-proof containers and periodically hauled to an approved disposal facility located outside of the National Forest.

(h)Waste water shall be disposed of in a leach pit located at least 300 feet from springs, streams, and lakes.  The pit shall be a minimum of 2 x 2 x 2 feet and shall be filled with rock two to eight inches in diameter.  The leach pit shall be covered with at least two feet of compacted soil when the camp is closed.

(i) No waste or by-products shall be discharged if it contains any substances in concentrations which will result in substantial harm to fish and wildlife, or to human water supplies.

Storage facilities for materials capable of causing water pollution, if accidentally discharged, shall be located so as to prevent any spillage into waters, or channels leading into water, that would result in substantial harm to fish and wildlife or to human water supplies.

(j) The camp area shall be maintained to present a clean, neat, and orderly appearance.  Disposal of trash and debris, unusable machinery, Forest Service authorized improvements, etc., shall be kept current.  Building materials, firewood, etc., shall be neatly stacked.

The campsite shall be left in a clean condition.  Any clean-up work not accomplished by the Contractor at time of camp closure will be done by the Forest Service, and the actual cost of such clean-up will be deducted from payment otherwise due the Contractor.
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H-2  FIRE CONTROL 

(a) - Contractor's Responsibility for Contractor-Caused Fires.  The Contractor, whether or not directed by the Forest Service, shall immediately extinguish, without expense to the Government, all fires on 

or in the vicinity of the project which are caused by Contractor's employees, whether set directly or indirectly as a result of Contractor operations.  The Contractor may be held liable for all damages and costs of additional labor, subsistence, equipment, supplies, and transportation resulting from fires set or caused by the Contractor's employees or resulting from contract operations.

(b) - Other Fires.  For the purpose of fighting forest fires on or in the vicinity of the project which are not caused by the Contractor or his employees, the Contractor when requested by the Contracting Officer shall place his employees and equipment temporarily at the disposal of the Forest Service. Payment for such services will be made by the Government at not less than the current rate for fire-fighting services established by the Forest Service in the area concerned.

Any employees and equipment furnished will be relieved from fire fighting as soon as the Forest Service finds that it is practicable to employ other labor and equipment adequate for the protection of the area.

An equitable adjustment in contract time may be made for this period.

(c)  Fire Protection Requirements - Fire Plan.  At all times during closed fire season period, as specified by State law, the Contractor shall comply with each of the following provisions to the extent applicable to his operation under the contract.

(1) Fire Tools.  The Contractor will provide for each employee in the contract area at least one approved handtool of a type appropriate in the contract area, such as shovel, pulaski, or ax.  Tools required and furnished under (2) and (4) below, shall count toward fulfillment of the above requirement.  Where additional tools, beyond those required under (2) and (4) below, are to be provided, the Contractor shall seal such tools in one or more boxes painted red and marked "Tools for Fire Only."  All tools required herein shall be kept sharp and in good serviceable condition and maintained at locations to be designated by the Forest Service.

(2) Fire Extinguishers and Tools on Mobile or Stationary Equipment.  Each unit of powered equipment used in connection with this contract, including automobiles, trucks, tractors, etc., shall be equipped with serviceable tools and fire extinguishers as follows:
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One - fire extinguisher, dry chemical type of not less than 2-1/2 pound capacity with 4 BC or higher rating.

    One - shovel, round point #0 lady or equal.

    One - ax, 2 pounds or over, 26-inch minimum length, or one pulaski.

    One - water container (at least 1-gallon capacity), not required with stationary equipment.

(3) Spark Arresters.  Each internal combustion engine shall be provided with a spark arrester or spark arresting device approved by the Forest Service.  Exceptions where the Forest Service may approve mufflers, or other equipment in lieu of spark arresters qualified and rated under Forest Service Standard 5100-1a are:  (a) small multiposition engines, such as chain saws, shall meet Society of Automotive Engineers J335b standards; (b) passenger-carrying vehicles
and light trucks may have baffle-type mufflers with tail pipe; (c) heavy-duty trucks may have a vertical stack exhaust system and muffler, provided the exhaust stack extends above the cab of the vehicle.  An exhaust-driven turbocharger is considered to be a satisfactory spark arrester. Internal combustion engine exhaust systems, arresters, and other devices must be properly installed and maintained.

(4) Powersaws.  For each powersaw used in connection with this contract, the following will be provided:

One - shovel, round point #0 lady or equal.  Shovel must be immediately available for use.

One - Fire extinguisher, containing not less than 8 ounces of extinguisher fluid, or a dry chemical powder-type of not less than 1-pound capacity. The extinguisher must be immediately accessible to the saw operator at all times.

 Any fueling or refueling of a powersaw shall only be done in an area which has first been cleared or is free of all material capable of carrying fire; powersaw shall be moved at least 10 feet from place of fueling before starting.

(5) Blasting.  Fuse or prima cord shall not be used unless authorized in writing by the COR with special precautions stated.

(6) Smoking.  Smoking shall not be permitted within the contract area except on surfaced or dirt roads, at landings, within closed vehicles, in camps, or at other posted places, and shall never be allowed while working or traveling on foot.
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(7) Storage of Petroleum and Other Highly Flammable Products.  Gasoline, oil, grease, or other highly flammable material will be stored either in a separate building used exclusively for such storage, or at a site where all combustible debris and vegetation is cleared away within a radius of 25 feet. Fire extinguishers and/or sand barrels may be required at such locations specified by the Forest Service when unusually hazardous conditions exist.

(8) Debris Burning and Warming Fires.  Burning permits will be required for all debris burning fires.  Lunch and warming fires may be allowed in fireproofed areas during periods of low fire danger if and as specified in the fire plan.  Such fires must not be left burning unattended.

(9) Precautions for Stoves.  Stovepipes on all temporary buildings, trailers, and tents using wood burning stoves, will be equipped with roof jacks and serviceable spark arresters of mesh with openings no larger than 5/8 inch.

All stovepipes, inside and out, will not be closer than 2 feet from any wood or other flammable material or 1 foot if the combustible material is protected by a metal or asbestos shield.

(10) Welding.  Welding or use of cutting torches will be permitted only in areas that have been cleared or are free of all material capable of carrying fire.  Flammable debris and vegetation must be removed from within a minimum of 10 feet radius of all welding and cutting torch operations.  A shovel and a 5-gallon standard backpack water container (filled) with handpump attached, shall be immediately available for use in the event of a fire start.

(11) Fire Plan. Prior to initiating work on the contract area, during the closed fire season period, a fire prevention and suppression plan will usually be prepared.  The Contractor and the Forest Service will jointly prepare this plan.  Such plan shall include a detailed list of men and equipment at the Contractor's disposal for implementing the plan.  The fire plan shall also specify additional measures and/or special requirements, such as Hoot Owl restrictions, necessary during periods of critical fire weather conditions.

When Hoot Owl restrictions are invoked, the Forest Service may curtail or shut down all or portions of a Contractor's operations.  The following requirements may be imposed:

(i) All high fire risk operations could be terminated at 1300 local time.

(ii) All burning could be stopped, including debris burning fires.
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(iii) Patrolman may be required for a period of 2 hours after high fire risk operations and 1 hour after end of work shift.  The Contractor shall provide the patrolman unless the contract is for equipment rental, in which case the Government will provide the patrolman.

(12) Pump and Trailer.  Not Applicable.

(13) Burning.  Before starting any open burning, the Contractor shall comply with the following:

(i) Submit a burning plan, subject to approval by the Contracting Officer, designed to minimize the impact on air quality and to lessen any fire damage.

(ii) Obtain a burning permit from the District Ranger.

(iii) Use weather forecasts as far as possible in scheduling burning for more favorable dispersal of smoke.

(iv) Fuel shall be reasonably free of dirt and piled to facilitate rapid and complete combustion.  Piles shall be tended during burning operations to maintain combustion and to eliminate unnecessary smudges.  Piles shall be patrolled during off-work hours to avoid wildfires.

(v) Unless fire season controls dictate otherwise, burning shall be scheduled, as far as practicable, for the most favorable conditions during the burning period.

(vi) Under certain atmospheric conditions, smoke accumulations may become excessive and in these cases, the Regional Forester may, at his discretion, prohibit all open burning for definite periods within specific areas of the National Forest.

52.222-39   Notification Of Employee Rights Concerning Payment Of Union Dues Or Fees (Dec 2004)
(a) Definition. As used in this clause- 
"United States" means the 50 States, the District of Columbia, Puerto Rico, the Northern Mariana Islands, American Samoa, Guam, the U.S. Virgin Islands, and Wake Island. 

(b) Except as provided in paragraph (e) of this clause, during the term of this contract, the Contractor shall post a notice, in the form of a poster, informing employees of their rights concerning union membership and payment of union dues and fees, in conspicuous places in and about all its plants and offices, including all places where notices to employees are customarily posted. The notice shall include the following information (except that the information pertaining to National Labor Relations Board shall not be included in notices posted in the plants or offices of carriers subject to the Railway Labor Act, as amended (45 U.S.C. 151-188)). 
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Notice to Employees

Under Federal law, employees cannot be required to join a union or maintain membership in a union in order to retain their jobs. Under certain conditions, the law permits a union and an employer to enter into a union-security agreement requiring employees to pay uniform periodic dues and initiation fees. However, employees who are not union members can object to the use of their payments for certain purposes and can only be required to pay their share of union costs relating to collective bargaining, contract administration, and grievance adjustment. 
If you do not want to pay that portion of dues or fees used to support activities not related to collective bargaining, contract administration, or grievance adjustment, you are entitled to an appropriate reduction in your payment. If you believe that you have been required to pay dues or fees used in part to support activities not related to collective bargaining, contract administration, or grievance adjustment, you may be entitled to a refund and to an appropriate reduction in future payments.

(c) The Contractor shall comply with all provisions of Executive Order 13201 of February 17, 2001, and related implementing regulations at 29 CFR part 470, and orders of the Secretary of Labor. 

(d) In the event that the Contractor does not comply with any of the requirements set forth in paragraphs (b), (c), or (g), the Secretary may direct that this contract be cancelled, terminated, or suspended in whole or in part, and declare the Contractor ineligible for further Government contracts in accordance with procedures at 29 CFR part 470, Subpart B-Compliance Evaluations, Complaint Investigations and Enforcement Procedures. Such other sanctions or remedies may be imposed as are provided by 29 CFR part 470, which implements Executive Order 13201, or as are otherwise provided by law. 

(e) The requirement to post the employee notice in paragraph (b) does not apply to- 
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(1) Contractors and subcontractors that employ fewer than 15 persons; 

(2) Contractor establishments or construction work sites where no union has been formally recognized by the Contractor or certified as the exclusive bargaining representative of the Contractor's employees; 

(3) Contractor establishments or construction work sites located in a jurisdiction named in the definition of the United States in which the law of that jurisdiction forbids enforcement of union-security agreements;
(4) Contractor facilities where upon the written request of the Contractor, the Department of Labor Deputy Assistant Secretary for Labor-Management Programs has waived the posting requirements with respect to any of the Contractor's facilities if the Deputy Assistant Secretary finds that the Contractor has demonstrated that- 

(i) The facility is in all respects separate and distinct from activities of the Contractor related to the performance of a contract; and 

(ii) Such a waiver will not interfere with or impede the effectuation of the Executive order; or 

(5) Work outside the United States that does not involve the recruitment or employment of workers within the United States. 

(f) The Department of Labor publishes the official employee notice in two variations; one for contractors covered by the Railway Labor Act and a second for all other contractors. The Contractor shall- 

(1) Obtain the required employee notice poster from the Division of Interpretations and Standards, Office of Labor-Management Standards, U.S. Department of Labor, 200 Constitution Avenue, NW, Room N-5605, Washington, DC 20210, or from any field office of the Department's Office of Labor-Management Standards or Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs; 

(2) Download a copy of the poster from the Office of Labor-Management Standards website at http://www.olms.dol.gov; or 

(3) Reproduce and use exact duplicate copies of the Department of Labor's official poster. 

(g) The Contractor shall include the substance of this clause in every subcontract or purchase order that exceeds the simplified acquisition threshold, entered into in connection with this contract, unless exempted by the Department of Labor Deputy Assistant Secretary for Labor-Management Programs on account of special circumstances in the national interest under 
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authority of 29 CFR 470.3(c). For indefinite quantity subcontracts, the Contractor shall include the substance of this clause if the value of orders in any calendar year of the subcontract is expected to exceed the simplified acquisition threshold. Pursuant to 29 CFR part 470, Subpart B-Compliance Evaluations, Complaint Investigations and Enforcement Procedures, the Secretary of Labor may direct the Contractor to take such action in the enforcement of these regulations, including the imposition of sanctions for noncompliance with respect to any such subcontract or purchase order. If the Contractor becomes involved in litigation with a subcontractor or vendor, or is threatened with such involvement, as a result of such direction, the Contractor may request the United States, through the Secretary of Labor, to enter into such litigation to protect the interests of the United States.
FAR 52.225-9 Buy American Act-Construction Materials (JAN 2005)
(a) Definitions. As used in this clause—

"Component" means an article, material, or supply incorporated directly into a construction material.
"Construction material" means an article, material, or supply brought to the construction site by the Contractor or a subcontractor for incorporation into the building or work. The term also includes an item brought to the site preassembled from articles, materials, or supplies. However, emergency life safety systems, such as emergency lighting, fire alarm, and audio evacuation systems, that are discrete systems incorporated into a public building or work and that are produced as complete systems, are evaluated as a single and distinct construction material regardless of when or how the individual parts or components of those systems are delivered to the construction site. Materials purchased directly by the Government are supplies, not construction material.
"Cost of components" means—

(1) For components purchased by the Contractor, the acquisition cost, including transportation costs to the place of incorporation into the construction material (whether or not such costs are paid to a domestic firm), and any applicable duty (whether or not a duty-free entry certificate is issued); or
(2) For components manufactured by the Contractor, all costs associated with the manufacture of the component, including transportation costs as described in paragraph (1) of this definition, plus allocable overhead costs, but excluding profit. Cost of components does not include any costs associated with the manufacture of the construction material.
"Domestic construction material" means—

(1) An unmanufactured construction material mined or produced in the United States; or
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(2) A construction material manufactured in the United States, if the cost of its components mined, produced, or manufactured in the United States exceeds 50 percent of the cost of all its components. Components of foreign origin of the same class or kind for which nonavailability determinations have been made are treated as domestic.
"Foreign construction material" means a construction material other than a domestic construction material.
"United States" means the 50 States, the District of Columbia, and outlying areas.
(b) Domestic preference.
(1) This clause implements the Buy American Act (41 U.S.C. 10a-10d) by providing a preference for domestic construction material. The Contractor shall use only domestic 
construction material in performing this contract, except as provided in paragraphs (b)(2) and (b)(3) of this clause.

(2) This requirement does not apply to the construction material or components listed by the Government as follows: NONE.
(3) The Contracting Officer may add other foreign construction material to the list in paragraph (b)(2) of this clause if the Government determines that
(i) The cost of domestic construction material would be unreasonable. The cost of a particular domestic construction material subject to the requirements of the Buy American Act is unreasonable when the cost of such material exceeds the cost of foreign material by more than 6 percent;
(ii) The application of the restriction of the Buy American Act to a particular construction material would be impracticable or inconsistent with the public interest; or
(iii) The construction material is not mined, produced, or manufactured in the United States in sufficient and reasonably available commercial quantities of a satisfactory quality.
(a) Request for determination of inapplicability of the Buy American Act. 
(1)
(i) Any Contractor request to use foreign construction material in accordance with paragraph (b)(3) of this clause shall include adequate information for Government evaluation of the request, including—
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(A) A description of the foreign and domestic construction materials;
(B) Unit of measure;
(C) Quantity;
(D) Price;
(E) Time of delivery or availability;
(F) Location of the construction project;
(G) Name and address of the proposed supplier; and
(H) A detailed justification of the reason for use of foreign construction materials cited in accordance with paragraph (b)(3) of this clause.
(ii) A request based on unreasonable cost shall include a reasonable survey of the market and a completed price comparison table in the format in paragraph (d) of this clause.
(iii) The price of construction material shall include all delivery costs to the construction site and any applicable duty (whether or not a duty-free certificate may be issued).
(iv) Any Contractor request for a determination submitted after contract award shall explain why the Contractor could not reasonably foresee the need for such determination and could not have requested the determination before contract award. If the Contractor does not submit a satisfactory explanation, the Contracting Officer need not make a determination.
(2) If the Government determines after contract award that an exception to the Buy American Act applies and the Contracting Officer and the Contractor negotiate adequate consideration, the Contracting Officer will modify the contract to allow use of the foreign construction material. However, when the basis for the exception is the unreasonable price of a domestic construction material, adequate consideration is not less than the differential established in paragraph (b)(3)(i) of this clause.
(3) Unless the Government determines that an exception to the Buy American Act applies, use of foreign construction material is noncompliant with the Buy American Act.
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(d) Data. To permit evaluation of requests under paragraph (c) of this clause based on unreasonable cost, the Contractor shall include the following information and any applicable supporting data based on the survey of suppliers:

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FAR 52.228-1   Bid Guarantee (SEP 1996)
***THIS CLAUSE IS APPLICABLE IF THE OFFER PRICE EXCEEDS $100,000.
(a) Failure to furnish a bid guarantee in the proper form and amount, by the time set for opening of bids, may be cause for rejection of the bid.

(b) The bidder shall furnish a bid guarantee in the form of a firm commitment, e.g., bid bond supported by good and sufficient surety or sureties acceptable to the Government, postal money order, certified check, cashier's check, irrevocable letter of credit, or, under Treasury Department regulations, certain bonds or notes of the United States.  The Contracting Officer will return bid guarantees, other than bid bonds – 

(1) To unsuccessful bidders as soon as practicable after the opening of bids, and (2) To the successful bidder upon execution of contractual documents and bonds (including any necessary coinsurance or reinsurance agreements), as required by the bid as accepted.

(c) The amount of the bid guarantee shall be 20 percent of the bid price or $3,000,000, whichever is less.

(d) If the successful bidder, upon acceptance of its bid by the Government within the period specified for acceptance, fails to execute all contractual documents or furnish  executed bond(s) within 10 days after receipt of the forms by the bidder, the Contracting Officer may terminate the contract for default.

(e) In the event the contract is terminated for default, the bidder is liable for any cost of acquiring the work that exceeds the amount of its bid, and the bid guarantee is available to offset the difference.

FAR 52.228-13   Alternative Payment Protections (JUL 2000) 

***THIS CLAUSE IS APPLICABLE IF THE VALUE OF THE CONTRACT AWARD DOES NOT EXCEED $100,000.
(a) The Contractor shall submit one of the following payment protections:
PAYMENT BOND OR IRREVOCABLE LETTER OF CREDIT.
(b) The amount of the payment protection shall be 100 percent of the contract price. 

(c) The submission of the payment protection is required within 20 days of contract award. 
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(d) The payment protection shall provide protection for the full contract performance period plus a one-year period. 

(e) Except for escrow agreements and payment bonds, which provide their own protection procedures, the Contracting Officer is authorized to access funds under the payment protection when it has been alleged in writing by a supplier of labor or material that a nonpayment has occurred, and to withhold 
such funds pending resolution by administrative or judicial proceedings or mutual agreement of the parties. 

(f) When a tripartite escrow agreement is used, the Contractor shall utilize only suppliers of labor and material that signed the escrow agreement. 

FAR 52.228-15 Performance and Payment Bonds – Construction (SEPT 2005)

***THIS CLAUSE IS APPLICABLE IF THE VALUE OF THE CONTRACT AWARD EXCEEDS $100,000.

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause— 

“Original contract price” means the award price of the contract; or, for requirements contracts, the price payable for the estimated total quantity; or, for indefinite-quantity contracts, the price payable for the specified minimum quantity. Original contract price does not include the price of any options, except those options exercised at the time of contract award. 

(b) Amount of required bonds. Unless the resulting contract price is $100,000 or less, the successful offeror shall furnish performance and payment bonds to the Contracting Officer as follows: 

(1) Performance bonds (Standard Form 25). The penal amount of performance bonds at the time of contract award shall be 100 percent of the original contract price.
