                  SECTION C
DESCRIPTION/SPECIFICATION/WORK
 STATEMENT

C.1  Scope of Contract
The services to be accomplished under this request for quotations are janitorial services at the Elk City Ranger Station office buildings (2).  Services include furnishing all labor, supervision, equipment, transportation, supplies and incidentals to perform work in accordance with its specifications, terms and conditions.

C.2  Contract Period
Contract period is from date of award May 1, 2008 through April 30, 2009.  Optional renewal two times for a total period of three years.

C.3  Technical Specifications
UPPER OFFICE BUILDING

Work is to be performed TWO times a month, June through October. Dates will be determined by contractor and contracting officer, cleaning will be between 6:00 PM and 6:00 AM. 
LOWER OFFICE BUILDING 
April through November, work is to be performed FIVE days a week – Monday through Friday, between 6:00 PM and 6:00 AM. 
December through March work is to be performed THREE days a week between 6:00 PM and 7:00 AM.  Days will be determine by contractor and contracting officer.

Daily Cleaning:

a.  Clean all floors.  Vacuum carpets with suitable equipment.  Small rocks, paper clips, nails, and other debris will frequently be tracked in, so a heavy duty industrial vacuum is suggested. Sweep linoleum and cement floors, and stairways.


b.  Empty all wastebaskets into garbage cans provided by the Government.  These cans will be located near Stall #1 in the garage/shop area (approximately 100' from the rear entrance to the main office).  Any debris that will not fit into the cans, or if they are full, will be placed into plastic garbage bags (provided by the Government), secured so as not to break open, and placed near the garbage cans.  Put empty wastebaskets back where originally placed.  Sweep front cement landing entrances and back cement landing entrances.


c.  With a treated dust cloth, dust surfaces such as furniture, cabinet tops, desk tops, window sills, and baseboards. Keep ceiling and light fixtures free of cobwebs.  Tables and countertops will be wiped clean. Things left on desk tops should be left there; dust only the part that does not have items on it.

d.  Clean drinking fountain, sinks, toilets, and bathroom mirrors.  Sinks and fixtures are to be cleaned with suitable disinfectant detergent.  Install paper towels and toilet paper (provided by the Government), in appropriate fixtures.  Dust trim boards in bathrooms as needed.

e.  Before leaving, ensure that all windows are closed, doors are locked and the coffee pot is turned off.

As Needed both Buildings:
a. Wash windows as necessary to keep in clean condition, but not more than once in the contract period.  Most windows are double and must be taken apart to be washed on all sides.  Keep windows free of streaks and water spots.

b. Keep wall and counter tops free of fingerprints and smudges.  Mop rug protectors as needed.

c. Notify the contract inspector when less than a three week supply of Government provided supplies are on hand to insure timely purchase of these items.

d. You will be responsible for locking exterior doors and securing windows after cleaning is completed.

e.        Mop linoleum floors and stairs not less than twice weekly (Lower Building) with a suitable detergent. (Twice a month Upper Building).
f. Shampoo all carpets, but not more than once in the contract period.  Pre-treat spots and pre-clean heavy traffic areas to provide for uniform and complete cleaning.
C.4  Materials and workmanship
Unless otherwise provided in the contract specifications, the contractor shall furnish all materials and equipment necessary for satisfactory contract performance.  When not specifically identified in the specifications, such materials and equipment shall be of the most suitable type and grade for the purpose.  Each item or article shall be subject to inspection and/or test and approval by the Contracting Officer or Contracting Officer's Representative (COR).

C.5  Inspection and Acceptance
Work performed under this contract is subject to inspection (See also Section E).  The contractor will be required to correct any substandard work.  Failure to do so could result in termination of the contract.

                      C.6  Payment
Payment will be made at the end of the month work was completed, and upon an invoice being submitted, in the amount of 100% of the monthly bid price.  NOTE:  if deficiencies occur and the contractor fails to correct them in a timely manner, an appropriate amount may be deducted from the monthly payment.
