SECTION C--DESCRIPTION/SPECIFICATIONS/STATEMENT OF WORK

GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS

C.1 - Scope of Contract.  The purpose of this contract is to furnish all labor, supervision, equipment, transportation, materials, supplies and incidentals to perform forest trail opening and maintenance on the Nez Perce National Forest in accordance with its specifications, terms, and conditions.

C.2  -  Description and Location

(a) - Description.  Trail opening shall include clearing of downed and leaning trees, cleaning existing drainage structures (waterbars, turnpikes, culverts, ditches and etc.) and clearing rocks and woody debris from trail beds for 618 miles of trails.  Trail brushing is not part of this contract, but trail clearing is.  Contractor will be required to comply with all rules and regulations pertaining to activities within the Gospel Hump, Frank Church River of No Return, Selway-Bitterroot Wilderness's, the Rapid River Wild and Scenic Corridor and the Nez Perce National Forest.

(b) - Location.  These projects are located  on the Moose Creek, Red River, Clearwater, and Salmon Ranger Districts on the Nez Perce National Forest.  The area locations of the trails, access points, and other information pertinent to these segments is contained on attached maps  and Exhibits.

C.3  -  Government-Furnished Property.  None

C.4  -  Use of Motorized Equipment and Vehicles

(a)  It will be the responsibility of the successful bidder to insure that motorized equipment and/or transport use is commensurate with the management directions for the trail area.  The Nez Perce Forest Access Guide provides information on roads and trails with motorized use restrictions.  All areas outside of wilderness provide for the use of a chainsaws. 
C.5  -  Stock Limitations

In order to decrease chances for site degradation, the use of saddle and pack stock will be kept to the minimum necessary to accomplish the project.  A maximum 6 head per trip addresses the initial camp and tool supply.  Once tools and camp are transported into the job site, use of stock will be limited to 3 head* during the length of the project.  At the end of the project and for complete camp movements  during the project, stock shall not exceed 6 head.  Stock not in use shall be removed from the National Forest until such time as they are required.

*Based on a 2 person crew - 2 riding and 1 pack animal. (Requests for additional

stock will be submitted in writing and approved by the CO prior to use.)

C.6 - Camping.  There are a limited number of campsites in some trail areas.  Campsites shall be addressed and designated at the pre-work meeting.  The Contractor's campsite will be subject to weekly inspections by a Government Inspector to assure that minimum impact requirements are met.  (SEE EXHIBIT 8)

C.7 - Cleanup of Work and Camp Areas.  The project area(s) shall be restored to as close to its original natural appearance as possible.  The work area impact must be kept to a minimum.  All debris and litter shall be removed from site.  Litter shall be packed out, and the native debris shall be scattered outside the trail clearing limit.  No debris shall be scattered into any stream, lake, snow pond, meadow, or other water course. Refer to Exhibit 8.

C.8 – Noxious Weed Closure Order.  The contractor shall comply with the Special Order issued for all National Forest System Lands within the State of Idaho which prohibits the possession or storage of hay, straw or mulch that is not certified by an authorized official as being Noxious weed or Noxious Weed Seed Free.  A Contractor possessing hay, straw or much in the National Forest shall present the weed free certificate upon request.  
TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS (SEE EXHIBIT 1 for Trail Terms)

C.9  -  TRAIL MAINTENANCE.   


The trail opening dimensions are as follows: (EXHIBIT  2, 2A, 3 and 3A)


(a)  Clearing Limit - An area 8 feet wide by 10 feet high.  


(b)  Trail Treads - A 24 inch width or ATV ONLY - an area 50 inches in width.

The widths are measured from the trail centerline.  Where the trail is an old road, the centerline is measured from the centerline of existing travelway.


(a)  Clearing limit width is that area 4 feet on each side of the trail centerline;

(b)  Trail tread width is that area 12 inches on either side of centerline or 25 inches on either side of centerline (ATV Only).

C.10 -  MAINTENANCE REQUIREMENTS 

Section 982 – Logging Out

Description

982.01 Work. This work consists of removing logs, down trees and woody debris from the clearing limits.  The work described below applies to all trees, or portion of trees, that maybe in the clearing limits or trail tread. Trees are defined as the following species but not limited to - Sub Alpine Fir, Larch, Ponderosa Pine, Lodgepole Pine, Douglas Fir, Grand Fir, Cedar, Whitebark Pine, Maple, Chokecherry and Alder which are over 3 inches in diameter at the base.  

Requirements

982.02 Clearing Out. Cut and remove all logs or portion of downed trees that extends across or into the clearing limits (See Exhibits 2, 2A, 3, 3A, 4, and 5). The portions of cut logs that remain on the upper side of the trail shall be either firmly anchored to prevent sliding or rolling onto the trail way or moved across the trail to the lower side and scattered outside the clearing limits.  Any limbs from downed trees or logs that extend into the clearing limits will be cut flush.

Fell all trees over 4 inches in diameter that are leaning into the clearing limits and that are within 10 feet above the trail bed. Stump height of leaning trees that are cut outside the clearing limits shall not exceed three (3) inches as measured on the uphill side of the stump. Disposal and payment for the leaning trees described above will be the same as for down logs and trees.

Remove roots and stumps from trees within the trail way that have been uprooted.  Stumps requiring blastring for removal shall be left and the COR notified of the problem.

Rerouting the trail around windfalls, uprooted trees, and other obstacles will not be permitted. Ramp or reroute sections of the trail tread that have been damaged by uprooted stumps as necessary to provide safe passage on the trail.   Payment for such work will be incidental to the specified work item, and no extra payment will be made.

Remove sticks or wood chunks exceeding 1 inch in diameter and 18 inches in length that have fallen on to the trail bed. 

Scatter the down trees on the lower side of the trail way outside the clearing limits.  Do not place such materials in stream channels, drainage ways, ditches, culvert catch basins, or other locations where they would prevent the free flow of water away from the trail bed.

 Section 983 – Danger Tree Removal

Description

983.01 Work. This work consists of felling, bucking, and limbing trees and scattering slash. 

Requirements

983.02 Danger Trees. Remove trees and snags that are in a leaning, unstable position over the trail way as SHOWN ON THE DRAWINGS (See Exhibit 5). If any portion of such tree is within 10 feet over the trail tread, the entire tree shall be cut at the root collar and removed from the clearing limits.  Cut danger trees so that stump heights do not exceed three (3) inches as measured on the uphill side of the stump.  Do not leave felled trees parallel with the trail unless there are sufficient barriers to keep them from rolling or sliding onto the trail. Lop limbs to reduce slash concentration and scatter the clearing debris outside and below the clearing limits. If the trunk, or a portion thereof, falls within the trail way, remove that portion within 4 feet of either side of the trail centerline and scatter a minimum distance of 4 feet beyond and below the trail centerline.

Section 984 – Loose Rock Removal

Description

984.01 Work. This work consists of removal and disposal of loose rock from the trail tread

Requirements

984.02 General. Remove loose rocks that are larger than four (4) inches at their greatest dimension from the trail bed.  Remove any loose rock in drainage dips or ditches that may impede water flow off the trail. Loose rocks are rocks that are not firmly embedded in the trail and can be removed by hand. Where the trail bed consists predominantly of rock with little or no soil present, remove all loose rock larger than 4 inches.

Fill any holes remaining from rock removal with suitable material and compact. If the rock removed is not needed for other items of maintenance work, scatter the rock by side casting to the lower side of trail way beyond the clearing limits, and distribute rock to ensure that no blockage of drainage or creation of a windrow occurs. Do not dispose of waste materials in watercourses.

The COR shall be notified of any large rocks left for blasting.

Section 987 – Slide Maintenance

Description

987.02 Work.  Work consists of the removal and disposal of slide material from the trailbed and the restoration of all sections of trail that have been damaged.  All soil and debris slides less than 12 inches in height at the trail centerline and covering less than 6 lineal feet of trail tread shall be removed.  The location of any slides exceeding these dimensions shall be brought to the attention of the COR as soon as practical.  This work does not apply to those sections of trail where the trail tread shoulder has been washed out or has slipped.

If slides exceed an average of 18 lineal feet per mile per trail, notify the COR or Inspector.

Requirements

987.02 General.  Conserve and use suitable material from the slide on the trailbed for tread surfacing.  Spread this material at a maximum depth of 3 inches for a distance not exceeding 50 feet in each direction from the site of the slide.

Place all excess and unsuitable material beyond the downslope edge of the trailbed.  Uniformly spread unsuitable material to a depth not exceeding 4 inches and do not obstruct drainage.  In the vicinity of water courses, deposit material outside the high water area.

Reshape the backslope that contributed to the slide to reduce future sloughing and to conform to adjacent undamaged sections.

Regrade sections of trailbed that have been damaged to a width and finish that conform to adjacent undamaged sections.

Section 991 – Drainage Maintenance

Description

991.01 Work.  This work consists of cleaning culverts, waterbars, drainage dips, ditches, rock spillways, stream fords and gully crossings; directing water from the trail where washing of the trailbed is or has been occurring; and draining low spots in the trailbed that tend to hold water.

Requirements

991.03 General.  Where trail drainage facilities have been plugged and the water has been diverted from the intended channel, remove the debris causing the diversion and return the drainage to the channel.  Divert water off and away from the trailbed.  If washing or ponding of water has been or is occurring, dig a shallow ditch sloped 2 percent to 5 percent to the downstream side of the trail and 3 inch minimum depth and 12 inches wide across the trail at the point where water enters the trail.

Clean ditches to permit the free flow of water into culverts and away from the trail.

Scatter all unusable or unneeded material that is cleared from the drainage structures 3 feet or more beyond and below the trail or drainage facility and out of high water area of water courses.

991.04 Culverts.  Remove debris and soil from catch basins and inlet and outlet ditches and inside culverts to permit the unobstructed flow of water into, through, and away from the culvert.  Replace any missing or loose rocks or logs in the culvert headwalls.

991.05 Waterbars.  Clean the upgrade side of all existing waterbars and maintain them as SHOWN ON THE DRAWINGS (NEZ SPS 7700-78A and FS-7700-78).  Remove material accumulated against rubber belting waterbars.  Use and compact suitable material removed from the upgrade side of all waterbars to bring the trail tread flush with the top of those waterbars on the downgrade side.  Remove all debris from the lead-off area of all waterbars that restricts the free flow of water away from the trail.

"Armored" waterbars (SEE EXHIBIT 6) shall be cleaned as if they were grade or drivable dips.  They are not to be cleaned up to the waterbar, otherwise the upgrade catch basin will be cleaned in accordance with the standard waterbar cleaning specifications.

 991.06 Drainage Dips.  Clean deposited material and restore drainage dip.   Remove all debris from the lead-off area of dips that restricts the free flow of water away from the trail.  Use suitable material obtained by cleaning dips for fill on the downgrade side, removing rock more than 4 inches at its greatest dimension.  Compact all material placed in the trail tread.

991.07 Rock Spillways.  Maintain rock spillways.  Clean all material from the spillway that restricts the flow of water away from the trail.

991.08 Stream Fords and Gully Crossings.  Maintain stream fords and gully crossings. Remove debris and loose rocks over 4 inches from existing stream crossings to provide the tread width.  Notify COR or inspector of missing or rotted log or rock barriers that form the dam at fords and gully crossings.   

Do not perform stream ford maintenance when redds or spawning fish are present.  Contact Inspector/COR with location that was not maintained. (SEE EXHIBIT 9.)  Generally in stream work is limited to the period of 7/1 - 8/15.

SECTION E--INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE

E.1 - 52.246-4
 Inspection of Services--Fixed-Price (AUG 1996)

(a) Definition: “Services,” as used in this clause, includes services performed, workmanship, and material furnished or utilized in the performance of services.
(b) The Contractor shall provide and maintain an inspection system acceptable to the Government covering the services under this contract. Complete records of all inspection work performed by the Contractor shall be maintained and made available to the Government during contract performance and for as long afterwards as the contract requires.

(c) The Government has the right to inspect and test all services called for by the contract, to the extent practicable at all times and places during the term of the contract. The Government shall perform inspections and tests in a manner that will not unduly delay the work.

(d) If the Government performs inspections or tests on the premises of the Contractor or a subcontractor, the Contractor shall furnish, and shall require subcontractors to furnish, at no increase in contract price, all reasonable facilities and assistance for the safe and convenient performance of these duties.

(e) If any of the services do not conform with contract requirements, the Government may require the Contractor to perform the services again in conformity with contract requirements, at no increase in contract amount. When the defects in services cannot be corrected by reperformance, the Government may --

(1) Require the Contractor to take necessary action to ensure that future performance conforms to contract requirements; and

(2) Reduce the contract price to reflect the reduced value of the services performed.

(f) If the Contractor fails to promptly perform the services again or to take the necessary action to ensure future performance in conformity with contract requirements, the Government may --

(1) By contract or otherwise, perform the services and charge to the Contractor any cost incurred by the Government that is directly related to the performance of such service; or

(2) Terminate the contract for default.

E.2– GOVERNMENT QUALITY ASSURANCE SURVEILLANCE PLAN

Inspection Procedure.  The Government will perform contract quality assurance as necessary to determine compliance with specifications and to provide the basis for computing the rate of payment. The Contractor shall notify the COR when each trail is complete and ready for inspection.

A camp is interpreted to include the campsite or trailer parking area of any employee working on this project for the Contractor.  Such permission, if granted, will be without charge to the Contractor.

Sanitation Facilities – Unless provided otherwise, the Contractor shall provide and maintain sanitation facilities for the work force at the site.  Solid waste shall be disposed of in accordance with applicable Federal, State, and local regulations.

H.2 - KEY PERSONNEL (FS 215-2) 

The key personnel specified in the Offeror's Technical Proposal are considered to be essential to the work being performed hereunder.  Prior to diverting any of the specified individuals to other programs, the Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer reasonably in advance and shall submit justification (including proposed substitutions) in sufficient detail to permit evaluation of the impact on the contract. The Contractor, whether or not directed by the Forest Service, shall immediately extinguish, without expense to the Government, all fires on or in the vicinity of the project which are caused by Contractor's employees, whether set directly or indirectly as a result of Contractor operations.  The Contractor may be held liable for all damages and costs of additional labor, subsistence, equipment, supplies, and transportation resulting from fires set or caused by the Contractor's employees or resulting from contract operations.

Other Fires.  For the purpose of fighting forest fires on or in the vicinity of the project which are not caused by the Contractor or his employees, the Contractor when requested by the Contracting Officer shall place his employees and equipment temporarily at the disposal of the Forest Service.  Payment for such services will be made by the Government at not less than the current rate for fire-fighting services established by the Forest Service in the area concerned.

Any employees and equipment furnished will be relieved from fire fighting as soon as the Forest Service finds that it is practicable to employ other labor and equipment adequate for the protection of the area.

An equitable adjustment in contract time may be made for this period.


(c)
Fire Protection Requirements - Fire Plan.  At all times during closed fire season period, as specified by State law, the Contractor shall comply with each of the following provisions to the extent applicable to his operation under the contract.



(1)
Fire Tools.  The Contractor will provide for each employee in the contract area at least one approved handtool of a type appropriate in the contract area, such as shovel, pulaski, or ax.  Tools required and furnished under (2) and (4) below, shall count toward fulfillment of the above requirement.  Where additional tools, beyond those required under (2) and (4) below, are to be provided, the Contractor shall seal such tools in one or more boxes painted red and marked "Tools for Fire Only."  All tools required herein shall be kept sharp and in good serviceable condition and maintained at locations to be designated by the Forest Service.



(2)
Fire Extinguishers and Tools on Mobile or Stationary Equipment.  Each unit of powered equipment used in connection with this contract, including automobiles, trucks, tractors, etc., shall be equipped with serviceable tools and fire extinguishers as follows:




One - fire extinguisher, dry chemical type of not less than 2-1/2 pound capacity with a 4 BC or higher rating.




One - shovel, round point #0 lady or equal.




One - ax, 2 pounds or over, 26-inch minimum length, or one pulaski.




One - water container (at least 1-gallon capacity), not required with stationary equipment.



(3)
Spark Arresters.  Each internal combustion engine shall be provided with a spark arrester or spark arresting device approved by the Forest Service.  Exceptions where the Forest Service may approve mufflers, or other equipment in lieu of spark arresters qualified and rated under Forest Service Standard 5100-1a are:  (a) small multiposition engines, such as chain saws, shall meet Society of Automotive Engineers J335b standards; (b) passenger-carrying vehicles and light trucks may have baffle-type mufflers with tail pipe; (c) heavy-duty trucks may have a vertical stack exhaust system and muffler, provided the exhaust stack extends above the cab of the vehicle.  An exhaust-driven turbocharger is considered to be a satisfactory spark arrester.  Internal combustion engine exhaust systems, arresters, and other devices must be properly installed and maintained.



(4)
Powersaws.  For each powersaw used in connection with this contract, the following will be provided:




One - shovel, round point #0 lady or equal.  Shovel must be immediately available for use.




One - Fire extinguisher, containing not less than 8 ounces of extinguisher fluid, or a dry chemical powder-type of not less than 1-pound capacity.  The extinguisher must be immediately accessible to the saw operator at all times.

Any fueling or refueling of a powersaw shall only be done in an area which has first been cleared or is free of all material capable of carrying fire; powersaw shall be moved at least 10 feet from place of fueling before starting.



(5)
Blasting.  Fuse or prima cord shall not be used unless authorized in writing by the COR with special precautions stated.



(6)
Smoking.  Smoking shall not be permitted within the contract area except on surfaced or dirt roads, at landings, within closed vehicles, in camps, or at other posted places, and shall never be allowed while working or traveling on foot.



(7)
Storage of Petroleum and Other Highly Flammable Products.  Gasoline, oil, grease, or other highly flammable material will be stored either in a separate building used exclusively for such storage, or at a site when all combustible debris and vegetation is cleared away within a radius of 25 feet.  Fire extinguishers and/or sand barrels may be required at such locations specified by the Forest Service when unusually hazardous conditions exist.



(8)
Debris Burning and Warming Fires.  Burning permits will be required for all debris burning fires.  Lunch and warming fires may be allowed in fireproofed areas during periods of low fire danger if and as specified in the fire plan.  Such fires must not be left burning unattended.



(9)
Precautions for Stoves.  Stovepipes on all temporary buildings, trailers, and tents using wood burning stoves, will be equipped with roof jacks and serviceable spark arresters of mesh with openings no larger than 5/8 inch.

All stovepipes, inside and out, will not be closer than 2 feet from any wood or other flammable material or 1 foot if the combustible material is protected by a metal or asbestos shield.

Welding.  Welding or use of cutting torches will be permitted only in areas that have been cleared or are free of all material capable of carrying fire.  Flammable debris and vegetation  must be removed from within a minimum of 10 feet radius of all welding and cutting torch operations.  A shovel and a 5-gallon standard backpack water container (filled) with handpump attached, shall be immediately available for use in the event of a fire start.

Fire Plan.  Prior to initiating work on the contract area, during the closed fire season period, a fire prevention and suppression plan will usually be prepared.  The Contractor and the Forest Service will jointly prepare this plan.  Such plan shall include a detailed list of men and equipment at the Contractor's disposal for implementing the plan.  The fire plan shall also specify additional measures and/or special requirements, such as Hoot Owl restrictions, necessary during periods of critical fire weather conditions.

When Hoot Owl restrictions are invoked, the Forest Service may curtail or shut down all or portions of a Contractor's operations.  The following requirements may be imposed:

Use weather forecasts as far as possible in scheduling burning for more favorable dispersal of smoke.

Fuel shall be reasonably free of dirt and piled to facilitate rapid and complete combustion.  Piles shall be tended during burning operations to maintain combustion and to eliminate unnecessary smudges.  Piles shall be patrolled during off-work hours to avoid wildfires.

Unless fire season controls dictate otherwise, burning shall be scheduled, as far as practicable, for the most favorable conditions during the burning period.

Under certain atmospheric conditions, smoke accumulations may become excessive and in these cases, the Regional Forester may, at his discretion, prohibit all open burning for definite periods within specific areas of the National Forest.

All operations involving, unloading, storage, and hauling of ordance, explosive, and incendiary ordnance material other than small arms ammunition.  These differentials are only applicable to work that has been specifically designated by the agency for ordance, explosives, and incendiary material differential pay.

If employees are required to wear uniforms in the performance of this contract (either by the terms of the Government contract, by the employer, by the state or local law, etc.), the cost of furnishing such uniforms and maintaining (by laundering or dry cleaning) such uniforms is an expense that may not be borne by an employee where such cost reduces the hourly rate below that required by the wage determination. The Department of Labor will accept payment in accordance with the following standards as compliance:

The contractor or subcontractor is required to furnish all employees with an adequate number of uniforms without cost or to reimburse employees for the actual cost of the uniforms.  In addition, where uniform cleaning and maintenance is made the responsibility of the employee, all contractors and subcontractors subject to this wage determination shall (in the absence of a bona fide collective bargaining agreement providing for a different amount, or the furnishing of contrary affirmative proof as to the actual cost), reimburse all employees for such cleaning and maintenance at a rate of $3.35 per week (or $.67 cents per day).  However, in those instances where the uniforms furnished are made of "wash and wear" materials, may be routinely washed and dried with other personal garments, and do not require any special treatment such as dry cleaning, daily washing, or commercial laundering in order to meet the cleanliness or appearance standards set by the terms of the Government contract, by the contractor, by law, or by the nature of the work, there is no requirement that employees be reimbursed for uniform maintenance costs.

This report should be submitted to the contracting officer no later than 30 days after such unlisted class(es) of employees performs any contract work.

3) The contracting officer reviews the proposed action and promptly submits a report of the action, together with the agency's recommendations and pertinent information including the position of the contractor and the employees, to the Wage and Hour Division, Employment Standards Administration, U.S. Department of Labor, for review.  (See section 4.6(b)(2) of Regulations 29 CFR Part 4).

4) Within 30 days of receipt, the Wage and Hour Division approves, modifies, or disapproves the action via transmittal to the agency contracting officer, or notifies the contracting officer that additional time will be required to process the request.

5) The contracting officer transmits the Wage and Hour decision to the contractor.

6) The contractor informs the affected employees.

Information required by the Regulations must be submitted on SF 1444 or bond paper.

When preparing a conformance request, the "Service Contract Act Directory of

Occupations" (the Directory) should be used to compare job definitions to insure that duties requested are not performed by a classification already listed in the wage determination.  Remember, it is not the job title, but the required tasks that determine whether a class is included in an established wage determination.

Conformances may not be used to artificially split, combine, or subdivide

classifications listed in the wage determination.

EXHIBIT 8

MINIMUM IMPACT CAMPING GUIDELINES

INTRODUCTION:  Welcome to the Nez Perce National Forest and to the Recreation/ Wilderness resources it is so proud to manage.  We take Recreation/Wilderness and tis preservation very seriously here.  Please respect and protect the natural environment, especially in Wilderness.  Careful selection of your campsite is one step toward that goal.  Choose the site thoughtfully and use it lightly.  In some instances it will be pre-selected by the District Ranger.  Leave the area clean and in its natural condition.  The following thoughts and procedures a provided to help educate visitors about minimum impact camping and its practical application.  Good luck and thanks for helping manage your National Forest.

1.  Select campsites in durable areas at least 200 feet from lakes, streams, and trails.  Do not construct lean-to’s, bough beds, or drainage ditches.  Self supporting tents and foam pads are alternatives to using native material.  Pick sites which drain well naturally to avoid ditching tents.

The camp area shall be maintained to present a clean, neat, and orderly appearance.  It should be kept clean and free of litter at all times, e.g. pull tabs, cigarette butts, bread closures, foil.  Combustible and organic garbage will be completely burned.  Metal, glass, plastic, and unburnable material will be packed out.  Firewood debris and chips will be raked weekly during camp occupation and wood kept in a stack.

Nailing to live trees is prohibited.  Use rope or twine and shims if you attach tent poles to tree temporarily.

2.  Equipment caches are prohibited.  All equipment (including stoves, tables, beds, tools, dishes, etc.) and supplies (including camp gear, food, and horse feed) will be packed out at end of the project.

3.  Pit-type toilets with or without tent covering are mandatory at all camps.  Pits will be located at least 200 feet from any water source.  It must be at least to mineral soil depth and sufficient for planned use period.  Plan ahead.  Length of stay may require several pits.  The pit will be filled in at the end of use.  Utilize natural screening effect of timber, brush, rock bluffs, etc.

4.  Don’t build rock fire rings.  Use fire pit or fire pan to contain warming/cooking fires.  Dig shallow pit.  Remove and save the sod or topsoil by setting it aside away from disturbance.  Burn dead and down material.  Keep fires small; burn all wood to a fine ash.  For extended use at one campsite, periodically bury resulting ash but use the same fire pit.  COR or his representative will designate any snag to be felled for camp wood if necessary.  Felled trees will be low-stumped at no more than 3” height from the ground level.

5.  Waste water shall be disposed of in leach pit at least 200 feet from springs, streams or lakes.  The pit shall be a minimum 2 foot x 2 foot x 2 foot and shall be filled with rock two to eight inches in diameter.  The leach pit shall be covered with at least 2 feet of compacted soil when camp is closed.
6.  In order to decrease chances for site degradation, the use of saddle and pack stock shall be kept to the minimum necessary to accomplish the project.  A maximum 11 head per trip is allowable for the initial camp and tool supply.  Once tools and camp are transported into the job site, use of stock will be limited to 3 head during the length of the project. At the end of the project and for complete camp movements during the project, stock will not exceed 11 head.  Stock not in use shall be removed from the National Forest until such time as they are required.

Avoid tying directly to trees.  Allow stock to graze loose when possible.  Use hobbles, pickets, high lines, or rope hitchrails to avoid scarring trees and compacting soil.  “Tree-saver” straps help avoid scarring when a rope hitchline is attached to a tree.

Stock handling facilities will be located at least 200 feet from any water source.  Manure will be scattered to hasten decomposition.

In many areas forage is scarce.  Check with the Ranger Station for current information about local conditions.  In order to slow the spread of non-native plant species, the use of weed-seed-free feed is encouraged.  Supplemental livestock feed, when needed, will be processed pellets or high quality (e.g. first cutting) alfalfa hay and/or grain.  Rolled oats is required. Utilize feed bags and hay netting to contain feed and avoid introduction of non-native species.

7.  Stock salt will be in block form and secured off the ground in waterpoof container.  Locate it away from camps, trails, and live water.  Remove when livestock are removed.

8.  Pack and saddle stock must be ridden or led and not permitted to run loose on trails (except for short time periods when an animal becomes crippled or where safety dictates otherwise.) Avoid cutting switchbacks to prevent erosion.

9.  Return all camp areas to their natural condition.  Replace topsoil and sod removed for a fire pit.  Carefully return logs, rocks, limbs, etc. displaced during camp set-up.

10. Solitude is an important part of wilderness visits.  Minimize your impacts on others by camping away from other campsites.  Leave pets at home.  Keep noise to a minimum.  Be courteous in sharing the trail with others.

MODIFICATIONS TO TRAIL CLEARING STANDARDS

TO COMPLY WITH PROGRAMMATIC BIOLOGICAL ASSESSMENT

FOR TRAIL MAINTENANCE 

FOR FALL CHINOOK SALMON, SOCKEYE SALMON, SPRING/SUMMER CHINOOK SALMON, STEELHEAD TROUT AND BULL TROUT

APRIL 1999

Any Level I, II, or III trail maintenance work that occurs within 300’ of live water will need to follow new design criteria in order to proceed.  The following design criteria have been extracted from the Programmatic Biological Assessment for Trail Maintenance.

1. Gravel Borrow:  Borrowing gravel from gravel bars will only occur when an alternative site is not available AND the gravel bar is located well out of the existing stream, where there is little or no chance the gravel could be used by spring spawning salmonids.  All gravel removed will be high and dry and as far away from live water as possible.  Total gravel removed will be limited to 10 percent of less of the total gravel available to prevent changes in channel morphology, and will be well–distributed.  Ideally if a site is known where gravel borrowing is necessary, review of the site by fisheries biologists prior to activity is strongly recommend.

2. Trail Clearing: Where woody materials have fallen across trails and extend into stream channels, only that portion of the material obstructing trail use will be removed.  Leave the portion extending into the stream channel.  In-stream woody debris will not be cleared without prior review and approval by a fisheries biologist.

3. Trail Brushing:  Brushing trails along streams and at stream crossings will be done in a way that maintains the plants for shade and stream bank stability, while allowing for safe passage.  In most cases, brushing occurs on the uphill side of the trail, with the trail between the brushing and the stream.  Brushing will be limited to cut slopes and within the trail tread.  Brush clearing standards will be modified to retain brush where it is providing shade to the stream within 25 feet of a stream and at all stream crossings.

4. Ford Maintenance or Work in Stream Channel.  Avoid work in streamside areas where listed fish may be staging or spawning.  Sensitive time periods include March 15-May 15 for steelhead, August 15 – November 30 for spring Chinook and bull trout.  Exceptions to this may be granted where surveys for adult fish are conducted by a trained observer and no fish are found.  Site-specific review of the activity and the site by a fisheries biologist will be conducted prior to any exceptions.

In channel work will be avoided except during July 1 – August 15, in streams where adult listed fish or their spawning habitat may be present.  Exceptions to this may be granted following site-specific review by a fisheries biologist.

5. Waterbar Cleaning, Slough Removal, Tread Work:  Dirt which is removed from the trail will be placed outside of the normal high water mark or in the trail tread on the downhill side of the waterbar.  Trail work on or near stream crossings will be done with emphasis on retention of vegetation for stabilizing banks, minimizing sediment introduction, and providing a stable, non-eroding crossing.
