(a)  Name, telephone number of the Contractor's safety official.

(b)  Arrangements made to provide for the treatment of injuries.

(c)  Material safety data sheets for all chemicals/materials to be used on AFRH-W grounds that have been identified as hazardous by OSHA/EPA.  Examples would be solvents, oils, paints, petroleum products, acids, etc.

(d)  Driver's license qualifications and operator certifications for all employees expected to operate construction equipment, heavy duty trucks, cranes etc.

(e)  Description of measures to be taken to secure the perimeter of the work area to protect AFRH-W residents and employees.

(f)  Where specialized operator/user training is required by law (such as asbestos removal, power actuated tool use, etc.), the Contractor will submit a list of those employees qualified by training and the date the training was given.

H.6.3  EMERGENCY MEDICAL AID:  The Contractor is responsible for transportation of injured employee(s) to a hospital/trauma unit of the Contractor's choice.  In an emergency dial 911 and request an ambulance.  When on‑site medical assistance is deemed necessary for a life threatening emergency until the ambulance arrives, dial 3444.

H. 8  PROTECTION OF GOVERNMENT PROPERTY AND PERSONNEL:
H.8.1.  AFRH-W PERSONNEL SAFETY:  Parts of the [building] will be in use by AFRH-W personnel during part of this work.  The contractor shall provide for the Safety of the occupants as described in these specifications.

H.8.2  SUBMITTALS:

a)  The Contractor shall review existing conditions and submit a written list and description of damaged and deteriorated materials and surfaces existing prior to commencement of any work.  Submit written list within thirty (30) calendar days of Notice to Proceed.

H.8.3 N/A

H.8.4  The Contractor shall take whatever measures are necessary to prevent water from entering any opening caused by his work.  This may include temporary installation of plywood, polyethylene, etc. as necessary to protect against rain and wind.

H.8.5  All existing Government owned or rented equipment and material within the work area shall be protected by the Contractor from damage caused by construction operations.  As a minimum, the Contractor shall cover all equipment in the work area with dust barriers and protect such items from any damage due to dust, vibration, water, heat or other conditions resulting from construction activities.  Existing work damaged by construction operations shall be promptly repaired by the Contractor at no additional expense to AFRH-W.

H.8.7  Contractor shall not track mud, adhesives, or blacktop into any building during performance of the work.  Contractor shall hose down his vehicles so as not to truck mud along AFRH-W grounds and roadways.

H.8.8  STREET CLOSINGS:  The Contractor is required to submit a written request to the Contracting Officer when he foresees the necessity for closing any street or roadway on AFRH-W grounds, prior to five (5) working days of requested closure.  The Contractor shall provide appropriate barricades, signs, markers, flares, and other devices as may be required by the Contracting Officer for traffic guides and public safety.

H.8.8.1  Whenever a two way road needs to be limited to only a one lane capacity, there shall be a flag man, hired by the Contractor, to direct traffic during construction hours.  After construction hours a temporary metal plate shall be placed over any trench such that cars can safely use both lanes.

H.8.9    SALVAGE MATERIALS AND EQUIPMENT:  The Contractor shall maintain adequate property control records for all material and equipment  specified to be salvaged. The Contractor shall  be responsible for the adequate storage and protection of all salvaged materials and equipent  and shal replace, at no cost to the Government,  all salvage materials and equipment which are broken ar damaged during salvage operations as the result of this negligence,  or while in this care.

H.8.11.a.  BARRICADES:  The Contractor shall provide and securely place clearly visible wood or plastic work horses covered with expanded orange plastic safety mesh fastened to the work horses around the perimeter of the construction site and staging area, and anywhere within that area which he deems potentially dangerous.  Close off barricades completely at the end of each work day.  Such barricades shall be required to alert AFRH-W members and personnel not to go inside and shall also be used whenever safe public access to areas such as roads, parking areas or sidewalks is prevented by construction activities or as otherwise necessary to ensure the safety of both pedestrian and vehicular traffic. The Contractor or his responsible agent will be required to make a thorough inspection of the job site and each building in which he has performed work at the close of his operations each day to determine that all necessary safeguards relative to potential fire hazards are in effect.

H.8.12.1  Any used rags, waste, empty material containers and the like must be removed from the site every night.  The Contractor shall also be responsible for any costs incurred, in repairs or by levy, from  the results of false alarms, fire alarms, fire and smoke damage or damage caused by fire fighting personnel due to causes by Contractor.  Any damaged material or construction shall be repaired to its original condition at no cost to the AFRH-W.

H.9  PROTECTION OF ENVIRONMENTAL RESOURCES:
H.9.1  GENERAL:  The Contractor shall provide for the environmental protection of AFRH-W as a result of this work. 

H.9.2  SUBMITTALS:

a)  PROPOSALS:  Within twenty‑one (14) calendar days after Contractor's receipt of Notice to Proceed, the Contractor shall submit in writing for approval his proposed plan for implementing environmental pollution control.

H.9.3  DUST CONTROL:  The Contractor shall maintain all work areas free from dust which would contribute to air pollution.  Approved temporary methods of stabilization consisting of sprinkling where appropriate, or light bituminous treatment where appropriate will be permitted to control dust.  Sprinkling, where used, must be repeated at such intervals as to keep all parts of the disturbed area damp at all times.  Dust control shall be performed as the work proceeds and whenever a dust nuisance or hazard occurs.

H.9.4  CONTAINMENT:  Contain all dust/dirt/debris within the building area where the work is taking place.

H.9.5  MAINTENANCE OF POLLUTION CONTROL FACILITIES DURING CONSTRUCTION:  During the life of this contract, the Contractor shall maintain all facilities constructed for pollution control under this contract as long as the operations creating the particular pollutant are being carried out or until the material concerned has become stabilized to the extent that pollution is no longer being created.

H.9.6  Burning of material and use of explosives is not permitted on AFRH-W property.

H.10  PROTECTION OF LAND RESOURCES:
H.10.1  GENERAL:  It is intended that the land and property resources within the project boundaries and outside the limits of permanent work performed under this contract be preserved in their present condition or be restored to a condition after completion of construction that will appear to be natural and not detract from the appearance of the project.  Insofar as possible, the Contractor shall confine his construction activities to areas defined by the plans and specifications or to be authorized by Contracting Officer for work outside of these areas.

H.11  PROTECTION OF WATER RESOURCES:
H.11.1  GENERAL:  The Contractor shall not pollute ground or surface water with conventional or toxic pollutants, including but not limited to fuels, oils, bitumen, calcium chloride, acids, and organic solvents both on and off the Government premises.  The Contractor shall investigate and comply with all applicable Federal, and municipal laws concerning pollution of surface and ground water.  Special measures shall be taken to prevent chemical, fuels, oils, greases, bituminous materials, herbicides and insecticides from entering public waters.

H.12  UTILITIES:
H.12.1.a.  N/A

H.12.1.b.  AVAILABILITY OF UTILITIES:  It shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to provide all utilities he may require during the entire life of the contract.  He shall make his own investigation and determinations as to the availability and adequacy of utilities for his use for construction purposes and domestic consumption.  He shall install and maintain all necessary supply lines, piping, and meters if required, but only at such locations and in such manner as approved by the Contracting Officer.  Before final acceptance of work under this contract, all temporary supply lines, and piping installed by the Contract shall be removed by him in a manner satisfactory to the Contracting Officer.

H.12.1.1  INTERRUPTIONS OF UTILITIES:  No utility services shall be interrupted by the Contractor to make connections, to relocate, or for any purpose, unless authorized by the Contracting Officer.

H.12.3.  Services shall not be interrupted until receipt of approval of the proposed hours and date from the Contracting Officer.

H.12.4.  Shutoffs which will cause interruption of AFRH-W work operations as determined by the Contracting Officer shall be accomplished during regular non‑work hours or on non‑work days of the AFRH-W without any additional cost to the Government.

H.12.5.  Operation of valves on water mains will be by AFRH-W personnel.  Where shutoff of water lines interrupts service to fire hydrants or fire sprinkler systems, the Contractor shall arrange his operations and have sufficient material and personnel available to complete the work without undue delay or to restore service without delay in event of emergency.

H.12.6.  Flow in gas mains which have been shut off shall not be restored until the Contracting Officer's representative has determined that all items serviced by the gas line have been shut off.

H.13  CONTRACTOR'S STORAGE AND OFFICE:
H.13.1  GENERAL:  Protect stored items from all possible damage, including that from other Contractor's vehicles.  Materials which are allowed to be stored outside shall be protected from the weather.  All materials that are kept outside are to be secured to prevent damage or loss due to wind.

H.13.2  CONTRACTOR'S OFFICE:  Contractor's remote office, employee parking, staging, and storage area if required shall be located as coordinated with the Contracting  Officer.  

H.13.3.1  No equipment or new materials shall be stored on or in the building except those items that are necessary for same work week  installation.  The exact location will be all existing equipment, materials and debris removed during the work that are not to be reinstalled shall be removed daily by the Contractor from the building.  Job equipment and new material may be stored in the laydown area.  No equipment or materials are to be stored in or on the adjacent buildings.

H.13.4  Hazardous, combustible, and/or contaminated items and equipment designated to be removed shall be stored in a manner and location per applicable codes and laws and as approved of by the Contracting Officer.

H.14.  TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION ITEMS:
H.14.1  GENERAL:  No separate payment will be made for any temporary construction or services required by this contract, and all costs in connection therewith  shall be included in the overall cost of the work unless specifically stated otherwise.  The work covered by this specification consists of furnishing all labor, materials, equipment, and services and performing all work required for or incidental to the work herein specified.

H.14.2  The Contractor shall carefully coordinate the work of this section with all other work and construct and maintain shoring, bracing and supports, as required.  The Contractor shall insure that structural elements are not overloaded and be responsible for increasing structural supports or adding new supports as may be required as a result of any cutting, removal, patching, or demolition work performed under any part of this Contract.  Upon completion of the project, all temporary construction shall be removed and disposed of by the contractor.

H.14.3  TEMPORARY ELECTRICAL WORK:  All temporary electrical wiring installed during construction shall conform with the latest edition of the National Electrical Code.  Upon completion of the project, all temporary electrical work shall be removed and disposed of by the Contractor.

H.14.3.1  [Interior work which will be visible in the finished project will be executed only under conditions of illumination of an intensity equal to or greater than    foot candles.  If the Contractor fails to maintain the required illumination the Contracting Officer may issue an order stopping all or part of the work until satisfactory corrective action has been taken.  No part of the time lost due to any such stop order shall be made subject of claim for extension of time or for excess costs or damages by the Contractor.]

H.15  DISPOSAL OF EXISTING MATERIAL AND EQUIPMENT:
H.15.1.a.  Construction Materials remaining after completion of the job shall be removed off AFRH-W grounds by the Contractor at his own expense and responsibility.  All debris, trash and other items not designated for Government salvage shall be disposed of off AFRH-W grounds.
