Given the considerable concern raised by many potential offerors over our conflict of interest language, we have decided to relax it. While our concerns to protect the integrity of the process are unabated, we realize now that the restrictions we impose in the conflict language could possibly cause hardships for some firms, especially small businesses.

While it is unlikely that any firm that decided to propose would change their minds in light of softened rules, those who may have decided not to participate in this procurement may now decide to develop a proposal. In fairness to them, the due date for submission of proposals is extended to June 3, 2008 at 4 PM. Except for the conflict of interest language and the proposal due date, all other terms and conditions are unchanged and in full force and effect.

Any firm that has already submitted their proposal may modify or withdraw it. If requested, we will return your proposal; otherwise all proposals received will be stored unopened in a secure location until June 4th.
We will post the revised conflict language by May 15th.
