AMENDMENTS TO SOLICITATION DTFR53-04-R-00005

The following are additional revisions to Solicitation No. DTFR53-04-R-00005:

1. Section C.5.15 is deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following:

Transition activities must commence within three (3) days of notification of contract award. Key personnel contact information and resumes must be delivered upon acceptance of the contract.

The Contractor shall effectively and smoothly transition all support areas in this contract from the existing service delivery provider in a manner that is efficient in terms of cost, yet addresses the need to maintain existing levels of service.  In order to evaluate the transition approach, the Contractor shall provide a description of transition activities to include a proposed timeline in conjunction with the contract proposal, and shall develop and deliver a full Transition Plan to FRA within two (2) weeks of contract award.

The transition shall include an inventory verification of installed and yet to be installed network components.

An appendix is only allowed for the transition plan.

2. Section C.5.16 is hereby added to the Solicitation as follows:

C.5.16 Disaster Recovery (Testing/Fail over) 

The contractor shall conduct an after-hours test of the disaster recovery fail over of the production server to the disaster recovery server. This testing must occur after hours and be scheduled at least two weeks in advance of the test. After hours are defined between the hours of 6:31 p.m. and 6:29 a.m. EST. Off hours are weekends and holidays. This test shall be conducted at least once each calendar month. Follow up documentation shall be provided to the COTR and/or designated representative within two business days of the test administration. This documentation shall detail the testing methodology, findings, and conclusions.
