Scope of Services

Small Whorled Pegonia Survey and Jurisdictional Waters Determination-Delineation
for
Fairfax County Parkway and DAR Ramps

The contractor shall perform a survey for the small whorled pegonia (SWP) (Isotria medeoloides) within the limits of the area identified on the attached plan.  Documentation for the survey, including compilation of a GPS location of any SWP individuals shall be provided.  The survey and identification will be for any SWP within and an area 100 feet beyond the limits of the area outlined on the attached plans for the proposed Fairfax County Parkway and the two DAR Ramps off I-95.  The SWP survey and documentation will meet the US Fish and Wildlife Service’s (US FWS) current requirements for survey, identification and documentation for the SWP.  The survey will be completed within the time frame established by the US FWS for field identification of this species in Virginia.  Upon completion of the field work portion of the survey, the contractor shall submit the information to the US FWS and determine, based on his/her experience and conversation with the US FWS, whether additional field work will be required.  Based on the foregoing, if additional field work will be required, the contractor shall complete such work before the expiration of the 2008 survey time window for the SWP in Virginia.

The contractor shall prepare a jurisdictional waters delineation (JD) (meeting the standards of the Norfolk District of the US Army Corps of Engineers (USACE)) for the areas outlined on the attached plan.  Note that the SWP survey area and the JD areas are not equal in size.  The JD shall include a field delineation (flags) to be accepted by the USACE and GPS compiled data that can be incorporated into a VDOT accepted electronic data base. 

The contractor shall utilize, to the maximum extent possible, existing data previously prepared for VDOT and the US Army for SWP surveys and JD’s within the outlined areas and in areas immediately adjacent to the limits that are the subject to this Scope of  Services.  

The contractor shall submit a fee for performing the above described work to the FHWA.  The number of hours, type/class of worker, rate per hour for each type/class of worker, and total for each type/class of worker shall be provided.  Direct expenses such as printing, travel, film will be included in the fee submission.  The total lump sum fee for completing the above described work will be provided.

The SWP survey and documentation work shall be completed and accepted by the US FWS within 75 days of the notice to proceed for this work.  The JD, including obtaining USACE acceptance of the jurisdictional delineation shall be completed within 90 of notice to proceed.
